mission prepared for the . Niagara
Falls conference that is to be begun
next Monday, officials in diplomatic
and government circles discussed the
possibility of developments that might
grow out of the rebel victory.

It was believed the Constitutional-
ists immediately would move to im-
port arms and ammunition through
Tampico for use in their southern
campaign. If that were permitted,
some officials suggested, to-day that
Huerta probably would protest that
the halting of shipments of arms for
him at Vera Cruz was unjust,

Despite the possibility of such a de-
velopment, the view was taken in
many quarters that the capture of
Tampico would dissipate embarassing
circumstances created by the menace
to big foreign interests.

President Wilson was expected to
make representations to rebel leaders
aimed at resumption of operations in
the oil fields, Constitutionalists agents
asserted the victory on the east coast
would ease immediately the interna-
tional situation. They declare General
Gonzales would protect all foreign
property, thereby eliminating any
necessity for intervention, =«

Carranza’s agents claimed Gonzales’
victary gave the Constitutionalists ab-
solute control of northern Mexico and
assured the resumption of commercial
relations between interior cities and
the markets of the world.

Ottawa Separate School Board in
Control of the French Ele-
ment.

OTTAWA, May 14—The French
majority on the local separate school
board last night vested Chairiman
Genest with full authority to dismiss
whatever teachers he deems unfit' and
replace them with qualified teachers,
in the event of the injunction which
has been taken out at Toronto against
the hoard being sustained. The in-
junction would restrain the board
from paying unqualified teachers and
from raising $275,000 by debentures
for the erection of new schools.

This decision followed a heated ses-
sion of the board last night, when the
English trustees were voted down by
the French trustees, supported by
three of the English who support bi-
lingual schools.

The Result.

As a result the FFrench majority are
in a position to make every separate
school in the city bilingual by the ap-
pointment of Christian brothers as
teachers in The place of the present
lay teachers.

Notice of reconsideration of the mo-
tion was refused by two-thirds ma-
jority.

In further defiance of the Ontario

Seventy Cut-throats Released at
Vera Cruz by American
General.

VERA CRUZ, May 14.—A friendly
Mexican army officer has informed

General TFunston that 70 murderers
imprisoned in the prison of San Juan
de Uluoa were released by mistake by
the Americans, and are now in Vera
Cruz, or with the bands that are plun-
dring the country beyond the Ameri-
can outposts.

The information-wiridvsame direct,
has been . confirmed by Professor
Cousachs, of the Naval Academy, An-
napolis, a linguist, whom (Admiral
Badger and General Funston have put
in charge of the investigation.

Mr. Cockshutt called upon Rev. Mr.
Woodside to open with prayer and
then Mr. Louis Stander, the foreign
missionary presented his report which
showed a very satisfactory state of
affairs. Mr Cockshutt spoke upon the
union and its condition in Brantford.
He said: The work of the union was
of three parts, social. educational and
religious. Mr. Stander and his wife
had do:e work which was greatly ap-
preciared by the union and also by the
foreigners, The educational work was
conducted by Principal Joyce and al-
though it was not possible to reach all
foreigners, many of whom did net
realize the advantages of education;
those who wene reached were prin-

had been effected among these, The
religious side of the unicn was its
basis and from this many of the poor-
er foreigners had learned sufficient of
the gospel for salvation, and many of
them now were able to read the
truths for themselves. Speaking gen-
erally of the work the speaker said
the poor foreigners had benefited
through the union, and if they were
not grateful they ought to be. They
had proved in the past to have as

tude, than the average Britisher.

As president Mr. Cockshutt had
aften felt sustained by the great sin-
cerity of the workers of the union.
He was stre there was no better band
than those than gathered in the Devon
Hall.

Perhaps this band of workers was
not as closely connected with the
churches of 1le city as they might be
for this work was in reality the work
of the churches. Ther: was no
doubt that in a city consisting of 25
or 30 churches it was a difficult mat-
ter to alocate -foreigners to various
churches, besides some of the incom-
ers did not make very becoming
church members, The question was
one to be dealt with immediately, and
he thought a separate church for the
foreign element was the only solu-
tion, Every year found the Union
$s00 out which was made good by the
ofifcials. Ten churches in the city
helped the union financially out of a
total of forty or fifty in the city.
It v:ras, however, a matier for the
sieet'ng to deal with.

The report of Mr. C. Cook, finan-
cial secretary showed that the expen-
diture for the year was about the
same as in former years, plus about
$400 of a special fund which had beer
raised to pronde focd for tha foreien-
ers during the hard times. The total
deficiency had been found which had
been made good by the officers.

The report of the Educational work
was given by Mr. Joyce who has
charge of this work. He told of the
excelent work done in this line among
the foreign section. The night school
had been well attended. The average
attendance was 37, while the lowest
record was' 17 and the highest 64.

Mr. Traii, secretary of the Evan-
gelical Union Sunday School gave
proof of fine work among the rising
foreign children in scriptural work.
This closed the formal business of
the session and an interesting discus-
sion ensued relative to the despec-
tive contributions to the funds of
the union by local denominations. The
question of finding suitable churches
for the incoming foreigners once they
had confessed conversion was also
touched upon.

A controversy with regard to the
contributions of the various churches
towards the upkeep of the union fol-
lowed, The chairman asked Mr. G.
Wedlake to explain the attitude of
the Methodist body towards the fin-
ances. He said the Methodist Social
union of the city had sent a commit-
tee before the General Board of Mis-
sions of the Methodist church which
met in this city two years ago. They
had asked that that general board set
aside an appropriation for the work
among foreigners in this city the
sum to be taken from the ceneral fund.
This they had persuaded the board
to do. They could call on the funds
for an amount up to $600. Mr. Wed-
lake favored the suggestion of Mr.

givings the body to which he belong-
ed would do likewise. It was a breadth
of view that held back the money
not narrowness.

Rev. Mr. Holling said he thought
some way ought to be found, he could
not as yet suggest one himself, whera-
by the foreigners once they embraced
chrictianity, could be placed in some
church of their choice. If we were
to ever make good Christian Canadian
itizens we must assimilate them and
not allow them to go off by them-
selves.

Dr. Nichol suggested individual
churches attending to their own sec-
tion of foreigners, but Mr. Cockshutt
said the only solution was to have 2
separate church built entirely for the
foreigners. That was his own view,
but he was open for suggestions, The
whole matter will be discussed at a
forthcoming meeting of . the evangeli-
cal union and representatives from
all the ~hurches. The gathering con-
cluded with the doxology and prayer.

The report of the missionary, Mr.
Louis Stander, was as iollows:

Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentle-
men,—

As we are at the close of another
year in the work of the Brantford
Evangelistic Unioff I come before
you to tell what we have been doing
during "the “year, o await yoir “judg-
ment on the past, and to listen to
your advice and gunidance for the com-
ing year.

Qur work here among the strangers
who come to Brantford to find shel-
ter and to make this city their home,
is a very precarious one. Brantford
to-day has a much greater task in
connection with the foreigner than it
had six years ago when I started kork
here. The foreign population has
greatly increased. Its influence is felt
among Brantfordites for better or for
worse politically, socially and religi-
ously. Different societies and clubs
have been founded among them, which
may be of great help or of great hind-
rance in the carrying on of mission
work for them. The foreigners them-
selves are divided into two classes,
the Canadianized and the immigrant.
Each nationality is struggling to keep
up its national individuality, language,
religion and customs. Needless' to say
that I always try to overcome this by
using my influence to bring them to-
gether, ‘to do away with their preju-

CLAIM.
Under the above heading the Ham-
ilton Herald (Independent) says:

“The real issue in the next election
in this province,” says Mr. Rowell, “is
this: Shall the organized liquor forces
of the province triumph over the or-
ganized forces of our common Chris-
tianity?”

If the opposition leader spoke these
words in sincerity, he is more fanati-
cal than the Herald has hitherto be-
lieved him to be. But it may be sus-
pected that he spoke as a political tac-
titian rather than as a moral reform-
er. If Mr. Rowell can succeed in pop-
ularizing .the belief that in the next
election the Liberal cause represents
“the organized forces of our common
Christianity,” and the Conservative
cause represents “the organized liquor
forces,” he will obtain a sweeping vic-
tory. .

Does anybody with a spoonful of
brains in his head believe that this is
a fair presentation of the political sit-
wation in this province? There are
many men in the province just as de-
sirous as Mr. Rowell is for the pro-
gress of temperance reform who do
not believe in his policy of prohibition.
There are many who will oppose that
policy because they are convinced that
it would in the long run prove reac-
tionary and a set-back to the progress
of true temperance reform.

For Mr Rowell to claim that he and
his supporters are “on the side of the
angels,” and that all the forces of evil
are massed under the Conservative
banner, may in his opinion be good
party tactics, but it is apt to disgust]
fair-minded people.”

INCREASED CONSUMPTION.

In so far as Canada is concerned,
there are some easily traceable fac-
tors contributing to the increased cost
of living that you hear so much about.
You hear about it from Grit politici-
ans who never lifted a finger to arrest
the risé”in retail prices during the
long period of Liberal administration,
but who would like you to believe
now that conditions would be relieved
by the removal of duties which for 15
years they themselves maintained.

How much has the duty to do with
it? Take dairy products. The Do-
minion Dairy and Cold Storage Com-
missioner, Mr. J. A. Ruddick, has
compiled statistics of the dairy indus-
try showing that the per capita con-
sumption of dairy products in Canada
has enormously increased. The pro-
duction has also increased, but not in
the same ratio.. The Canadian people
individually are drinking more milk
and eating more butter than they did
ten years ago.

Mr. Ruddick’s figures show that
whereas the consumption .of dairy
products per capita was 800 pounds of
milk, in 1912 it had risen to half a ton
per head. On the other hand, the pro-
duction of milk had not risen in any-
thing like the same ratio, being 9,871,-
178,103 pounds in 1910, as compared
with 6,866,834,000 pounds in 1900. The
per capita consumption of butter in
the ten years rose from 23.49 pounds
to 27.88 pounds. This increase of
consumption Mr. Ruddick attributes
to the “great prosperity of the coun-
try and consequent increase in pur-
chasing power and partly to the bet-
ter quality of milk and its products in
recent years.” In the great growth in
consumption can be found one reason
for the advance in the cost of living.

HUERTA WILL FIGHT TO THE
LAST.

In an interview, President Huerta
made the statement that he was de-
termined to fight to the last for the
independence of Mexico. President
Huerta said his government might be
pulverized, but he must resist Am-
imposition and everything
might be derogatory ‘to the
rights of Mexicans.

“We are in the lion’s mouth,”
President Huerta is quoted as say-

erican

which

ing, “but the lion will not find it easy
to eat us.” Huerta went on to say
that anyway he would fight for the
rights of Mexico, and even if he was
not successful, such a fight would
have its uses. If he yielded, he said,
he would be deservedly cursed as a
traitor by future generations.
General Huerta predicted that there
would be general and endless guer-
illa warfare if the United States at-
tempted the conquest of Mexico. The

United States, he said, stood to lose
much, It had already.lost its reputa-
tion for political loyalty. The revolu-
tfon in Mexico, he declared, was no-
thing but a masked American war.
The United States had not provided
the rebels with arms but men. Whole
companies of Americans in the uni-
form of the United States army, had
fought under General Villa at Tor-
reon.

President Huerta declared that
more than 200 American dead had
been found at Gomez Palaico, Ciordo
and elsewhere. The blod stained
clothing and the regimental badges
of the Americans, he said, had been
preserved. In conclusion, President
Huerta said: “I instructed the Mexi-

{ can delegates to the mediation con-

ference at Niagara IFalls, Canada, to
oppose decisively any American de-
mands wkich would lessen our na-
tional sovereignty. I stand at my
post awaiting events with a calm con-
science, confident of the ultimate tri-
umph of right.”

CANADIAN NORTHERN
EARNINGS.

As to the traffic future of the Cana-
dian Northern Railway Company, it
is difficult to forecast the earning
power of the completed line with cer-
tainty, but Mr. D. B. Hanna, the com-
pany’s third vice-president, who has
had long experience in the operation
of railways in Western and Eastern
Canada, submits the following state-
ment as an estimate of the results
during the first three years after the
system has been operating in accord-
ance with present plans.

The estimate of gross earnings is
on the very conservative basis of the
percentage increases for the past five
years of the lines.of the system in ac-
tual operation, and inasmuch as a part
of the mileage has been disconnected
and confined to a local short haul
business, operation as a united trunk
system should result in much greater

per mile revenue.

WAL FIGHT 10 THE
LAST, Y LALRIR

C. N. R. Debate is Staged in the
House of Commons on
Wednesday.

OTTAWA, May 14—The terms
upon which the Government proposes
to accede to the request of the Can-
adian Northern Railway for a bond
guarantee of forty-five millions were
explained to the House yesterday af-
ternoon by the Prime Minister, who
moved the resolution providing for
the guarantee. They were declared
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier to be unac-
ceptable to the Opposition. “It will
be the duty of the Opposition,” said
Sir Wilfrid “to oppose them from
first to last.”

The introduction of the resolution
brought out . a number of strong
speeches, Sir Wilfrid Laurier being
followed by the Solicitor-General,Hon
Arthur Meighen, and he in turn by
Mr. W. F. Nickle, of Kingston.

The Prime Minister spoke for an
hour and a half, during which he
sketched the history of the Canadian
Northern, from its beginning in Mani-
toba to the launching of the Trans-
continental project. He gave the
House an interesting bit of informa-
tion with regard to railway develop-
ment in Canada when he told of the
hope of the CanadanNorthern that a
working arrangement could be made
with the old Grand Trunk in the East.
When the Grand Trunk decided to
build into the West and the Canadian
Northern found itself between two
powerful competitors, each with an
Eastern system, the Canadian North-
ern thereupon decided to build into
the East.

The Prime Minister reviewed the
suggestion that the Canadian North-
ern be allowed to go into liquidation
for the purpose of cutting down the
sum of unguaranteed securities, a sug-
gestion which, he said, had never ap-
pealed to him, which would have in-
jured the credit of Canada, and which
would have delayed the completion
of the Canadian Northern Transcon-
tinental for a generation; a saving
now would involve a tenfold loss to
the country. He stated:emphatically,
and in this the Opposition leader ag-
reed, that the road must be completed

Mr. Borden emphasized a number
of points covered in the document of
information brought down some days
ago. He quoted declarations to show
that Mackenzie and Mann, as con-
tractors, had not taken profits out of
the Canadian Northern either through
the firm of - Mackensize and Mann,
Limited, or through the Northern
Construction Co. On the other hand,
they had turned over the road lands
and proceeds of lands in the West,
held by themselves to the value of $29
000,000. Mr. Borden touched upon
the consolidation of the various Can-
adian Northern links under a capitali-
zation limited to one hundred mil-
lions. He explained the character of
the sixfold security taken by the Gov-
ernment for the guarantee proposed,
and expressed the belief that the forty
millions of stock coming to the Gov-
ernment in return for the load of the
cuntry’s credit, would in the future
compensate not only for the credit
now given,but for all the aid obtained
previously by the Canadian Northern.

REDMOND 15
SAID TO HAVE
MADE THREATS

Once Home Rule is Secured
There Will be no Amending
Bill.

LONDON, May 14—“When we
get the Home Rule Bill through, the
Premier can whistle for his Amend-
ing Bill. We cannot agree to exclu-
sion-upon any terms which may make
it permanent. We consider the Pre-
mier took too much wupon himself,
when he suggested that he would per-
severe in the Amending Bill whether
there is an agreement or not.”

This threat was made by John
Redmond in the lobby to the Glas-
gow Herald representative, who says
“What the Nationalists most fear is
being sold at the last moment.”

From the Parliamentary standpoint
it is generally conceded that Asquith
has played a skilful, tactical move.
but from the practical standpoint the
situation seems more complicated
than ever. The note of pessimism
which marks the editorial comment
is also blended with a pleasing tone
of moderation. Thus the Times, while
asserting that there is no improve-
ment in the general prospect since
the fixed determination to pass the
bill, deprecates the condemning of
the Amending Bill in advance. It re-
cognizes that Asquith is in an ex-
tremely difficult position, and fhat
the issue is too serious to regard as
a merely party one. It also enjoins
the Unionists so long as the door is
open to a settlement, to be careful
to keep.it open.

The Westminster Gazette, a Lib-
ieral evening paper, admits that it be-
‘came manifest in the course of the
debate that Asquith’s statement was
unpalatable to the Trish party and to
many supporters of the Government.
This journal also mildly remon-
strates with the leaders of the Op-
position for-their manner of meeting
the peace proposals. The Gazettte
iblames the Ulster Covenanters as
being responsible for the harder at-
titude of the Opposition. )

The Pall Mall Gazette declares
that the Unionists will do everything
possible to secure peace, but that it
is useless to deny the fact that the
exclusion of six counties, pending the
adoption of Federalism, is thte irre-
ducible minimum required to avert
civil war, however hateful to Red-
‘mond this concession may be.

ables them to find their bread, and
above all the Christ who died for all
that we might be found worthy to be
called citizens of the Heavenly Jeru-
salem., For such teachings, I some-
times meet with opposition, with sus-
picion, yea even with hatred. But
thank God there are a great number
of each nationality for whom the ef-
forts of the Evangelistic Union in the
years gone by have done great things.
‘These are assisting mie in every pos-
sible way to try and reach their own
countrymen. The untiring effort of
each co-worker of this Union is more
far-reaching than we expect, more
than we know and much more than
we can see. I will just quote you-a lit-
tle from a letter received from a Rus-
sian. When this man came here he
had imbibed some socialistic and ath-
eistic ideas, but now he writes to his
teacher and to me: “My wife and I
are reading the Bible which you sent
us, with great pleasure. It gives us
new life and hope by getting acquain-
ted more and more with Him, who so
dearly loved us.” In another letter he
says: “Excuse me for not writing you
before, as after my day’s work is done
I have to give the little time left to
the Temperance society which I or-
ganized and in which I occupy the
position of Secretary.” Now ladies and
gentlemen, do you appreciate what a
temperance Society in Russia means?
An Italian writes me “Wi]l you please
give me the address of a mission in
this city where they take such an in-
terest in lonely foreigners as you do.”
Still another letter from St. Cathar-
ines says: “Mr .Stander, we are here,
fourteen men, without means, without
work, and without a friend to take
the least interest in us. Can you come
to our help? Your brotherly advice
is earnestly solicited.” 2

Now Ladies and Gentlemen, I have
a number of letters like these, which
ispeak for themselves. Our attendance
at the meetings has greatly increased
during the past year and without ex-
aggeration I am safe in saying that
it has trebled. I am sure, Mr, Chair-
man, you and all the co-workers will
bear me out in this statement, Num-
bers of our congregation left when
work stopped, but praise the Lord,
they are carrying the gospel in their
hearts and will tell the old story of
love, worship and self-sacrifice to
their friends and relatives in their na-
tive countries. The Mission Hall has
been open every day and evening for al
comers. Many a time when strange¥s
arrived in the city, I took them up to
the Hall until I found their friends,
or sent them to another city.  I.visit-
ed all those I knew to be sick and did
everything in my power to comfort
them in time of need and trouble, I
am sorry to report that we have had
and still have, quite a large number
of unemployed, some of whom were
in a destitute condition. A number
of nationalities looked after their own
unemployed, but there were about two
hundred persons, men and women,
who were dependent on the Union
and the City for support. These peo-
ple have been looked after and we have
‘tried our best to make their lot eas-
ier. I cannot refrain from presenting

president, members of the committee
and especially to Mrs Frank Cock-
shutt and the ladies, my thanks and
the thanks of these unfortunates for
their sympathy and help. I also.ish
to take this opportunity of thanking
those good Christian ladies and gen-
tlemen who contributed to this cause.
During the year I found employment
for eight hundred and sixty-three
meén and fity-five women. During
the last three weeks I have found
positions on farms for about forty,
and for 50 more I found employment
in neighboring towns. I always try to
get a fair wage for them and néver
allow them to become strike-break-
ers. I hope to place more men on the
farm this month, if only the farmers
would be willing to pay what the men
are worth and not b exacting about
their knowing English. « The local
newspapers ‘are also to be heartily
thanked for the publicity and re-
commendations they have given gra-
tis regarding the unemployed for-
cigners who are willing to work on
farms, thus enabling them to come
in contact with the farmers, so that
farmer and foreigner have both been
mutually benefitted.

Mrs Stander has assisted me great-
ly in the work among the women and
children, and also in distributing re-
lief. She held a class for women dur-
ing the winter on Sunday afternoons
at our own residence. She also did
her share of the visiting. She still
continties to be the friend of the wo-
men, going. with them to the doctor,
helping with their shopping, writing
their letters, interpreting wedding
ceremonies, baptismal and  burial
services and assisting them in every
way to the best of her ability.

T wish also to add that the work
of the Union is not confined to any
denomination, nationality or race; the
doors of the mission hall are open to
any newcomers, and the missionary
is always ready to ‘Wwelcofne any
stranger. We had during the past
year, members who represented 18
different nationalities, eleven differ-
ent countries and all parts of the
globe. All have taken part in singing
hymns of praise to Him who died on
the -cross. To all the gospel of Christ
has been tanght by you ladies and
gentlemen, and as long as we con-
tinue in this work, we are following
our great leader, who came to be the
Shepherd to one flock. Let us not try
to segregate the foreigners and di-
vide them into a “Russian Town,”
“China Town,” “Little Armenia,” etc,
but let us try to unite them in the
bonds of love, lift them up to the
standard of a Canadian, so that when
a generation or two pass, there will
be a great Brantford in a great Do-
minion, possessed of a great English
speaking people, picked from the best
of the different nations to glorify the
name of the King of Kings and Lord
of Lords. ‘

In conclusion, I call upon you,
ladies and gentlemen to unite with

me in earnest prayer for His help,}

for His guidance and for His bless-
ing. Le us not be satisfied with what
we have done, but look at the things
we -have left undone, at the oppor-
tunities we have missed. May we not
resolve to start the new year with
more courage. Let us look at the
large field with the few faithful Ila-
borers and may we not rest till the
last. I beg your further co-operation,
your further untiring zeal, your fur-
ther self-denial, so that when it is
His will to call us home, when we
have to give an account of what we
have done, we should be in a posi-
tion to say, “Lord, here is the talent
you left with meé in trust, I have
invested it and re-invested it, the
gains are large,” and we shall hear
Him say, “To him that hath, more
shall be given.” :

Do the samé for actrésses and save
them from nervous prostration brought
on by having to worry their young lives
out over going in debt for dresses only
to wear them a few times in some

théatrical failure.

That is the system which Fola LaFol-
lette, daughter of the senator from Wis-
consin and wife of George Middleton,
playwright, and@ ardent feminist, hopes
to see put into: operation through the
newly formed Actors' Equity Associa-
tion, in which she is a lively factor:

“The time has come when acting is a
part of big business,” exclaimed Mrs.
LadFollette-Middleton to me, her blue
eves gleaming with enthusiasm, and her
fluff of golden hair seeming at strange
variance with the seriousness of the big
progressive problem &he is forever
tackling.

“Every other  trade has the protec-
tion of the 2n|on. Theatrical workers,
with the exéeption of the actors, are
beautifully organized. The time has
come when the actor must be unionized.
He is losing many liberties and much
business progress by not being protected.

They are declared iden-
tified with the other play, though they
may not have been seen a dozen times.
