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MANITOBA SCHOOL ACT.

It is announced on authority that the
Dominion Government have decided to
allow the Manitoba Act abolishing Sep-
arate Schools, and ‘also an act abolish-
ing French in the Legislature and
Journals and judicial proceedings, to go
into operation. In his report Sir John
Thompson says: “It is doubtful wheth-
er the Legislature had the power to pass
these Acts. The constitutionality of
them, however, can be easily tested in
the courts by anyone who is interested
in the use of the French language in
egal proceedings or in the journals of
the Assembly, and therefore the pre-
rogative of disallowance has not been
exercised.”

THE WASHINGTON MISSION.

Sir Charles Tupper, Hon. John
Thompson, and Hoh. G. E. Foster start-
ed for Washington Saturday April 4th,
to make some preliminary arrange.
ments for a reciprocity treaty with the
United States. They were told after a
few minutes interview on Monday that
the President had laid an interdiction
to any present consideration of the sub-
Jject, and the two Ministers returned
forthwith to Ottawa while Sir Charles
proceeded to England. A conference
between the two governments will be
held in October next when it is to be
hoped some amicable arra ngement will
be arrived at. The Montreal Star com-
menting on the result of the fruitless
mission to Washington says:

“Itis just possible that when Mr.
Blaine and President Harrison under-
took to snub the Canadian delegates to
‘Washington they had no idea beyond
expressing their dislike for the Domin-
lon Government. Their action was
nevertheless an insult to the people of
Canada, whose representatives the dele-
gates were. Theincident isnotof much
importance in so far as it affects any.
body on this side of the line. Itis
chiefly interesting as showing how little
good breeding is necessary to an
American statesman. If President
Harrison had not sufficient confidence
in Mr. Blaine to permit him to conduct
the negotiations, he was bound in com-
mon courtesy to have postponed his
trip until after the conference.”

OUR SIDEWALKS.,

Could not the Atwood sidewalks be
materially improved by adding, say a
load of fine gravel ta every eight feet of
walk? To carry off the surplus water
a trench along side of the wallk could be
dug at a small expense, which would
render our sidewalks quite asgood as
many of  those in larger places. At
present it is almost impossivle for peo-
ple to travel on some of the streets, and
to make bad worse several individuals,
whom we will not mention, take the
liberty to drive their wagons along the
sidewalks instead of the road, notably,
on the street leading from Mrs. Iar-
vey’s corner to the saw mill, This is
not right, and further, it should be
stopped at once. This particular piece
of road has cost considerable labor al-
ready to get it into a fit state for travel,
and to wantonly travel over it with
horses and wagons is an imposition.
At a meeting of a number of citizens
last Saturday evening it was suggested
that a petition be laid before the Elma
Council praying for a grant toward im-
proving the Atwood streets, and which
we believe is entitled to more than the
Council’s “serious consideration.” In-
deed, we think the village is entitled to
a grant for this very purpose when the
fact is known that very little money
has been expended by the Council for
Atwood streets 1n proportion to the
revenue derived from taxation, With
regard to the objections raised to gravel
walks, we know of no better substitute
without going to considerable expense.
Board walks are very good if kept
in good condition, but they need to be
continually repaired, and if not looked
after closely they become extremely
dangerous on dark nights, a fact which
cannot be said of gravel or flagstone
walks. Asphalt makes a better walk
than gravel, while flagstone nakes an
ideal walk, but both of these are yery
costly, hence it is useless suggesting
impossibilities. Qur present sidewalks
raised, say three or four inches, with
fine gravel, (not sand and mud) and
trenchesdug on either side where prac-
ticable, and on-one side where not, will
remedy the present unsatisfactory state
of things, and this can be done cheaply
and expeditiously by each and all of
our citizens putting their shoulder to
the work and carrying it to comple
tion,

A Bantiago (Chili) cable says : -Daring
she past ten days Presidens Balmaoceda's
Government has suffered most terrible
blows. The insurrectionists are gaining
ground every day and the fact seems $o be
very generally known despite the vigorous
efforts of the War Department to suppress
all news of a nature likely to increase en-
thusisasm among the friends of tke revolu-
tionists or o dampen the ardor of Balma-
oceda’s followers. The revolationists or
the * rebele,” as President Balmaoceda
peraists in oalling them, have mow com.
plete control of the northern provinces -
a great source of strength o them and s

great injury to the Government.

REBELS BEATEN IN BATTLE.

The first battle of last week was fought
on the Pampa of Dolores on the 19th inst.
The Goveromenb forces numbered 8,000,
and at the War Department I was in-
formed that the revolutionists had 5000
men. The revolutivniste were defeated,
but it is impossible to get any details of
the engagemens. A large number of
soldiers have been sent into the northern
provinces to drive ous the revolationists
A$ Taloahusno and as Concepcion the
Government has 5,600 poldiers. These
troops were to make s descent on the
morthern provinces, but the plans of the
officers have been changed somewhat by
the desertion of the Firss Regiment of In.
fantry, which has to a man gone over to
$he revolutionists,

On the 18ih inst. several regiments of
Government troops succeeded in eluding
the revolutionists and were transported to
Arion and Tarapaca. On the same day
the Government stationed 5,000 soldiers a$
Iguique.

FRIGHTFUL SLAUGHTER,

By far the most memorable days thus
far are the 24th, 25th and 26th. On those
days blood flowed in torrents at Iquique
and Tarapaca. For some time the Gov-
ernment forces have been watching the
revolutionisis at Iqnique and as the head-
quarters of the revolutioniets at Hoepiois,
between Iquique and Pisagns. Budderly
on the 24ih inst. the revolutionists began a
seoond bombardment of Iquique. The
attack was g0 sudden that the people had
mo time to prepare for the murderons fire
which was opeced on the town.

Bat the fire from the vessels in $he harbor
was 0ot the only method of attack adopted
by the revolutioniate. Their large land
foroes aided in the destruction. While the
government foroes were well trained their
work did listle good, as all their efforts
were more than offset by the oonoerted
aotion of the land and naval forces of the
revolasionists. The encampments of the
governmen$ forces were completely de-
stroyed. In the oity ‘almost every house
which was lefs standing after the first
bombardment several wecka 8g0 was
destroyed utterly. Late in the afternoona

itohed battle ocourred between the land
foroes, in which 200 were killed. The
battle is eaid to have been a moss vicious
one, the previous fighting having apparently
stimulated the soldiers on both sides $o
fighs like wild beasts.

CUT TO PIECES.

When night drew on hostilies were
suspended, but on the following day the
fighting was resumed with greater vigor
than ever. Three pitohed battles were
fought during the day. Late in the afier.
noon the fighting cased, for there were fow
goveraments soldiers left who were able to
fight. Oolonel Robles esoaped with the
fragments of his army o the mountains,

urgued by the rebels. The government
Eu-oes were terribly beaten, and as night.
fall on the 25th there were left in Iquique
bub a mass of ruins and piles of dead
bodies. The only sounds were the moan.
ing of the wounded and dying. The town
was total'y ruined and fully twelve hun.
dred people were killed. As is usually the
ocase in the bombardmens of oities, fire
added to the horrors cf the sisuation.

Just before the bombardment began the
Oonsuls of all Governments represented as
Iquigue protested against the bratality of
the revolationists in ocommenocing & bom-
bardment without giving at least the
women and children an opportumity to
esoape to a place of safety.

But by far the bloodiest and
most meroilesa battle that has
yet been fought oocurred on the the
26th inst, at Tarapaca. The revolutionists
attacked the city and the Government
orces by sea and by land. The firing be-.
Ran early in the morning and ocontinned
for several hours, dessroying 2,000 people.
More terrible scenes were enacted during
she bombardment than have been enacted
in all the previous bastles and bombsrd.
mente which have taken place in the revo.
Iasion, not even exocepting Pisaqua. When
the firing began the inhabitants made a
wild rush for the heights back of the town,
but they were stopped by the relentless fire
from the land forces.

FIGHTING LIKE DEMONA.

Balmaceda’s troops fought like
and were met by the rebels with equal
ferocity. The scenes were frightful. Men
fought  hand to hand oonfliots by them.
selves. They pursned the defenotless ones
into the houses, where many were brutally
out down on both sides. Consecrated
ground was not exempt from the ravages
of the rebels, for soms severe fighting
ocoarred in the churches, where hundreds
of women and children wers praying for
the safety of their husbands and brothers.
BSoon after the bombardment began several
large buildings were discovered o be on
fire. Huodregds of people who had faken
refuge in their homes were driven from
them by the flames, only to be shot down
when they sought new places of refage.
The scores of heartrending soenes between
mothers and their children seemed $o have
no effeot on the soldiers except to stimu-
late them to new outrages, to more devilish

¥EUDS WIPED OUT IN BLOOD.

I# is said thas the only way in which this
fiendiah hand-to-hand fighting can be ex
plained is by the fact shas mal rancor
entered largely into the battle. Many old
feuds were settled forever at the bombard-
ment of Tarapaca. The town is a total
wreok. Every prominens building has
been levelled to the ground either by the
heavy shot from the besieging vessels or by

te. The number of dead and wounded
cannot, of course, be scourately caloulated,
bus it greatly exoeeds swo thousand. Many
bodies are bsing taken from burning build-
ings, and it is believed that many womaen
and children perished in the flames. Late
in the afterncon hostilities were suspended
in order shat the dead mighs be buried, for
the heat was intense, and the presence of
the unburied corpses polluting the air
would be a menace to she whole counatry-
side.

At Gana another battle has been fought.
Col. Huarez, the commsnder of the Gov-
ernment troops, was badly wounded mnd
bia sroops were defeated. Abous 250 were
killed in this battle.

ENGLISH CONSUL DEMANDING INDEMNITY.

y any means. The English Consul there
8ays that he proposes to have something to
8ay about the wholesale destruotion of
property owned by British subjeots. He
8ays that inasmuch as Presidens Bull_n--
oeda refuses to recognize the revolutionists

thereby makes his Government responeible
for all damage done to the property of
British subjects. The Consul has made a
formal demand for s full reparation, and
he says thet he will press the olaim a$
once. This has added a new phase to the
already ocomplioated condition of affairs
here, and the President ia ssid to be very

anxious aboas the olaims tha foreign | front;

VALPARAISO'S DEFENCE.

Valparaiso is now completely fortified,
and the harbor is patrolled by several
powerful - torpedo boats. The forts are
snpplied with Armetrong guns of the latess
pattern, and every approach to the city is
commanded by & raking oross fire. The
government is determined to save Val.
paraiso, but thos heavy, well equipped navy
of the revolutioniste will likely visit the
harbor soon, and then there will probably
ooour a conflict of no mean degree.

The goveroment is now worrying abous
she Imperial, which has been missing for
four days. Yesterday part of & wreck was
washed ashore near Valparaiso,and i is
thought shat it is the wreok of the Imperial.
The Imperial was one of the two steam
vessels of modern pattern that remsined in
the hands of the government.

The latest reports from Pisagua state
that the results of the bombardment were
worse than were reported as the time. It
is enid that very fow remain in that town
out of the five thousand who were there
when the bombardment began.

FIGHTING WITH IHONOCLA DS,

A Torpedo Boat and Tug Blown to Atoms
—Forts vs, 8hips.

A Ban Francisco despaich says: Private
advices from. Valparaiso atate that the
ironclad Blanco, belonging to the insur-
gents, recently astempted to Llow up the
armed Government sug Florence with a
fish torpedo. The torpedo missed thetug,
but struck a big floating dry dook in the
harbor, blowing it to pieces. The Blanco
was thereupon treated %o hos fire of shos
and shell from every gun in she forts and
steamed cut of the harbor. The same
night a torpedo boat snd the tug Florence
stole ous to atéack the Blanco. The irou-
olad was in company with she sloop of war
O'Higgins. Bosh ships compelied the
Government vessels to return to the harbor,
and followed in hot pursuis. Ahenvy ghell
from the Blanco struck the Florence,
blowing her entirely ous of the waser, and
every one of her orew of seventesn men
were either killed or wonnded. A broad-
eide from the U'Higgins knocked she tor
pedo boas all fo pieces, Thetwo insargent
veseels then turned their attention to the
forts, and a lively battle ensued. A shell
from the forts struck she O'Higgins and
wens olear through her, Anosher shell
oaused & gun on her quarter-deck to ©X-
plode. The deck was literally torn out of
the vessel, snd nine men ous of the gun's
orew of twelve were blown to atome, The
sloop was at once taken out of danger from
the guns in the forts.

BLUNDER AND BUTOHERY.

Escape of the Burvivors—Something About
Mauipur—Bravery of the Indian High-
landers—Lansdowne on the Situation.

A London oable saya: The Star, refer.
ring to the massacre of she Goorkhs troope
in Assam, says the British Commissioners
bave only themselves to blame for shis
deplorable oatastrophe.
have meddled with she question of the
deposition of the Rajah of Manipur, which
was the result of  quarrel between tribal
chiefs,

Lord Lansdowne, Viceroy of Indis, has
cabled to the Governmens that the Indian
forces are abundantly able to deal with the

rebellion at Manipur withous the aid of
additional troops.

During the progress of the mutiny,
despite the ntmost desperation of the fighs-
ing, husbands invariably Eept a loaded

istol in reserve to save their wives from

The_dieaster is recognized by military
authorities here as the result of a blunder.

The fact that she
ammunition ran oué after a couple of
days’ fighting only shows that proper pro-
vision had not been made for poesible exi-
genoies.

The second blunder was the advance of
tuch a small force withcus support.

NOTES AND COMMENTS.

The slaughter of the Chief Commissioner
of Aesam and the officers and men of his
Goorkha escort in Manipur is almoss oer-
$ain to resuls in a farther addition to the
map of British India, bringing the British
Empjre in oloser contact with the Ohinese
ier.

Manipur, although adjacent to Agsam, is
no pars of that province; it is an indepen-
dens state, ruled by s Rajsh, who pays no
tribute to the British and who exersises
abgolute power within his borders, except
the privilege of making war. The state is
a8 independent as the great native hing-
doms of Hyderabad, Gwalior and Indore.
It is pitusted in the corner between the two
tea producing districtsa of Assam and
Oachar. The greater part is table land—
no richer goil in the world, as the tea-
planters know well.

‘Lhere is no doubt that this disturbance
will give to the Viceroy of India the oppor-
tunity to annex Manipur, repeating the
procerdings of Lord Dalhousie in Onde and
Lord D.fferin in Burmah.

The t:zive who attacked the commis:ion-
er's camp were probably N agas, who gave
80 much trouble on shat fronsier some
years ago. It is altogether improbable
that the Manipuris themselves were hostile
They live on the plaine of the table land,
have always been friends of the planters,
grow their own ocotton and indigo, and
breed the finess ponies in the world, Mani
pur is the birthplace of polo, and sheir
players have always besaten the crack
Gsloutta teams whenever they have mes.

The 470 Goorkhas probably died hard.
The Goorkha is the Highlander of Indis.
His home is in the mounntaing of Nepaul,
and his trade and only joy are fighting.
Years ago the Englich troops had a hard
fighs wish Nepaul, and the worth of the foe
wag recognized, and Goorkha regiments
were raiged as soon a8 the provincs had
submitted. At no sime hes there been aDny
Iack of recruits, the men being only tco
glad to enlist ; and quite lately five new
regiments were raisea. The headquarters
of the regiments are at Almorai, Northern
Bengal, and not long 8go there was a ouri-
ous meeting between the 420d Highlanders
(+he Black Watob) and the blacker watoh
of the Himalayan passes. No fellows gob
on better sogether. The men are
shors, aversging 5 feet 2 inches, thick e,
of a deep brown complexion, but with
merry faces that, however, show deep
determination when the matter in coneid-
eration ig a fight. Their uviform is of blue
eerge, with red piping for the coat snd
trousers and s small round oap wish a red
bsnd and the rumber of the regiment.
They are armed with short rifles and oaIry
the ** kookerie,” a curved sword peculiar to
the tribe, which is always keps as sharp as
a razor, and with which st close quarsers
they do terrible work. The Goorkba regi.
ments have always done good service. The
2rd Regiment, that was with General Sir
Frederick Roberts’ force that held the
Sherpur lines outside Cabul in 1879, saved
the day in the principal fight that ook
place in the winter months. The white
Sroops were seized with an unaccountable
panio when astempting to drive back the
enemy, which had become more aggreseive
than was pleasant. The Goorkhas stood
firm and charged the enemy, checking the
advanoce, and with the aid of the men who
had retreated, but advanced agsin owing to
the good example of she 2nd Regiment, soon
sent Pathan, Gazi and Dervish sonttling
aoross the mmow-covered plain. The
Goorkbas had taken no prisoner, bus
every man's kookerie had reoeived
its baptism of blood. No kookerie is
thought much of until it has been whetted
with she blcod of an enemy. Lateraooounts
will probably show that the Goorkhas sold
their lives dearly. As Manipur they were
fighting againss the highlanders of Asssm
and were certainly greatly ontnumbered.

The Indian Troops Scheme a Failure.,

A Washington despatch says': The news
received at the War Departmens of the
reault of the efforts made by western army
officers to carry ous the law autkorizing
the enlistment in the regular army of
2,000 Indisn recruits is very discouraging.
The cfficers report that the Indians will
nos inlist en the infantry, ss they abhor
walking. They will not enliss in the
oavalry exoeps as soouts, because they do
Dot oare $o bind themselves to five yonrs’
sarvice, nor to be subjscs to removal o dig-
tant paris of the counsry.

PHENIX PARK MURDERERS,

Removal of “ §kin-the-Goat” and his Pals
From Downpatrick Jall.
