About a year ago. England began
the systematic ‘colection of statis-
tics as to 'the physical and mental
condition of ber ‘school children, and
now the ‘first of the reports of the
ndedical oMicers appointed under the
new scheme are being published and
are coming in for wide and earnest
discussion. To say that the coundry
is shocked at the condition of things
revealed by the first thorough inspec-
tion ‘is putting the case mildly. She
is aroused by the danger implied in
the conditions, and the revival of the
military spirit which has been going
on {or some time in intensifying the
concern of the public. *“Where are our
soldiers coming from if we are breed-
ing a race of weaklings ?”’ men are
asking and a strong public demand is
going up for immediate measures to
oheck ‘thé degeneracy which is being
revealed.

The man-in the street veakized in a
mild sort-of way before that Eng-
land today is not breeding men equal
to those of his grandfather’s time,
but he consoled himself with the re-
flection that even if they were not as
big, they were quite as heaithy, and
declared that when the time came
Englishmen ‘would show that they
had not forgotten how to fight.

Customs Increasing.
Ottawa, .July -31.—The rapid in-
cregse in the customs revenue of Can-
ada is heing maintained.

During July of this year the -cus-
toms coHections amounted to $4,913,-
156 as against $3,732,871 in July of
last year, which is an increase of
$1,180,279. During  the first four
months of the present fiscal year the
total collections were $18,003,153.
During the same period last year
they were $14,458,745, showing a to-
tal increase of $3,544,408.

While these figures are not guite up
to those of 1907, the record year, of-

The sochool board of Regina has ap-
pointed an dinstruotor in domestic
science to take charge of that de-
partment after the vacation. The
progress made will be watched with
interest for the question of woman’s
sphere is being discussed more and
more every day. The following taken
from the Winnipeg Tribune refers to
the subject and is well worth  read-
ing : o
Down in the State of Georgia the
legislature has been asked to pass a
law making it obligatory upon the
public schools to teach cooking and
housekeeping to the girl pupils. This
petition was rested solely on the
pleadings of a minister of the gospel,
Rev., Dr. Broughton, pastor of the
leading Baptist church - at Atlanta.
Dr. Broughton says that the south‘is

housekeeping. ' In whatever other way
the education of girls dnd young wo-
men may be progressing, it is, he
says, in a state of standstill or
worse in respect to the culinery arts.

Three Rivers, Que., in 1854. In 1878
he came west to Manitoba, where he
remained for Some eighteen months
previous to his arrival in, the Battle-
ford district, =~ Here, he commenced
the successful business career which:
has made his -name known through-
out the entire west, his first yenture
being the business. of farming and
ranching,” in  which he engaged _for
three years in partnership with his
brother, J. A. Prince. Later, they,
in company with . A. McDonald, a
prominegnt Winnipeg ;wholesaler now,
erected a flour and.saw mill on the
banks of the = Saskatchewan, which
were both in operation until destroy-
ed-by  fire. a year ago.  Senator
Prince -was. also engaged extensively
in the cattle shipping business for a
lengthy period, In 1898 Prince Bros.
purchased the store previously occu-
pied by A. McDonald, the pioneer
merchant of Battleford, this business
is still being carried on by them.

No small part did Senator Prince
play in the development of this dis-
trict, which can fitly be termed one
of the experimental stations of agr -
culture in the great west. The fact
that he brought the first thresh ng
machine into the district and thus
made possible grain growing on a
more or less , extensive scale, proves
that the confidence he now shows in
the future of this country was not
born of late years..
