WILL DIAMONDS BECOME CH

many’s  Possessions — Kimberley Diggings
First Known Through an Accident.

s (Brooklyn' Eagle.) i

Heretofore Great Britajn hashad
the monopoly of the diamond busi-
ness of Africa, which is practically
‘ that of the world. There have been
oo other mines that  approached
 those of the famous Kimberley dis-
‘trict in richness. But Germany
. bopes to be able soon to dispute John
Bull’s title as the world’s diamond
merchant. Rich fields are said to
have been discovered in German
Southwest Africa, which it-is hoped
will rival the wonderful De Beers
mines. Some capitalists of Bremen,
'headed by Senator Achelis, have dr-
|ganized a syndicate to work these
neg,rormed mines, and the German
‘peWspapers are already prophesying
the_coming end of the British mo:-
opdly of the diumond business. °

It has been wunderstood for some
-timlé past that Kimberley was not
the, oaly rich diamond field in Af-
rica, that there were diamonds for
the! mining io other pirts of the
éark continent And the various
powers have been meaning to look
fnto.the matier within their respect-
jive spheres of influence as soon as
they could get around to it. Ger-
many appears to be the first one
that has found the time and money
to d> this. Kimberley has known
that it could not permanently mon-
opolize the diamond trade, though
for.some years it has supplied
soost of the diamonds in the market.

Many Promising Fields.

Beside other South African fields
that promised well as soon as anyone
took the trouble to develop them
there are Australian diamond mines
'in New South Wales which promise
+rich returns and the Brazilian fields,
‘at one time the great; source of sup-
,ply, are, it is generally admitted,
certain to be richly productive just
|as soon as abundant capital intro-
'duces modern mining methods.

Taking it all in all, however, Africa
_will probably remain the centre of
ithe world’s diamond trade. It has
undeveloped wealth in this direction,
which 18 in very truth beyond the
i wildes® dreams of avawpice. Diamonds
were first discovered there along the
banks of the Vaal river in 1867. For
two years the mines here were work-
ed and yielded abundantly, but when
in 41869 the marvelously rich Kim-
'berley beds were discovered the Vaal
river fields were almost deserted and
rgince then little or nothing has neen
done for their development.

(s a river the Vaal doesn’t amount
‘to mueh. It wouldn’t float anytting
worth floaticg in the boat line. And
it probably for untold centuries car:-
Aessly rolled untold wealth along its
'bed ‘toward the sea before the un-
suspecting Boer farmers discovered
'what it was up to, and the whole ci-
,vilized world took o hand in rescuing
(tho treasure, and incidentally dis-
.covered that the whole of South
‘mfrica was planted thick with dia-
monds. The Boer farmers had often
observed the sparkling stones —
“mool klippe,” as they called them
—along ‘the bgnks of the Vaal. It
never occurred to ‘them that they
ywere diamonds. They were good
playthings for the children, who
liked to see their sparkle.

South Africa’s First Diamond.

Finally, one of ‘them, Schalk Van
Niekerk, calling at a friend’s house,
«saw the children playing with a
pretty stone, which particularly
struck his fancy. Their mother gave
it to him, thioking him a simple fel-
low 'to be pleased witdy childish toys.

In the’
western part of the Orange River
Colopy two diamond centres have
been’ foumd, one of which, ‘Jager’s
Fontein, eighty miles from Kimber-
ley, has yielded $250,000 a year, ings
cluding many fine diamonds, and:
among the mountains of the Trans-
vaal and at two points in Cape Col-
ony, at Duboitspan, only two miles
southeast of Kimberley, and at
Bloemfontein,

Not Yet Developed.

The diggings are*]ess than a quar-
ter of a mile apart. Most of these
regions are entirely undeveloped, be-,
cause the whole interest centred in
Kimberley after its richness was dis-
covered. The time is coming, how-
ever, when these other districts will
receive the attention they deserve.

Perhaps the Kimberley mines will
neves be equalled, but it is quite cev-
tain that they will not continue to
monopolize the industry. The ‘entire
product of this ficld up to the pres-
ent year for a period of about thirty-
five years is a little over filteen
tons of diamonds, having a value in
excess of $300,000,000. The life of the
mines cannot be determined as yet,
but diamond mining will undoubtedly
continue in Kimberley for many
years to come.

As to the size of the stones—the
largest dianmond ever discovered i®
still in the hands of the De Beers
Company. As yet no bidders have
been found for this white elephant.
It was found on July 2, 1893. It
weighs nearly 1,000 carats in the
rough, or about hall a pound avoir-
dupois, and is three and one-hall
inches long, about as large as an av-
erage goose ege.

it is impossible to determine the
value of a diamond of this size. It
is of good color, but would not ent
well. Diamonds lose from 40 to 60
per cent. of their size in cutting.

Some Famous Gems.

Some idea of the wvalue of this
great stone may be suggested by
180 carate was sold a few years agc
by the De Beers Company for $750,-
000. As diamonds increase greatly
in value with increake in size, the
larger stone is supposed “to. be
worth several times that sum. Per-
haps the prize will some day fall
into the hands of one of the Indian
or other oriental nabobs, who, as
it well known, have many of the fin-
est diamonds in their collections.

Another famous South African
diamond is the great Star of South
Africa, now in the possession of the
Countess of Dudley. It was obtained
from a Kalfir corcerer, two years
after the first discovery of diamonds
in Africa. This wise man had used
it a® one of his adornments. Uncut
it weighed 83 carats and sold for
$55,000.

There is a curious fact connected
with the finding of the great De-
Beers stone already mentioned, which
illustrates the vicissitudes of dia-
mond mining. The late Barney Bar-
nato had a contract with the De
Beers company for its entire out-
put, from noon, July 2, 1892, to noon
July 2, 1893. He quit the mine when
the last minute or his contract time
expired, and three hours later the
j new syndicate which succeeded him

in the work found the largest dia-
mond ever discovered.

And yet there i® a tremendous
amount of mining done for what
seem@ to be very small, if infinitely
precious results. In a lecture be-
fore Harvard and Yale not long ago
John Hays Hammond, the famous
mining engineer and expert, said
of the Kimberley mine?, that a box
about eight inches square would
contain the net result of mining over
100,000,000 ton® of rock beside the
milliong of tons of earth moved in
exploratory and “dead” work. Such
i@ diamond mining in South Africa
—and yet it paye.

JUST WHY IT WAS DONE.

An Ancient Etzyhlizu\ Custom at Last

Fully Understood and Explained.

More than 1,000 years ago Hero-
dotus observed a remarkable custom
in Egypt, says Prof. Drummond. At
a certain season of the year the
Egypcanse went into the desert, cut
off branches from the wild palm, and,
bringing them back to their garden,
waved them over the flowers of the
date palm. Why they periormed this
ceremony they did not know, but
they knew that il they neglected it
the date crop would be poor or whol-
ly lost. {

Herodotus offers the quaint ex-
planation that along with these
branches there came from the desert
certain fiies possessed of a ‘*‘vivilic
virtue,' which somehow lent an ex-
uberant fertility to the dates. But
the true rationale to the incanta-
tion is now explained. DPalm trees,
like human beings, are male and fe-
male. The garden plants, the date
bearers, were females, the desert
plants were males, and the waving
of the branches over the females
meant the transference of the fer-
tilizing pollen from the one to the
other.

CHINESE NOT REAL MASONS
Bat Their Ascient Secret Societies
Allluw Rites R-sem®blin Masonic.

The recent installation of aGrand
Master of the Chinese secret orders
in the United States,  popularly
known 88 the #“Chinese Freemasons,”
has aroused igterest in the question
of ‘the conu n between the Chin-
ese secret ttes agi the' Masonic
body. Allusiods to “Chinese; : Free-
masonry” appear periodically, in the
newspapers, though accordiag to the
Cyclopaedia of Fraternities theve is
no such thing as Freemagoary, among

the Chinese. | i
The only Masgnic; lodges in China
are in the foreign concessions at the
seaports. Their membership is com-
aned exclugively of others th
‘hinese, and “hey are onducted umd:
der foreign warrants. The rites of
the Chinese secret societies bear
some resemblance to ‘those of the .
Freemasons, which accounts for the:
popular supposition of a connection’
betwBen the two. The similarity,
though more apparent than real, is .
remarkable, in view: of the antiquity®
of both, and the impossibility of ei-*
ther to have been patterned after;
the other. ‘ ) :
China is filled with secret societles,
most of which have for their object
the overthrow of the T’sing dynasty, »
with a pretended benevolent pur-:
pose to veil the political significance :
of the organization. The: most pow-
erful of these societiep, the Kolao
Huil, numbers more than 1,000,000.
The Cyclopaedia of Fraternities
containe an account of an initiation -
ceremony at a Chinese lodge in Spo-.
kane, Wagh.,, at which four \wvhite
men, Freemasons, were present by
invitation. The lodge represented a,
benevolent bfanch of the Kolao Hui.*
There were references to the “im-
-mortal three,” circumambulation,
four stations, at which questions
were asked and answers returned,
kneeling on crossed swords, tea-
drinking, burning incense, a tra-
ditional season of refreshment and
signs, in which the head and hands
were raised ; yet the Occidental Mas-
ons t were unable to detect’
pthing that resembled the Mason-
ry with which they were familiar.
The same authority gives this ac-
count of the secret signs used by the
Triad Soclety, which was at the bot-
tom of the Taiping rebellion: ;
. “Members always halt on enter-
ing a house, and then proceed with
the left foot first. When sitting .
they place their toes together and
spread their heels apart. They also
recognize -one another by the way,
place their tea cups on the
table and the manner in which they;
hitch their trousers. Their motto is
‘Drive out the Tartar.’” Treason is
punished by lopping off the ears of
a minor offender. The final punish-
ment is beheading.—N. Y. Sun.

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The Fruit Division ot the Dom:in-
fon Department of Agriculture, Ot-
tawa, issues the. following warning
to fruit growers; ‘It is to be fear-
ed that the wet weather at pre-
sent prevailing will lead a good
many orchardists to neglect spray-
ing. Last year the summer and
autumn were wet and many grow-
crd of fruit failed to give their or-
chards more than two or three
sprayings. As  Mr. MacKinnon
points out, the cool, moist weather
is peculiarly favorable to the de-
velopment of fungous growths, and
it is only by seizing every. oppor-
tunity and spraying whenever a
day or two of dry weather comes
along that eound, clean fruit can
be secured. Wet weather should be
an incentive to greater diligence in
spraying, rather than an excuse for
not ‘spraying. Eternal vigilance is
the price of safety in fruit growe
Ing, and it behooves every one who
desires: a full crop of first-class
fruit to spray early and oftea.

Orchid Cultivation.

There is a danger on account of
the wet weather, orchards will not
recelve their wusual cuiltivation,
which is urgently needed to destroy
wceds, aerate the soil, and con-
serve soil moisture for future use.
If the ground is not stirred it bakes,
cracks open and evaporation goes
on . rapidly. By stirring the soll
through frequent cultivation, thus
keeping a loose mulch on the sur-
face, capillarity is broken up and

possible, therefore, to get on the
ground after a main, the cultivator
should be started in the orchard,
and kept going as steadily as time
and weather will permit.
Pear Leat Blister Mite®

The Fruit Division, Ottawa, wends
the followlng information with re-
ference to this pest, to Mr. R. Bray,
Walkerton, Ont.: The pear leaves
shown at the Farmers' Institute
meeting at Teeswater are infected
with the Pear Leaf Blister Mite {(Phy-
toptus pyri). This insect is sometimes
quite prevalent, and although it
spreads slowly from tree to tree, is
likely to do much harm. Dr. Fletcher,
Dominiorr Entomologist, treats of
this insect In his report for 1895,
page 160. He recommends as the most
practical remedy the use of the kero-

sA’me emulsion just as thc‘leur buds
ars opening. AR

. Pr. Flotelier gives the following de-
ecription : Roddish spots appear on
the leaves, somewhat  irregular in
shape, about one-cighth’ of an inch in
diamcter, and frequently = confiunent,
These appear on the young peach
lenves early in spring, and as the
summer ~progresses they tufn to
corky, blistes-like galls, with a hole /
in the centre, through which large
numbzrs of m:nuie, elongated mites
issuc and attack the fresh parts of
the leal.” .

& The * King" Apple.
' The “King” ‘is one of the favorite
varioties .of apples in the market, bu
unfortunatcly it is 8o shy a bearer
on its own roots that it is not at all
profitable. It has, however, frequent-
ly..bgen noted that by top-grafting
it ow any vigorous stock it becomow
much more ‘prolific.

The Fruit Division, Ottawa, In-
vited correspondence upon ‘this sub*
ject, and has received some valuable
information. Mr. C. L. Stephens, of
Orillia, has the “King” topgralted
on “Duchess,” and finds that its
bearing qualities are quite satisfac-
tory. Mr. Wm. Read, of Jarrat’s Cor-
ners, has twelve “King” trees
grafted on “Duchess” and reports
equally good results. Mr. Judson Har-
ris, of Ingersoll, has an orchard of
two and a half acres, the crop from
which for the past eight years has
never brought him less than $500.
Many of the trees are Kings, graft-
ed on Russets. Mr. Robt. Murray, of
Avening, has a number of King
trees on their own roots, and others
grafted on Tolman Bweets, and notes
that the top grafted trees are the
only ones that give him paying
crops. .

The experience of ‘these growers
and many others goes to show that
it wounld be @ very profitable piece
of business to topgraft at least'some
of the early apples.to be found alk
over Ontario, with Kings. The King
is an apple that exactly fills the
bill as a fancy market variety, as
it is of excellent quality, color and
size, and well known -in the English
market. If its only defect, want of
productiveness, can be cured by ‘the
simple method of topgrafting, it
should prove a. boon to many peo-
ple who have vigorous trees of unde-
sirable varieties. ;

MASSAGED HIS HEART,

And Set-it Going Again After it Had
Run Down and Stopped.

At a recent clinic In England the
operator actually started a man's
heart working after its functions had
ceased by massaging the vital organ
with bis hands. It was at a meeting
ol the Society of Anaesthetists in
England the other day that Dr. E. A.
Starliug reportea the occurrente.

The case was ome of appendicitis.
The patient was a man 65 years of
age. Ether and-nitrous oxide were the
anacsthetics employed to render him
uncongcious. It is always considered
a risky matter to use the knife ex-
temsively upon a person over 60, and
in this Instance the pperators were
we'l prepared for emergencies, There-
fore, wuen, after the operation had
proceeded for some minutes, the sub-
Ject’s pulse began to slacken and his
breath to come very faintly, there
was no flurry among the qurgeons or
nurses assisting. At first they tried
artificlal rospiration, drewing the
tongue in and out to induce resump-
tion of the natural functions. Bul the
lungs failed to respond, and finally
both pulse and respiration ceased.

Then the surgeon, W. Arbuthnot
Lane, pushed his hand up through the
adominal wound and grasped tiie mo-
tionless heart through the dipliragm.
He squeezed it and felt it start pul-
sating; though no radial pulse could
be feit. * Artificial respiratiom -and
other restoratives were continued,
and in about twelve minutes natural
respiration appeared and the pulse
became perceptible at the wrist.

After that the surgeon wielded his
knife as before the interruption, and
proceeded to complete his work in
businessiike fashion. He did not use
an -anaesthetic .while performing the
final work.

There was no complication in the
case, and the old man made what
the doctors call “‘a good recovery.”
Commenting on the success of the ex-
periment In this case, the Journal of
the American Medical Assoclation

says: ; ;
“This rough-and-ready method and

its success in this case are suggestive
of important possibilities, and demon-
strate that cutting operations in
these cages are not essential and can
be avoided.

“The previous failures followed ex-
tensive exposures of the heart either
by rib resection or incision through
the diaphragm, a® recommended by
Mauclaire, in two cases. This of it-
sell introduces a serious complica-
tion, and Lane’s success was prob-
ably mainly due to his avoidance of
this. The case, a8 the Lancet re-
marks, “justifies us in saying that, if
during laparotomy- the patient®s
heart stops, the case should never be
abandoned as hopeless until manual
compression of the heart through the
diaphragm has been performed,”—
Philadefphia North American.

Presidont Loubet S0 Doclares For Franes
—Hnds His Visgit—Escerted o the
Train by King Edward.
London, July 10.—President Louw-
bet's visit to London was brought
to aclose at 8.40 o’clock yesterday,
when he left the Victoria Station
for Doyer. The scenes and incidents
of his departure testified to how the
Republican President had captured
all classes and won the popular good

will. As M. Loubet’s earriage drew |

up at the station, King Bdward ad-
vanced with outstretched hand, and,
taking the President familiarly by
the arm, led him through the wait-
ing-room to the royal car. His Ma-
jesty stood chatting with him until
the train pulled out, amid cheers,
mingled with the strains eof ‘“The
Marseillaise.”’

Upon his arrival at Dover, M. Lou-
bet embarked om the French cruiser
Guichen, and the vessel sailed at
once for Calais, escorted by a Brit-
ish torpedo flotilla and followed by
farewell salutes from the flest and
castle. Béfore his  departure the
President telegraphed to King Ed-
ward, thanking him for the hearty
reception accorded him ‘‘as the re-
presentative of France, the friend of

¥ngland.””

His sons and daughte%ﬁ-—who
numbered 56—have generally: reared
large families, andl many of th2se
were gathered from far and near to
meet and take up ‘the work that
the family, is to do tmcordll? to the
Mormon creed. Some came from the
Mormon settlements in Canada, 9to-
ers from Mexico, and stilE others
from the rcgion b tween. Several of
Jthe widows of the prophet were also
present, although most of these sur-
vivors are becoming feeble with age.

The interesting feature of the an-
nual meeting, however, liégs in the
purpose of the family organization,
which iv to do baptismai work fow
the ancestors of Brigham! Youog. It
is a cardinal doctrine of the Mor-
non Church that 'mno person can

in the after life unless he or she is
baptized by one of the priests of the
church. In prder to provide for the
time existing between the withdraw-
al of the true gospel from the earth
—according to tho Mormon theology
in about 400 A. D.—and its return
through Joseph Smith in the early,
part of the last century, it was
“revealed” to Smith that a descend-
ant of any person who was dead
could be baptized in his or her nan'e,
and so make the recqrd complete.

It is the Mormor® belief that the
spirit of unbaptized .persons are
keld in the “ celestial or terrestrial®
kingdon s—th2 lower kingdoms in
the other world—awaiting the ae-
tion of their descendants to per-
mit them to ascend into the “celes-
tial” kingdom, which is reserved for
the elect. Consequently the lead-
ers of the Young family, several
vears ago, undertook to trace~back
their ancestrv as far as they
could go, and provide for all whoso
relationship could be shown an en-
try into the high2st of the other
worlds. .

They have gone to the early part
of the eighteenth century already
learning that the first ancestor of
Brigham Young, who came to Am-
erica, was a resident of the Pravi-
dence Plantations, being one of the
Other ancestors
served in the Indian wars, and one
fought with distinction in the War
of the Revolution. Efforts are now
being made to trace the relation-
ship across tne Atlantic and carry
the family records as far as possible
into England, the plan being to go
back to 400 A. D, if any records
can be found, which, of course, is
out of the question, in view of the
State of England about that time.

Whenever a new ancestor is found
one of the members of the family,
who is engaged in what is known as
the “temple work,” goes to the big
temple in this e¢ity and passes
through various peculiar ceremo-
nies akin to those of the ‘‘endow-
ment,” so called, by which a novice
is initiated into the mysteries of
the church. This worker takes the
name ol the person for whom the
rite is to be performed, is anointed
with oil and baptized, and then
goes through various secret cere-
monies.

The weorker in the final degree as-
cends ‘into a room representing the
“terrestrial” kingdom. This 1is
painted fantastically to represent a
condition of disorder in the world,
with birds and beasts [fighting,
ctorms blowing and disaster on
every hand. Another room . repre-
'sents the “celestial” kingdom, where
peace reigns, but still one is bound
to earthly things. The ‘“‘celestial”
room is a handsomely fitted up place
hung with costly fabrics and ablaze
with light, with the ceiling covered
with clusters of fruit and vines ar-
ranged to give the idea that lere
one garners all the rewards of the
world.

The work of the Young family is
being duplicated by various other
families in Mormondom, and the bap-
tismal rites at the various temples
tax their ecapacity.—Salt Lake, Utah,
cor.

As
the regulations require the inspection
of meats and lard to take place in
tonded warehcuses before export, and
the inspection fees are heavy, the
German merchants claim that they
are placed at a great disadvantage
in transit trade. They had hitherto
supplied Austria and Switzerland
with American meats and lard, send-
ing directly from the bonded ware-
houses without expense, but since
the meat law has been in force ship-
pers are _ getting all the Austrian
and Swiss trade, and Germany is los-
ipg the transit profits. The German
ehippers, therefore, are calling loud-
Iy for the abolition of the ingpection
requirements in {he case of export
goods.

London, July 13.—King Edward sig-
nally honored the officers of the
American squadron to-night at the
State ball given at Buckingham
Palace.

of the tnembers of the royal family,
prominent representatives of nobil-
ity, and the officers of the Ameri-
can and ‘French squadrons now in
PBritish waters.

To Rear-Admiral Cotton the King
expressed his gratification at the
excellence, of the squadron. His
Majosty had a pleasant word to say
to each of the officers presented.

Abolition in Places of Euter-
tainment First, :

e

NINE THCUSAND INTERESTED

London, July 13.—There is every ilm
dication - that the question of the
employment of barmaids is about to
come to the front in London.

The authorities concerned in Lomn-
don with .the employment of bar-
maids are the licensing Magistrat
who control licensed premises, a
the Theatres and Mus.c Halls Com-
mittee of the London County Coun-
cil. "’

The former body has been memor-
jalized against the employment of|
barmaids by the National Union of
Women Workers. The latter has been
similarly approached by the Brit-:
ish Women’s Temperance Associa-
tion. X

The Theatres and Masic Halls Com-
mittee, which has jurisdiction over;
the various places of public enter-
tainment in London, recenily dis-
cussed the memorial and dizspiayed
a markedly sympathetic attitule to-
wards the propowel abolition of bar-
maids. “We ghall not act preecipi-
tately,” sald a prominent member
ot the Council afterwards. *“ We
shall try to avoid the mistnkes made
in Glasgow, when a similar scheme
was adopted there. I expect that an
intimation will at first be issued
to theatrical and mmsic hall TO~
prietors, stating that we cons der
the abolition of barmuids dcsirable 3
then we shall no doubt iollow a
policy of gradual persuasion.”

This policy of persuasion will in
time, it is confidently expected, ell-
minate the barmaild from all thea-
tres and music balls in the metro-
polis. Then if the substitution: of
men for women attendants works
satigfactorily the matter will be
brought more directly and with
greater promise before the licencing:
magistrates. They will be recom-

mended to take measures to dispensé’

with barmaids in public houses.
There must now be beiwcen 8,000
and $9,000 barmaids in London.
