During the afternoon, addresses were
given by three of_ the most prominent 
Social Service workers' in Canada. Dr. W. 
R. Grant. Dr. Shearer and Miss Charlotte 
Whidden.

Miss Whidden is one of the very best 
speakers that has ever visited this part of 
the province and is thoroughly conversant 
with the progress of social legislation in the 
different provinces of Canada as well as 
in other countries. She graduated four 
years ago from Queens University and 
since that time has been engaged in this, 
work. Her subject was the Moving 
Picture.

She told of the vastness of the business 
and the enormous sums running into 
millions invested in it.

The pictures flow out from •great dis­
tributing centres to the cities, towns an 
villages in all the land. Toronto is the 
chief distributing centre for Canada, hut 
the centre for Toronto, Montreal, Boston 
and other centres is New York. Nearly 
all the pictures shown in Canada flow out 
from New York, millions of feet of film 
paying thousands of dollars into the 
Canadian customs.

These pictures are made primarily to 
sell and the whole concern is handled by 
shrewd business men who will produce 
what the people want. The kind of fac­
tures shown reveals what observing men 
whose business it is to observe corectly, 
think about the good taste and moral 
sense of the constituency. The censor can 
keep out the imoral, unclean and sug­
gestive. that is his duty as a public ser- 

**’ fyant. It it the duty of the public to we 
t int the censor’s duty it faithfully per- 
formecd.

May 29th;—Never, in our remem­
brance, has Jthis community been 30 
shocked and saddened as on Friday mdjjm 
ing, when the word went around that 
William Hennigar was drowned. While 
out fishing in company with his brother- 
in-law, Frank Johnson, on Young Lake, 
the boat capsized throwing both men 
suddenly into the lake. Mi* Johnson was 
able to get to the shore and go back with 
a raft to Mr. Hennigar’s assistance but 
only in time to see him go down for the 
last time. After using almost superhuman 
efforts to recover the body alive, Mr. 
Johnson went for assistance, and after a 
short time returned with men and they 
were able to recover the body but too 
late for resuscitation.

The funeral services were held Sunday 
afternoon in the village church which was 
packed to the doors, by friends of Mr. 

Rev. John 
Mutch, pastor of the church, Truro, of 
which Mr. Hennigar was a member, gave 
a sympathetic and touching address taking 
for his text the two words “Jesus wept”.

Waitman. “the state will ship around 
thirteen million boxes, yet the prices this 
year will range close around three times 
what they were when the production was 
scarcely more then one-half of what it 
is now. Can you give me any reason why 
this it so?”

The commission man replied: “I can 
answer you in a word—Prohibition. It
is this way. Heretofore thousands of 
New Yorkers were -sucking bottles who 
have now gone to sucking oranges. They

Is sprayed in about the same way that 
perfumery is sprayed by an atomizer, 
tn fact the gaaoHne and air mixture has 
the same appearance as it leaves the 
Carburetor and is carried through the 
passage (manifold) to the cylinders as 
ti* fine vapor from an atomizer or throat 
•prayer.

The spraying of the gasoline and mixing 
it with air is caused by the air rushing 
In through the carburetor to) fill the 
Cylinder as the piston moves outward 
end creates a vacuum on the intake stroke, 

i end if the speed of the engine was the 
same at all times there would be no 
trouble-with carburettor. One of the 
laws of nature is that the faster air 
moves over a nozzle containing liquid 
the tidier the mixture becomes, or the 
more liquid is taken up. The carburetor 
has been developed to overcome this 
law of nature and give a constant’mixture 
at all engine speeds. ,

An automobile engine runs from,about 
200 revolutions to over 3JX)0 revolutions 
« minute and at high speed with an opgn 
throttle the air and gasoline mixture 
passes through the intake manifold at a 
speed of a mile a minute in some engines. 
The carburetor must supply a mixture at 
all speeds that has the proper proportions 
Of air and gasoline. To accomplish this 
almost impossible feat, many different 
devices have been put on the market 
during tbe past twenty years, but about 
all that was done in the first half of tha|, 
time was to prove that each device was 
Imperfect and to point tbe way toward 
efficiency.

A carburetor must have a cup or 
bowl in which a certain quantity of gaso­
line is maintained. This is done by uringl 
a float which stops the gasoline from 
flowing by pushing a little plug into the 
end of the pipe which carried the gaso­
line from the tank or reservoir to the 
bowl of the carburetor. From the float 
chamber there is a passage which permits 
the gasoline to flow to a nozzle which 
is inside of the passage through which 
the air rushes to the cylinder. The level 
of the gasoline in the float chamber is 
just below the top of the nozzle so no 
gasoline can run out of the nozzle when 
the engine is not working, but is high 
enough so that as soon as the piston 
moves and creates a vacuum, the gaso­
line flows out and mixes with the air on 
the way to the cylinder. In many carbu­
retors there is a means of adjusting the
