Now that China has decided what 
kind of cotton seed does best In that 
country, and Is distributing It by the 
ton to fanners, cotton growing starts 
on a new geographical development. 
The time may yet come when the Chi­
nese laundryman, fur from home, will 
croon over his collars that he is “still 
longing for the old plantation." Work 
done during several years In four ex­
periment stations indicates that out of 
forty varieties of seed the kind known 
as “Trice" is best suited for Chinese 
cultivation. It appears that “Trice" 
yields 141 catties to the moe, which is 
the Chinese way of saying something 
more than 141 pounds per one-sixth 
of an acre, for the catty weighs about 
one-third more than the English pound.

One of the first statements made, 
regarding the cooperative move­
ment in relation -to (housing, was that 
it represented an effort “to ensww* 
that succession a sound commercial 
basis should go hand in hand with 
education and social life. The result 
is a society which is on ite commercial 
side a partnership of capital and ten­
ants.

The first difficulty then, as it would 
be now, was to obtain the Interest of 
sympathetic people of means to pro­
vide the nucleus of capital necessary 
to start the enterprise. The men who 
were likely to become partner-owners 
with naturally insufficient means to 
carry out the whole enterprise, were 
required to invest a email sum to be­
gin with and gradually to increase it, 
but the balance had to be provided, 
cither by wealthy people Interested in 
housing or by industrial firms who 
wished to assist in providing housing 
accommodation for thoir workers.

It is an essential part of the scheme 
that the money invested by the cap­
italist shall carry a restricted dividend

Man The Most Hardy

An interesting comparison of the 
tenacity of life among men and ani­
mals has been made by John B. Burn­
ham of New York, who says:

“The toal death casualties of the 
j war have been estimated by Sec’y 
! of War Baker as 9,000,000 men. The 
j total population of the world is' I 
I believe, something over a billion and 
a quarter souls, so that the world lost j something like 7 per cent, of its po- 

I pulation. But reproduction was going 
| on all the time, and the world has 
I more people today than when the war 
■ began.

“Audubon once estimated that a 
j single flock of passenger pigeons 
j which he saw contained more birds 
I than the total population of the world, 
j yet only a few decades later there 
,wcre no passenger pigeons. The race 
I had been annihilated.
| The comparison is interesting, for 
it illustrates the fact that the human 
being is the most hardy game animal 
of all. The greatest war of history 
not only failed to annihilate, but also 
failed to stop man's increase. Aleb 
it must be observed that while hu­
manity is increasing, game is de­
creasing.

“The ratio between man and the 
game he hunts is constantly assuming 
a more unfavorable percentage as re­
gards the game. And the war itself, 
paradoxical though it may be, has in 
many places and over large areas 
accentuated the disparity.

“Almost everywhere except In 
North America the food shortage has 
caused appalling inroads on the game 
supply. In England, the honorary 
secretary of the English Game Guild 
tells me it will take at least twenty 
years to get game back to anything 
like normal abundance. The great 
increase in vermin, with the game- 
keepers off "at the war, is partly res­
ponsible for this. In Russia many of 
the finest preserves have been ruin 
ed, and game nowhere exists in its 
former supply. In France the poi 
son gases have completed the work 
of destruction. The Mexican bandits 
in their mountain retreats have con 
verted magnificent game sections into 
unproductive wastes.

“Carl Akeley says that the war has 
taken a toll of from half to two-thirds 
of American game in the section 
where there has been fighting. Much 
of this game, he says, was wantonly 
slaughtered by the Boers for rifle 
practice Aside from the ntitthern 
portion of North America, the picture 
is one of nearly universal gloom, but 
here, I am glad to say, conditions are 
much brighter.

“Both Canada and the United 
States have wonderful food supplies, 
and what is more Important still an 
exalted brand of wisdom with regard 
to their natural resources. In both 
nations the full meaning of the value 
of the conservation of wild life Is at 
least recognized. This was never 
more clearly demonstrated than by 
the passage of the treaty for *he pro­
tection of migratory birds which to­
day unites the two countries in 
brotherly bond, and which was ratifi­
ed by Canada during the darkest 
hours of the war.

“Neither country for a moment lost 
its good sense. In the face of the 
clamor for cheap food in the form of 
marketed game efficient protective 
laws were In no way relaxed. Both 
countries knew that if the demand 
were granted it would mean the an­
nihilation of the game without any 
appreciable benefit, for the price of 
food .would not have been lowered 
by any fraction of the medium of ex­
change.

“Today both countries have more 
game th»n when the war began— 
game which is of far greater value 
from the standpoint of making, by 
the taking, men and soldiers self- 
reliant and healthy Individuals than 
It can ever be for food alone.” •

FOR FIVE HEIRSBerlin, Nov. 11—(By the Accociat- 
ed) —Vice-Admiral Eduai*d von 
C&pelle, former minister of the navy, 
was bombarded with questions today 
as to why more submarines were not 
built so as to have made the sub­
marine campaign successful.

Hecklars at the national assembly 
subcommittees investigation into 
the war, have failed to get much in­
formation as to wihy the submarine 
campaign was. not avoided, changed 
their tactics to questioning the for­
mer minister of the navy on sub­
marine! /construction. The admiral 
tried to prove why submarine constru­
ction was retarded in 1916, ahd why it 
jumped enormously in 1917 and 1918.

A summary of his contribution to 
U-boat construction was read by von 
Capelle at the start of the session.

“Eight hundred and ten sub­
marines were built be fore and during 
tbo war,” said the former ra’nister of 
the navy. “Of these forty-five were 
constructed before the .waf, 1S6 were 
built during the administration oi 
Admiral von Tirpitz and 579 were 
built by me in the two and a ha.f 
years I was in office.

“I took office in April 1916, and in 
the nine months remaining in that 
year I ordered built ninety U-boats; 
in 1917 I ordered 269 and in the nine 
months I was in office in 1918, I 
ordered 220.”

It was here his questioning began. 
“Why was there such a discrepancy 
between 1916 and the two following 
years?” demanded Herr Gothein.

Von Capelle replied sharply:
“There are a number of reasons 

why so small a number were order­
ed in 1916. First, the Reichstag took 
an overwhelming stand against the 
submarines and I could not start to 
build, because I saw myself in op­
position to the government Second, 
I had been out of the naval service 
and was unaware of the technical 
improvements in U-boat building and 
had to give intimate study to the

subject!, and third, the Skagerrak 
battle caused serious damage to our 
boats. Their repair he’d up the con­
struction of other boats.”

Germany had decided to live up to 
international law and not sink mer­
chantmen without warning, continu­
ed von Capelle, but he said he thought 
that in the fall of 1915 the admiralty 
had issued a second order to attack 
British ships because Great Britain, 
“poisoned against us,” had made the 
work of U-boats very difficult by 
mines which covered the entire North 
Sea. There was a demand for mine 
searchers, torpedo boats and motor 
boats, which further reduced U-boat 
construction, he added.

Admiral von Capelle asserted he 
had been approached three times 
with regard to submarine construc­
tion by von Bethmann-Hollweg, the 
first time when Herr Struve (a mem­
ber of the Reichstag) had presented 
to the chancellor a memorandum 
urging increased U-boat construction 
whiejh had been signed by George 
Gothein, another Reichstag member 
the second time, when in 1917 the 
chancellor wrote, bu> ing U boat con­
sideration, showing, von Capelle 

said the chancellor counted on & long 
war, and third, when von Beshmann- 
Hollewg telegraphed that Deputy
Fisdhback had expressed doubts

By using the aeroplane, 
the coiimr> cap be surveyed in order 
to map out the swampy areas and 
.other breeding places that are read­
ily located in photographs taken from 
over head, according to a statement 
by Dr. C. Gordon Hewitt, Dominion 
Entomologist, that appears in the 
Dctober Agricultural Gazette. The 
aeroplane was used in making a com­
prehensive survey of the complicated 
water system of the Fraser River and 
the adjacent bodies of permanent and 
temporary water in that district A 
flight reported by Dr. Hewitt has de­
monstrated the possibility or using 
this machine also for making surveys 
of timber that is being killed or has 
already been destrqyed by various in­
sects. Its use, it is believed, will help 
very greatly in the entomological work 
with various insects being carried on 
by the Federal Department of Agricul­
ture.
