Westminster Cathedral.

Randall Blackabaw, writing on 
“London ir Transformation," with 
pictures by Birch B. Long, in the 
January Century, mentions the 
new Westminster Cathedral, design­
ed by the late gifted architect, Mr. 
John K. Bently. A full page 
illustration is given of the strange 
Byzantine building with its one, 
nigh, tqaate, domed tower rising 
loftily above it. ‘‘The chief new 
place of worship, Westminster 
Cathedral, has no connection with 
the Establishment, but is the head­
quarters of Roman Catholicism in 
England. The tower of this vast 
edifice is conspicuous enough, 
hough its body is hidden away 

‘behind the eboplTTnid mansions’ of 
.Victoria street. It lies not more 
than half a mile from Westminster 
Abbey, and within a stone’s throw 
of the American embassy; and now 
that it is so neatly finished as to be 
in use it has become one of the 
sights to be seen by travelers. 
Though shorter than the Abbey, it 
is both wider and higher, and its 
single tapering tower rises well 
-above those of the older shrine. Its 
many domes and the gaiety of its 
exterior—red brick striped with 
white stone—distinguish it at a 
glance from the churches and 
Cathedrals of Protestant England, 
[is designer, Mr. Bentley, owes his 
inspiration, in fact, to a careful 
study of the early Byzantine type 
of ecclesiastical architecture. As 
to the appropriateness of this type 
in England, opinions may well 
differ ; yet however incongruous the 
outside of the building may be with 
its immediate surroundings and the 
smoky skies above it, there can be 
no doubt as to the dignity and 
impressiveness of its interior. As 
yet, the great building is unoonsc- 
orated; and in accordance with 
Cstholio usage, will remain so till it 
is free from debt. Its estimated 
coat is $5,000,000 ”

Hospitals in London.

Mr. Blaokshaw gives some inter­
esting statistics abmt hospitals in 
London, as follows: “ Far the last 
thirty years, St. Thomas Hospital, 
across Westminster Bridge, has 
been housed in a row of Urge 
detached red-briok buildings, which, 
with the ground they stand on, cost 
$2,500,000. The governors received 
in 1902 a legacy of rather more 
than that amount. But such 
prosperity is rare among the hos­
pitals of London. For years past 
almost all of them have been 
clamoring for money for rebuilding 
and other purposes. Even Si. 
Bartholomew’s has become as lnsty 
a beggar as the rest. This ancien' 
foundation, dating from 112d, is 
ninety years older than the vener­
able St. Thomas’s and until the 
latter came into its recent legacy 
had a larger income. But having 
bought some of the Christ’s Hospital 
land, adj fining its own five acres, to 
build on, it appealed to the public 
in 1903, with the Lord Mayor's 
backing, for $1,500,000, and hinted 
at an appeal for a aim Ur amount 
later on. At first, this encountered 
opposition, ls it anticipated tho 
quinquennial appeal of ‘ Bari’s 
great rival, the London H ispitaj, in 
Whitechapel Road. It was from 
the London that the surgeon (Si 
Frederick Treves) and the trained 
nurse oame who eared the King in 
1902; and in June, 1903, his Majesty 
opened a new ont-patients’ depart 
ment there, which had cost $400,000 
In erecting and equipping other 
buildings over $600,000 had been 
spent, and $850 0Q0 more is in the 
course of disbursement. At Char­
ing Cross Hospital, near Trafalga' 
Square, $500 000 is bring spent on 
handsome new building*. Toe 
same amount has been expended 
within the last few years on the 
Middlesex Hospital in Mortimer 
stroe'. For tie new home of the 
University College Hospital in 
Gower street, the late Sir J. Blundell 
Maple made himself responsible to 
the extent of $1,000 000 King’s 
H ispital is to migrate from Portugal 
street, Lincoln’s Ion Fields, to a 
twelve-aore site recently presented 
to it in South London, and the 
public is asked to pay the .bill 
($1,500,000). At the same time, 
St. George’s Hospital, Hyde Park 
Corner, is looking about for a new 
site in its present neighborhood. 
At Guy’s Hospital a new nurses 
home has been built for $340,000, 
and $660,000 is requested for other 
buildings—to say nothing of an 
endowment to yield $70 000 a year. 
On apart of the Millbank Prison 
site, near the Tate G dl.orv a m.l tary 
hospital worth $600,000 is going

Mr. Borden after expressing his 
appreciation of the honor tender­
ed, spoke of his personal reasons 
for preferring to decline. Even 
had he been returned to Parlia 
ment at the recent election, he 
would, in view of the general 
results,.have placed his resigna­
tion as Leader, in the hands of 
his party. But in view of the 
unanimity and strength of the 
cal^l, he felt he had no course but 
to accept. He made his accept­
ance, however, conditional upon a 
thorough and systematic reor 
ganization of the party from 
polling districts up to the floor of 
the House, and stated explicitly 
that he reserved the right to 
resign at any time he had reason 
to judge from lack of interest and of 
spirit in party work, that his 
usefulness as a Leader had gone.
He also strongly urged the ceding 
of a convention of the party from 
all over Canada in the . near 
future. Should such a conven­
tion desire to appoint any other 
leader, the man chosen would 
have no more loyal follower than 
himself. Mr. Borden’s dec ara 
tions were followed by an ovation, 
The cheering from the caucus 
roomwasheard all overthat section 
of the Parliament building. ’His 
response to the call of his party 
and the conditions upon which he 
agreed to accept the leadership, 
as well as his wise suggestions 
for the welfare and success of the 
party, were received by the 
assembled Senators and Common 
ers, not only without a discordant 
note, but with the warmest en 
thusiasm.

Several 
others of the leading Senators and 
Commoners also spoke, including 
Senator Ferguson, all strongly 
approving and endorsing the 
course outlined by Mr. Borden, 
Mr. Kidd of Carleton stated that 
he would retire in Mr. Borden’s 
favor, as soon as the formal con 
sent of the electors of Carlçton 
could be obtained at a mass meet 
ing. The caucus passed a résolu 
tion thanking Mr. Kidd for his 
generosity.

On Wednesday last, Parliament met 
and elected R. J. Sutherland Speaker 
of the Honee of Commone, and Senator 
Dandnrand Speaker of the Senate. 
On Thursday the formal opening of the 
Seeeion took place when hie Excellency, 
Earl Grey, having taken hie eeat on the 
throne in the Senate Chamber for the 
first time, delievered the following 
speech :

mons and Senate :
I am eeneible of the great honor 

conferred upon me by the king by ap­
pointing me to the dietinguiebed posi­
tion of governor General. My pleasure 
in being called upon to represent hia 
majesty in the Dominion hae been 
heightened by the cordial welcome 
have received on all sides and from i 
classes.

This favored land, with its vast re­
sources and improving facilities for 
transportation is attracting people on 
an ever-ascending scale, not only from 
he United Kingdom, but also from the 

United States, and from many other 
countries. As the opportunities for set­
tlement under the advantageous con­
ditions which exist are better known 
this dominion will become the home of 

increasing number of happy and

The conditions upon which Mr. 
Borden accepts the Leadership of 
his party are wise and salutary, 
and such as must tend to make 
the leadership satisfactory 
himself and profitable to his party 
and to the country. Mr. Borden’s 
position is such as enabled him 
without reserve to lay before his 
fellow Conservatives what 
believed to be absolutely neCes 
sary for the future success of the 
party.

A bill for that 
purpose will be submitted to your con 
sidération.

The surveys necessary for the loca­
tion of a line of national transconti­
nental Canadian railway are being 
vigorously prosecuted, and it is confi­
dently believed that tenders for the 
construction of several sections may be 
invited daring the coming season.

The display of Canadian products at 
last year’s St. Louis exhibition proved 
such a marked success in attracting 
emigrants to the western prairies that 
it is proposed to accept the invitation 
of the government of Belgnim to send 
samples of onr products and mann- 
factnres to the exhibition to be shortly 
held at Liege.
Gentlemen of she House of Commons :

The accounts for the last year will 
be laid before you. It will be satisfac­
tory to yon to learn that the expendi- 
tnre has been less than the revenue, 
leaving a snrplns over all charges. The 
estimates for the coming year will be 
submitted at an early date. They 
have been prepared with a due regard 
for economy consistent with the de­
velopment .of the resources of the do­
minion.
Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate : 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons .

After the members of the Commons 
returned to their Chamber, the nsnal 
.motions as to the appointment of 
committees and other routine matters 
were disposed of. The Honee then 
adjourned till Monday of this week, 
when the speech from the throne was 
considered.

Following is the decision of Mr. Justice 
Hodgson, Master of the Rolls, in quash­
ing the petition against the election of 
Messrs. McLean and Martin:

The objections were numerous. One 
was that the petitioner was disqualified 
to vote. The Controverted Election 
Law reads ;

The following persons shall be dis­
qualified and incompetent to vote at an 
election for the electoral district for 

hich they hold their offices or posi­
tions, whether disqualified or incom­
petent or not to vote at a Provincial 
election.

(b) Any person who at any time 
either before or daring the election has 
been or is employed at the same elec­
tion or in reference thereto by any per­
son as counsel, attorney, solicitor, agent 
or clerk, at any polling place, at any 
such election, or in any other capacity, 
and who has received or expects to re­
ceive, either before, daring, or after the 
said election, from any person for acting 
in any such capacity as aforesaid, any 
sum of money, fee, office, place or em­
ployment, or any promise, pledge or 
security for any sum of money, fee, 
office, place or emolument, or any pro­
mise, pledge or security, for any snm of 
money, fee, office, place or employ 
ment.”

Burke, the petitioner against the re­
turn of Mr. McLean, was employed by 
the Liberal Election Committee and re­
ceived $48 for hia services. Having no 
right to vote at the election it was ob 
jected that he bad no right to petition.

Bnt Mr. Justice Hodgson based his 
decision upon objections Nos. 16 and 17. 
These objoctiona are as follows :

“ 16. Becanse no election such as is 
described in the title of the said petition 
and in the body thereof was holden as 
therein alleged.

•*17. That no writ for the election of 
a member of the House of Commons of 
Canada for the electoral district of 
Queen’s Coonty in the Province of Prince 
Edward Island was issued as in the said 
petition declared, and no election wap 
holden on the 27th day of October 1904, 
and the 3rd of November 1904, for the 
election of a member for the House of 
Commons of Canada for the said elect­
oral district of Queen’s as alleged in the 
said petition ; and the returning officer 
did not make the return stated in the 
said petition.”

The learned Judge said : “ I am of 
the opinion that this objection is well 
taken and mast prevail. From the evi 
dence given before me by Ewen Mc­
Dougall, the returning officer, it appear­
ed that a writ was issued for the return 
of two members for Queen’s, and that be 
returned two membere as elected 
There was no writ issued for the election 
of a member ; there was no election for 
a member, Angus A. McLean, as being 
duly elected, and no such return eixsts 
as that set forth by the petitioner in hie 
petition and in the entitling of it

“This is nota matter which I can 
amend. The inexactness of the petition 
goes to the very foundation of the mat 
ter. Not only the petition but the affi 
davit is entitled, “ In the matter of the 
election of a member for the House of 
Commons, in the district of Queen’s.
I have had no power to amend this affi 
dayit and entitle it ; for althoogh accur 
ate and correct it would, by each altera 
tion, cease to be the affidavit to which 
the petitioner has sworn.

“ Another important objection is that 
the security put in by the petitioner is 
“ in the matter of the election of a mem 
ber for Queen’s,” there having been no 
snch return by the Returning officer.

“ The view taken of objections 16 and 
17 make it unnecessary for me to con 
eider objections 3 and 4.

“The preliminary objections are 
sustained with costs.”

In the case of the petition against the 
return of Mr. Martin the objections were 
sustained on the same grounds.

Big Fire in Boston.

A lose eetimsted at $200,000 wag caus­
ed by a fire that broke oat at 12.15 
o’clock last Thnrsday morning on the 
etage of the Academy of Magic. The 
hall was gntted of that ballding and the 
Savoy Hotel adj lining was badly dam­
aged, also the Park Hotel and three 
small wooden buildings were burned.

Three men, two of them firemen, were 
cinght by falling walls, and Harry 
Giggy, hoeeman, was probably fatally 
injured. He was picked up unconscious 
and removed to the hospital with both 
legs fractured. It ie thought he also 
sustained internal injuries. The fire 
was discovered by attendants at the 
Knights of Columbus meeting, who saw 
the blaze from the hall across the street. 
These men after giving the alarm 
hèlped the tenement families to safety. 
The guests pf the two hotels were forced 
into the street, many of them in scanty 
attire, bnt none injured.

Deceased wae an 
upright, honest ann honorable citizen, 
who took an active part in promoting 
whatever was for the good of the 
community in which he lived.

His mortal 
remains were followed bya large con­
course of people to St. Joseph’s Church 
on Friday the 13tb, where a high 
Mass of Requiem wae chanted by the 
pastor Rev. Father McIntyre, after 
which the interment took place in St. 
Joseph’s cemetery. He leaves to mourn 
a disconsolate widow and a family $*of 
aons and daughters, who have the 
sympathy of the community in their 
sore bereavement. May his soul rest in

Father Jogues and the 
Dutch Protestants of 

New Amsterdam.
The possible canonization ol 

Father Jcgnos, the martyr-mission­
ary of the Mohawks, is a subject of 
surpassing interest to Catholics. 
Father Jogues was the first Jesuit 
missionary who entered within the 
borders of what is now the State ol 
New York, and the first priest who 
visited Manhattan Island. He was 
captured by the Mowhawks in 1642, 
and treated with great cruelty. He 
was beaten with clubs and stones, 
all his finger-nails palled out, and the 
fore-finger of each hand gnawed by 
the savages. They journeyed five 
weeks to reach central New York, 
he and the other prisoners being 
obliged to carry the baggage of their 
persecutors. Here Father Jogues 
bad the thumb of his,right hand cut 
off by an Indian woman, at her chief 
tain’s command, although she was a 
Onristian Here also Bene Goupil 
a lay Brother, who accompanied 
Jogues, was killed by the blow of a 
hatchet.

In those days religious bigotry 
and race hatred were strong in the 
New World. ’All the more reason 
then is it pleasant to consider the 
relations ôf Father Jogues with the 
Da’ob Protestants who then settled 
New York, and to dwell upon the 
Christian kindness of those Dutch­
men to a Catholic priest.

The Mowhawk Indians were the 
allies of the Dutch, and Van Curler, 
a magnanimous Dutchman, learning 
of the captives in the hands of the 
savages, called together the chiefs of 
the different Mohawk tribes. He 
recalled to their minds the friendship 
and alliance which had so long ex­
isted between them, and demanded 
the rel use of their captives, offering 
at the same time, for their ransom, 
presents to the amount of six hun­
dred guilders, which to their honor 
be it recorded, the Dutch settlers of 
the colony, forgetful of all differences 
of dreed, had generously subscribed 
to purchase the freedom of their 
Christian brethren. The savages, 
however, were not to be moved, 
either by appeals to ancient friend­
ship, or by the Dutchmen’s presents. 
They were willing to grant to their 
•Hies what iver was in their power, 
but on li e point under discussion 
they would remain silent. In a few 
months the warriors of the several 
nations would assemble, and then 
the matter would be finally disposed 
of. All Van Curler could effect was 
to persuade the savages to spare 
the lives of their prisoners, and tc 
promise to restore them to their 
country.

Father J igaes continued now to 
solace his captivity by spreading lb< 
light of Christianity through the 
benighted region into which Provi­
der t e has oast his lot. Thongh hi 
labors were most signally blest, and 
numbers of converts were brought 
into the fold, the hearts of the prin­
cipal savages continued hardener 
against him. In one of his visit, 
with tome Indians to Fort Orange 
he teamed that intelligence had b’et 
received that the Mohawks were 
defeated by the French at Fort 
Rie helieu, and that he, on his return, 
we aid assuredly be burnt. The 
commander of the rort counseled 
him, thereupon, to escape. A vessel 
w-s about to proceed to Virginie.

Jogues demanded until the morrow 
to consider this proposal, “ which 
greatly surprised the Dutch.” The 
iffer was finally accepted, but it was 
not so easy to evade the vigilance of 
hie savage companions. Innumer­
able difficulties followed. He at 
length succeeded in secreting bim- 
•telf in the hold of a sloop in the 
river, whose close air and horrid 
stench made him almost regret that 
he had not remained among the 
cruel Ircqaois, who now, enraged at 
the escape of their victim, demanded, 
with violent gestures and angry 
words, the surrender of their pris 
oner. The Dutch were mnoh embar­
rassed. They coeld not consent to 
deliver over a Christian brother to the 
-ortures and barbarities of the 
heathen. The Statea-General had 
sent out orders that every means 
should be used to rescue from the 
-avegee those Frenchmen who might 
fall into their power. On the other 
hand, the colony was too feeble to 
make any resistance. In this'di 
lemma the offer was agi^in renewed 
to ransom the fugitive ; after con­
siderable wrangling, the Indians ac­
cepted this offer,and presents to the 
amount of about one hundred pieces 
of gold were accordingly delivered 
them. Father Jogues was sent to 
New Amsterdam, where he was most 
kindly received and clothed by Di­
rector Kieft, who gave him a passage 
to Holland in e vessel which sailed 
shortly after. But misfortune was 
not yet weary of persecuting the 
Christian missionary. The vessel 
was driven in a storm on the coast 
of Falmouth, where it was seized by 
wreckers, who, as merciless as the 
savages, stripped Father Jogues and 
his companions of every article of 
their wearing apparel, and left them 
braised and naked to pursue their 
journey as best they oonld.

After many adventures the good 
priest at last reached France, and 
was received with great honor. He 
wrote a description of New Nether­
lands. Three years later he return­
ed to Canada and, venturing again 
into central New York, was killed 
by the Mohawks. — Sacred Heart 
Review.

Montalembert’s Life of 
St. Elizabeth.

Hungary was a rather important 
kingdom among the nations when to

ter remans; and her memory is a 
glory and a living influence to-day 
in all Christendom, but especially in 
Germany.

A very poetic story is that of St. 
El zabetb, even in its crudest form. 
Montalembert gives it to us with a 
fullness of facts, put together with 
strength and coherency ; with a 
delicacy of touch and a warmth of 
coloring that stamp it as a great 
literary work, as well as a valuable 
and most interesting bit of history.

The Count de Montalembert be- 
longs to oar own age (he died in 
1876.) He came into the French 
peerage just before it was abolished, 
and his name in it became at onoe 
an apology for it, so honored was he 
among bis compatriots for fearless, 
ness and uprightness—so loved for 
his chivalry and bis gifts of tongm 
and pen.

Students of history are grateful for 
the Providence that guided a man 
like him to write for them a story ot 
a life linked with so much of the 
beanty and glory of the thirteenth 
century. With hie chivalrous love 
for the Church, his scholar’s sense of 
the exalted in literature and art, hie 
journeying through the first half of 
the thirteenth century for a back­
ground for St. Elizabeth was a de 
light that he communicates to bis 
readers.

St. Elizabeth was born in the pur­
ple and wore it with the grace of a 
sweet young woman. She was mar­
ried in her extreme youth to the 
ruler of one of the most important 
principalities of Germany, and was 
one of the most beautiful and gifted 
and beloved women of her time. 
But when the ardent voice of Francis 
of Assisi reached her, exalting Lady 
Poverty and her crown of |thorns, 
Elizabeth’s pure soul recognized his 
call as a true note in thd music of 
the spheres, and the gentle woman 
with the strong will for good, not 
only joined, but was her country’s 
leader in the grand movement in the 
thirteenth centnry and within the 
Catholic Church for a return to the 
simplicity of life that characterized 
the early Christians and was laid 
down in the gospels.

Young, beautiful, rich, titled, Eli. 
zabetb gave up all to join the great 
Franciscan battle against worldli­
ness and self-gratification and all that 
the natural men strives for.

History holds no more happy ex­
ample of conjugal love than that of 
Ehz ibeth and her young warrior 
husband, the Dnke or Landgrave of 
Thuringia. Hand in hand they 
worked for God's honor and the good 
of their fellows.

“ The ruler at sixteen of one of 
the richest and most powerful prin. 
cipalities of Germany, surrounded 
by all the fascination of power and 
luxury, and of the ^stirring life of 
that period ; surrounded especially 
by perfidious counsellors, by flatter­
ers eager to see the ruin of his virtue, 
be never sullied with the slightest 
blemish the fidelity which he had 
promised to God, to himself and to 
her whom he loved in_God."

But his piety and social purity 
were no more exalted than bis pru­
dence as a ruler and bis bravery in 
defence of his crown and the people's 
rights.

We meet him leading his nobles 
(against their inclination a good 
deal) to war on neighboring princes 
when injustice was done some trad­
ers of bis realm, and again he did 
not think it beneath his dignity to 
espouse the cause of a poor peddler 
whose ses and pack were stolen. 
With the gentleness one would ex; 
pect from his piety be was severe in 
his insistence upon justice,

He was as severe upon the 
counts and the greatest lords of the 
oonntry when they were accused of 
oppression as upon the humblest 
accused of pillage.”

All historians agree in depicting 
this singular couple as extraerdin- 
arily gifted by nature and grace. 
The details of these two lives so 
united, so exalted, so nobly gifted ip 
worldly advantages and eupernatnr- 
ally gifted besides, as given by Mon­
talembert, make interet ting reading 
and jastfy the Catholic belief that 
true chivalry is based on piety as 
justice isjja-Tftith, that humility is 
as adorable in a|man as purity is in 

woman, and that piety and humil­
ity are attributes of the bravest men.

In presenting this picture of a 
perfect union of husband and wife in 
St. «Elizrbeth and the Duke of 
Thuringia, Montalembert says :

“ Nor was it, moreover, so rare a 
pectacle in those days of strong and 

pure emotions, to see this union of 
legitimate earthly affections with the 
most fervent and austere piety. It 
would be a pleasant as well as a pro 
fitabje task, and I may some day 
claim it for myself, to show how, dur 
ing the Catholic ages, the most tender 
and impassioned sentiments of the 
human heart were sanctified and 
made stronger by faith, and bow 
much dignity and strength even 
purely human love, bowing always 
before the cross of Christ, acquired in 
that constant victory of Christian 
humility over-pride and selfishness.”

Sentiments less varied, less exend- 
ed, perhaps les refined than at the 
present day, were then far more pro­
found, and once religion bad put up­
on them the seal of her immortality, 
there where developed in them I know 
not what intimate and marvelous force 
and a sort of inneffable tramfiguraiion 

which the calmness of age was 
united with the freshness of innocence.

the purity and simplicity of religon. 
All who are familiar with the historical 
and literary monuments of the Middle 
Ages appreciate the truth of his asser­
tion .

In this blending of nature and grace 
“ Elizabeth was an admirable and com 
plete personification of her age.”

It is in this that St Elizabeth stands 
for, as it were, a composit picture of 
the spirit of the first half of the thir- 
teeth century, that her story is chiefly 
important to the thoughtful student of 
tc-day who would do justice to that 
century and profit by its lessens

One prominence is given to the ex 
traordinary evidence of Heaveu’s favor 
shown to this heroic young soul, and 
here again we get glimpses of the faith 
and pietycommeo to all classes ofthose 
days before the iconoclastic spirit oi 
the *• Reformation ” introduced the 
spirit of rebellion to everything beauti 
ful in the service of God. With the 
change wrought by Lutheranism in tht 
land of St, Elizabeth, Montalembert 
deals, too, in an introduction which ex 
plains also how he came to write the 
life of " the dear St. Elizabeth " as 
she is always called in her own land. 
Oo her own decendants, leaders in the 
rebellion against the Churches she 
adorned, rests the disgrace of having 
scattered her precious remains and of 
making themselves notorious for con­
tempt for the sacred oneness of the 
conjugal tie, of which she was a shin 
ing example. The infamous Land­
grave or Duke of Hesse was her de 
scendaot and her desecrator.

Montalembert’s life of St. Elizabeth 
has long been a delight to the literary 
world of other tongues. In this new 
English dress and the good shape 
Longmans, Green <t Co. have given 
it, we woulfl like to see it in every 
library in the land—and in every 
Oathil.c borne. It is at once a vivid 
and true panorama of an important 
period in the history of the Church 
and of Europe—of an age the 
forerunner of all that we have best in 
art and science, and stili our model.

It gives a graphic picture of 
bright, beautiful woman, who was 
great and good woman, and bow she 
met trial and disaster and turned 
them into victory. It is a wonderful 
unfolding of how real and practical a 
thing is divide love—a personal, 
sensible love of Jesus Christ, our 
Brother as well as our God-; how real 
even in this life are His responses to 
our poor love and how great His 
crowning of every effort to please 
Him.

I had been removed from Ireland 
and was Jiving in London^ and Fa 
tber Burke had been invited to 

ich both in the morning and the 
evening. There were hundreds ol 
Dominican Fathers present from all 
parti of the world, and the clergy, 
regular and secular, were also pre­
sent in great numbers. When I saw 
Father lom entering the pulpit 1 
hardly recognized him. His vbice 
was at first so weak that it was 
scarcely audible, but after a while 
he revived and continued until the 
end in somewhat of his old style of 
eloquence. When the Mass was over 
we were all requested to go into the 
yard outside to be photographed. 
The Dominicans were arranged on 
one side, and all the other clergy 
were facing them. The photograph­
er being some time in arranging bis 
machine I crossed the space between 
the two bodies of the clergy to 
speak to my old friend. It was for 
the last time. First of all he said 
to me, “To think that we should 
meet here in this great Babylon.” I 
then asked him how he was, and he 
replied that he was just dying on 
his feet and he begged me to pray 
for bim, I was not present at his 
evening discourse, but I was told 
that his voice seemed a little stronger 
than it bad been at the high Mass 
in the forenoon. On the following 
day be returned to Dublin and went 
straight out to Tallagbt, the noviti­
ate of the Dominicans. He retired 
to his bed and was very ill, suffering 
intensely from cancer of the sto­
mach. Two days later while be was 
still in bed a deputation came out 
fiom Dublin to see him. A pojjular 
preacher bad promised to plead the 
cause of some orphans, but from oat 
cause or another bad failed to keep 
his work. Whom else should they 
ask but Father Burke? To whom 
else should they appeal but to him 
who had so often and so eloquently 
pleaded for the widow and the orphan ? 
They found him in bed, it is true 
but they were not aware how ill hr 
ready was. He could not refuse 
them, so be got up, dressed himself, 
and returned to Dublin with them 
After that he went back to Tallaghf 
and to his bed there. Within a few 
hours his Master came to call him.—
