ISHE ZEME (THE STONE TORTURE.)
Thismode of torture is ideatical with
the Sorobanzeme mentioned in the Nichi
Nichi Shinbum as applied to some of the

MOKUBA ZEME (THE WOODEN HORSE)

This inhuman device equals in eruelty
the method just delcribc:‘. A wooden
horse with edged back is prepared, on
which the accused is placed in a nude
state. Two executioners then seize the
