Robert Walker, one of the most es-
teemed nuen inGoderich,diedsuddenlyon
Saturday afternouu whileattending to his
duties as librarian of the Mechauics’ Iu-
stitute. J. H. Colborne, ‘shortly after
four o'clock, entering the room, glanced
toward the place where Mr Walker gen-
erally sst, and saw a strange palene:s
on his face. Upun drawing near he ub-
served further that the librarian was ap-
parently asleep and breathing heavily.
Mr Colborne tried to awaken him, but
without avail. Medical assistance was
sent for, but Mr Walker quietly

away without recovering consciousness.
The deceased was 72 years of age. He
was born in Troon, parish of Duudonald,
Ayrshire, and leccut the business of car-
penter and joiner.

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WASHINGTON LETTER. |

Bvents Cccurring at the U. ‘S.
Capitol.

Washington, Feb. 14th, 1887.
From our Special Correspondent.

The principal topic of commen? at the
Capital daring the past few days was the
President’s veto of the big Pension bill.
Many were prepared for the veto, how-
ever. It was the logical sequence of Mr
Cleveland’s action with regard to private
pension bills, and he could not have been
consistent had ke adopted any other
course. ¥ .

It is too soon yet to say that Corgress
will do about it. Its future action de-
pends much upon the manner in which
the veto is received by the country. The
humiliating confession had as well be
made that our National Legislators fol-
low public opinion, instead of leading it.

Some members of the House who vot-
ed for this remarkable pension bill say
now that they suppose the President jis
right about it. Southern members are
unqualified in their approyal of the veto,
and declare that it will secure to Mr
Cleveland the vote of southern delegates
to the Democratic convention and insure
his nomination,

Others who do not agree with the
President, acknowlodge that the veto
message is a very able State paper, and
that it will be almest impossible now to
pass the bill over the veto. Representa-
tive Warner, of Ohio, was opposed to
the principle of the Disability Pension
bill as a whole, but he maintains that
the Mexican Pension bill contained much
of the same priciple, and that the Presi-
dent would be more consistent and his
position stronger had he vetoed both,

Great interest centered in the person-
nel of the counsel engaged in the great
telephone contest which has besn argued
hero for two weeks in the Supreme
Court.

FRANCESE. WILLARD

BY MRB. L. M. N. STEVENS,

““Tell everybody to be good,” were
the words which fell from the lips of tha
only and beloved sister of Frances Wil-
lard, as she was about to pass through
the ‘‘valley and shadow of death” to the
Celestiai Home.. Toa marvelous extent
has the subject of this sketch performed
the holy mission.

Let us briefly review tha life of the
one who may safely be called the great-
est amongthe women of this century.
She was born in Churchville, N. Y., her
parents remoying to Uberlin, O., when
she was three years old, remuining five
years, and then spending the next thir-
teen years on a farm in Wisconsin,

Miss Willard attended Catharine
Beecher's school and the University at
Evanston, Il ; after which she engaged
in teaching several years; 1368-'70 she
she spent in study at Paris, Berlin and
Rome. After her returnshe was elected
President of tho Woman's Cellege at
Evanston, and there her rare gunius de-
veloped many plans which have blessed
that and many kindred institutions,

More than 2,000 pupils’ hgd been
ueder her care and instruetion previous
to the year 1874, when there came to
her to call from the Great Heart of God
to go out into broader fields, a teacher
still, an instructer in the great under-
lying principles of goodness and true
greatness. Thus, from the beginning of
the Crusade movement, (known a little
later as the Woman’s Ckristian Temper-
ance Union), has Miss Willard been con-
nected with the society; a society which
now has 10,000 auxiliaries, and a mem-
bership eof over 200,000. For eight
years she has been its president, bring-
Ing to its service unparalleled brilliancy
as a apeaker, geutleness as a woman,
tenderness as a reformer,

She has made several trips to the
South and more than any other has she
breken down the barriers which separ~
ated the North and the South—leading
a prominent Southern woman to say:
‘At last we areconguered—Miss Willard
has won our hearts;” and because cf this
to-day their hearts are very like our
i hearts in this great warfare against the
liquor traffic. During one year she
visited every State and territory in the
United States, organizing as she went
in all unorganized districts. 1t is hard
to estimate hcw much of self-sacrifice
this involved, when we think of the
sunny home in Evanston—that classical
town so attractive to minds like hers—
where, at ‘‘Rest Cottage,” was the aged
mother, rejuicing in her daughter’s
work, yet waiting for her to come back
to her. When she came it was bearing
ever the same unselfish, gentle spirit
which characterizes her own life, and
beautifies and uplifts thousands of other
lives. Miss Willard is an outspoken ad-
vocate of woman'’s ballot. She is also a
member of the Executive Committee of
the Prohibition party. In 1884 she

place Mias Willard bast displays that
goodness which has been so speakingful
to - muititudes “of grateful hearts—
whether as the presiding oflicer of the
largest convention of women ever gath-
ered for any purpose, exercising surpris
ing ability and impartiality, never failing
to recognize and protect the rights of the
minority—although lv may in opinion
differ with them, thinking of everything
and everyhody but herself; or when by
the side of some ‘‘unfortunate,” some
poor victim of *‘circumstances,” circum-
stances which should not exist in ‘‘the
land of the free,” she whispers words
of hfe and hope.

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Chilnese New Year in Frisco.

The Chinese New Year is what is call.
ed a movable festival ; that is, it does
not begin on’ the same day each year,
though usually veenrring about the first
week in February and lasting about three
weeks. This year it began January 22,

The part of the festival that is most
colebrated is the first three days, though
some Chinamen takg¢ but oune day im
- which to visit their friends and enjoy

themselves generally. All the Chinese
vegetable men—aud nearly all garden-
truck peddlers here in Sau Francisco are
Chinamen—on the morning of the first
day of the new year, present their cus
tomers with little packages ~f Chinese
eandy, or with Chinese New Year lilies,

The lilies are of » beautifyl, waxy
whiteness, and are seen everywhere in
Chinatown, and eut of it, during the
New Year fostivitiee. By carcfally
noting the time of planting to flowering
the Chinese have learned v start these
flowers so that they may bloom on or
about the first day of the year, and hap-
Py is the moon-eyed celestial whe finds
on New Year's morn his lilies iu bloom ;
for then he is sure that good luck will be
with him a!l the year.

Iu Chinatown all is n holiday attire ;
the fronts of all the buildings are covered
with banners and flags, each with some
curious design, the moust vften seen be-
ing the black dragon on a yellow field.

All about are stands covered with
China candy, sugared potatees, candied
pork, and others sweets dear to the heart
of *John.” We had some doubt about
eatinug the candy, but found 1t to be
rather ‘‘pleasaut to the taste,” as the
patent wedicine circulars say, and a
novelty, anyway. Moen with baskets
were selling sugar cane, for,K which the
Chinese possess a great fondness, and,
on payment of five cents, three joints of
this luxury was transferred to owr pock-
ets.

All the stores were most beautifully
decorated with rich band embroidery and
spun-gold work, and the display of rare
chinaware was wowderful.

The richest stcre we saw was a Chinese
drug store. Perhaps you did not know
that the Chinese drugstores? Well,
they do, and elegant ones, too ; but they
look new more like exhibitions of Chi-
vese fancy goods than anything else.
Here are compouvnded wonderful elixirs
from dragon’s blood, sad the tungues of
deers, and marvellous pills from rattle-
snakes’ rattles and dogs’ teeth.

Those stores doing the largest business
appeared to be clothing shops ; for poor
indeed 1s the Chins boy who cannot af-
ford a New Year'ssuit. And how proud
they are when they dress themselves in
their holiday garb for the first time !

These queer people have one New
Year custom that I think would please
the boys of the East : it is their manner
of burning fire crackers. From an upper
window of the house they g out a long
pole, from which is suspended some
fortv or fifty bunches of fire crackers and
these are all set of at once. At times
there will be twenty or thirty of these
bombardments going on at ouce, with a
noise that ought to delight the most
noisy of young Auiericans.

We visited a Joss house, or place of
worship, and after climbing two flights
of dimgy stairs, came into a small room

where there were five or six priests, whe
were enjoying their evening meal of
rice. On asking permission to enter the '
sacred preciucts, we were shown into a
small room the walls of which were]
covered with filagree work in gold and |
silver, while abuvut were huug rich tape-
stries. In the ceuter, on a richly carved |
throne, satthe Joss or god, carved out |
of wood, and robed in most beautiful |
fabrics,

While we were there a Cliinaman en-
tered, accompained by a priest, who be-
zan the ceremony by loudly pounding a
large gong; then, taking a vase filled
with little sticks—on each of which was
written in Chinese characters a prayer—
he drepped o= his knees before the Joss |
and shook the vase till one of the stripes |
fell out. This he took to a stand on
which was a hook, and copied the prayer |
from the stick to the page of the volume. |
All this time the worshipper stood at |
one side looking ae if he hud no interest
in the matter, and was very much bored
by it. .

yAfter a few other performances the
Chinaman was called forward,. told to
sign the book, paid over to the priest
aemall sum eof meney, and then went
away, evidently feeling sure that no
harm eould come to him in the next
year.

The Chinese also have a custom that
would appear strange to our American
merchants. If aChinaman is too poor
to pay a bill when it 1s presented at Now
Year, and can show that he has no
more money than will keep his family
along, heis given a canceled bill, and
his account is crossed off the books, so
he can begin the New Year square with
the world.

The streets of Chinatown, during New
Year are crowded with Chinamen, bnt

natured, would be hard to find. In all
our trips -.among the Chinese we have
never seen one of them intoxicated, or
one who appeared to have been drinking
at all. Taken all in all, they seem to
be far “‘whiter”’ than they are painted,
and are, as a gencral thing, good, quiet,
orderly people. At some future time
