The Gossip At The Tank.

Dear Sir,—Those who have been
patient enough to follow my argu-
mwent concerning the gquality of our
water supply will hardly have failed
to notice that from the very start I

rave ‘been particular .to contend only !

for the general purity of the water at
its source in the pond, and that I
have never’asserted that the water is
invariably, or even generally,. pure
when it reaches the consumer. . I have
for a long time believed that the wat-
er consumed by families resident in
congested and dirty localities where
the only supply comes from the street
hydrant is very likely to be contami-
nated. A come)sation whlch I have |
Ictely had with Dr. Tait has more than I
eonfirmed all the apprehensions I had
on  this subject. - He has pointed out
to me the existence of certain condi-
tions attending our system of distrib-
uting water in these poorer districrs
of the-town which, unless they are
speedily and  effectnally ~remedied,
will expose us to all the dangers of
endemic disease. ‘Qur death rate is
abnormal now; we allow, 8cores and
hundreds of lives to be sacrificed be-
cause we will not keep the town de- |
cently clean, but I fear that we must |
henceforth add another to the list of
eur deadly enemies, namely, the street |
hydrant neighbourhoods. Nothing can
be more obvious than the futility of
preserving the waters of Windsor
YL.ake in crystal pirity if we persist
in contaminating those waters as they
are distributed to the consumers. But,
as the obvious is not always noticed
or heeded, I shall endeavour to illus-
trate the position I take by consider-
ing an analogous case and drawing a
moral from it. When certain diseas-
es break out amongst us, almost the
first emquiry the medical men of the
city ake relates to the supply of
wilk fwhich recaches the houses in-
fectedd and it very generally happens
that e outbreak of disease cam be
directy traced to some insanitary

own colonies of bacteria. But it mat-
lu)xs very little to the unhappy pa-
tient that the milk he drank came
| from a wholesome cow; that it was at
any stage in its history allowed to be-
infected is the sufficient reason
l\\'hy he suffers. Now this seems to
| me to be precisely the condition of
affairs which exists in relation to our
water supply. The water while it re-
mains in the pond is, except under
such special and abnormal conditions
as I described in my last letter, per-
fectly pure and wholesome; but that
is very small consolation to the un-
happy sufferer who imbibed disease
which was introduced into that water
as'it flowed from the tank whence he
dréw it. And thi§ is just what hap-
pens in a multitude of cases occur-
ring in this town of ours. Sometimes
no doubt, the water gains infection b)
reasof of .carelessness in the process
of straining at the reservoir, and in
this particular I hope the salutary
warning of Dr. Meakins will be tak
en to heart by the Council. But the
more usual occurence of water-borne
disease in the town is undoubtedly
attributable to contamination of our
drinking supply in the street, whither
the people go with their buckets. If
this source of contamination is not
checked, we may not unreasonably ex-
pect that, given an unwholesome sea-
son, our present horrible death rat:
