revenues. There can be no room tor 
doubt that the opportunity was afford­
ed the Government by the buoyancy of 
the revenue- indeed the opportunities 
on this account were more favourable 
than ever before»

Increases in invoice prices' on al. 
goods dutiable on an ad valorem basis

in itself is an additional hardship 
' which is the more grievous as the old

Sqch evils should in themselves 
have called for a remedy.
