FOB THE POORLY PAID POST
MASTERS.

Speech In the House.
MR. CLAPP.—I would like to ask 

the Hon. Colonial Secretary if any 
provision has been made for the pay- 
men of rent for Outport Post Offices. 
This may appear to be a small matter, 
but it is a. large matter to these peo­
ple. I know of several post offices in 
my own district which are all in pri­
vate houses or stores where fuel is 
provided and where the post master 
or mistress receives an annual sum of 
ten to fifteen dollars, whereas in 
large places post offices have been 
erected at the expense of the Govern­
ment. I consider this unfair. Com­
munications have been sent to the 
Postmaster General, and I presume 
submitted to the Colonial Secretary 
asking for rent and asking to be re­
imbursed for fuel consumed, and no 
thing has been done. Now, I say again 
this is unfair. If a post office is pro­
vided by the Government, we will say 
in Bonne Bay, or in any other place, 
I don't care what district you name, 
then the man or woman who sets 
aside a room in- his or her house or 
store for an office should certainly be 
paid rent—$10, $20, $30 or $40, ac­
cording to the size of the room, and 
not have to go on writing the Post­
master General time and again asking 
for reimbursement and receiving no 
answer. I have letters in iny posses­
sion now dealing with this same mat­
ter, and I have not been able to get 
any satisfaction; and I consider this 
is the opportune time to bring it be­
fore the House and find out whether 
anything is to be done or whether 
these people are going to be robbed— 
that is the proper word fir it.

The explanation of the Colonial 
Secretary does not satisfy my mind 

T don't see why fish should be made 
of one and flesh of another. I know 
of one case in my own district where 
a room is allotted absolutely and sole­
ly for the purposes of a post office, 
and why should not that postmaster, 
who receives $10.00 a year,—think of 
it. $10.00 a year—be paid rent for that 
room when in other cases parties re­
ceive probably $40.00 or $50.00 a year? 
That is my contention. It is no use 
for the Colonial Secretary to ask uie 
to write "him a private letter, because,I 
am tired of that soft of thing—tired 
of it. The Colonial Secretary should 
look into those matters and give sat­
isfactory redress and not allow them 
to go on. I think it is the duty of 
the Postmaster-General's Department 
to at once arrange to pay these people 
the hire of their rooms.

I quite agree with what the Premier 
has- said. My reference was solely to 
'the use of these rooms without rent 
being paid for them. I think that in 

’the Postmaster General's report re­
ference is made to this very matter, 
and I think It is the duty of the Gov­
ernment to consider it, not a session 
hence but at the present time, and 
’deal with those people fairly and 
squarely. That is all I wish.

Pay of the 
Small Outport 
Postmasters.

In this issue appears some remarks 
made by Mr. Clapp, the member for 
St. Barbe, on the little consideration 
extended to the small outport post­
masters.

We are all prone to be most ex­
acting in regard to the postal ser­
vice. If there is any delay, or if 
anything goes wrong no one hesitates 
to complain promptly about .the ser­
vice. No one escapes. It is all the 
same whether it is the more highly 
paid heads at St. John's, the bigger 
Postmaster in the outports, the train 
and steâmer mail contractors, the poor 
couriers, or the small outport post­
masters. This is right enough in its 
way and is the only way to keep in 
anything like efficient order the 
working of a service which comes 
more nearly home to every person in

Mr. Clapp instances one case in his 
district where a postmaster provides 
one room for the exclusive use of the 
mail, and for this and his services as 
postmaster receives the magnificent 
sum of ten dollars yearly all told.

Mr. Kent, in commenting on the 
matter said: —

“Mr. Chairman, I am glad that the 
Prime Minister realizes that these 
outport post office keepers have a 
grievance. There is no doubt about 
the fact that the grievance is one of 
some standing, but at the same time I 
think it ought to be. borne in mind 
that under the conditions of the coun­
try at the present time that grievance 
is becoming more and more accentu­
ated every* year, and that from two 
points of view: First, from the point 
of view that the work that these post­
masters are called upon to do Is in­
creasing; and secondly, from the 
point of view that the country has 
been having very large revenues and 
very large surpluses from year to 
year, and in spite of that the griev­
ance continues becoming worse and 
worse. The total amount that would 
level up these outport post offices to 
an extent that while not removing, 
would greatly lessen the grievance 
complained of by the member for St. 
Barbe would not be very large at all ; 
and if the matter were worked out 
post office by post office, giving a 
percentage increase to each, I think 
it would be found that it would re­
quire but a very small portion of the 
surpluses that have been in existence 
for the past few years. The time has 
come when this work of levelling up 
these outport post offices should be 
undertaken. ,________

Those of us who lived In the sixties 
of the pest century have had the 
privilege of witnessing our great fleet 
of sailing vessels at Its zenith. Not 
ulcne were scores of the sailing ves­
sels employed In prosecuting the great 
Industry of the seal fishery, but our 
own floet of foreign-going vessels 
could be counted by the score also, 
and could hold their own with regard 
to sailing qualities, strength and dur­
ability in the class of jvorkmanship, 
as wili_as the capabilities and sea­
manship- of the crows, in fact, the 
Newfoundland seaman would take 
precedence to any other nationality 
in the mercantile marine of the Unit­
ed States or British ports. Besides 
their agility and thorough knowledge 
of their avocation, the majority of 
them could repair sails as well as the 
sailmaker himself, and in' emergency 
could perform the work usually allot­
ted to carpenters, in such a manner 
as to meet all requirements. It was 
no unusual occurrence for some of 
the crews to remain six or eight years 
with the one master in the same ship.

1 often look back to (hose days 
with pleasure, though not without re­
gret, that I did not take down and 
preserve many of those interesting 
adventures, deeds of daring-and hair­
breadth escapes as they werfe recount­
ed by the weather-beaten ; marines 
over the time-honored dog-irons in 
the glorious days of the musty past. 
It is true, for the past thirty-five 
years or more, I have endeavored to

preserve some of the narratives of 
those heroes of old, many of which 
have been handed down to me by 
tradition, and others that l have lis­
tened to with spejl-bound attention, 
as they were told by the participators 
in the events, as; we sat round the 
-great sparkling fire in the days of 
our youth. It was an established cus­
tom for the master mariners, the 
members of their families and. a few 
privileged friends to attend these 
gatherings, and the fund of informa­
tion to be derived from such In­
structive discourses would be of in­
calculable benefit to historians gener­
ally, did they possess a copy at the 
present day. It was in such gather­
ings that was to be heard and handed 
down the true and interesting history 
.of our country; but, unfortunately, 
our hardy and daring sea-fating pop­
ulation of the past century took their 
adventures, hardships and escapes as 
matters ot every-day life in -pursuit 
'of their perilous avocations, and re­
counted them around the .kitchen or 
parlor fire-places for the edification 
of their audience, who, unfortunately 
took no care to preserve them in 
.writing. Hence it is, that literary 
tramps from the outside world come 
in amongst us. procure a smattering 
of our past history, and manage to 
twist and turn it by their own phrase­
ology in such a manner as to make it 
a burlesque or an insult to the people 
and the country.

In the old days no matter what

Just after a black brig passed 
close aboard, and the captain of the 
Mercury sang out, “Is that you Cap- 
tâin Hart?" “Aye, aye,” said Hart, 
“didn't you get in yet?" “No," said 
Captain Boyce, “did you?"

The ships did not meet again, but 
the captain and crew of the Mercury 
were satisfied with thç result of the 
race, as they .were -the victors, hav­
ing passed the Old Head of Kinsale 
four hours and eleven minutes ahead 
of the Balclutha, which was not sc 
bad on a seventeen hundred mile race 
across the Atlantic.

Another new serum is announced 

by Dr. Frederick Mehonarto, a young 
German .bacteriologist, who worked 
with Dr. Koch in the African Sleep­
ing Sickness investigation, and there­
after continued his researches alone 
in Africa and other tropical countries. 
He reached South Africa in 1911, and 
claimed that while in the Belgian 
Congo, he had discovered a serum 
to cure consumption and leprosy. For 
the first part of 1912 his experiments 
weçe conducted at Camps Bay Labor­
atory, under the supervision of Dr. 
Jolly, Professor of Physiology in a 
South African College. He was ad vis-: 
ed to go to England to convince th^ 
British Medical Profession of the im­
portance of his discovery. They 
agreed to investigate and provide pa­
tients for testing the serum. All 
these are for tuberculosis, but since 
their commencement, the serum is 
being tried in cases of malaria, lep­
rosy, pernicious anaemia, myphilia, 
arid other disorders of the blood. The 
report of such investigation, based on 
a month's experiments, must be be­
yond cavil, and it would be under­
stating the case by merely saying that 
the treatment has been successful, as 
the results have been surprising. Pa­
tients whose deaths had been expect­
ed at any moment, are now on the 
high road to recovery. Others have 
been cured entirely; while others 
whose tuberculosis was of long stand­
ing and extreme virulence, have so 
recovered that .neither sputum nor
blood, on bacteriological examination, 
shows any sign of virulent bacilus.

Weights and Measures!
The following sections of the Act 

Respecting Weights and Measures 
are published for general informa­
tion:—

“Any person who shall use a 
beam, scale, weight, or measure, in 
the sale or exchange of any commo­
dity, not assayed and stamped, or 
who shall alter the same after being 
so asseyed and stamped, or who shall 
use steel-yards, except for the pur­
pose of weighing hay or straw, or 
who shall use a beam made of wood, 
shall forfeit a sum not exceeding 
twenty dollars.”

"Salt may be sold by measure, or 
by weight; if sold by measure, there 
shall be eighteen gallons to a tub 
(liquid measurement), and three 
tubs to a hogshead. Any person who 
shall sell or dispose of salt by meas­
ure otherwise than according to the 
standard hereby established, shall 
forfeit a sum not exceeding twenty 
dollars.”

"The Chief Inspector, and Inspec­
tors shall, when required, inspect and 
adjust all beams, scales, weights and 
measures, brought to the office of 
either of them, according to the said 
standard, and they shall stamp or 
mark thereon the initials of the 
reigning- Sovereign, and their own 
proper initials.”

As used nowadays oratory is a 
sure passport to fame. It doesn’t 
make any difference whether a man 
pays his grocery bills or wears a 
necktie or mistakes the. finger bowl 
for bullion, if he can orate at the 
drop of the hat without having to 
steal a shy look at his manuscript his 
place in socety is secure. There is a 
greater demand for ready-to-wear 
orators than there is for hired girls 
who will not want to entertain their 
gentlemen friends in the parlor.

The simplest method of getting into 
Congress is to practice oratory in the 
attic and then make a series of 
stump speeches in behalf of reform.

SS. S. DIANA HAS PAIR TRIP.
The s.s. Diana, Capt. B. Barbour,

arrived from the northern sealfishery 
shortly after last midnight, reporting 
for 10,000 seals, the weight of 15,000. 
The Diana did not join in the slaugh­
ter of young harps early in the spring. 
She was jammed for over a week in 
heavy ice and when cut out by the 
Nascopie, the young seals had disap­
peared. Capt. Barbour managed to 
get 4,000 young harps. After that 
the Diana went in search of old seals. 
Capt. Barbour never saw them so 
plentiful previously but they were 
wild and the work of killing them 
was not an easy matter. The Diana 
succeeded in getting 6,000 old seals. 
The crew will make a fair bill. Capt. 
Barbour spoke to Capt. Job Kean in 
the s.s. Erik three days ago. The lat­
ter ship was then about a hundred 
and fifty miles from St. John's. It is 
likely that the Erik will reach port 
to-night. She has 4,000 seàls. This 
catch will not make any money for 
her crew nor her owners. It is now 
almost a probability that the s.s. 
Llovdsen, operating in the Gulf, will 
close the gates of the icefields for 
1913.

SHIP A TOTAL WRECK.—CREW 
SAFE.

Shortly before midnight. Mr. R. C. 
Smith, of the Anglo-American Tele­
graph Company, had the following 
wire from Cape Race: "Captain of 
the s.s. Glace Bay’ just arrived here 
and reports the loss of his ship at 
Freshwater Point, but was fortunate 
enough to get ashore himself and all 
hands. The 'Glace Bay’ is from Syd­
ney to Wabam^ and went ashore on 
Freshwater Point. The men are on 
the Point there." Freshwater Point 
alluded to is in Trepassey Bay and is 
between S and 10 miles south of Cape 
Race in Trepassey Bay. The Glace 
Bay’ was a perfectly new ship of 
about 8.500 ions, and was launched a 
few months ago to ply to and from 
Bell Island in the ore trade.

Some Morgan
Anecdotes.

Since the death of the great finan­
cier. J. Pierpont Morgan, many anec­
dotes have been related about him, 
and the New York Evening Post, a 
journal with which he was closely in 
touch, recently published a number 
which throw light on the character 
of the man.

A firm of jewellers who had receiv­
ed a fine pearl decided to send it 
down to Mr. Morgan and let him have 
first bid on it. The price was placed 
at $5,000. The jewel was carefully 
sealed in a leather-covered box. Mr. 
Morgan read the firm's communica­
tion, opened the box, was delighted 
with the pearl, and thrust it into his 
pocket. Calling his cashier, he in­

structed him to draw two cheques to 
the firm of jewellers—one /or $4,000
and the other for $5.000. The $5,000 
Cheque Mr. Morgan placed in the box 
that had contained the pearl. He had 
the package carefully tied and sealed.

The $4,000 cheque he enclosed in a 
letter to the jewellers, in which he 
wrote that if the firm was willing to 
accept that amount for the pearl, the 
box might be returned to him at once 
and the transaction considered closed. I 
In the event, however, that the firm | 
was unwilling to accept less than j 
$■">.000 for the pearl the $1.000 cheque 
was to he returned without delay. I

Mr. Morgen, with the . pearl in his 
I >ocker, sent the messenger back, 
bearing his letter and the box. In 
1( ss than an hour the messenger re­
turned. fetching the box in which was 
the $5,000 cheque. The jewellers had 
decided to accept the $4.000 offer.

Mr. .Morgan met one of the mem­
it < rs of the jewellery firm at a din­
ner later, and told him the story of 
the two cheques. The jeweller aver­
red that his firm had lost money by 
the transaction.

"If you were losiitg money," asked 
Mr. Morgan, "why didn't you keep 
the box. with my $5,000 cheque?”

The jeweller answered: "I can un­
derstand now. how it is that you have 
earned your place as the leading fin­
ancier." ^

The way he dealt with a certain 
owner of coal lands in Pennsylvania 
who knew that Mr. Morgan must 
have his property was characteristic. 
The owner had come prepared to ex­
act a good price. Mr. Morgan kept 
him waiting for a long time, and then 
allowed him to come forward. “I’ll
give you $----- for your, property.”
And there the bargain . was closed. 
His habit was to deal in ultimatums; 
he would say: “I’ll do -this,” or. “I'll 
do that." He seldom asked advice, 
even of his partners. No doubt, his 
confidence in himself inspired confi­
dence in others.

man, and you’ll make your mark yet."
And John Pierpont Morgan, him­

self three score and ten, bowed in 
smiling acquiescence.

A year or two ago. when there were 
rumors of Mr. Morgan's approaching 
retiement, somebody asked Thomas 
F. Ryan who would make a good suc­
cessor to the great financier.

"In my opinion, there will be none," 
replied Mr. Ryan. “There has been 
only one Morgan, and there cannot be 
a second.”

Mr. Morgan had many admirers, 
among them Bishop Potter. In one 
of his last books. “The East of To­
day and To-morrow.” the Bishop in­
scribed this dedication:

“To John Pierpont Morgan, Finan­
cier, Philanthropist, Friend, to whose 
munificence these opportunities for
observation were owing, and whose 
constructive genius, which upbuilds 
and never pulls down, has Indicated 
the tasks which await Western civil­
ization in Eastern fields.”

This may be partly • explained by 
the fact that the financier took an ac­
tive interest in Episcopal Church af­
fairs. He often attended gatherings of 
the New York diocese. At one of the 
annual church conventions in San 
Francisco he was guarded through­
out his stay in that city by a force of 
detectives, who remained close to him 
on all occasions.

Probably no one who was present 
will ever forget the meeting between 
the late John Bigelow and Mr. Morgan 
on the occasion of Mr. Bigelow's 93rd 
birthday. • t "

When the news that the canvas had 
fallen into the hands of a saloon­
keeper, who had placed it alongside of 
a stuffed monkey just above his bar, 
reached Wall Street, there was much 
excitement among Mr. Morgan's 
friends.

But the portrait had not hung there 
an hour when the saloonkeeper re­
ceived a visit from a stranger who 
came in a cab.

"Nice picture,” said the caller.
"Art with a big "A," replied 

proud owner.
“Sell it?” queried the customer.
“He’s had his chance.”
“Who has?”
“Your friend down town.”
“You’re up the wrong wall,

rate, he was not one of that group of 
Wall Street financiers who ate spar­
ingly at lunch time. A large wedge 
of pumpkin or apple pie was often the 
mainstay of his midday meal. Hè 
explained once that this was a habit 
contracted in his boyhood. He could 
never shake it off.

He had a private dining-room fitted 
up in his banking house at Broad and 
Wall streets, and he went there with 
his partners at one o’clock each 
afternoon. They sat around a small 
table, and during the meal dicussed 
the events of the dayf In this way no 
time was wasted from business. Mr. 
Morgan frequently took a small cup 
of bouillon first, then a chop or piece 
of steak, and always a^pfece of pie.

Upon one occasion he rushed into 
the luncheon room, seized a piece of 
pie, and at the same time held up a 
section of ticker tape containing a 
quotation for a well-known railroad 
stock.

“Look at that quotation!”"he cried, 
joyously. “If all the people who 
bought stock in that railroad at the 
time we first took hold of it had kept 
it until to-day they would have re­
gained all of the depreciation and 
about 25 per cent, more.”

In 1903, according to an officer of 
the British Museum, quoted in the 
London “Daily Mail,” Mr. Morgan- 
“cleaned out the entire lot of both real 
and' fictitious antiquities.” I don’t 
think", said the officer, “there are any 
really good forgeries in the market at 
the Present time. Mr. Morgan has 
practically cleaned up the big output. 
He has been induced to pay small for­
tunes for forged works of art.”

On his frequent trips abroad, Mr. 
Morgan seldom left for home without 
bringing with him some art treasure 
of the Old World. For this, many a 
European felt none too kindly dis­
posed towards him. In Italy, how­

ever, he won many friends through his 
purchase of the famous AscoH cope,
which he returned to the Italian gov­
ernment. This he did in 1904. The 
cope had been stolen from the Cathe­
dral of Ascoli, and the Italian authori­
ties had searched for it in vain until 
one day an expert in textiles saw it at 
the South Kensington Museum, Lon­
don, to which it had been lent by Mr. 
Morgan. When the owner learned of 
its history he gladly relinquished his 
claim to the relic and presented the 
cope to Italy.

There was great rejoicing in the 
municipality of Aseoli when the cope 
was returned to its place, and the 
people of the town voted to confer hon­
orary Citizenship upon Mr. Morgan in 
the City Palace, together with a mar­
ble tablet recording his generous ac­
tion. and to bestow his name upon one 
of the principal streets of the city.

Nor did the Italian- government al­
low his generosity to go unrewarded. 
King Victor Emmanuel conferred up­
on him the great cordon of Saint 
Mauritius and Lazarus, a decoration 
which gave Mr. Morgan the rank of 
“cousin to his Majesty." It was the 
second highest honour in the King's 
power to confer.

An incident worth relating occurred 
two years ago on one of Mr, Morgan’s 
visits in Ronte. Lloyd G. Griscom 
was then ambassador, and through 
him Mr. Morgan sought an audience 
with the Pope and also with Queen 
Helena. There was some misunder­
standing about the hour for these 
meetings, and the result was that 
both were scheduled for about the 
same time. Mr. Morgan, not to be beat­
en,- decided to go to both audiences 
with the aid of his swift automobile.

The diffcnlty of this task will be 
better realized when it is considered 
that etiquette prescribed that for the 
Queen’s audience Mr. Morgan should 
appear in a frock coat with a fancy 
tie, and Mrs. Herbert L. Satterlee, his 
daughter, who was to accompany him, 
should appear in a light colored walk­
ing gown with an appropriate hat, 
while the etiquette of the Vatican pre­
scribed for Mr’. Morgan evening dress 
and a white tie, and for Mrs. Satterlee 
a black gown and a black lace veil 
over her hair, both to the ungloved 
and unjewelled.

The audience with the Queen lasted 
twenty minutes. The clothing of both 
was changed in another five minutes, 
and they then motored to the Vatican, 
arriving there ten minutes late, which 
was excusable owing to a general 
strike in Rbme, which impeded traffic.

Conversation with the Pope was 
carried on through an Interpreter. 
The Pontiff ended by giving to Ml 
Morgan for his autograph album sev­
eral lines in Italian written with Mr. 
Morgan’s fountain pen. They read:

“We. hope God will Impart every 
prosperity to J. P. Morgan and his 
family.”
