The Time
is Short.

As the members-elect of the House
of Assembly will be sworn in next
Wednesday afternoon and will meet/
later in the afternoon to elect a
Speaker, it is clear that the Prime
Minister is delaying his action in re-
ference to his two defeated Ministers
as long as possible.

It is now the ninth of
January, and nothing has been * an-
nounced, although His Excellency the
Governor considered in the case of
the Hon. J. R. Bennett that six weeks
was- a reasonable time for that Min-
ister to hold office before going to the
polls. But in that case, His Excel-
lency obtained an undertaking imme-
diately as to Mr. Bennett’s
intentions. In the <cases, how-
ever, under ° reference, there
has been no public intimation given to
the present that His Excellency has
obtained an undertaking either from
the defeated Ministers or from the
Prime Minister. What was done
without any delay, apparently even of
an hour, was not done in the case of
Messrs. Morison and Blandford, and
the public have no information that it
has been done yet. We take it, how-
ever, that something will be done
within a few days and that His Ex-
cellency will see that it 18 done.

and Tigris the terror of a scattered
population. The soil has not lost its
fertility; it has only been deprived
under the blighting rule of the Otto-
man Turk of the irrigating streams:
which in the days .of Nineveh
skilfully supplied.

“On the ramifying system of ecanals
a wonderful civilization was sustain-
ed, and it is not incredible that a new
Moslem civilization may be erected on
the old foundations—for, after -all.
modern engineers .are not proposing
to do more than was accomplished in
‘the dark backward and abysm o
time'—if the race \vhich has been
heavily chastised for its political
shortcomings will give - a recreated
Mesopotamia a chance to thrive.

“The world is vitally interested in
the success of this great undertaking
As the population grows every civil-
ized land is becoming more and mor:
indebted to the less developed coun-
tries not only for the raw material
of manufactures but for the breac
which their own soil can no longe:
produce in sufficient quantity. In
Great Britain we are regrettably de-
pendent on the oversea agricultural
wealth for which our manufactures
ale exchanged, and are therefore spe-
cially interested in the opening up
of what would be at once a new mar-
ket and a valuable source of supply

Mesopotamia’s Future.

“We recognize, however, that tl«
future of Mesopotamia cannot be con-
ﬁde;}tly predicted. It is easily within
the' powers of modern engineers fto
furnish the means of prosperity, but
we canndt so unhesitatingly assert
that it will be the function of the
Ottoman Government to supply the
administrative conditions of prosper-
ity. We can conly hope that the
Turks, profiting by their losses in the
West, will turn to the East with =&
fixed determination to deal justly witl
the peasantry and so restore to the
world one of its lost granaries.”

What Has Been Done.

‘What has been done to restore pros-
perity to Mesopotamia, once the gran-
ary of the world, by means. of irriga-
tion is thus descéribed by the Con-
stantinople correspondent of the
Daily Mail:

“The opening of the Euphrates bar- |

rage (dam) took place last Friday.
This barrage, which is at Hindia
(about forty-seven miles north of
Bagdod) is the first completed part cf
the extensive irrigation works under-

taken by the Young Turk Government |

for the improvement of Mesopotamia.
