Ex-Sergeant J. Smith received a
letter recently from England inform-
ing him that his son Walter J., who is
with the 25th Canadians in France,
have been again severely wounded in
the fighting at Lens, in the latter part
of July. He was buried from shell
fire, and it was nearly two hours be-
fore he was rescued, when it was
found that his ribs and breast, on
the right side, was crushed, and that
his heart was also affected. He ar-
rived in England on the. 31st July,
and was placed in hospital at Sid-
mouth S. Devon, where his recovery
has been very favorable. - He is now
at a convalescent hospital at Epsom,
and expects to go to the front again
as soon as he is sufficiently recovered.
Walter relates that previous to being
wounded this time, and .while going
up the line in France, he met his
nephew, Max Moore, who was also on
his way to join his regiment, the
Princess Pats. The meeting was pure-
ly accidental and they were both sur-
prised at meeting each other in
France; more especially was Waltery
surprised, because when he left home
three years ago with the first contin-
gent, Max was a mere boy and was in
the employ of Mr. N. Burt, at Scott’s,
New Gower Street, as messenger boy.
He went up several times here to
volunteer, but was rejected because
of being under the required weight.
Finding that he would not be accepted
here he resigned his position with
Mr. Burt and went to Halifax and en-
listed there in the 2nd Co. of the
Princess Pats, and was accepted, and
shortly afterwards he went to Eng-
land. Max seemed to be in good spir-
its when met by his uncle in France,
and expressed a desire to get in the
firing line. However, his ‘wish has
been gratified, and- ;although he es-
caped being wounded, he is now in
hospital in England suffering from
trench fever. Walter J. Smith has
seen some hard fighting in France
since he went across the second time,
having been wounded in the big drive
on Verdun, last summer while with
the 40th Canadians. , In that battle he
received a bullet in the leg and was
wounded in the head likewise, and he
exepects to go to the front again as

will be the fourth time since he join-
ed the Canadians.

Walter is in good spirits and wishes
to be remembered to all his old
friends of Terra Nova.

Your Boys and Girls.

Another lesson in hygiene for the
little woman is that of keeping her
own brush and conib. No amount of
scrubbing in soap and water will sat-
isfactorily clean between the teeth of
a comb and so she should use a strip
of muslin and pull it back and forth
between the teeth as though she were
a bootblack. A small duantity of
borax or ammonia should be added to
the water in which both ' comb and
brush are washed. They should be
allowed to soak half an hour before
they are thoroughly cleansed. The
ammonia may be placed inithe soaking
water and a strong soap psed in the
second water.. The brush should then
be rinsed in hot water amd then -in
cold to stiffen the bristles.

Still another precaution must be
taken with the tooth powder that boys
and girls use. Let them have their
own little box of it or their own tube
of paste, Tooth powder, by the way,
should. never’ be shaken out in the
handsbut should go directly. on the
brush.

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English Politics.

The political atmosphere

in England is again

stormy, unsettled by a

combination of circum-
stances. The Italian reverses were
certain to have an echo in Westmin-
ster, to which the British Prime Min-
ister himself has added considerable
volume by his open criticism of the
Allies’ past policy and plain indication
of the large share of the blame which
must be borne by Britain. The com-
plete justice of the criticism has per-
haps averted the explosion which
seemed at first likely to folloW it, but
it may yet have the effect of pregipi-
tating a crisis which has been thréat=
ening for some time. The Government
has had to face a growing army of
critics, and it has been rumoured that
Lloyd George is seeking the recall and
assistance of Asquith, with his strong
Liberal backing. The rumour may
find indirect confirmation in the atti-
tude taken by Northcliffe in his letter
published yesterday and addressed,
formally to the Prime Minister, in ef-
fect to the nation. For Northcliffe will
have none of Asquith, and Northcliiffe
is a powerful figure. Unless Lloyd
George plainly fcllows the poliéy thus
imputed to him, it is unlikely that
Northeliffe will openly attack him jiior
even if he has the power to oust him
—a moot question—he ‘knows that no
one else can half as well fill his place.
His letter, however, is a clear intima-
tion that a struggle of some sort is im-
pending. Whethet it will involve the
fate of the whole Government or sim-
ply centre around questions.ef:policy
and the removal of ¢értain oﬁlcialgj Te-
mains to-be seen. Next week ip Par-
liament and outside it promises to be
an interesting one, %

ROME, Nov. 16.

The Italian official follows: On the
mountainous front from Asiago Pla-
teau to the Piave River combats have
developed and are continuing. Yes-
terday the enemy kept our positions
under intense fire and launched vio-
lent attacks. Our troops, supported
by artillery, resisted everywhere with
great courgge and counter attacked
with boldness, inflicting losses on the
cnemy and capturing prisoners. All
positions remained in our hands. The
Regina brigade, 9th and 10th regi-
ments, fought with its usual valor at
Melotta D’Avinti and on Monte Fior,
at Monte Tondarecar, where three
successive attacks were repulsed. On
Monte Marloda a battalion of Alpini
showed firmness at the defensive line
of San Marino. In the Bronta Valley
enemy. parties were driven back with
Lieavy losses. At Monte Prassolan a
party which had retired from Monte
Roncone made a counter attack, hav-
ing received reinforcements, and re-
pulsed the*ememy who had followed
close on its heels. During the with-
drawal at Monte Cornelle our troops
with stubbornness and admirable
clan victoriously resisted a formid-
able effort of the enemy lasting from
the afternoon until midnight. Enemy
troops massed north of Asiago and
Gallio Wood, were bombarded by our
airplanes. On the plains intense ar-
tillery activity continued across the
Piave River. From Stvelio to Astico
some artillery firing is reported.
There were local infantry actions in
Giuvicarie and Ledro Valleys. Yes-
terday and last night airplanes and
airships repeated their bombardments
of cnemy troops along the Fluvial
lines and ways of access.
