The Coal Quesﬂon.

A question which concerns
every householder at this season
of the year, and which causes
him to consider carefully each
little demand madé on his pay
cheque, is the purchase of his

winter’s supply of coal. Like food |

and clothing it has to be pur-
chased, and he cannot econ-
omise to any extent’ without
risking, the health and comfort
of his family.

pay a little more. The following
ironical comment taken from a
recent Canadian paper sums up
the situation briefly :—

“The Unitéa States coal situation
appears to have been adjusted, and
there will be plenty of coal. Of course
the consumer will pay more. These lit-
tle affairs of the voal ‘opérators and
tinion have'all th¥ indication ofta lit«
tle entertsinment for the WBenefit of
the 'public,—and higher prices. It’s' %
comedy that will emdure ‘as Jlong as
the people wish 2 i

We are not the oﬁly people
who are discovering that coal is
a precious minéral.. In New York
for example, a body of voluntary’
investigators consisting of re-
presentatives of the women of
the city are trying to ascertain
why anthraeite, whicelf Governor
Pinchot of A Pennsylvania de-
elares costs from $8.75 at the
mines, and could be landed in the
docks for $11.49, is being sold to
the consumer at prices ranging
from $20.00 to $24.00. These
women ¢an be trusted to find the
reason, and if profiteering is the
cause ‘of the enhanced prices,
they will apply the necessary
pressure to effect o change.

In London too there is an out-
cry against the high price of
coal. The distributor blames the
middleman, and he in furn as-
serts that someone else is  the
guilty party. The consumer has
to pay in the meantime nine or
ten dollars a ton, which he con-
siders is unduly excessive. “ 43

From Military Point of View.

LONDON.—I am able to comnfirm
from a high authority that the sug-
gestion to swap Gibraltar for Ceuta
is being seriously considered by the
Spanish and British Governments.

It would
also relieve him from the _Spanish
viewpoint on the Fiffian-problem, for
it is ‘presumed that the Rif country
would go with Ceuta to England.
| JThe British possession of Gibraltar
always has been an irritant in the
British-felations with Spain and this
irritant often has been reflected in the
relations of Spanish and American
countries.
