One Privilege Less.—The practice of 
granting return tickets has been abandon­
ed, It is said,at all stations along the Grand 
Trunk line, and it is certain that there 
are no such tickets granted at Guelph. 
The reason for this action we have not 
been able to discover ; but as the last 
half yearly report was somewhat un­
healthy perhaps the directors have come 
to the resolution to make the public pay 
the uttermost farthing, in order that fu­
ture reports may not contain so many 
items producing a lengthening of usage.

Elora St^ Andrew’s Society.—The 
following gentlemen have been appointed 
the office-bearers of this Society fop-i 
ensuing year President, W. df Middle- 
ton, Esq., M. D. ; Vice President, J. M. 
Fraser, Esq. ; Secretary and Treasurer, 
J. Wilkinson, Esq. ; Chaplain, Rev. J. 
Duff; Physician, J. 1’inlayeon, Esq., M.D.; 
Committee, Messrs. P. Simpson, J. Potter, 
J. Henderson, J. M. Roes, A. Gordon. A 
committee of arrangements have been 
appointed and preparations are being 
made for celebrating the natal day of 
Scotland’s patron saint, by a dinner at 
Biggar’s Hotel.

Fire in Sullivan.—From every cor­
ner of the country there comes a report of 
fire, and the enumeration of losses is al­
ways followed by the announcement, “the 
origin of the fire is unknown." Then 
the next supposition is, that “ it was the 
work of an incendiary,” when perhaps 
there are no substantial reasons for in­
dulging any suppositions of the kind.— 
Mankind are bad enough, but there is no 
grounds for believing that there are so 
many individuals actuated by such malice 
against their neighbors as would prompt 
the burning of so many buildintrs as we 
have been reading of in almost every pa­
per we have put our hands on for/two 
months past, and which were all suppos­
ed to be destroyed by incendiarisnj. But 
one thing is sure, that much property is 
being destroyed, and many families re­
duced to want by the frequent occurrence 
of fires, and care should be taken by every 
person- who owns anything consumable 
to guard against negligence on his own 
part, as well as against the spite of some, 
body else. The last fire we hear of is one 
in the township of Sullivan, which con­
sumed a barn belonging to a Mr Edward 
Gatis, containing his whole crop, thresh­
ing machine, fanning mill, &c., and a 
stable containing a span of horses, a yoke 
of oxen and a cow, all of which perished 
with the exception of one of the oxen, and

Town Council.
The Council met on Monday night. All 

the members present except Mr. Holliday; 
the Mayor in the chair.

The minutes of the former meeting 
were read and confirmed.

The Clerk read an answer from the 
town solicitors to the question asked of 
them concerning John Thos. Cunnf 
ham's title to the half acre of land wl 
the Council were about purchasing of 
him for gravel. The reply went into an 
explanation of various transactions which 
had taken place between Mr. Cunningham 
and Mr. Buchanan, and the title of the 
former was not at present such as they 
could accept:

The Mayor read a communies* W>n from 
the Police Magistrale, wt*' /as too 
late for last meeting, ln it war instanced 
the late case of the Chief C . able vs. 
Boyle, to prove that the Counuu have not 
consolidated a clause in their by-laws for 
the abatement of nuisances, and request­
ing that the defect should be-supplied. 
Boyle, it will be remembered, was an 
auctioneer who lately sold dry goods in 
town, attd the nuisane^i hecommitted was 
causing a bell to be rung.

Mr. Thomson read the following peti­
tions ‘.—From Messrs. Galbraith and Beat 
tlé in whose assessment there was an 
error, and they prayed for the lectlfying 
of It ; from Wm Dyson, junr., for remis­
sion of taxes ; from John Bennett, for 
remission of income tax. Mr. Chadwick 
read a petition from Denis Banyan pray­
ing for a transfer of his license. Mr. 
Melvin read a petition from Jae. Peacock 
for remission of income tax. Mr. Mitchell 
read'a similar petition from Mark Tovell. 
Mr. Peterson read a petition from Wm 
Dyson, who on account of having been 
burnt out, prayed for a reduction of his 
taxes and postponement of the payment 
of the balance. Mr. Mays read a petition 
from Alex. Kennedy prayingt#» a reduc­
tion of taxes. Dr. Herod read & petition 
from Jas. T. Nichols praying for the re­
funding of $5 which he had paid as taxes 
on a lot not his own. Mr. Mitchell read 
a petition from Sarah Kirk praying for 
remission of taxes. The foregoing peti­
tions were all referred to appropriate 
committees, except that of D. Bnnyan, on 
which it was moved by Mr. Chadwick, 
Seconded by Mr. Thomson, that it be 
granted when the petitioner shall have 
complied with the regulations.

Dr. Herod moved, seconded by Mr. 
Mitchell, that the Clerk be instructed to 
return to John Thos. Cunningham the 
deed left by him for inspection by the 
Council, the same not being satisfactory 
to the solicitors, and that the communica­
tion from them be received and filed.— 
Carried.

Mr. Thomson read the report of the 
Finance Committee. In reference to peti­
tions they made the following recommen­
dations : That $236.85 with interest from 
the day of sale be tendered to D. Coffee, 
being the total amount paid by him on 
lots 1 and 2 and part of lot 4 on the York 
Road ; and if he decline that $59.42 with 
interest at six per cent, be returned to 
him, on condition that if he do not suc­
ceed in holding his purchase the Council 
shall not be liable, nor be asked to return 
any more than the difference of the 
amount so tendered ; that R, McLeod’s 
income tax be remitted ; that M. Casey’s 
dog tax be not remitted ; that R. Middle­
ton’s petition for reduction of assessment 
be granted ; that six per cent, be allowed 
R. Couch on amount paid by him to the 
Sheriff for land the latter could not con­
vey ; that $5 be refunded to H. W. Peter­
son, Esq., for a lot purchased from the 
Sheriff for which he could not obtain a 
deed ; that the petition of J. W. B. Kelly 
for remission of assessment be granted ; 
that the petitions of Mrs. Fraser and 
Sarah Buckingham for remission of in­
come tax be granted ; that John Ander­
son’s petition of a similar character be 
granted, also that of Wm Stewart ; that 
the petitions of Jas. Pendleton and R. W. 
Shaw for remission of income tax be 
granted, as they had not earned enough 
to make them liable for taxation ; that 
Henry Metcalfe’s income tax be remitted, 
as he had been assessed as a member of 
a firm ; that Cornelius Connor’s tax be 
remitted, his case being one of charity ; 
that $10 tans be refunded to John Pipe ; 
that A. A. Baker be refunded $2 dog-tax ;

id that the expenses of the railway dele 
gttijiou from-'lJie \Council to Walkerton, 
amounting to $48.75 be paid. They 
further recommendAhe-aecaptance of the 
cheque for $300, offered by Sheriff Mc­
Donald, for all taxes due by him to the 
end of 1864 ; and lastly, that $92.75 bo 
paid to Joseph Hobson, Esq., for work 
done by him for the corporation. The 
report was adopted.

Mr. Mitchell read the report of the 
Road and Bridge Committee, 'fliey 
recommended thpt the petition of Jehu 
Clarke for the use of the stream that 
leaves the Red Lion Hotel be granted, 
and that he be allowed to make the acces­
sary excavations for laying down pipes 
for its conveyance to his tannery, provided 
he does not injure the street ; that the 
petition of Messrs McNeil and Howard for 
raisingand(repairing a portion of the side­
walk on Quebec street be granted, and 
that $40 be allowed for the purpose ; that 
in reference to the petition of George 
Mnrton and others praying for a drain on 
a certain part of the western side of the 
Elora Road the committee were of opinion 
that the proper way to effect that would 
be by a special-.tax on the parties benefit­
ed. but as they had already made consid­
erable improvements, the committee re­
commended a grant of $20. ,

Mr. Day said that the Fire and Water 
Committee were not prepared with a re­
port, but he Would state, that they had 
riot yet decided what was to be done with 
the petition of the Firemen but would 
determine next week.

Mr. Day read the report of the Tree 
Platting Committee. In reference to the 
petition of the Rev. Mr. Torrance, they 
considered it was too late in the year to 
plant trees, but recommended that the 
matter lie over till pextspring.—Adopted.

The Council went into Committee of 
the Whole on the report of the Road and 
Bridge Committee, Mr. Chadwick in the 
chair. The report was adopted without 
amendment and the Council resumed, the 
Mayor in the chair.

Mr. Peterson then proposed, seconded 
by Mr. Heffeman, that the clause in the 
report referring to the petition of Jehu 
Clarke be amended by adding the follow­
ing, after the part allowing him to ma^e 
excavations ; " that he duly engages to 
keep the corporation harmless of any dam­
ages that may arise tit consequence.” 
Hereupon arose a discussion which listed 
an hour and a half, and ei 
amendment, moved

tee for further consideration, and that the 
remainder of the report be adopted.

Mr Peterson moved, seconded by Mr. 
Chadwick, that the Clerk is hereby in­
structed to prepare in due form a petition 
to the Legislature praying, that the exist­
ing Assessment Law be changed to the 
law as formerly existing with reference to 
the mode of assessing of real estate in 
towns, namels by*yearly value, the pres­
ent system of assessment by what is desig­
nated as actual value being in many 
senses objectionable and unsatisfactory, 
and difficult if not impossible of being 
càrried out. Also that the petition like­
wise include a prayer to the Legislature 
to give power to municipalities to order 
the sale of lands in arrears for non-resi­
dent land taxes, without having to submit 
to the delays under existing laws affecting 
such arrears.—Carried.

The Council then adjourned.

Police Court.
Before T. W. Saunders Esq., Police Magistrate.

Tuesday, Nov. 19.—Nàncy Dolan ap­
peared in a new role this morning, not of 
a vagrant as usual, but of a person drunk 
and disorderly. Nancy had made too free 
with the com juice yesterday, and the ef­
fect Was to produce a certain rudeness of 
manner which rendered her rather dis­
agreeable to orderly'citizens. At last she 
lost her equilibrium and came down on 
her face, somewhat to the detriment of 
one eye, and was found in a prostrate po­
sition by one of the constables. She 
pleaded guilty of being “ drunk, or sick, 
or something, but they gave me whiskey 
in no spite of me.” “ The usual fine, $1,” 
said his Worship. “T have no dollars for 
myself,” was the instant reply of the irre­
pressible Nancy, and without the slight­
est symptoms of reluctance she trudged 
back to gaol for twenty days.

The Abortion Case.—The Hamilton 
Times of Monday says The adjourned 
inquest concerning the death of Sarah 
Edwards, was resumed at the King Wil­
liam Street Station this afternoon, at 4 
o’clock. It was not probable that any 
further evidence of consequence would 
be elicited, and the jury can hardly have 
any other course than to return an open 
verdict. “ Doctor ” Davis, who had been 
looked after several times since the last 
Bitting, is still non est, and the young 
woman Barnett, who kept the lying-in 
hospital where the deceased remained 
daring her illness, has also emigrated to 
parts unknown.

Bath Brick.—The Bruce Reporter 
says that about two years ago a peculiar 
kind of clay was discovered in Kincardine 
and taken to Stratford. Mr. J. S. Ruther­
ford, of that town showed it to Mr. Geo. 
Riggon, an experienced brickman, who 
at once pronounced it Bath-orick clay 
and practically demonstrated it to be so 
by manufacturing a brick. Mr. Ruther­
ford having secured a patent, engaged Mr. 
Riggon to carry on the manufacture. The 
works have been in successful operation 
since last spring. A large quantity has 
been exported, and the demand exceeds 
the supply, but as the clay is very abun­
dant, a much larger quantity will be 
manufactured next year. Professor Chap­
man of University College, Toronto, says : 
“ It compares favourably with the Bath- 
brick of England, and is especially suita­
ble for scouring purposes.

Vigilance committees, however, were 
organizing to put a stop to the proceed­
ings around the capital. The French 
Consul Laguna had been recalled, and 
had gone to Jamaica. Vera Cruz had 
sent aid to the sufferers by the hurricane 
at Matamoras, to the amount of $10,000. 
A terrible hurricane blew over the Island 
of St. Domingo on the 30th ult. It de­
stroyed nearly all the shipping in harbor 
but no American vessels are reported.— 
No news from the interior. The treaty 
between Hayti and St. Domingo had been 
annulled, and the Haytian minister re­
turned home. Revolutionary movements 
are rife and the Dominican forces are re­
ported already on the Haytian frontier.

The Kingston Murder.
The Toronto Telegraph says the coun­

sel of Saxie Allen, now lying in Kings­
ton gaol, under sentence of death for the 
murder of Driscoll, are endeavoring to 
obtain arrest of judgment in his case. 
They claim that he was taken in an ille­
gal manner from the United States. A 
few fresh facts with regard to Allen's ca­
reer have been made public. His proper 
name is John C. Allen. He is 30 years of 
age, and was born near Prescott on the 
Canada side of the St. Lawrence, where 
he lived until about twelve years of age, 
when he left the parental roof. Soon 
after leaving home he brought up in Og- 
deneburg, where he committed numerous 
petty thieving depredations, and from 
there he travelled about the country, vi­
siting many of the principal cities, and 
becoming associated with a regular gang 
of thieves, burglars and robbers. He was 
bold, reckless, and thoroughly bad, and 
iwould avail himself of every opportunity 
to rob, be the amount ever so small. Be­
tween four and five years ago, Allen car­
ried on a thieving business in Detroit, 
plundering hotels, private houses and 
stores, and finally stole a gold watch from 
a gentleman at the Russell House, in 
which he was detected, arrested, tried 
and convicted, principally through the 
information given by a woman with 
whom he associated. He was sent to 

v, Jackson Penitentiary, Michigan, for a 
4 term of years which expired during the 
P summer, and he returned, revisited bis 

old haunts and associates, and lounged 
about Detroit, after which he come to 
Kingston.

Commission of Synod of the Church 
of Scotland.

The Commission met in Montreal last 
week. Dr. Cook reported on behalf of 
the Temporalities Board, that the fund 
had sustained a loss of $142,000 through 
the suspension of the Commercial Bank, 
the par value being $120,400. There 
were from thirty-three to thirty-six minis­
ters for whom there would be no provi­
sions at all. The first question was how 
to meet the January payments, for which 
about $2,500 would be required. If the 
Bank went into liquidation, the stock 
would be an absolute loss. There were 
48 commuting ministère on the roll, three 
of whom had suffered immediately and 
largely through the failure of the Bank. 
Excluding these three, and adding the 
ten who receive £100 a year, let the fifty 
contribute £10 each, and then let them 
apply to fifty wealthy laymen to give £10 
each also. Should this plan fail, let them 
seek to provide for the coming semi-nn- 
nuaTpayments. In that case not thirty- 
three <>r thirty six only, but very many 
more, must giwb up all expectations of 
receiving assistance from the fund. He
