How much of
their upcultivated Iznd is fit to be util-
ized in raisimg crops must be a matter
of conjecturue, but judging from the de-
tailed descriptions of the several dis-
tricts, we showld soppose that the till-
able occupied area is double that which
was then in cuftivation. We have no
data which enables us to estimate how
large an area of the umoccupied Iand is
fit for farming.

The great region is eapable of sus-
taining a large population; and will wn-
doubtedly do eo mt a very early day.
What seems to be most needed at the
present time is better means of com-
manication. .
