THE MONTREAL AND TORONTO #ECTIUN.
The Berlin Telegraph says we are in error
in stating that there was a breach of faith
on the part of the Grand Trunk in not ap-
plying the money received for the Riviere
du Loup section to the improvement of the
road from Montreal westward through Onta-
rio. Also,that the act of 1880, authorizing the
purchase of that section; will show that we
- are wrong, We have further heard it con-
tended that the act expressly provides for
the use of money towards the purchase or
construction of a Grand Trunk line through
¢0 Chicago, our government being desirous
of having this dune for the purpose of bring-
ing traffic through Canads. Now, this con-
tention may be partly true, but it is not che
whole truth; it does not tell the whole story.
The feet is that the Riviere du
Loup purchase had been  pressed
upon the government again and again dur-
ing several years before it was authorizea
by parliament, and had been pretty fully
discussed in the papers. While it cannot
be said that the Grand Trunk’s intention to
extend to Chicago was kept a secret, it still
remains true that the improvement of the
line 1 Qotario was the main ground of all
upou which ‘the purchase was advocated,
This was really the argument that brought
parliament round to the sanctioning of the
purchase; and so important was 1t deemed
that all other arguments on the same side
were looked upon as tnfling in comparison,
The promise that the track between Toronto
and Montreal would be improved was, ‘‘by
a large majority,” the main argument of
all to induce cousent to a proposal, which
during years before public opinion had
strongly condemnea, and which more than
one government had feared to entertaio,
The *‘congested state” of the line be-
tween Toronto and Montreal has been felt
a8 a great evil for years; but of late it has
been getting worse to an alarming degree,
From all Ontario west of Toronto, on the
rails of both the Grand Truvk and the
Great Western, also by the railways con-
necting Toronto with the north, freight
comes pouring into this spot. West and
north of this is the expanding end of the
funnel, and here begins the narrow spout
which gets choked with traffic, Between
here and Montreal the choking up of the
narrow spout gets worse as we go east, at
Jeast in winter, because of the additional
contributions thrown in by the railways
tapping the back districts of midland and
castern  Ontario? At Montrea! there
is expansion again, created by va-
rious railways going south aod
cast, and the large capacity of the ocean
fleets which load there and at (Yaebec,
Bu¢ the 333 miles of single track between
Toronto and Montreal constitute a section
crowded with traffic far beyond its capac-
ity. However, it is after all the pressure of
American traffic, far more than of onr own,
that so overtasks this single line of rails.
And, as if to make the matter worse, it is
between the iwo chief cities of the domin-
ion that this great evil of a choked-up and
over-tasked single track exists, Nowhere
else in Canada, ove} an equal distance, has
there been for so long a time lack of
transportation supply to meet the existing
demand, as in this on& In other direc-
tions tie Grand Trunk " has found millions
for gobbliog up other roads or building
new ; but for this unfortunate section
scarce » dollar beyond the barest necessities
of maintenance,

It is to be feared that a principal reason
for this is the one we mentiored lately, and
that the difficulty is one not easily over-
Were there easy grades and safe

curves all through, the laying of auother

track merely need not appear a very for-
mulable affair for a company standing in

%ood credit and with a superabundance of

freight offering for the section in (uestion,

But with steep grades to be reduced,

sharp curves to he enlarged, and various
danger spots to be made sate, the under-
taking becomes a serious one indeed, And
this is why it is to be feared that there will
_ be no substantial relief until the Ontario and
Qnebec line is actually in operation, Last
year the doubling of tbe track was talked
of, but 1ecently it has scarcely been men-
tioned. If the public saw, even now, that
the track would certainly be doubled
to Montreal ere another winter set in, there
would be a general disposition to make
every allowance in view of the prospect.
Possibly this may have been already deter-
mined upon ; if so it would be a good thing
to let the public know it. Evidently both
the Grand Truok and the Canadisu Pacific
are determined to take all the American
teaffic they can get hold of. It may therefore
be looked for that, even with the Quebec
and Ontario line in operation, the doubling
of the Grand Trunk track between here and
Montresl would still be necessary, With
regard to this important matter the authori-
ties would do well to take the public into
their confidence at an early day.

THK ESPLANADE QUESTION,

74 4 Editor of The World.

Sir : Our attention has been drawn to s
lettor of' Mr, Wragge about the Esplan-
ade, but'ss'lieonly takés up the question
of the Union station appronches, we being
large ratepayers apd property owners om
the Esplanade, think a remedy shonld be
provided for the whole water front and not
for one part only.

Mr., Hickson, in his letter of 19th inst.,
takes this same view, for ) he says: *‘ The
merchants and others doing business south
of the Esplasade have experienced incon.
venience, there is no doubt, and a condition
of matters exists which undoubtedly de-
mands consideration,”

And further, Mr, Hickson also very
justly states that the railways are not to
blame for this, but rather the city council,

who originally sold part of the Esplanade
street withous looking to the large increase

of freight Lusiness which would grow and

has grown with the city’s increase of popu-
lation,

Every merchant in the city who has done
business to any extent knows that Torouto
owes her prosperity to the large railway
facilities she possesses, and for this reason
it 18 the duty of the council to encourage
any increase to this traffic. There have been
objections made to the handling of freight
on the Esplanade sidings, but it would ruin
the grain, foundry, lumber, coal and other
heavy traffic trade 1f this class of merchan-
dise cotild not be unloaded at the elevators
and warehouses slong the Esplanade, No
fault, therefore, can be found with the
railway companies for doing this, but it is
rather the desire of our business men to in-
crease and better these faeilities,

The only permanent remedy for this
Esplanade railway difficulty is to have a
new street south of the present tracks, run-
ning all along the water front; and instead
of haviog a crossing every fifty feet to cach
property, put up bridges at the principal
streets—such as Yonge, Church, York and
Simcoe streets. These bridges cun be made
of irgn, to take up little space, and there is
no engineering difficulty in getting easy sp-
proaches to them, By this means yon do
away with over sixty dangerotts crossings,
get a perfectly easy and safe passage to the
wharfs for the freight and passenger traflic,
and, at the same time, largely increase the
railway accommodation lorghlndling freight,

This street eould be extended to Brock
street, giving access to the C. V. K. shels
aid the water works, and do away with the
large expense of a bridge across all of the

wand Trunk yard at John street, As to
impeoving and extending the Union station,
why Yot carry ont the schertie that was pro-

csed a few years ago of turning the present

arlisment square into a gnnﬁ upion pas-
senger statior, and use all the tracks at the
present Union station for freight traffic?
Now that navigation is open, we think the
council should lose no time in making what
arrangements they can with the railway
companies to carry out these much-needed
imprcvements, which we consider is the
only solution of this Esplanade railway dif-
ficulty.

The system
of generation and condensation is sinular to
the heat action, and, with machinery pro-
pesly corstructed, it is claimed that a single
supply of bi-sulphide of carvon can be usel
with “re-enforcemetits for sn indefinite
period.
