IN A FEW DAXS.

Notes om His Race with Beach—The Lucky
Oues im the Momtreal Sweep—Racing
in the Stat:s and Eisewhere. i

Hanlan is expected home on Sunday or

Monday next, He left San Francisco on

Tuesday last. The ex-champion deserves

a hearty welcome, if not for what he hag

done in Australia, at least for what he didh

before he went there, He showed his grit
by going to the antipodes, or anywhere
elee for that matter where & would-be
champion sprung up, and should be hon-
ored accordingly. Beach, the new cham-
pion, it will have been noticed, does not
care to run any risks and will stick to his
own barnyard puddle, Hanlan, on the
contrary, met all comers, here, there
and everywhere, It mattered not to
him, they challenged chis uprm-cy..
and that was enmough. They wouldn’t
come to him and so he went to them and
met them on their native waters, with
everything that olimate and knowledge
could give in their favor. Let us, there-
fore, honor Edward Hanlan, who exhibited
unexampled pluck, Those who sought him
obuldn’t defeat him, so he songht thowe
who thought they had a chanoce in order to
give them an opportunity, Any man in
this world who goes to work to give his
adversary every imaginable advantage
must in the long run get left. Hanlan rowed
every man who came againet him, not
only rowed them, but went to their own
waters and gave them as many chances as
they wished. At last he met & man who
held four of a kind against his full and
was left. That is speaking in a language
that people like to re and yet know
very well, It describes the- situation and
for that reason is used. Hanlan was bound
to be beaten in time, His course all
through may mnot have been the
wisest, and we ourselves think if
he had had shrewd, cautions David Ward
at his back he would never have acted as
he has. However, bygones must be by-
gones, and it is no use re; what

ht have been. Let us honor the man
a8 he is, alwayz remembering what he has
done, and that defeat did not court him,
but that he courted it. The World is
firmly persuaded yet that on meutral
waters or on his own bay the man that can
beat Ned Hanlan in a racing shell is not
yet sittig in a boat. He is but thirty
years old—that is nearly—while his con-
queror is 33, and, therefore, with judi-
cious care and ement, should have
years of supremacy before him yet.

2 Hanlan and Beach,

The following notes are from the Sydney
Morning Herald of March 30:

Leaving aside, however, abstruse specu'a-
tion, the financial returns in Beach’s favor
may be stated as follows: He clears £500 out
of the stakes, and has been laid £600 to nothing
Half the steamer fares (300 at £3 egeh) also go
to bim, and one gentleman has s! his in-
tention of handing over his winnings tp him
amounting to some hund of poupds. In
addirion to this Beach (according to rumor,
although he himself says not) has backed
himself, and above all he will probably be the
recipient of a very heavy subscription.

On- littie incident happened up the river a
week ago which will show how general was
the excitement over tiie race. A farmer—a
firm adherent of Hanlan—determined to have
e wusger on the event, and going down to an
adjoining "ptblic house offered to stake his
borse c'md cart against £20. Otempora! O
mores!

Beach's sytem of training is not unworthy
of ashort notice. Itinvolvesarun of two or
three mfles before breakfast, a walk of six or
soven miles afterwards, ard a pullover the
eourse. After dinner comes another two-
mile walk and a second pul: over the course,
during which he rows himself right out,
eases off, and then pulls again. A long walk
cgncludes the day, and he goes to bed at 9
ocluck:. Beach carefully avoids spirits, and
does not smoke when training, his ordinary
stimulant being a tumber of cham e,

Boaach rowed in-a new_ boat, the gift of an
enthusiastic patron, and buiit by Donnelly
apd SBnllivan, of Sydney, It is named the
“Jack Smith,” the following being its dimen
sions: Length, 31 feet 6 inches; beam, 10§
inchee; depth, 6 inches; she is fitted with four
stays, tubular outriggers. ard ordinary swivel
rowlncks, which Beach prefers to Davis’

tent, He rowed with the sculls made for

im by Stephenson, and they are the ones
with which he beat Clifford. They are 9 feet
6 inches long, 64 inches broad, 2 feet 8 inches
inboard, and ribbed in front; there they differ
from_ Hanlan's scullx, and they are also much
straighter in the blade,

R. Ferrers, Pickering, writes to the
Herald :

When Edward Trickett was heaten on the
Thames a purse of 500 sovereigns was pre
sented to him, and now we shouid not be less
gener us,  After having won the world's
championship, Han'an came to Australia and

ave hera chance to recover th- lost laureis,

‘herefore it would.be, to say the least of it,
ungrscions if stralians did not put their
hands in their po in ‘the intere-t of ih
gallant litle Canadisnn, Iam given to under-
stand that four gentlemen have offered 25

ineas eac, and I have no doubt but that by

o'clock this evening more th=n £500 will have
been ~ubacribed for Hanlan. When that mat-
ter is sett ed, we shallthen have p'enty of time
80 evote tothe interest and welfaie of “‘our
William.”

The £500, it should be mentioned, was
raised and presented to Hanlan,

After the race Hanlan appeared to be in
cheerful, if not in high spiri's, He stated
that he did not expect to win the race, and
that he was not in the contest from the
start,. When asked what he thought of
Beach, he stated that he was unquestion
ably the best sculler in the world, and a
man of whom Australians might well feel
proud, Hanlan said, addressing a crowd
of bystanders, “I have been beaten, boys,
and beaten fairly. I will row any man in
the world, bar Beach, but Beach I cannot
beat ; I am thoroughly satisfied,and wounld
now back Beach to row any man in the
world, and lay all I am possesied of on
him.” When asked what he had lost on
the race, he replied, “I have lost nothing.”
One bystander remarked, “Well, Hanlan,
if you haven’t lost money on the race, you
have lost something more valuable’—
meaning, of course, the championship. To
this the Canadian replied, “I did not lose
that either, because it was not mine to
lose ; I tried to win it, but I was over-
matched.” i

Hanlan while in training suffered much
from the heat and bad to take most of his
exercisebefore breakfast, He consequently
fgiled to get in as much work as he would
bave liked. He was also handicapped in
the matter of boats. He used a Ruddock
of Boston, Mass,, which arrived only two
days before the race, It had tubular ont-
riggers and Davis’ steel swivels, Its
length was 31 ft. 6 inchee; beam, 10§

(ipches; depth in centre, 5§ inches; forward,
3} inches; aft, 2} inches; weight all told,
98 Ib. On arrival the boat was found to
be badly warped, but was afterward
straightened. Two oracks were then die-
covered in the skin near the keel amid-
ships, but after a preliminary morning
spin Hanlan selected this boat. It woald
seem beyond doubt that the climate and
the boat defeated Hanlan. At any rate it
Beach has the courage of Hanlan and gives
the latter a t!utch either in England or
America he will not have cause to complain
of a lack of chances to get his mcney on,
