Sut Mr, Justice lenry of the Supreme
Court Is Equally Certaln That the
Measnre Is Ultra Vires and Uan Be
Thrown Out,

Orrawa, Ont., Dec. 24,—Hon, R, W,
Soott, author of the Canada temperance
act, *‘or Scott act”as it is commonly cslled,
in & conversation, stated that the act in
guestion was in no way affected by the
recent décision of the privy council on the
liquor license mcts. The oase of
Russell vs, the Queen, decided by
the privy coumcil, three or four

ears ago was a test case under which the
constitutionality of the Canada Temper~
ance act was clearly established, Io draft-
ing the act of 1878 the powers conferred,
ander the 92ud section of the British

North America act, upoa the provincial

legislatures were kept prominent'y in

view, as will be seen by reference to sub~
section 4 of section 99 of the tem-
perance act, wherein provision is made
that the druggists,and other vendors
who were to be~ permitted to sell
liquors for medicinal and other purposes
are to be specially licensed by the lieut.-
governors of, the various provinces, By

section 24 of the liquor license act of 1884

the issuing of these licenses was attempted

to be withdrawn from the provincial
authorities, and was vested in the board of
license commissioners. Under the recent
decisions these vendors, who are now selling
in what are usually called Scott act coun

ties under licenses granted by the board,
ste selling illegally, and they subject them-
selves to all penalties contained in the adt

of 1878.

Mr. Justice Henry, of the supreme court,
bowever, does not subscribe to this view
of the case, and contends that the British
North America act never intended that
parlisment should have the power it has
exercised in the passage of the Scott act.
He maintains that the recent decision in
the liquor act, which has justified his
contentions regarding the powers of the
provincial authorities, is such as to make
it olear that the Scott act is ultra vires,
He thinks that if the licensed victuallers
oarry out their threat of testing the
constitutionality of the Scott act they will
destroy it.

CARDINAL MANNING’S OPINIONS.

Paris, Dec. 24.—The chamber of de-
poties adopted the Tonquin credit by a
vote of 274 to 270, It is rumored that
owing to the closeness of the vote the
cabinet has resigned. ~Before the vote
was taken Gen, Campenon, minister of
war, spoke in opposition to the proposed
evacuation of Tonquin, He slso advo-
cated the formation of a colonial army.
M. De Freycinet, -minister of foreign
affairs, declared that it was impossible for
France to evacuate Tonquin. After some

. discussion by M. Ferry and M. Clemen-
ceau on the subjsct the chamber adjourned
satil the 29th inst.

- SEVENTY-FIVE DEAD,

The Welsh Coltiery Accident More Serious
than Reported.

Loxpox, Dec. 24.—A despatch frog
Ponty Pridd, Wales, this morning, says
seventy-five corpses have been recovered
from Ferndale pit, where the explosion
occurred yesterday. It is feared that
others are burned in the debris. The
scenes in the vicinity of the mine are piti-
ful, At daybreak this morning & fresh
body of volunteers began exploring the
pit, and are working manfully in an at-
tempt to discover the bodies. Out of the
four hundred odd entombed 320 men have
been rescued, sevem of whom were 80
burned that they may die,

4 DISPUTE OVER A DOWRY,

Why Willlam_Skechan Murdered his
Mother, Brother and Siater.

Dusrix, Dec, 24.—Wiliam Sheehan,
who was convicted of having murdered his
mother, his brother Thomas and his sister
Mary, at Castletown Roche, near Cork, in
October, 1877, has made a full confession
of his crime, He exculpates his brother-
invlaw, David Browne, who is under arrest,
from any participation in the triple mur-
der, Sheechan siys he was led to commit
the murders by the pervistency of his
mother in demanding £300 dowry from
Farmer Browne before she would consent
to her son (the prisoner) marrying Mise
Browne, Farmer Browne was willing

to give his daughter a dowry of £170, but

Mrs. Sheehan refused the offer, William
t!un murdered his .mother, brother and
sister, and threw their bodies into an old
well, Ha told the people he had given his
mother £300 out of his marriage portion
and that the three missing ones had gone
away to see auother place of residence, In
a short time William married Miss Browne.
He ook possession of the farm and remained
there about two years, when he was evicted
for non-pryment of rent. He then lefs for
Australla. After his departure the three
bodies were discovered, and he y/as arrested
and brought back 10 Ireland for trial,

Annual Distribution of Chrisimas Cheer
by the Bt. Gieorge’s Socletly.

The annual distribution to the English
poor by the St. Grorge’s society took place
yesterday from 10 o'cloci’until 3.30, in an
empty warehcuse on Church strset. Mr.
Harry Sy , president of the iety,
superintended, and the following gentle-
men wore. the whits apiuse of sides:'d.

The
class of persons that applied were mostly
mothers and sisters, yet there were quitea
number of men, who were not ashamed to
present & big basket or bag and oar? off all
they could get. It was quite a stu y to ob-
serve the bearing and. appearance of the dif-
ferent applicants. There was the timid
mother, showing evidences of refinement,
though she was poor, and shrinking trom the
ap ance of accepting charity, takiog thank-
fully whatever was given her, and passing
out as quickly as possible.

Then there were a num-
ber of forward, pushng women, who
were not afraid to-ask for aanything they
didn't see, and who were not in the least
ashamed to accept all that was offered.
Among the men there wers some laughable
old curios. One man evidently did not expect
much, for he came without a basket. en
he saw the pile of meat and bread he ex-
claimed, * Wait till I run over to the market
and borrow a basket.” Another man didn't
want to seen carrying bread along the
street, and asked if he couldn’t have a doub’e
quantity of something else instead. Numer-
ous tales of suffering and privation were
heard When the distribution was over the
gentlemen in the white aprons repaired to &
hotographer's and had their picture taken
n ~ostume, standing round a table covered
with bread and beef.

HINTS ABOUT HYDROPHOBIA. -

' @eow Mad Dogs Betray Thelr Madness—
Treatment of Wounds,
(From London Truth.)

As there can be no doubt that hydro-
phobia has been mest exceptionally pre-
valent in England, and more especially in
London, during this year, I felt that it
might be a matter of interest to my readers
to know a little about this muchsdreaded
disease; and have consulted an expert—
Mr. A. J. Sewell, the well-known dog

wdootor of Elizabeth street, Eaton square—
on the matter, and he has given me some
interesting particulars,

Mr. Sewell admits that he bas never
known rabies to be so prevalent among
dogs as it is at the present time, he him-
self having seen a matter of sixty or seven-
ty oases since January last, whereas in
1884 he had only about & dozen cases, A
great deal of this increase is due to the
disgraceful folly and wicked ocarelessness
of the owners of dogs that happen to be
affected. Rabies does not come on sudden-
ly and if owners wonld pay a little more
attention to the signs that precede an
attack the disease would not be transfer-
red, as it is at present, from one dog to
several others; nor, what is far worse, to
individuals.

Rabies is liable to attack dogs of any
breed or sex, though statistics seem to
show that it is more common among males
than females,

Wish regard to the early symptoms, an
animal that has the disease invariably
loses its appetite; and though this is com-
mon to the majority of complaints, it
should not be ignored, but should act as a
waming to owners to watch for other
symptoms, which, in the case of rabies,
speedily develop.  The dog's manner
changes; he shows a disposition to hide
himself in corners or under chairs; in fact,
anywhere, 80 as to get out of sight. Then
he will never rest in one place for long
together, but is continually changing bis
position, and appears to be tantly on
the watch, His bark, too, is altered, and
without provocation he will at times give
tongue to a dismal short howl, or to what
would perhaps be better described as half
a howl and half » bark, He will gnaw at
anything that comes in his way. If he be
in a room he will bite at the chair legs, or
the carpet, or at a table~cloth; and if in a
Bennel he will attack the corners of it.
He will also attempt to masticate stones,
and will readily consume straw and filth
of any kind. Another early symptom is
the disposition to bite other dogs—in faot,
a rabid animal will unhesitatingly attack a
dog or cat with which he may have lived
for years on the most friendly terms,

During the whole time that these
symptoms are developing themselves the
dog will still remain under his master's or
mistress’s control, and will, to a certain
extent, obey orders, although, perhaps,
not so cheerfully as usual—A fact which
is, I expect, responsible for owners so
often scorning the idea that their pet
animal is a victim to rabies,

The dumb or paralytic rabies is recogni-
sable by the lower jaw dropping coneidera-
bly and by the mouth being continually
epen. When suffering from this form of
the disease the animal is not quite so
ferocious; still, his saliva is as dead y as in

_ the oase of the ordinary rabies. The idea
that rabid dogs fear water is altogether
fallacions. They have no such fear, but at
the commeneement of the attack drink
lerge quantities, though they are not able
@0 do so in the later stages in consequence
of the throat being so greatly affected.

1t seems that rabies is more preyvalent in
the spring and autumn, and not, as is
generally supposed, in the summer monthe,
When an animal shows symptoms of the
disease it should be at once securely
chained up, as, although it is  practically
harmless in the early stages to those whom
it knows, it is not so  with strangers. It
oftes ._'rs that a veterniary surgeon is
gent for to see a dog that is ailing, and on
his arrival he is shown in by himself to a
room where the animal is loose and can
pounce out upon him at any moment.
Such conduct on the part of owpers is
unpardonable. Mr. Sewell believes that
the universal use of the muzzle would act
most favorably in the way of lessening the
mumber of cases, and he says that it is
astonishing how soon dogs become accus-
tomed to this head-gear, provided that a
proper one be used,

In the event of a pcrson being unfortu-
nate enough to be bitten by a rabid dog
the wound should be immediately washed
by allowing a stream of cold water to run
on it from a tap, The place should then
be—provided the person has no sore on the
lips or tongue—well sucked, and after-
wards caustic should be applied.

Thnere
is a difference of opinion between medical
men as to which is the beat cautery—some
recommending ome kind and others
snother, The nitrate of silver in the form
of the peneil is very effectual for super-
ficial wounds and scratches, but for a deep
puncture the free application of nitric and
is best, as it is far more penetrating.

But it is needless to say that prevention
is far better than cure, and it is for this
peason that I have detailed the various
symptoms that point to rabies, with the
hope that owners of dogs will not hesitate
to at once send for a veterinary surgeon
should they see the slightest sign of thair
animals developing either or all of them,
Let them, too, remember that a dog
bitten by one that has rabies is almost
ocertain to have the disease—perhaps about
8 per cent, escape—so that it shoa d be at
ence killed.

The result is curious. *‘A famine in the
land,” according to the answer of one
bright youth, is what made the tower of
Pisa lean; and*“cos the moon is 80 changin’”
is the reason why iv is of a different
gender from ~ the sun. The inquiry,
““‘What comes next to man in the scale gh
being ?” got for an answer “his shirt.”
young student declared that “when food
is swallowed, it passes through the wind.
pipe;”| and: that ‘‘the chyle flows up the
middle of the backbone, and reachea the
heart, where it meets the oxygen and is
purified.” Another says, ‘‘the work of
the heart is to. repair the different organs
in about halfa-minute ;” while still an-
other crammer comes to the conclusion
that the organs of digestion are
“'stomach, utensils, liver, and spleen,”
The remarkable answers on Sorip-
tural matters form an endless cata-
logue. It was ‘‘Daniel in tho lion’s
den” who said, ‘It is not good for man to
be alone;” and *“‘why the Israelites made a
golden calf” was, ‘‘Because they hadn't
enough silver to make a cow.” Another
instance of these logical conclusions was
when a pupil was asked, “What did the
Israelites do when they came out of the
Red sea?’

First boy, indigoantly: *‘That’s
just what I said!” After all these examples,
drawn from muddledom as proofs of the
evils of cram, we shall conclude by quoting
that *“the first day in Lent is called Matri~
mony,” and, moreover, that ‘‘Matrimony
is necessary to salvation.”
