The present inquiry into the actions of cer:
tain doctors' by the Medical Council makes an

opyortune time to consider the ' principle - in- tilk-to-mo

volved. Thegist of the.cbarge is that they
have disgraced the profession by - conspicuous
adyertising and that one of . them pro!eslu to
heal by laying on of hands; if gmity it is pro-
posed to debar them from practising. As to
the merits of healing by laying on of
ands we have nothing to say, but
prevent any physician from practising
on the ground that he professes to beal by lay-
ing on of hands 1s bad in principle. Stuart
Mill states it concisely : *‘ The opinion which
it is Attempted to suppress by authority may
possibly be true. Those who desire to sup-
press it of course deny its truth, but they are
notinfallible. To réfuse a bearing toan opition
because they aresure that it is false is to assume
shat their certainty is the same thing as abso
tute certainty. All silencing of discussion is
an assumption of infallibility.”

As to conspicuous advertising ; the offence
it would sesm consists not in its being evil per
#e, but in detracting from the dignity of the
profession and thereby disgracing it. - Thia
so-called professional dignity is of sueh a
shadowy, intangible nature that it is difficuls
to analyze it, but is.apparently a survival of
the olden aristucratic times when the pro-
fessions:were denominated (as we believe they
still are) ‘learned” and embraced the largest
share of cultivation and learwing, I¢is not
mow and  never has been eonsidered
improper for' & banker, merchant
or mechanic by conspicuous advertising or by
soliatation to endeavor to advauce his busi-
@ess interests and dispose of his wares ; on the
contrary the public and even the professions
deem iy evid of o dable energy and
businers skilli - 'What, then, makes it a fatal
indignity the moment it is indulged in by the
professions ? If thiere is any distinction is is
not based on the idea that a doctor has some
merit which makes him superior to a merchant
or o lawyer to & banker? It is essentiaily
AN aristocratic cotiception and repugnant to
shat spirit of equality which we believe to be
the vital essence of omr demoeratic instibu-
tions. It 13 the old story of. the olasses and
the masses, By all means let us have the
Bighest professional excellence which thorbugh
trainiog and stries examination can produce,
Wz 1ot us avoid in toto what partakes of the
mature of caste. We do not: want each pro-
