or Broker Thomson's client. Or if John
Smith does not want to sell his 100 shares,
but wants to get a loan on them, he
in the same way gives a similar power
of attorney to his broker, the broker goes to
the bank; borrows a sum of money within a
shade of their value, and transfers the shares,
to the bank manager in trust for the bank
as a seeurity for the loan. In every case
there is such a power of attorney.

Well, Arthur Brown bhandled a.great
many  such transactions, He presented
genuine powers of attorney, and he present-
ed agreat many forged powers of attorney.
The forgeries were clever and show him o
have been an apt penman.

Why He Was Not Found Out.

Well, why was he not found out when
these were going on for so long & time? Be-
cause he trausferred the stock back to the
original owner time after time, and always
before the dividends were declared, so the
stockholder when he got his dividend got it
on the fuli number of shares he held.
other words, Brown was all the time ‘‘bor-
rowing’ 10, 20, 80, 40 shares from this man’s
stock mecount and that man’s stock account|
and always putting them back by means
forged powers of attorney, and doing this
for months and no one being the wiser. He
was always robbing Peter to pay Paul, but
always keeping the accountsstraight before
dividend time came round.

One reason that delayed discovery Wwas
that Brown’s victims were in many cases his
own relatives or friends of his family, who
were large shareholders in*the big loan com-
panies, and who would naturally entrust
their stock operations to the tall young
broker of the family.

How Discoaery Came.

But, of course, discovery had to come and
It came last: Thursday. Brown kept his ac-
count at the Bank of Montreal and in some
way the bank became aware of the forgeries
Either the discovery was made in Montreal
or here: At all events the bank saw there
was something wrong and they seized & lot
of Commercial Cable stock that Brown ‘had
bought and which he had sent on to Mon-
treal for salg, attaching the certificates to a
draft that he drew on his Montreal brokers.
The bank, so the stery goes, grabbed the
certificates and refused to collect fhe draft
until Brown settled with them. They had
him locked up in a room in the bank for
some hours, so it is alleged. At all’ events
the bank got out of Brown a portion if not
all of the money it od to lose, and it let
the Commercial Cable go through and the
brokers imnToronto who had sold this stock
to Brown %b the mon;y tor the checks he
bad given phem. On Friday Brown wasin
bis office’but very nervous, and that day or
Baturday be left ostensibly for Montreal
but really for the States.

Brown's ‘Vietims,

‘Who are the losers it is bard to say. At
present they are not any of Brown’s fellow-
brokers. Nor is/his bank out. Itis between
the loan companies whose shares were
ssgransferred,” the real owners of these
shares and the parties who accepted these
shares, mostly as securities for advances to
Brown. It luoks pretty bard for these latter
at present.- How many there are of these it
will take some days to develop. They are
banks of course.

Brown's Reeord as a Broker,

Arthur Brown, when he left Upper Can-
ada College, was put into the counting-room
of The Globe some seven or eight years ago.
After he had got some jdeas of business be
set up for himself as a broker in.a small way,
puying Northwest scnr and the like. Then
he blossomed into a full-fledged stock broker. |
He made a lot of mouey, more than $40,000
within a year, so it is said, out of speculation
fn Chicago—and when the truth comes to be
Jearned he provably has since lost all that
amount there and twice as much more and
that this fact led him into crime.

Qur Loose Ways of Doing Business,

The brokers and bankers and managers of
the loan companies yesterday had mno time
for moralizing over the transactions of
Arthur Brown. What they talked of most
was what action they should take in the
matter. The managers of the loan com-

ies, it is understood, held a meeting and
mad of bolding the Bank of Montreal re-

nsible for allowing Brown to escape, but
from what. The World could gather last
pight there did not seem to be much in this
sontention of the loan companies. The prac-
yical and powerful lesson of the whole affair
s to secure such reforms in the methods of
pransferring stock as will preveot the re-
surrence of gimilar dishonesty. As one gen-
tleman of experience put it yesterday the
head office of all companies whose stock is a
matter of transfer ought to be compelled to
potify by post the original owner of shares
that some or all of bis shares have been
iransferred to someone else on a power of
wttorney prescnwd by such aund  such
a broker. This is done in the United
Btates and in England, and if it had been
the practice in Torouto Arthur Brown would
pot have been able to continue his crimes

As
Brown aiready has a goed start the finan-
ciers are in no desperate hurry to set detec-
tives on nis track; +put when he has been
gone long enough to have gattled in any one
place officers will be sent after him with any
amount of capital behind:them, and he will
be bunted and found if it takes 10 years to
do it.”

The explanation as to how Brown had
carried on this system of swindling success-
fully was given as follows:

If a man wants to raise money on his
stock he in the majority of cases does not
want the bank to kuow that he is in need of
borrowing money., To’get over this dith-
culty he employs a broker and Assigns
bis stock - to him. This the broker
speedily _ turns into cash at the
bank. Brown as 8 broker and
of very Ures table connection was
well-known an trusted by the tinanciers.
The signatures were never scrutinized, as
they would have been had the broker been a
“dark horse,” and consequently férged sig-
natures passed undetected. 'I'ben, aguio,
Brown did a largé amount of business for re-
latives, and it was perfectly natural that he,
ws a broker and a relative, should transact
business for them.

Everything was balanced up beauti-
fully at first, but after awhile the
money Was nov put back on the other
side and Brown got behind. Then he bad to
make bigger plunges and finally was away
pehind. Things went on in this shape until
a short time ago when Judge Senkler detect -
ed the twisted state of affairs. He was in
Ottawa at the time and in looking over some
blue books, which contained the names of
the sharebolders in the different financial
institutions, he was surprised to find thav his
pame was not down for one of the
concerns in which he was a shareholder. He
began an investigation, which led to the ex-
posure of the whole businoess.

In bidding good-bye to the reporter the
manager said: “] am sorry that I have been
unable to give you any information; but in
this case we have decided positively not to
say a word.”

The Grand Trunk Railway's Annual Re-
port Just Issued.

Loxpox, April 13.—The Grand Trunk’s
annual report was issued to-day. The re-
port expresses regret that the expectations
of heavy traffic from the abundant harvest
and the revival of the lumbbr trade had not
been more speedily realized, but an im-
provement has conumenced.

the four per cent. dividend on the Grand
Trunk first preference stock.

The Arsenic Apple Soare.

Loxbox, April 13.—The arsenic scare res
specting the importation of Canadian ﬁ)ples
is abating bere. The editor of The orti-
Gultural Times writes to_ The London Times
in reply to Mr. Shutt, stating that he had
never said ~anything against Canadian
apples, but had agitated |against United
States fruit.

He denies, however, that Prof. Fletcher’s
tests, which Mr. Shutt quotes, are final as
proving that-the spray used in Canadian
orchards is harmless.

Fletcher Says It's Absurd.

Orrawa, April 13.—In his examination
to-day at the Agricultural Committee, Mr.
Fletcher, Dominion entomologist, charac-
terited the statement which appeared in
recent cables from London that Canadian
apples were saturated with arsenic as ab-
surd. Arsenic was 0 exceedingly corrosive
that the outside of the apple would be
burned away before the tissue was reached,
so that it was impossible for them to be-
come saturated with arsenic. Canadian
apples were sprayed with Paris green,
which only contains 40 per cent. of arsenic.

Canadian Exports to England,

“With regard to spraying, it may not be amiss
to draw attention to the false statements of the
English press that our apples are poisoned from
absorbing arsenic. The statement is absurd.
The physiology of the plant renders such a thing
impossible. The same thing used to be said of
potatoes, though before the fruit of the potato
could be injured the poison had to go through
the leaves. 'This was long sipee proven to'be ab-
It is the same with tls pistil of an apple.
1t cannot absorb arsenic or any other poison. It
is very important for us to ¢, diways on our
guard in this matter. The sanle charges were
made some time ago and refuged. They ceased
for a time, but have now beeqrreccmmenced.
The object of the cry is simply 1o get a little
cheap advertisment out of the cry ol *Poison in
‘American apples,” because we are spraying with
Paris green. If we could only get our farmers to
spray more we would have better fruit grops.”
