MonTREAL, Dec. 13.—The Gazette pub-
lishes the following interview with Hon.
C. Tupper, Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, who has been for some months
in "England preparing the case for the
British Government in the Behring Sea
matter as agent of Her Majesty the Queen.

The first subject broached was the
death of the Hon. 'WW. H. Cross, who was
the British associate counsel in preparing
the Behring Sea case for Britain. The re-
porter showed ‘the Hon. Mr. Tupper the
cablegram announcing the death of Mr.
Cross and asked him would it in any way
affect the pending negotiations.

Mr. Tupper said: I have already heardl
the sad news, and- was exceedingly pained
to hear that my triend had been 8o suddenly
taken nway. ~ We had worked together on

a great deal of - the preparation of the case|

and counter case in the months of Jane,
July and November.

Mr. Cross was the son of Lard Cross and
was a counsel at the London bar, while re-
presenting also in the House of Commons
one of the divisions of Liverpool. = He se-
conded the motion for the address in reply
to the Speech from the Throne last session.

He ‘was working hard with me up to the
day on which I left, and just before my de-
parture he was suddenly stricken with
typhoid fever. He was in a precarious con-
dition, but he was only about 35 vyears of
age and I imagined that with his splendid
physique and youth in his favor he would
survive the attack.

I was very much surprised this morning
to learn from the cablegram that he was
dead.

Sisnigularly Fortunate,

1 may say that in the preparation of. the
British case we have been singularly fortun-
ate in our legal associates. In the first place
we have the Attorney-General under the
Gladstone Government, Sir Charles Rus-
sell; the Ex-Attorney-General, Sir Richard
Webster; the Solicitor-General,; Sir John
Rigby, and Christopher Robinson, Q.C.,
of Torento, who, together with Mr,  Cross,
gave their constant and most earnestiat-
tention to the work, not merely direeting
many particulars of it but actually working
out much of the actual preparations. The
staff of the Foreign and Colomal, as well as
my own.immediate staff of the Fisheries
Departmént, have also thrown thems
selves into the work with the liveliest in:
terest.” :

*““That leads me: to ask,” said the re-
porter, “““while you were in London what
department of the Imperial Government
were you specially connected with?’

Mr. Tuapper replied: *“The Foreign
Office, immediately under Lord Rosebery,
the foreign secretary, who has . the direc:
tion of Her ‘Britannic Majest¥’s ease, as
‘they say, in the convention. The Foreign
Office placed a room at my dispesal and
afforded me every facility for doing the
work. I was there from day to-day.”

{ “Have you completed your part of the
~ work for the Canadian Government ?”

*“The bulk of the work,” said Mr. Tup-
per, ‘‘has beén " done mm connection with
the counter-case, but very important
finishing touches remain and the counter
cases wiil be served on or betore Feb. 3.”

“Then I suppose,” said the reporter,‘‘yon
expect to go back to England in connection
with this matter ?

To Return to England,

““Oh, yes,” said Mr. Tupper, “‘as agent of
Her Britannic Majesty I must attend the
convention,which meets not later than Feb.
. :

“So that if there is &h early session of
Parliament vou will possibly not be present
most of the session ¥’

“I am sorry to say that I will not,” said
Mr. Tupper, with an air that he would
wish to be in'it and like to have a hand in
the fight as the son of the old war horse
from Cumberland. He added, “Bat S8ir
John Thompsou is acting Minister of Marine
and Fisheries.” {

The reporter then asked : “Mr. Tupper,
would you care to say anything in reference
to the report of misrepresentation of the
Behring Sea case on the part’ of anofficial
in the service of the United States Govern-
ment ?”

The Behring Sea ¢ ase,

. It would-be impossible for me to make
any statement touching either the United
States case or the British case, as both the
case and the counter-case are confidential
until the arbitrators meet in Paris.”

“Are the reports true,” asked the re-
porter, ‘‘that the mis-statements in the
United States case were detected by the
Canadian representatives?’

Mr. Tupper said: ‘I am precluded from
answering ' ‘that question, for the reason
given to your last question.” !

“Just now,” said the reportér, ‘‘there is
a great deal of talk about the mission of
8ir John Abbott and Mr. Foster to Eng-
Jand, and a great deal of news in the
(anadian and London papers about what
they did over there; did you meet
them?” i

“‘Yes. I met Sir John Abbott and Mr.
Foster over there, but [ was so busy at my
duties in the Foreign Office that I probably
saw less of them than I would during a
session of Parliament in Ottawa. Sir John
Abbott is net in very good health, but he
was able to attend to some most important
magters in connection with the Canadian
Government while he was Premier, but on
account of the state of his health bhe was
necessarily very retiring and attended no
public ceremony or banquet.

«“The Finance Minister was uble. to speak
before representative British audiences on
several important occasions, ; Mr. Foster

. was well received and made in England a
reputation and impression that any Cana-
dian might well be ;:;oud of.

Mr. Foster's Favorable Reception.

] not only formed this opinion of the
effects of his speeches myself, but all the
leading London dailies commented in the
most favorable manner upon the subject of
his various addresses and have conceded un-
stinted praise. His speech at the Mansion
House was admittedly the speech of the
day, and his address at the Chamber of
Commerce was not only well received by

Canadian Fast Steamers.

“There is a lively interest,” said the
reporter, ““with reference to a fust line of
steamers between Canada and England, and
much comment as to whether it shall be
established or not.”

Mr. Tupper replied: ““I know that there
is a lively interest in Canada, but the in-
terest in England on this subject is just
as intense with reference to the fast At-
lantic line. That is due in a_large part to
the success of the Canadian Pacific steamers,
the Canadian Pacific Railway system and
the interest in the development ot Cana-
dian commerce between Canada and ‘the
Mother Country.” 4

“Do you expect that any company will
enter intoa coutract for a fast Atlantic
line on the conditions now offered in the
near foture?”

‘“Yes,” said Mrv. Tupper, I believe that
a fast line is necessary for the development
of the trade of the Dominion in the near
future, and I believe that this fast line will
soon be established. My reason for this is
that public opiniou in Kagland has deve-
loped to such an extent that the capitalists
of the old country and the capitalists of
this country will undoubtedly join together
in this proposal to increase our trade and
business relations.”

An Old Tar's Joke. .

“Then,” said Mr. Tupper, as if dealing
in anesdote and pleased with his ex-
perience on the voyage out, “in connec-
tion with the fast line of steamers an
incident occurred the other day which
may be of some interest. I came out on:
the Etruria, one of the crack steamers of
the Cunard line. .The captain of the
Etruria is an old tar and used ‘to sail a
Cunard steamer for some years out
of the port of FHalifax, whence the
Cunard steamers were first started to ply
to Liverpool. On Thursday last weﬁpnaed
Halifax and the captain jokingly asked me,
‘Would you like to land &t Halifax, Mr.
Tupper, because if you do I could land you
there this afternoon ¥ However, we had
to go to New York and I only got there
on Saturday morning, arriving here this
morning ; that shows you the advantages
of the port of Halifax for a Canadiwn port
so far as fast time is concerned compared
with sailing to New York.”

Referring again to] British'and colonial
matters, the reporter asked, ‘Do you
think, . as seems to be thought in many
quarters, that the coming of the Liberals
into power in England will affect to any
extent the relatious’ between Great Britain
and our colonial empire?’ "

Mr. Tuapver replied: “Not at all.| In
both the Liberal and Conservative party in
England the importance of the colonial con-
nection is recognized, and Lord Rosebery
is particularly noted for his warm advocacy
of ‘Greater Britain.’”

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RATEPAYERS DISCUGSS SCHEMES
FOR ITS BETTERMENT,

A Uniform Basis of A t W
Board of Assessors to He Appointed
by the Mayor and Council — Fited
Assessments for Thres Years—Scheme
to Increase Manufacturing Industries.

That in cities over 100,000 the mayor shall have
a veto power. which can only be overruled by a
two-thira vote of the courecil.

That a uniform basis of assessment be estab-
lished, and would recommend: that wealth, no
matter in what shape or form it may be found,
be the basis, and that all exemptions be
abolished;

That in cities over 100.000 the council have
power to have the assessment made by a board
of three s, to inated by the mayor
and ngproved by the council, appeals to
made direct to the county jndge, thus doing
away with the present Court of Revision. And that
when thus made and confirmed not to be dis-
turbed for thres years. Any adjustments in the
meantime as to new assessments or other
changes to'he attended to by the same board
subject to the same apneal as above mentioned.

The above clauses last night received the
endorsation of the Ratepayers’ Associa-
tion. The intention is to submit them,
through the City Council, for the considera-
tion of the Ontario Legislature.

The meeting+ was held in St. George’s
Hall. It was large'and representative and
characterized by a good deal of enthusiasm.

Regarding the first clause, Ald. Hallam
said that the point where the veto fower
came in ought to be specifically stated.

Mr. Malcolm Gibbs held -that the veto
power of the Mayor should be confined to
financial matters, contracts and all agree-
ments inwolving expenditure of moneys.
He moved to that effect.

Ex-Ald. Hall said that if the Mayor had
the power suggested in the report the
courts could not confpel him to veto all
measures. He favored trying only the
financial part of the scheme. ‘‘Everything
cannot be got at once.”

Mr. R.. W. Prittie: We are not going to
make a law to-night. The matter has got
to go before the City Council first. Then
it is dealt.with by Parliament, and it will
sec that nothing enters into the -statute
detrimental to the interests of the city.

The clanse was adopted by a large
majority, and clause two passed without
discussion.

The Appoi LBt A 8.

As clause four was originally submitted
it provided for the appointment of five as-
sessors, three to be appointed by the
Mayor and approved by the council, and
two to be appointed by a Superior Court
judge. This proved a bone of muck con-
tention. i

Ex-Ald. Hall led the attack. He strongly
opposed asgessments only being made every
five years, holding that three years should
be vhe outside limit.  “If a period of de-
pression took place it would not be fair to
make a property-owner pay for perhaps a
period of years taxes on property now
worth $25,000 that might later on drop to
$15,000.” 3

Mr. W. H. Orr held that the proposition
was too sweeping and might create u bad
impression abroad. .

Ald. Hallam' said that similar- schemes
were in vogue in England and in the United
States. The Court of Revision had no easy
task and he, as a member of that body,
would be. glad if something less cumber-
some could be substituted. *‘The clause
as it ‘“mow stands is very nice,
but the  question is, can it
carried out in practice? If the city was
thoroughly mapped out and the land pro-
perly measured there would be no. occusion
to go outside the City Hall to
make assessments. But that’ clause,
as you have it, would not be
practicable.. However, it is a step in the
right direction and it is a reform. At the
same time if you send it on to the council in
its present.shape it will be thrown out.”
[Laughter.]

A voice: And we will throw them out.
[Laughter. ]

A'ﬁ. Hallam also strongly criticized the
ability of the Superior Court judges to pro-
perly discriminate in the matter. I have
come to the conclusion that they are, like
ourselves,only ordinary beings.” [Laughter. ]

Mr. Malcolm Gibbs said he had no cenfi-
dence in Superior Court judges: ‘They
would probably appoint lawyers, and we
are not going to put our hands in our
pockets to pay salaries for such officials,
Our duty as a ratepayers’ association is to
elect good aldermenand competent mayors,”
[Hear, hear.]

Lawyer Fraser could not see.any objec-
tion to assessments being madgevery five
years. ‘“‘Some cities find thfit 10 years
work successfully.  There is 0 danger to
the people.” :

Mr. John Brown said that in a city like
Toronto, where taxes on personalty and in-
come are subject to such changes, a five-
year assessment would be inadvisable. “As
far as I am concerned, five years from now
I hope to be worth $25,000 more than I am
now, and I think that is the hope of every-
one here. [Laughter.] From the fact that
the city is now in a transitionpry state
three years would be sufficient.”

Praised the Association,

Dr. Barrick said there was no organiza-
tion in the city that was more willing to
assist the City Council than the Ratepayers’
Association, and iv was along this line the
members were now moving. “I have con-
fidence in the Superior Court judges, but
in the event of their not coming up to our
expectations we would still have the three
assessors appointed by the council, who
would have ‘the controlling influence. It
was because I thought it would give more
stability to the board of assessors that I
suggested that two of them be appointed
by guperior Court jadges.” Regarding the
fixed period for making assessments he was
willing to reduce the term-from five to three
years, and he moved te that effect.

Mr. Malcolm Gibbs moved an amendment
to the effect that all the assessors be nomi-
nated by the Mayor, subject to the approv-
al of the council. But this was knocked
out, and the clause, as amended by Dr.
Barrick, carried.

The Council’s Functions,
; When this clause was recommended
another snag was struck:

That in cities over 100,000 the funections of
the council shall be purely of a legislative
character, and shall gnva power to elect its
own Kmldana; the executive being vested in
the Mayor, the President of the council and
three commissioners nominated by the
Ma{or and approved of by the council, and
hall have power to recognize and control all
the departments and supervise all expendi-
tures, and to enjoy such other functions as
partain to an gxecutive body. All members
of the executive to receive a salary. The
period ot office of commissioners to gov-
erned by the same rule as that of solicitor
and engineer, ’

Mr. W. H. Orr wanted to know why
there was need of a president of the coun-
cil. 1

Dr. Barrick: Everyone knows the Mayor
is overworked.

Just then His Worship peeped in at the
door and was asked to occupy a 8eat of
honor near the chairman, but he excused
himself, and his excuse was accepted.

Ald, Hallam said it was a far-reaching
question and required a deal of con-
sideration. *‘It is going to create a new
office, and to my mind the whole clause isa
skeleton form that has got to be filled up to
make itall practicable.

A CURIOUS LETTER.

It May Throw More Light On the Cavse
of Baron de Relnach’s Deuth.

Paris correspondent says: ‘M. Clemenceau
has written a letter to The Figaro relating
that on the eve of the death of Baron de
Reinach the latter came to see him with
M. Rouvier, Minister of Finance, and asked
him to go and find Cornelius Herse, in order
to try to stop the attacks made.

“‘Clemenceaun accepted and went with
Rduyier to Herse, who, however, declined
to do anything. . Baron de Reinach then
said:

“ “If we do not succeed all is lost. Let
us go to M. Constans.’

“All three' went to see Constans, who
declared he could not do anything.

““On leaving, Baron de Reinach said, ‘I
am lost.” The letter ends with these
words: ‘After which I saw him no more.’

*“The consequences of the letter will be
incalculable. Rouvier will no longer be
Minister of Finance. To-morrow the poli-
tical careers of Clemencean and Constans
are ended.. We are only just entering into
the mud, of which, nevertheless, there is
enough at present.”

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THE WITCH-HAZEL PROFESSOR,

D

The Thompson &
Minister Who Can Locate Water
Every Time.

Onme of The Worla’s Young Men got into dis-
‘cussion the other day on the trainf with some
M. P.'s as to the efficacy of the witch-bazel test
in finding water. But first let us explain what the
Yest is. A man who p _the gift a
forked branch or Y from a hazel bush, and
trims the two legs to about a foot in length. He
grasps an end in either hand, points the single
end of the ¥ upward, and then walks about a
farm or garden looking for water. Assoon as he
stands over water the single end of the Y bégins
to 'turn groundward and at the proper spot
point directly downwards to where the water is.
8o pronounced is the attraction that the branch
turns in the man’s hand in spits of his strength.
If you dig where the Y points there will you find
water. That is the theory and so it was stated
in the gathering in question.

Thereupon up spoke Clarke Wallace, now
Comptroller of Customs, and M.P. for West York:
Not only does Clarke believe in the test, but
he himself is possessed of the gift. He stated
that he has located dozsns of wells for his con-
stituents in his county and never once faiied. But
instead of a hazel he uses an apple branch. Any
bracch, if itbe of a fruit tree, will suit his pur-
pose. He has never found the test to fail. He

d a dozen ples where he had found
water by the test, but the most startling was the
following:

Clarke Wallace and his brother Thomas live on
adjeining lots in the village of Woodbridge. They
wanted water. Clarke said it was no use diggzing
two wells if one could be found on the division
linet His theory is that well water comes from
running streams under ground, If such a stream
ran beneath tte division line the appldiiranch
test would locate the exactspot. Sohdcut a
twig and started to walk about the two gardens.
The twig pointed. He walked further and it
poﬁ:ted again. He drew a line between the two
points and projected it to where it crossed the
division line. At that very spot it pointed again.
Théreapon the well-diggers were set to work,
water was struck and the well supplies the two
families at this day. Ask any Wood bridger and
he will substantiate the truth thereof.

The World happened next day to meet Sir
John Thompson in a quiet corner at Ottawa
and asked him if he placed any credence in the
witch hazel test. His reply was: *I cannot
speak for myself, but I'll tell you an experience
the Government had in the Northwest. We
could not get water in one of our posts theres,

Ithough we ed prof 1 borers. We
spent a good deal of mioney. At last we were
advised to employ a man who claimed to find
water with the witch-hazel. We did so. In an

sure enough got a copious flow. The men who
owned the boring apparatus were -chagrined;
they thought to improve the witcii-hazel man’s
find by boring in his well. They put in their
drill, bored down, drew out the drill, and no
sooner bad they done so than all the water col:
lected in the barrel flowad down the hole and
disappeared. That was our experience.”

Here is Postmaster Patteson’s experience’in
finding water. Some years ago thers wasa
drought af his Eastwood farsx~A tramp came
that way and 6ffered to relieve the water famino
if he got a night’s keep. He was accommodated.
Early in the morninz he got up and went out.
It was a hot summer day. He walked about
until he found a couple of butterfiies of a parti-’
cular speciés playing over a certain spot, which
they would not leave.  “There is water there,"
he said. ~ Mr. Patteson’s men dug, soon got
water and thé well has never drisd up to this
day. The ‘theory is ‘that butterflies at early
morning in time of drought circle over these
water-spots.  Mr. Patteson believes in the
butterfly test and also in the twig test, He says
there is mo reason why there should not be some
affinity between the twig just cits and a store of
water undérground. It is it any more strange
than the northing of the compass.

Let all of which be as it may, the Govern-
ment is to be congratulated on having a “‘water-
finder” in its members. Mr. Wallace, when not
engaged at the receipt of customs, can make
glory for himself and his party by locating wells
for drought-stricken citizens in all parts of the
Dominion,

By wide reading
ke became a ‘‘full man,” as Bacon says,
and by fiery earnestness his style became
vivid, lucid and picturesque. He was a
gifted reporter, much in demand for de-
gcribing national events in -~ Parliament
and throughout England. His -account of
the great contests between Sayers, King
and Heenan were pronounced the moss
graphic and Homeric in terseness and force,
yet he detested the prize ring and justly
gays that no man should fight except for a
worthy cause.

He was born in 1817, when Christianity
was at such a low ebb that he was brought
up to regard it asadead issue. To him,
more than to any orthodox writers, is
owing the present activity of the churches
in those social reform activities which have
redeemed them from the reproach of having
no interest in the welfare of man in this
world. When young his use of some in-
¢isive words on the right of free men to free
speech caused him to be cast into prison,
where the conduct of his clerical prosecu-
tors helped to deepen his heterodox views.

He makes fun of his evil associates; sixty-
four of - his friends, like Montgomery,
the saintly poet, were jailed for using
language now common in every newspaper.
His pleadings for iree speech caused: a re-
peal of the law making gpeculative opinions
penal. To him is also largely owing the

" repeal of the ‘‘taxes on. knowlefige,” such
as the stamp duty on newspapers, which
made papers like The World possible.

When “Napoleon le Petit” cut the throat
of liberty in France his enemies took refage
in England. Lord Palmerston, to please
the Emperor, brought in a Bill to harass
them, which passed its first reading by a
majority of 200. Mr. Holyoake, at once
called & meeting in his office ~ of dis-
tinguished men, by whose activity the Bill
on its second reading was killed by an ad-
verse vote of 93. The British lion roared
go lopdly against foreign dictation that
“Pam’” was driven into political exile.

QOur young men should read this book to
get a personal view of Garibaldi, Kossuth,
Louis Blanc, Mazzini, the leaders in the re-
volu of Europ"ie against the old regime. Mr.
Holyoake has omitted to neme a dinner to
Louis Blanc in the Freemasons’ Hall
Anecdotes of a large number of public men
are found in these -memoirs, with com-
ments, in sentences as neat as classical pro-
verbs, and as wise. - One of “Soapy Sam”
will pléase all friends of education. Mr.
H. heard of a village school 'founded for
s<poor children” being devoted to the mid-
dle class. He appealed to the bishop, who
interfered, forced back the school to its
right uses, and then gota new one built of
a higher class. - Such a perversion isnot un-
known in Canada.

In the chapter on Dr. Colenso, he
falls into an error. He narrates that the
bishop visited Claybrook, where a writ of
inhibition; issued by the local bishop, was
stopped from service by an ingenious ruse.
This was not so, the rector, Mr. Johnson,
aud his curate, Mr. Wood, both informed
us that Bishop Colenso was inhibited,and to
get over the writ he preached on the rectory
lawn.

As avivid picture of the forces, the neces-
sities for and the leaders engaged in“the
battles for politieal and social freedom in
his day, which won such victories  for
bumanity, “Sixty Years of an Agitator’s
Life” is mostifascinating and instructive.

Thie graphic story of the life of ‘‘Georgé
Huadson, the Railway King,” which ap-
peared in the last Sunday World, conveys
a lesson to‘those who favor the grafting of
an aristocratic system upon the tree of
Canadian democracy. Their argument is
that such'aclass as exists in England ele-
vates the tone of public life, by correcting
that tendency to overrate the value of
mere wealth which debases thepublic mind,
where money is the sole distinction. Pro-
bably since the world was no more abject,
eorrupt worship. of mere wealth was ever
seen than that which was paid to George
Hudson by the very cream, and milk as
well, of the aristocracy of England. The
satirical eartoons of the time pictured them
laying their coronets at the feet
of that base, vulgar, but. wealthy
person. If ' ever England stood in

. .need of an elevated example to restrain its
craze after sudden riches, it was in thedays
when George Hudson was infecting the
eountry with a speculative railroad fever.
Instead of acting up to any standard of sup-
posed aristocratic honor the nobility, of
England rushed en masse into that vortex of
excitement and stamped stock gambling as
a game fit for dukes, duchesses, earls and
countesses to play and toenccurage. After
such a record the plea that - an aristocracy
is an elevator of public honor *‘will not
wash,”

Merritt took the chair. Seventy of the 150
delegates were present. :

Dr. J. G Hodgins and Hon. G. W. Allan
spoke in favor ot a resolutionexpressing con-
currence in the recommendations of the
Prison Reform Commissioners. The reso:
lation ’Iiuud without a dissenting voice.
Rev. Thomas Geoghegan urged the confer-
ence to ask for the appointment of a board
of andinnn to secuve supervision and con:
trol over destitute children throughout the
rovince, This the members concurred in.
hey also decided to ask for a Government
grant to enable them to establish branches
in other cities aud towns,

The conference, following the lead of
the local association, expressed by resolu-

minion and Ontario Governments to give
effect to the reforms recommended by the
recent commission. :

De. A. F. Chamberlin, Inspector of
-Prisons, made an effective speech:in de-
fence of the Ontario Govgrnment. He
maintained that in Ontario there was a
| Aecrease in crime during the year. ‘“When
the statistics are published,” he said, *‘it
will be seen that there has been ‘less
crime in the last year than in ' any of the
last 20 years.”

Attorney-General Mowat having express-
ed his willingness to’ receive representa-
tives of the conference a deputation was ap-
Yointed. with Vicar-General McCann, Rev.
)r. Potts, Rev. Thomas Geoghegan and
Hon. % W. Allan as spokesmen. At 1.45
they #aited -upon Sir OQliver and Hon.
J. M. Gibson and gave vaice to the opinions
of the conference.: The Attorney-General
assured the delegation of his sympathy and
promised that as.soon as the difficulties in
the way had been overcomé the matter
would receive his attention.

HOW TO TELL A FAWN.

Peculiar Hunting Case Heard Before the
¢ Minden Magistrates.

One of the last amendments to the On-
tario game laws prohibits the killing' of
fawns, This is generally understood to be
for the protection of deer less than one year
old, and a number of sportsmen have been
up before the magistrates for killing the
young deer.

In some cases it was most- difficult for
those laying the information to prove thai
the deer shot were under a year old, One
of the latest cases of this kind was tried at
Minden. Deputy Game Warden James
Tarnbull was the prosecutor and Mr.
Thomas Walters of Lindsay the defendant.
The circumstances were as follows:

Mr. Walters and party upon reaching
Minden on their way home from the huant
decided to call up the deputy warden, J.
Tarnbull, that he might take the number
of their party, and also the number of the
deer in their possession. As soon as Mr.
Turnbull saw the deer he declared one of
them to be a fawn. Mr. Walters would not
admit this, contending that the animal was
a year old buck. Finally Mr. Walters and
the warden concluded to leave the matter
to Mr. Charles Russell, an old and experi-
enced hunter. But as this necessitated
delay, Mr. Russell living some four miles
away, Mr. Walters and party pushed on
home, leaving behind them the anima!l in
dispute. Mr. Russell was brought to yiew
this animal, but on seeing it he declared]
that he would not swear that it was a fawn,
neither would he swear that it was nota
fawn, The deputy warden still maintained
that the animal was a fawn, and that Mr.
Walters would have to pay - the fine. Mr.
Walters replied that he would fight the
matter out in court. The matter was
brought before the magistrate’s court, Mr.
William Fielding presiding.

Under oath Mr. Tarnbull declared tiat
he knew the animal to be a fawn, that is, a
deer under ome year old, by its teeth, by
its horns, or rather its short protuberance,
by the shape of its head, by its color and
by its size. He called several witnessesito
establish his contention. These all swoére
that they believed this to be a fawn.

On the other hand, the witnesses called
by Mr. Walters, quite as many in number,
having been sworn, declared it to be their
honest convietion that this was not a fawn,

The magistrate, after considering the evi-
dence, decided that the deputy warden
had not proven his case in a sufficiently
satisfactory manner; that where there ap-
peared so much doubt, unless the evidence
adduced by the prosecution was indisput-
able, he would feel bound,as in this case, to
give the defendant the benefit of the doubt.
He, therefore, would give it as his decision
that the animal in question had exceeded
the limit of age when such animals could be
called fawns.

Boom the Iron Indastiy.

Editor World : I suppose suggestions to
the Industrial Committee as to how the
new policy 'of inducing manufactorers to
locate here is to be carried out are in order.
Permit me therefore to make one, The one
thing above all others that will give Toron;
to permanent prosperity is iron manufac-
turing in all its branches. If we got blast
furnaces in operation it is only a question of
time,andashorttime,beforewe willalso have
rolling mills, car wheel works, rail works,
foundries, engine shops and all the different
kinds of factories having for their chief busi-
ness the manutacturing of iron. If there-
fore the citizens will unite to form a com-
pany to'build blast farnaces and rolling
mills here the work will be half done.

Let a company for this purpose be formed
with a capital of $1,000,000, or if necessary
$1,500,000, in shares of $10each, putting
them at this figure so that every citizen no
matter how humble may have a chance
to help on the work. It may be taken for
granted that the city will give the company
aufficient land in their carefully guarded
marsh to erect the buildings for §1 per
annum, and also exemption from taxes and
free water rates, but perhaps more help
would be needed, so I suggest that instead
of bonus the city corporation subscribe for
£150,000 or $200,000 worth of shares. With
such a start I believe the enterprise would
have success within reach, if only our
moneyed men and representative citizens
will take up the matter vigorously and in
earnest. No country without iron manu-
facturing industries can hope to attain great
prosperity. With them we can reasonably
expect to do so, and no doubt a double
portion of prosperity will fall to the share
of the locality possessing them.

RULES ¥OR CYCLISTS.

Important Results of -the Eaglish Con-
ference—Their Regulations.

That London conference for the purpose
of establishing the International Cyclists’
Association and world’s championships, i
addition to conferring its highest honer
upon the American delegate, Mr. Raymond,
and selecting Chicago as the theatre for the
first meeting, has formulated a set of
special racing rules which are highly inter-
esting. The most important: of them are
here given: :

Unions desirous of seuding competitors
must notify their intention together, with
the names of the competitors, to the hon-
orary secretary of the union managing the
meeting, in sufficient time for him to re-
ceive the entries not later than seven days
prior to the date fixed for holding the meet-

ing.

%o union or governing body of the Inter-
national Association shall hold, or recognize
within its territory, any race which shall
be announced as for ‘‘the championship of
the world,” or a *‘world’s championship,”,
other than the races held by instruction
and on behalf of the International Associa-
tion, and every union in the International
Associstion shall take -every step. in its
power to prevent the holding of any such
meeting. 4

Any objections respesting foul riding
during a race shall be made in writing to
the judge as soon as possible after the race,
and shall be considered by the board of
management of the meetifg at the earliest
opportunity—if possible, on the ground.

Attendants, when “pushing off competi- |

tors, must keep both feet behind the mark.’
Should the attendant ecross the mark with
either foot while starting such competitor,
the compétitor: shall be liable to disqualifi-
cation,

Competitors may di t during a race
at their pleasure, and may run with their
machines, but they must. keep to the
extreme outside of. the track whenever dis-
mounted.

A competitor pasging another must al-
ways pass on the outside of the track, un-
less the man who is passed be dismounted,
ot has retired from the contest, and must
be a clear machine’s length ahead before
taking ground in froni of his opponent.
The inside man maust allow room for his
opponént to pass, and any competitor
guilty of foul or unfair riding shall be liable
to disqualification. -
