ing the seven Behring Sea arbitrators held
& private session in & room used by officials
of the Department of Foréign Affairs at the
Quai d’Orsaix. *

At 11 o'clock the arbitrators re-assembled
in the room in the Foreign Office in which
the public sessions of the tribunal had been
held. :

Baron De Courcel, the president of the
tribunal, then delivered to the agents of
the United States and Great Britain
original copiés of the decision signed by all
the arbitrators.

The session términated amid mutual con-
gratulations and expressions of good feel-
ing. After a preamble stating the case sub-
mitted for decision the award runs as
follows:

What exclusive jurisdiction and what ex-
clusive rights in the seal fisheries did Rus-
sia exercise prior to accession of Alaska by
the States?

The answer by all but Senator Morgan
was that Russia claimed by a ukase, issued
in 1821, jurisdiction in Beéhring Sea to the
extent of 100 miles off coast, but in the
course of negotintions which led to the
treaties of 1824-1825 she admitted that her
juriediction should be restricted to cannon
shot from shore, and from that time Russia
never asserted or exercised any exclusive
jurisdiction in Behring Sea or any exclusive
rights. to the seal fisheries beyond terri-
torial waters.

Britain Made No Concessions to Russia.

The second question: How far were these
claims of jurisdiotion on the part of Russia
to the nuiﬁuhuriu recognized and conceded
by Britain?—was answered by all but Sena-
tor Morgan.. Britain did not recogvize or
concede any claim on the part of Russia
outside territorial waters.

Had No Exclusive Rights,

The third question was: Was Behring
Sea inclndgd?n the phrase Pacific Ocean
used in the treaty of 1825 between Britain
and Russia and what rights, if any, in Beh.
ring Sea were held and exclusively exer-
cised by Russia after the said treaty? The
unanimous answer was that Behring Sea
was included in the phrase Paczific Ocean,
and it was held by :Yl except Senator Mor-
gen that no exclusive rights were held or
exepeised by Russia outside territorial
waters after the treaty.

The Rights of Russia,
~ The fourth question was: Did not all the
rights of Russia pass unimpaired to the
States? The unanimous answer was yes,
The Three-Mile Limit.

The fifth question was: Have the United
States any and what right or protection of
property in fur seals when found outside
the three-mile limit? Answer by all but
Senator Morgan was that the United States
have not any rlfht of protection of pro-
perty when seals are found outside the
three-mile limit. ¥

The regulations as a body are established
by the votes of Hanmen and the three
neutral arbitrators. C

The Result in Brief,

The first question establishes a zone 60
miles aroung the Pribyloff Islands.

The second estzblishes a. close season in
the Northern Pacific from the first day of
May to July 31. .

‘The third requires that sailing vessels
will only be allowed to engage in fishing
with canoes and boats incladed.

The fourth requires that each vessel have
a Government license and carry a distin-
guishing flag. :

The fifth requires the log to show parti-
culars of the sealing. °

The sixth abolishes firearms, except shot-
guns, outside Behring Sea. 5y

The seventh requires that the Govern-
ments control the fitness of the men engaged
in sealing.

The eighth exempts the Indians on the
coast- from restrictions when hunting with
canoes -and boats.

The ninth makes the regulations perman-
ent, but orders them to be re-submitted for
exaination every five years.

The finding of the - facts in reference to
the seizure of vessels are of such a nature as
to render it incumbent on the American
Government to indemnify the owners of
British vessels.

The Arbitrators Thaunked.

Baron de Courcel, after the decision was
rendered, thanked the arbitrators for the
close and intelligent attention they had
brought to bear upon the case.

Lord Hannen and Senator Morgan, in re-
plying to the president of the tribunal,
acknowledged his courtesy and hospitality.
The American arbitrators believe that the
regulations decided upon by the tribunal
mean practically the end of pelagic sealing,
and that they are better terms than were
heretofore offered to the United States by
Great Britain as a settlement of the ques-
tions involved.

Cause of the Arbitration.

The treaty under which the tribunal of
arbitrators was appointed, realizing that
the governments of the United States and
Greut Britain were desirous to provide for
an amicable settlement of the questions
which had arisen between them eoncerning,
the jurisdictional rights of the. United:
States in the waters of Behring Sea, and
concerning also the preservation of the fur
seal in or habitually resorting to the said
sea, und the rights of the citizens and sub-

. jects of either country as regarded the tak-
' ing of fur seals, agree to submit the ques-
tions to a tribunal of arbitration, to be com-
posed of seven arbitrators, two named by
Greav Britain. two by the United States,
one by France, one by Italy and one by
* Bweden and Norway.
The Points Oontested.

When
vhe ﬁllpn:i:;.“ehmf udr of this contention
Was ex| ey found a new argument in
the contra bonos mores theory, thatis, that
pelagic sealing was contrary to‘ﬁod man-
ners, but when it was shown that ‘‘good
manuers” had nothing to do with the case,
the Americans started another theory.
They asserted a 'property right in all seals
found in the waters of Bebring sea, allegin,
that they were all born on the Pribyloi
Islands, which are owned by the United
States, and that these seals on leaving the
rookeries were possessed of an animum re-
vertendi, that is, an intention of returning
to these same rookeries. Thereupon it was
vroved that all these seals are not born on
the Pribyloff rookeries, and that there is
no evilence that the sealsinvariably return
to the islands on which they were born. As
Sir Charles Russell facetiously observed, it
would be interesting to ascertain whether
the seals possessed an intention to return to
the sea or to ths land.

E. .J. Phelps, on behalf of the United
States, also gravely asserted ‘‘the right of
the seals to their blameless life.” Great
Britain on the contrary ‘Stuck to her
text” throughout the whole argument.

Satisfaction at Washington,

Wasningrox, Aug. 15.—The decision of
the Court of Arbitrators in the Bebring Sea
matter uppears to give general satisfaction
to the members of the Senate Committee on
Foreign Relations,{which committee had all
those questions in charge when the treaty
was before the Senate.

Senator Butler stated that it he under-
stood the brief despatch that came early in
the day aright, the award gave even more
than he expected. “I never believed,”
said he, “that the contention of the U.S.
that the Behring Sea was a closed sea
could be maintained. The. sea was too
large a body of water for such a claim’to be
exercised over and necessarily, the court
having decided against us on that point,
the others incorporated under the firsy
foul;‘ sect’ionl of article six of the treaty fall
with it.”

Wmericans Thoroughly Pleased.

Paris, Aug. 15.—In an interview given
this evaning Justice Harlan expressed the
opinion in agreement with John N. Foster'
that the resxlntions specified by the tri-
bunal would check pelagic sealing and thus
go far towards accomplishing oné of the
chief aims of the United States.

The general resalt of the arbitration, 4
he thought, was far in advance of anything
that the United States had domnndo({. The
members of the tribunal reserved the right
to prepare and file individual opinions in
the case at any time before next January.

Justice Harlan will procéed at. once to
Switzerland to prepare there his opinion.
He will sail with his family for America

robably Sept. 27. Senator Morgan will
eave Paris db Thursday and will sail on
the steamer New York from ‘Southamp-
ton on Saturday. - Sir’ Charles Russell,
British counsel, and Charles H. Tupper,
British agent, have left for London.

All the Englishmen ‘connected with the
tribunal are exceedingly reticent with their
opinions of the decision, and apparently are
disappointed because it was not* more un-
favorable to the United States.

In bidding the members of the tribunal
good-bye, Baron De Courcel expressed
great satisfaction with the proceedings of
the tribunal, and remarked the exceptional
harmony and good feeling which prevailed
throughout the deliberations.

Canada Objects to the Reguilations.

Loxpox, Aug. 16.—The Daily News says
editorially ot the Behring Sea decision:
*‘The decision is substantially in favor of
the case advanced by England. Sir
Charles Russell’s powerful arguments- con-
vinced the arbitrators that we legally
were in the right and the Americans were
in the wrong. The American arbitrators
and 8ir John Thompson refuse to assent to
the regulations. We have not the slightest
doubt, however, that these regulations are
wise and just. KEven were they not
it would be onr duty to obey
them and we trust that no diffienlty will
be raised by the Canadian Government.”

Eugland Rejoices With Canada,

The Daily Telegraph says: ‘‘England
may rejoice with Canada at the decision,
which is an equitable trinmph of the new
and peaceful iuternational principle—
reason in the place . of = force.
iven had  the arbitration re-
resulted in favor of America we
should have submitted with best grace to
the decision which removes a fertile source
ot bickering between the two countries.”

Wholly 1a Our Favor,

The Times says: “On the broad ques-
tion of international law the decision is
wholly in our favor. In framing
tha regulations we have been somewhat less
successful. The rules are conceived ina
spirit according, closely enough with that
embodied in the British proposals, but
it is probable that some of them
will cause dissatisfaction in Canada.
The Americans can hardly be
expocted to receive the decision with
equal contentment, but we know our kins-
men too well to doubt for 8 moment that
they will honestly and loyally accept the
judgment of the tribunal to which they
have voluntarily agreed to submit their
claims.”

The Amount of Damages Reserved,

LoxpoN, Aug. 16.—Concerning the mat-

Mr. Hoyles had apparantly not read
the agreement come to gel:ween the city,
the Trades and Labor Council and the
street rnilway company with reference to
the men, but the aundience were better
posted and they received his speech with-
out either comment or demonstration.
He denied that it was necessary for
street cars to run in order that any appre-
ciable majority of citizens should have fresh

air. 3

Mr. Fifield followed and was received
with much applause.

Dr, Parker Defends the Clergy,

Rev. Dr. Parker said the church was not
doing much on the street car question. The
cry that the church was doing thisand that
was a misconception, The clergy were not
‘doing anything as a matter of doginatic
force—they were merely acting in the way
of counsel and advice. After entering into
a theological controversy in answer to the
previous speaker, a controversy which the
rev. doctor and president would still prob-
ably have been on had he not been inter-
rupted by cries of *“What about Sundsy
cars?” Dr. Parker branched off on to the
questi of the ployed’s labor, and
claimed thit if a man was compelled to
work on Sunday and given dnother day in
lieu thereof he would not be enabled thereby
to secure a day on which ne could worship
with his family. In conclusion be said he
was quite satisfied to leave the matter with
the citizens, And besides he was prepared
to say that the cry of fresh air showed that
there was something of financial advantage
behind those who were agitating Sunddy
cars, This remark wes received with a
round of hisses.

A Question of Utility.

Mr, Edward Meek spoke in favor of Sun-
day cars. He took up the religions aspect
of the matter and claimed that the runn
of street cars was peculiarly a question o
utility, not a question of divine law at all.

Mr. John T. Moore referred to Mr.
Meek as another good man gone wrong.
He claimed, that it would take seven times
the present equipmens of the road, or 5000
men, to regulate affairs,s0 that a man would
only require to work every seventh Sunday.
No matter how it was figured, if the pre-
sent staff was continued every ‘man would
re%u'u'e to work six Sundays out of seven,
and could only get eight Sundays to himself
in the year at the most. Mr. Moore then
launched into politics, and—was promptly
hissed into silence, The Mayor endeavor-
ed to restor order, and was
greéted  with C:riu of, “Well, me
politics then,” “Let us have Sundsy
cars.” His Worship, turning to Mr.
Moore, said: ‘I hope the speakers will,
as far as possible, keep sway trom personal
remarks.” [Cries of ‘‘Hear, hear; that's
right.”]

‘i he audience then allowed Mr. Moore to
proceed. Continuing he said that the eye
of the world was on Toronto—that in the
matter of morality and order she waa the
Queen City of the world. [Cries of *‘Oh!
oh!” “Bosh!” and hisses.]

“What's the matter with Pittsburg?’
said a voice.

Mr. Moore Was Crowded for Time,

“There are a great many things the mat-
ter withit. I haven’t time to tell you
them now. If Sunday cars are adopted
then pandemonium will succeed the present

uietness. Why, those who are advocating
Sunday cars haven’t got any sense.” 3

Mr. Moore then launched into an adver-
tisement of Moore Park, but was called
down amidst uproarious laughter by the
audience.

Dr. Larratt Smith,

Dr. Larratt Smith received an ovation.
He said he had sufficient confidence
in the ocitizens of Toronto to feel
that  because Sunday cars  were
run | the citizens would mnot run
riot. He thought the citizens of Toronto
could be trusted to conduct themselves as
properly on Sunday as on other days of the
week. The doctor quoted a letter he had
received from a friend in St, Catharines in
which the writer said that cars were run in
full blast on Sunday and he doubted if 100
votes could be obtained against the cars in
the Saintly City.

Mr, H. P. Dwight spoke of the opposition
that was offered to the Sunday telegraph
servicewhen it was introduced in Toronto,
and pointed out that it was at the instance of
clergymen and Christina people that he had
established theservice. Thespeakergavesev-
eral instances where citizens who now drive
their carriages to church had stated that
they would not take out their horses if the
Sunday street car’ service carried. Why,
when he asked his own clergyman about the
matter he replied: “I think I will vote
against the cars, but if they carry I will
patronize them.”

Little wonder things are stagnant in
Toronto. Just look at the city’s presss
There are the three blanket motning dailie.
for instance. Observe how they are handling
the Sunday ocar question. You ‘might fol-
fow the editorial columns of The Empire
and Mail for the past four weeks and yet
you.would fail to learn that the peoplé of
this city are in the midst of a big fight  be-
tween medimvalism and liberty. If, however,
You want to know how the English House
of Lords is getting on, or if you desire to
learn the precise situation of the Siamese
question, or if you are interested in the
Siberian Railway just turn to these blanket
organs and yon will get a learned disserta-
tion thereon, red hot from the pen of a
cosmopolite editor, an editor who has the
affairs of five continents at his fingers’ ends.
These cosmopolite gentlemen write more,
learnedly the more foreign their subject is
to the affairs of the city.  Thereis a cer-
tain dignity about their work too that wins
our admiration. As a gentleman will not
appear at the dinner table unless in suit-
able dress, so a leading artizle in the
‘blanket papers must have a certain form
and style. The Mail 15, or used to be at
any rate, terribly formal in . this
Tespect. A leading article must
fill the first column ' and turn over
three lines. That’s what constitutes a
leader in The Mail. You first get your
subject, blow it out to that length, like a man
making a glass bottle, and then you have
your article. True, it may be tull of wind

. and 'wofds, but that doesn’t matter. You've

got the size and shape. That’s what counta.
And then there is this infernal political
volcano. The Empire is as mad as a March
hare on politics. Politics on Monday,
polities on Saturday, polities in the dog
days, politics when the weather is cold.
There is no cessation. A general
election may be four years off or it
may be four weeks away, it is all the same.
Politics every day. Whatever may be the
dayinthecalender The Empire varies not. It
singsthesameoldsong. The Empire imagines
that the sun's rising depends on Canadian
politics, and the sun's setting, too, and the
changes of the moon. The Globe is like
The Empire in this respect and The Mail
follows closely behind. While the mini-
sters at Ottawa are busy attending to their
public duties, eschewing the platform and
the stump; while the people are harvesting
their crops and selling goods over the
counter a few pedagogical editors amuse
themselves and sicken the public by dis-
cussing the pros and cons of protection and
free trade, the continental mgrket and such
like qnestions. One editor starts the ball
rolling, another gives it a kick, the ball
comes back again, then it is kicked to an-
other and it goes the round ot the editorial
gladiators. The ball'does not rest long on
the ground. Again it is taken up and
passed along as before, with a few varia-
tions. People like to see a good political
battle, but it gets tiresome watching sol-
diers perpetually engaging in a sham fight.
The people are busy attending to
their affairs and they would consider
it a godsend if the blanket dailies
would let up on politics until there is a
contest in sight. But no, the editors are
playing chess and they must not be dis-
turbed. Gentlemen, please; amuse your-
selves in private. The public is tired and
weary. Or, if youare determined to carry
on this pedagogical debating school kindly
vary the subjects. Too much writing has
turned you into cranks. A crank, yon
know, is one who imagines the whole world
is dead'stuck vn the hobby that runs away
with himself. Everyone else but the cranks
can see that the public have long since shown
symptoms of ‘‘that tired feeling” that drives
men to patent medicine in the spring and
fall. On behalf of this tired public The
World reguests the editorial antagonists
and protagonists to come in from the arena,
or else introduce a new game, |

Here's this Sunday car question going on
for instance. The whole city is discussing
it, is excited about it. But the editors—
they keep playing chess. Don’t disturb
them. .The press -of this city is asleep.
Imagine a contest in which the liberties of
the people are at stake, and ina city with
six daily papers only one comes for-
ward and champions the cause of freedom
and progress! No wonder our city is stag-
nant. The press is supposed to institute,
reforms, to keep in the vanguard of
progress, to fighs the battles of the - people.
Bpeaking generally this is true. The press
is aggressive. Public matters to.day are
already decided through the medinm of the
press before they reach the halls of legisla-
tion. But the press of Toronto is oblivi-
ous to everything but questions trans-
Atlantio and Asiatie, this political chess
game excepted. The citizens of Toronto
enjoy less liberty than thoseof any other
gity in the world of the same size. One
would think the press of Toronto would
make it its particular business to remove
this manifest disadvantage, this stigma,
under which the city labors.

But no; our press does nothing of the
kind. The editors stick to their- chess, or
if they do make a nod it is interpreted in
favor of the clergy who are opposing the
extension of our liberty. The clergy are
the'most conservative of all conservatives.
Wheir particular business is to make human
legislation consistent with the words of the
Dld and New Testament. They have a hard
time of it, but they stick to their task with
admirable patience. The clergy fought
Balileo’s doctrine of the motion of the
sdrth, because that motion appeared to the
plergy as inconsistent with the words of the
Bible. The clergy defended that ini-
quitious institution, slavery, because
the very words of the Bible. must ' be sus-
tained though the heavens fall. And yer,
Independent ot the clerical interpretation
of the Bible, the earth did turn round, and
slavery is admitted to be inhuman and
brutal. It is the same clergy to-day that
Is prepared to sacrifice its ideas:.of con-
pistency and humanity in a futilé endeavor
to reconcile the words of the Bible and the
so-called sanctity of the Sabbath. *And the
press of Toronto is either abetting the
elergy in its propaganda of mediwevalism or
is silently consenting to it.

THE HOLYOKE OF CANADA.
‘That is What Mr, Eddy Says Hull Wil
Become,

A paper-making machine valued at $25,-
000 will arrive in Hullina few days, says
The Ottawa Journal, It will be placed in
the E. B. Eddy Company’s pew mill, on
which a large gang of men are now putting
the finishing touchbes. The duty on this
machine, which comes from New York State,
will be $6000,

Tbe new mill, which, by the way, is the
third the company has started since it began
operations about a year and a half agn, is the
old sash and door factory altered to suit
pnpor-mﬁlng. The alterations have been
very extensive, amounting practically to an
en gutting of the building, So extensive
are the changes that a big foree of men have
been working since May. When ready for
operations the new mill, with the machinery,
will cost between $60,000 and $70,000. The
building is two stories, stone,and in size is 180
feet long by 60 wide,

The new mill will be used principally for
making book and writing paper, and the
machine will be one of the finest anywhere
in America. In this building there will be
four water filters, which will filter 1,000,000
gallons of water daily, Several additional
water wheels will also be put in.

Iv is also likely that before long, to meet
the growing demands of the company’s busi-
ness, the big three-story stone storehouse, 220
feet long and 80 feet wide, will be turned into
a paper mill.

When the suggestion was made to Mr,
Eddy by The Journal reporter last evening
he smiled significantly and said, “‘Perhaps.”

“Look bere,” be added, in his characteris-
tic way, *'let me tell you something. This
place is going to be the Holyoke of Canada.

“Every 24 hours we turn out 15 tons of
paper for the sewspapers. Nearly every
paper of any account in Canada is on our
order hook.

‘A newspaper man from Australia was
here recently and talked of us exporsing to
Australia, but till we get more machinery
we can’s do any such thing. But we will”
said Mr, Eddy, with auother of his own littie
smiles,

The various buildings and machinery used
by the company have involved an expendi-
ture of between $450,000 und $500,000. The
labor employed is principally skilled and
high-priced. Severalof the men have been
brought out from England.

Editor World: I thauk you for inserting
my letter. I cannot thank you for answer-
ing it. 'You were courteously asked for the
Teasons why some of our citizens and you as
their champion desired the street cars to run
on Sunday in Toronto, thatI might place
along side of them reasous why other citizens
were stéadfastly o to them, to the end
that the undeci might ask themselves,
“Is the game worth the candlef”

I canunot hope to convisce you, sir, for the
very fact of your asking us to forego our con-
venience " and withdraw our opposition
proves that the principles which actuate us
are as far asunder as the poles.

You said you had too many reasons in fa-
voriof thé cars to detail in reply to my let-
ter, and then you devoted two columns of
your paper to no other purpose than an en-
deavor to ridicule your correspondent. It
would have served your purpose better, and
would have done you infinitely more credit,
had you given the reasons asked for, and
spared much of the illogical puerility com-
posing your article.

I wonder that the editor of a Toronto
daily pdper could give so much time and
space to so little purpose. I did wonder that
a modern journalist should reply to a corres-
pondent in a-mauner suitable to the times of
the immortal Pickwick, but that wonder
ceased when I attended the meeting at the
Pavilion last Friday night.

I will not recapitulate the reasons given
by you, but ask 'xour readers to look for
them on page 2 of your issue of the 1ith
inst. "Itis now my duty toadvance some
arguments against Sunday cars in our city:

1. Granting that some of our respectable
citizens see no evil resulting from the run-
ning of Sunday carsand would find them a
great convenience, the fact still remains that
they would afford additional incentive to
and facility for the revels of pleasure seek-
ers and of the utterly immoral. I would ask
our self-respecting citizens, “Is the game
worth the candle?’

[These same pleasure-seekers and revellers
in immorality use the cars every other day
of the week. Why don’t you abolish street
cars altogether, Mr. Parker? Do you really
believe, Mr. Parker, that a bad man will be
made worse because he rides in a car?—Ed.
World.]

2. The fact that some of our citizens can-
notsee any barm inSunday cars is the ground
work of our next argument, namely, that
the fine edge of our susceptibilities become
dulled by constant practice and surround-
ings. If some from a keen sense of right or
from education can see an evil, that evil
must. exist. In like manner other evils
might enter if the watchmen be blind or
asleep. So that while it would not neces-
sarily follow that beer gardens, newspapers,
open saloons, theatres and Sunday labor
should ever be allowed in our eity, the very
same mon and principles now favoring Sun-
day cars would urge each of these in turn,
aud the very same men and principles would
be opposed to them as are now opposed to
the cars—as wére ever opposed to the hiring
of livery r‘iigs and the running of ferry boats
on the Lord’s day.

We must be careful of beginners. The
small leaks in the dam must be attended to
or deluge and destruction will surely follow,
Let those who would preserve intact our
sotidl and religicus: safeguards reply: ‘‘Is

(1) a periodic day of rest, (2) their Sabbath
day privileges, (3) the liberty of their con-
scientious convictions.

There was no decrease in
the demand for it and I was kept busy im-
proving it.

Formerly a Medical Practitioner,

“I had studied medicine, and for some
time I was known as a general practitioner.
But the demands on my time for more work
of the sort I had printed became such that
I found 1 had to sacrifice medicine or writ-
ing, and I chose the former. Twenty years
ago I gave it up, and since then' I have
done nothing else except write for the Eng-
lish magazinesand newspapers on not only
whist but a variety of games. Once or
twice I have written for the American
magazines, but no more than that. At the
request of the editor of a Milwaukee
magazine devoted to the interests of the
game I will write a series of articles for it.”

SCIENCE AND PROGRESS.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS IN THE ME-
CHANICAL AND USEFUL ARTS.

Cyeling Up Hill-A New Kind of Paint
That Has Many Qualities to Recom-
mend It—Kailway Safety Clock,

A new hill-climbing device in the
shape of a cycle attachment has appear-
ed, which is expected to revolutionize
cycle riding almost to. the same extent
as the perfection and attachment of the
pneumatic tires to safety bicycles. The
new device is far in advance of the most
recent elliptical sprocket, and will pro-
bably supersede everything hitherto
used. It consists of a simple attach-
ment which is readily applied to the or-
dinary sprocket wheel, admitting of a
reduction from the ordinary gear of a
safety wheel to any proportion of the
same. The gear is readily cha by
withdrawing the cog wheels in the in-
terior, of which there are six, from the
larger to the smaller sprocket. This is
accomplished by merely pressing a lever,
which instantly throws the gear in or
out of action. Tue additional weight of
the attachment is two pounds. One of
its advantages is that it entirely displaces
the brake, - Since the pneumatic tire has
come into use there have been constant
complaints that the brake has had the
tendency to rip and tear the outside
covering of the inflated tires. The mew
sprocket wheel enables a rider not only
to dispense with a brake, but to keep his
machine under perfect control upon the
steepest incline. In a recent public test,
the new sprocket was geared to sixty-
four inches, and reduced by displace=
ment to thirty- two inches for hill climb-
ing. While the latter gear was satisfac-
tory, experts who tried the new declared
that better work ecould be done with a
45-gear.

A Castle in the Alr,

According to accounts from Belgium,
a great exhibition of novel character is
shortly to be given in Antwerp. The ex-
pression, ““A castle in the air,” has hith-
erto borne only a figurative meaning,
but an ingenious engineer named Tobi-
anski proposes to make it more than a
mere figure of speech. He has formed a
company for the purpose of building a
literal castle in the air. . He has designed
a sort of raft, having an area of about
180 square feet and made of bamboo
canes and steel and aluminium piping,
Upon this is built a most luxuriously
fitted restaurant. The raft is held, float-

by a number of balloons, and an arrange-
ment of anchoring by means of cables
will, according to M. Tobianski, prevent
the restaurant from rockinf. even in the
roughest wind. Two small captive bal-
loons, each holding from eight to ten
persons, are to serve as elevators between
the aerial restaurant and the earth.

Indestructible Paint,

A German chemist has invented and
perfected a process which, it is claimed,
will revolutionize the method of decor-
ating buildings as at present followed.
The most important feature of the pro-
cess is that it is applied in as simp{‘e a
form, and at as inexpensive cost, as com-
mon house paint, and is as readily ap-
flicable to inside walls and ceilings.
From a sanitary point“of view the new
medium forms one of the most important
advances of the times. Once applied,
the fresco coating is said to be absolutely
indestructible, being unaffected by tem-
perature or chemicals. It is impervious
to damp, and will admit of an indefinite
amount of scrubbing and cleaning.
‘Walls and ceilings thus treated can be
rendered free from disease germs by
washing with acids.

Klectric Steamships,

It is generally thought that the pos-
sibilities of steam in the propulsion of
ocean steamers are pretty well ex-
hausted, and there is much talk of elec-
tricity as the coming motive. power for
that purpose. A significant proof of this
is afforded in the renort, which is said to
be well authenticated, that Harland &
‘Wolff, who are known the world over as
the builders of some of the finest ocean
shipa that cross the Atlantic, do not look
for much more progress with steam
power, but regard electricity as likely
to achieve great things in the direction of
increasing the speed of ocean steamers,
and that, too, before many years have
passed.

Railway Safety Clock,

Peter Long, of Greensburg, Pa., is the
patentee of one of the most useful rail-
way appliances of the age—a railway
signal time clock which accurately indi-
cates the times intervening between the

assage of trains, It is mounted similar-
y to a danger signal, and the engineer
can readily tell, %y simply glancing at
the dials, the length of time which has
elapsed since the preceding train passed
that point. The clock rums regularly
apd indicates the hours and ' minutes
just as an ordinary timepiece does, but
an ingenious device and the time-mark-
ing apparatus throw the minute hand
back to 12 at the time of the passing of
each train, Then the hand mores for-
ward in the regular way until the next
train thunders past, when it is again
thrown back to 12, where it will re-begin
its 54-minute journey. The purpose of
having the hand stop ‘at 55 minutes is to
show that at least that time has elapsed
since a train has passed that way which
is amply sufficient to indicate ‘‘clear
track.”

New Method of Making Car Wheels, -

An unusual method of making wheels
for cars has recently been brought be-
fore railway men. Wherever it is de-
sired to have reliable wheels steel tires
are almost universally used, with paper,
wrought or cast iron centers. Cast iron
centers are the cheapest form of any as
regards first cost, but it is rather difficult
to form a good connection between the
tire and the center. In the new method
of manufacture a stock of tires 18 made
up complete. The molds for the center
of the wheel are then cut up, leaving a
space for placing the tire in the mold so
asto form a part of it. The mold is
next opened and the tire, heated to a red
heat is placed in position. The mold is
then closed-and the molten metal for the
center immediately poured in. The 1e-
sult Yis said to be a practically perfect
anion of the steel and cast iron, forming
1 solid wheel which has the advantage
f a durable steel rim and a cheap
ody.

It may not be generally known, says
“London Answers,” that the Queen has
a s(s)ecir,l laundry, but such is the case,
and it would be difficult, indeed, to pick
a more picturesque spot than that occu-
pied by the Royal Laundry, on the bor-
ders of Richmond Park,

At theentrance to the driveis a pretty,
ivy-covered cottage, beyond whicﬁ it is
impossible for the unauthorized stranger
to pass, as the Ro[iy;al Laundry is almost
as jealously guarded as the Bank of Eng-
land, and the drive itself, in summer
time is rendered beautiful by the green-
ery and masses of red roses on either
side. Arriving atthelaundry, itis found
to be a large, but rather unpretentious,
ivy-covered building, and upon entering
it, the usual smell of soap and soda pecu-
liar to ‘washing day” is very much in
evidence,

Along each side of the passages are
large, well-ventilated cupboards, in
which the several kinds of soap are
kept, tons of which are bought at a
time; and tremendous chests filled with
soda and carbonate of soda are also to be
seen.

The ordinary linen, consisting of
towels, tablecloths, etc., arrives at the
laundry in huge square haskets. These
are then emptied, the contents sorted,
compared and checked, with the lists
accompanying them.

The personal linen of the royal family
is “sorted in & special room, the wooden
boxes containing it bearing brass plates
uponr which is inscribed the owner's
name and number of the box, such as
‘‘The Queen, No. 16,” “The Princess of
Wales, No. 21,” etc.

The washing apparatus is of the most
perfect and recent manufacture, and the
wringing, drying and mangling machin-
ery is most complete.

n every room order and the strictest
cleanliness are observed, and the different
operations are conducted with clockwork
regularity and dispatch.

When the clothes are properly dried
they are placed in big heags, each heap
belonging to a different palace.

Most of the linen is prettily marked in
red cotton, O.H., B.C,, B.P., with V.R.L.
above;-but some of the markings are
Dow done with rubber hand stamps.
To show how the royal linen wears, the
date of 1860 may be noticed on some
of the tablecloths, which are of ex-
quisite fineness, specially made for the
Queen, and the designs are exceedingly
pretty, consisting as they do of ingenious
combinations of Her Majesty’s monogram
and the rose, thistle and shamrock to-
gether with a number of royal armorial
bearings,

Some idea may be gathered of the
extent of /the Royal Laundry when it
13 mentioned that the Queen’s annual
washing bill amounts to very mearly
£6000,
