The Grievances. Alleged by Quebec Mem-
bers Without Foundation and Not
Mentioned in the Petitions—Oanada

Orrawa, April 26.—In the House this

Commons that the removal of the embargo
on Canadian cattle will depend upon the
result of the examinations of such cattle to
be wade during the-next few days.”
England Declined to Allow =& Repre-~

sentative, i

Hon. Mr. Foster replied: The]Minister of
#gricuuun last year cabled to Sir Charles

upper to obtain permission to have Cana-
disn representatives present at the ex-
amination of lungs of Canadian cattle
slaughtered at the port of debarkation, and
was informed in reply that the Board of
Agriculture declined to consent to the car-
rying out of any such arrangement. The
reason given was that if the board granted
this application from Canada it could not
refuse similar applications from others
which would surely be made, Bir Charles
received an assurance that in dasé of any
question arising relating to disease found
in the lungs of Canadian animals he would
be immediately communicated with and
this undertaking has been carried
out. The High Commissioner, aathorized
by the Misister of Agriculture, employed
Mr., Willism Hunting, F.R.C.V.S., to re-
present Canada in any examination of lungs
that might take place. It is considered
that the arrangement is satisfactory and
that it is not advisable to press this point
further.

How Long Will Gardner Take to Decide?

Replying to 'a further guestion by Sir
Richard Cartwright, Hon. Mr. Foster said
the information given by the press is cor-
rect, namely, shat Mr. Gardoer has under-
taken to have the lungs of animals coming
from Canada examined, and when he con-
vinces himself that the cattle are free from
disease he will then make kuoown his final
decision.

Mr, McMullep: 1s there no assurance
that the examidation will be confined to the
first or second shipment?

Hon. Mr. Foster: The examination will

no doubt commence with the first shipment
and proceed until the British Ministver of
Agriculture is convinced that the cattle are

tree from disease.

SirRichard Cartwright: 1am informedby

MeMullen Suggests o Trial Shipment,

Mr. McMaullen suggested that the Govern-
ment should buy lots in different districts
and make an immediate shipmens. It was
desirable that the market should be opened
8s soon as possible.

“Hon. Mr. Foster: The desirability of hav-
ing the matter decided as soon as possible
has been fully represented to the British
Government, but I scarcely think the sug:
gestion of a trial shipment would meet the
necessity of the case. They must be in
the ordinary course of trade and gathered
up by the shippers from the various ports
of the country. It would hardly do for the
Government to select its own ehipments.

Northwest and Manitoba Schools,

Sir John Thompson resumed the debate
on Mr. Tarte’s motion for papers on the
Northwest and Manitoba school questions.
In the main his speech was an amplification
of the report to councii wherein were set
forth the reasons why the Executive should
not disallow the Northwest ordinance. To
these considerasions, which have already
been published in this paper, the Premier
Addmr to-day the testimony of Northwest
members given in the House that the
Frieunm complained of in the petitions
for disallowance were based upon fear of
“what might be done in future to curtail
their rights in regard to separate schools 1n
the territories rather upon any sbridge-
ment of their privileges which had as yet
oceurred under the ordinance of 1892,

Use of ¥remch Not Discontinued,

use of the French language in the schools
had been discontinued, as Mr. Tarte
and other Quebec agitators had de-
clared. In the latter connection, after

- were still prescribed for élementary in-
struction.
Teaching of English Should He Com-
pulsory,

8ir John went on to say that while it
would be well if both French and English
were made compulsory studies in the
schools, if any duty rested upon the State
in the matter of educating French-Canadian
children, it was surely to see that in a
country like this, where the English lan-
guage prodummutcd, they should be given
an Eoglish education, and while speakers
in the House had laid great stress upon the
unfounded charge that the use of French
bad been abolished in the schools of the
Northwest it was a significant fact that
this was not alleged 88 a grievance in
» single one of the many petitions asking
the disallowance of the ordinance. The
only mentionof it, indeed,was in the letter
of the Archbishop of St. Boniface transmit-
ting the papers.

« The Insclvenoy Bill,

The Senate Committee on Insolvency met
this morning and selected Mr., Bowell
chairman. The room was a small one and
manpy could not well get ioside. Most of
the representatives of the press were in this
Josition, no accommodstion being provided.
Delegations from the Boards ot Trade of
Toronto,. Montreal, Quebec and Outawa
were present. ; :

The matter was threshed out by selected
speakers, Hugh Blain and D., E. Thomp-
son, Toronto, are largely responsible for the
Draft bill, and their remarks were, there-
fore, not so critical as those of others.

Judge Irvine, Quebec, remarked that if
the decision was arrived st that the bill

should be proveeded with they could then
discuss the details.

Mr. Bowell said that the bill wonld be
pushed chrough the Senate. Judge Irvine
objected stromgly to official receivers, as
named in the bill, and thought s Govern-
ment official would be preferable. 'vhoﬂgh
still objectionable. He did not wand the
whole estate eaten up by expenses.

Mr. B. E. Walker of the Canadian Bank
of Commerce, Prosident of the Canadian
Bankers’ Association, was heard. He ex-
plaived the view ot the Bankers’ Associa-
tion. It was desirable that creditors
should appoint their own liquidators at the
earliest ible moment. They differed
with merchants in holding that the official
receiver should have duties to perform.
Manufacturing concerns might need to be
carried on, and there should be some pro-
vision for the receiver exercising soms dis-
cretion without going to court. They ob-
jected  to the minimum of 33 cents
as a basis of composition. The dis-
honest creditors would never pay
more. Some bankers were sfrong against
allowing apy composition at all. Tradin
companies should be included in the biﬂ
and nov permit of small joint stock com-
panies being wound up under the Winding-
up Act. He warned them not to pass a
law which would encourage ingolvency and
fraud and crime. Bankers would--like to
have a public officer whose duty it would
be to approve of any discharge and that he
should be paid by levying a small tax on
every bankrupt estate,

Senator Smith: What value would you
place on securities of bankruptcy held by a
bank?

Mr. Walker: We do not quarrel with
those provisions of the bill,. Ho also
op'gowvr placing tarmers and graziers on
different footings in the bill from others.
He opposed applying the act to all
farmers, because it would destroy their free
borrowing lgmlnr.

George nguc, general manager of the
Merchants Bank, said that provisions
that a majority of creditors and three-
fourths in value should control, - and that
33c. should be the minimum of composition,
and provisions for discharge comprised the
whole bill. All the rest were details. He
contended they should make discharge
difficult and make the insolvent pay for it.

Delegates from Boards of Trade met to-
gether and adopted the following resolution:
““That no insolvency. legislation will be ag-
ceptable that does not substantially secure
to creditors right to say who shall be
liquidator or assignee estate in all
cases.” !

The Plaintiff Tells Her side of the Story
And Denfos that Anything Improper
Ever Occurred Between Her and Ex.
Mayor D. W, Cl n of T
Junction—An Episode Over a Pleture,

For three long hours Miss Rebecea
Marron stood in the witness box at the
Assize Court yesterday and told the story
of hér suit against Mrs. Agnes Youmans
for $10,000 damages.

Miss Marron claims that Mrs. Youmans
slandered her by imputing improper rela-
tions between the plaintiff and Ex-Mayor
D. W. Clendensn of Toronto J unction and
also with Malachi Sagar. To thie Mrs.

It was 2 o’clock when Miss Marron was
called to the stand. A demure-looking
blonde, prepossessing, with an air of
quies calm that nothing could ruffle
and a smile that was ever-present,
stepped into the witness box. Miss Marron
was dressed rather quietly in light brown,
wearing a black -bonnet trimmed with
flowers. The defendant, a lady of more
mature years, dressed entirely in black, #at
at the barrister’s table toying nervously
with a black fan. :

Scorned a Settlement,
_The case had just begun when his lord-

ship adviged the lawyers to settle it,
as he did'yn‘ot think the evidence would
edify the public. There was a conterence,
and then it was announced that the hearing
would have to go on.

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WILL RESTORE SPECIFIG DUTIES

Excopt In the Oase of Sugar, and Modify
the Income Tax Bill to Satisfy
the Malcontents,

WasHiNeroN, April 26, —‘"'ﬂw%outic
members of the Senate Commit on
Finance held & meeting tos«day for the
purpose of conferring over the proposed
changes in the tariff bill which have been
under consideration for several days past.
There is mno room for doubt that the com-
mittee agreed upon s policy with reference
to the tariff bill, Some changes in the
income tax were agreed to and this part of
the bill 1n some shape will be retained, It
has been altered so as to discriminate
agaiost persons who derive shety ineotne
from corporations or business partnership.
There is reason for believing -thas  the
movement also has the sanetion of the Pre-
sident,

The principsal changes to be made in the
Tariff bill in accordance with the agreement
made are in the income tax and suger
schedule, T'he sugar men have been from
the first clamorous for an ad valorem in-
stead of a specific duty and that change
has been conceded. = The detuils have not
been absolutely fixed, but there is
little doubt that the sugar schedule
will be entirely supplanted by a new one
which will provide a uniform duty of 40 per
cent, ad valorem, with an addition of one-

eighth of a cent for retined sugar. The princi-

pal change in income tax is & provision for
the limitation the law shall remain in
operation, 1t will probably be for five or
six years, There will be no change in the
rate of taxation, which will be left at two
per cent, on amounts in excess of $4000,

A number of changes in the rate of duty
will be made in the iron schedule, in which
there will be a slight advance over the rates
fixed by the pending bill, Carpets will also
secure an advance. In many cases the
rates fixed in the House bill will replace
those of the bill reported to the Senate by
the Finance Committee, -

Another material concession which will
be made to the disaffected senators will be
the restorstion of the specific system in
many places where the Finance Committee
changed the House bill by the substitution
of ad  valorem dutg. There will be no
change in the rates fixed on iron ore, Jead
ore or cosl, wool will remain on the
free list, The whisky tax, as reported by
the Finance Committee, will also be undis-
turbed,

It is understood that the entire Demo-
cratic.majority of the Finance Committee
is in hearty accord upon the wisdom of the
proposed changes.

A STRAIGHT sTEAL,

Deliberate and Dishonest Appropriation
of Dineens’ Designs,

Modern piracy.

Thavs an apt characterization of the
actions of some Toronto hatters, both
wholesale and retail, as is woll-known te
the reading public. Messrs, W. & D,
Dineen have recently placed upoo the
market several exclusive designs in hats.
The success attained by the firm seems to
have driven some of their contemporaries
into sore straits, Without sufficient én-
terprise to originate new styles, they had
recourse to robbery, and imitated the de-
signs. They also took advantage of the
extensive advertisiog done by the origina-
tors ot the hats and gave their spurious de-
signs the names of the original.

The Ormonde has been pirated in this
way, but the imitation is not sufficiently
like the genuine design to prove dangerous.

The Dineen derby, owing to its name,was
left alone.

But the “Littie Admiral,” which has
just been intcoduced ss & children’s hat,
has heen stolen, and large numbers of imi-
tations, far inferior in quality and design
to the original as sold by Dineen, have been
placed upon the market.

Lospox, April 20.—In the House of
Commons to-day Sir George Baden-Powell

Charles E. H. Vincent asked what action
had been taken by the Governmtnt to ter<
minate the existing agreement between the
United States and the British West Indies
in view of the reduction of impors
duties on American goods under tbe Mo
Kinley Act, which bad resulted in. s cone
siderable loss of revenue to the West
Indies, .

Mr. Buxton said it was not desirable to
take any action until it should be seen how
the tariff arrangements were affected by the
bill now before the American Congress.

Welsh Disestablishment,

Horbert H. Asquith, Home Secretary,
moved the disestablishment of the church in
Wales, For more than a century, Mr.
A:guith said, the vast majority of Welshmen
had regarded the Church of England in Wales
a8 an aggressive and sectarian power. To
them it had been a symbol of natiooal dise
cord. The bill with which the Governmen#
proposed to correct the objectionable state
of affairs would cover with its provisions
Monmouthshire as well -as Wales proper.
Twelve parishes in KEnglish dioceses would
be thus disendowed and dissestablished.
Touching on the subject of disendowment
Mr. Asquith quoted many figures. The
gross income of the church in Wales, ho
said, was £279,000. Thissum under the ach
would be applied to national and publie
purposes, such as providing for hospitals,
nurses, parish halls, libraries and laborers
dwellings. .

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach denounced the
Government’s propcsals as akin to the
legalization of sacrilege and plunder.

Sir Richard Webster spoke with equal
vigag against the bill.

T;u rent of the ho!dinf is to be the
former rent, subject to a fair rest being
fixed in pursuance of the land law of 1881,
and the holders have the same right ae
other holders ot present tenancies to bave
o fair rent fixed. The KEvicted Tenants’
bill goes into operation on Nov. 1, after its
passage. The provisions of the bill already
cabled provide for the establishment of a
board of three acbitrators, who would hold
office for two years. The landlords and
tenants are to apply to this board in order
to have their cases examined and decided

upon.

A most beautiful
site for this purpose would be the square
on the Esplanade which it is proposed to
convertfinto a park. On thissite it is pos-
sible to estaplish an almost perfect market
place. Onj the oneside we would have
the steam and trolley railway systems,
'and on the other & landing place for boats.
Into this square could be brought daily
the produce of the farms within a radius of
It could be made
a great central distributing point for truit,
vegetables, milk, meat and other farm pro-
duce.

The establishment of such a market as
this would have & wonderful stimulus on
the extension of the suburban lines. It
would not be long before the clumsy, ex-
pensive and uncertain market wagon would
be out of commission entirely. The quality of
the market would to a large extent be in-
dependent of the weather and the roads.
Farmers could forward their produce more
frequently than they now do, and their
visits to the city would be made in com-
fort during any season of the year. The
scheme that we have outlined involves no

GERMANY BIRONGLY OPPOSES THE
NEW ZEALAND PROPOSAL,

i

Terms of the Offer Cuvnot Be Made Pub~
le—A Ssmosn Residens Bays the
Present Situsiion Cannot Continue and
8 British Protectorate 1s Inevitable—
No Opinion ¥From W gton,

Loxpox, April 26,—The movement look-
ing to a British protectorate over the Samo-
sn Islands is no longer disguised, but is
goingon in & manner which would seem
that Great Britain believes she will be
supported by Germany in the matter. To
ail appearances some secret understanding
oxists between Germany and England in
regard to Samos, snd it would seem that
this understanding includes the United
States,

A person in high authority bere stated
to-day that the protectorate movement
upon the part of Great Britain was pro-

ressing with the sanction of the United
States Government, which is represented as
clring nothing who manages the Samoan
Islands as long as the rights of the United
States under the Berlin treaty are con-
tinned. Color is given to this assertion
by the United States Ambassador,

Mr, Bayard Interviewed,

The Hon. Thomas ¥, Bayard, in an
interview to-day, ?oh in the highest
terms of Sir John Thurston, Governor of
the ¥iji Islands and  British Commissioner
for the Western Pacific. Mr.
quoted as saying: *“The presence and coun-
sels of a man of such ability would, in my
opinion, offer & -happy solution to present
difficulties.”

Mr. Bayard added at the same time that
he had received no information on the sub.
jecs from his government, either in regard
to any present negotistions between the
U.8., Great Britain and Germany, nor in
reference to the impending conference of
the three powers interested in the Bamoan
Islands.

The Present. Situation Cannot Continue,

A gentleman who had just returned from
Samoa and who is the oldest British resi-
dent there, as well as the owner of the har-
bor of Pango-Pango, in an interview this
afternoon confirmed the report. that the
British project of a protectorate over the
Samoan Islands was impending. He said
that the U.B. Government would not object
to this action on the part of Great Britain,
Also that the present situation of affairs in
Samos was impossible. There was no
Government, he claimed, and some of the
most powerful chiefs of the islands had
been sent to work in chains in the high
roads by the American lawyer who is
chief justice,” referring to Chief Jusvice
Henry Ide,

The Oable to Land There,

1t is believed here that Pango-Pango will
be selected as the landing place
of the proprosed  Pacific  cable,
and as the junction for the
branch line to New Zealand and the Fiji
Islands. Some arrangement, it is said, is
therefore necessary by which the British
flag shall float over the spot where the
cable lands. The informant, continuing,
said that under no circumstances will it be
permitted that the trirn'}u protectorate
shall have control of the spot where the
British mails and cable land. The Berlin
Treaty, it is asserted, never contemplated
other than ordinary commercisl relations,
and the new state of things will naturally
compel Great Britain in the interest of the
colonies G lusiss upon s modifying read-
justment which wili not cause s lessening
of United States and German rights under
the treaty.

A British Protectorate Inevitable,

“British trade,” he added, “is two and
one-half times greater than that of the
other countries, and it is perfectly clear
that if facilities-are given for the develop-
ment of that trade that Great Britain will
eventuslly have such & predominating in-
fluence that the other Governments will be
compelled to yield, In view of Ottawa
conference in June, it is essential thas the
meeting of the representatives of the three
powers must be called before them. The
united demands of the Australian colonies
are far too strong to be ignored, even if the
Imperial authorities had any intention of
so0 doing. Before very long a British pro-
tectorate over the Samoan Islands is inevit.
able,”

Terms of New Zealand’s Offer Not Publie,

Loxpon, April 26,—In the House of Com~
mons toeday Mr. Buxtoo, Under Colonial
Becretary, made a formal reply to the re-
quest of Sir Thomas Esmonde yesterday
that the Government assent to the annex-
ation of Samoa to New Zealand, Mr. Bux-
ton said the Government regarded the pro-
posal of New Zealand to annex the islands
as having the full support of South Australia
and Tasmania, Further than this the Gov-
ernment was not at present prepared to
speak on the subject.

Pressed for a direct answer by Bir George
Baden-Powell, Mr, Buxton said the Govern-
ment was unable to state the terms of the
offer made by New Zealand for the annex-
ation of Samoa,

No Proposition Keceived at Wasningten,

WasHiNGTON, April 26.—~Up to this date
there has been no proposition submitted
formally to the State Department by the
representatives of Great Britaio or Germany
looking to the annexation or dissolution of
the tripartite alliance and the annexation of
the Islands of Samoa to Great Bri-
tamm or Germany. In the course of
o few days BSecretary Grosham will
submit to the HSenate the voluminous
correspondence which has passed between
the three treaty powers concerning the ad-
ministration of affairs in Samoa since 1800,
It will be accompanied by a letter setting
out concisely the conditions of the islands
and the troubles and vexations and ex.

nses which have been encountered

y the United States in its efforts to
meet its share of obligations imposed by the
treaty. Unless Fresident Cleveland sees
fit to send with theso papers a message ela-
borating his views concerning ‘‘this en-
taogling alliance,” as he described the treaty
in bis last annual message, the matter wiil
rest there as far as the executive is con.
corned and Congress, which has already
moved in the matter, may deal with it at its
pleasure, as in the case of Hawaii,

New Zonland Has No KRight to Interfere

Berruiv, April 26.—The North German
Grazette publishes an inspired article on the
subject of the proposed annexation of the
Samoan Islands to New Zealand. New
Zealand, the article says, has no right
whatever 1o interfere in the administration
of Samoan affairs. If it shall become neces-
sary to modify or suspend the treaty re-
garding Samoa, the governments at Berlin,
London and Washington are perfectly com-
petent to arrange the matter with due re-
gard to the interests of Samoa and without
the aid of New Zealand. In any case, New
Zealand must not be permitted to meddle
with the economic and commercisl interests
of Samoa. These interests are almost ex-
clusively in German hands, and no amount
of systematic agitation on the part of Eog-
lish colonies can alter that fact,

Sounded the Knell of Tripartite Control
AUckrLAND, N.Z,, April 26.— Advices that
have reached this city from Apis, the capi-
tal of the Samoan Islands, to the effect
that the disaramament of the natives
by force will be attempted after the
arrival of the warsbips now on their way so
the islands, Eight of the prisoners, who
ware recently sentenced to jail for political
offences, have escaped from custody.

Natives at Pence--Vrance Claims Damages

Atnns natives, however, stjll decline to
give up their arms in sccordance with the
sgreement arrived st between them and the
foreign consuls who have been soting ss
mediators, ‘I'he natives base their re-
fusal to disarm on the fact that they
are still threatened the warriors
of the Government, The natives of Savail
Island, one of the largest of the Bamoan
group, have shown s better spirit, and
when the advices lefv Samon they were re-
turning to their homes in & peaceable man-
ner, The representative of the French
Government at Samos, on behalf of the
French mission, has ﬂl«l' a claim for dam-
ages, claiming that the French school and
other property of the mission.were destroy-
ed by the Government troops during the
recent outbreak,

Injustioe of the Protectorate,

Aria, Bamoa, March 28,—~The recent
fighting in Samos grew out of the evils of
the Berlin treaty and the abuses of the go-
tectorate. Rev. 8, 8, Whitmee of the Lon-
don Missionary Rociety, who has spent
mapy years among the Samoans, ssid the
revolution grew out of the bad working of
the Berlin treaty, and is not s personal war
against King Malietos, who commands more
respect and votes than any man in Samoa.
The natives hoped for freedom and a better-
ment of conditions under the Berlin tréaty,
but they know that its chief effect is to
transfer all the funds they can raise to the
pockets of expensive foreign officials,

Taxed for the Voreiguer,

A salient cause of discontent is that a
race of ‘people wholly unaccustomed to
taxation should, upon their first experi-
ence of civil government, see more than
half of the gross revenues raised by a- head
tax imposed on all, from the sucking babe
to the decrepit old woman, paid out to
foreign white officials in liberal salaries,
while the impecunious salaries of native
officials are not paid unless there is
mone left not otherwise needed
for objects determined by the foreigners,
The King's salary is $1000 per annum,while
two foreign officials get $6000 and re-
spectively, besides numerous others draw-
ing smaller pay. But the King has received
no salary for months out of his own treas.
ury. I have not heard that any of the
white officers ever waited for pay beyond
the last day of the month, .

Notwithstanding its many defects the
treaty might have been administered in »
much more satisfactory manner and with
results very different. It was enacted in
English and to be administered in a country
of different tongue, and yet the first Chief
Justice was a Swede and the firss President
s German, neither of whom would speak or
read either the Knglish or Samoan lan-
guage, totally unversed in diplomacy and
absolutely ignorant of the laws, manners,
characteristics and history of the people
over whom they were to rule.

PRISON STILL FOR DEBTORS,

The Goverument Votes Down a Propossl
to Wipe Out the Law in This Respect
—~Police Magistrates May Vote,

In the Ontario Legislature yesterday
Hon, Mr, Gibson’s bill for the prompt
punishment of personators came on for »
third reading.

Mr. Meredith opposed the clauses giving
the county attorney a $4 fee for supplying
returning officers with blank warrants for
the arrest of personators. He moved to
refor the bill back to committee, to strike
out the clauses.

The amendment was lost by s vote ot 28
to 48, Patron McNaughton voting with the
Government, as he generally does. The bill
was read a third time.

Imprisonment For Debt,

Mr, White made a brave fight for the
sbolition of imprisonment for debt when
the bill amending the Division Court Act
came up. He moved a reference back to
committee to amend the bill accordingly.

Hon, Mr, Gibson opposed the proposal
on the ground that the question had been
considered and pronounced against by a
special committee,

Mr. White’s amendment was declared
lost on division and the bill read a third
time,

Police Magistrates May Vote,

Mr., White moved a reference back to
committee of his bill respecting Police Magis-
trates in order to amend by inserting a pro-
vision under which all police magistrates
receiving salaries would be d ebarred from
the exercise ot the franchise as well as from
professional practice. He nrged that there
was no reason why they should not be
placed in the same position in this respect
ns county court judges, postmastecs of
cities, customs officials and others, It was
unseemly that men administering justice
should take part in politieal contests,

The amendment was opposed by Messrs,
(ibson, Awrey, Balfour and other Minis-
terialists, and on its being declared lost the
Opposition again insisted on dividing the
House. Yeas 25, nays 47. Mr. Barr of
Dufferin voted with the Governmen, The
Patron and P.P.A. members were absent.

The bill was read a thied time,

Before the House arose Dr. Willoughby
asked Mr. Awrey whether Deputy Regis-
trar Grundy of Peterboro on Wednesday
telegraphed asking for permission to appear
before the Public Accounts Committee for
a second time?

Mr. Awrey replied that he had received
such a telegram,but had not answered, it as
at that stage there was not time for Mr.
Grundy to come to Toronto for re-exumina-
tion.

Mr, Meredith asked Mr. Awrey why he
had not laid it before the committee ?

Mr, Awrey’s reply was that he did not
regard it as falling within the scope of his
duties, as he had nothing to do with pro-
curing the attendance of witnesses unless
ordered to do so by the committee,

A shoit but lively discussion on this
point ensued, Messrs. Willoughby and
Meredith contending that he ought to have
informed the commities and Mr. Awrey
denying that he had any responsibilities in
the matter or was under any obligation to
take any notice of the telegram,

Municipal Amendments,

The Municipal Amendment. Act, which is
a consolidation of the numerous little bills,
changing the municipal law, which passed
the Municipal Committee, was then taken
up.
p()u motion of Mr, Hardy an amendment
was made to the clause providing for the
payment of aldermen in cities of over 100,-
000 population by a proviso that before
any bylaw to that effect came into force iv
must be approved by a vote of the
majority of the electors at the next eleotion
after the adoption of the bylaw.

The clause providing that in cases of
actions for damages brought against muni-
cipalities on account of accidents caused by
the condition of the streets, notice of the
accident must be given within 20 days after
its occurrence, was nmandt:d 80 as to ex-
tend the time to 30 days.

Mr, Guthrie moved an amendment that
the want of such a notice should be no bar
to an action being brought, provided the
defendants were not thereby prejudiced in
their defence, which was adopted.

A discussion arose on the clause author-
izing cities and towns to bonus smelting
furnaces.

The full committee of the exscutive will
meet this afternoon, when it is likely the
report of the sub.committee will be pre-
sented. Deputations from the various in-
stitutions that have been reduced may be
present to urge their claims on the com-
mittee,

At o meeting of the Finance Committee
of the School Board which will be held
Monday afternoon, the subject of insurance
now placed on the property of the board
will be thoroughly discussed.

Acting under instructions from Chairman
Kent, Secretary Wilkinson is preparing a
detailed statement of all insurance now in
force, the companies interested, the rates
puid, when insurance elapses and all other
particulars connected therewith,

The value of the propervy of the board is
estimated av $1,500,000, and on this is an
insurance of $500,000. Chairman Baird has
caused a thorough enquiry to be made in all
the cities and large towns of Ontario as to
the rates paid for insarance by school
boards in these places.

DR, MEYIIt ON TRIAL AGAIN,

The Bulk of the Testimony Said to Be

New York, April 26.-~The second trial
of Dr. H. C. F. Meyer, charged with caus-
ing the death of Ludwig Brandt, or Baum,
by administering to him doses of antimony
and arsenic, in order to collect the insur-
ance money on his life, commenced to-day
before Recorder Smith in the Court of
General Sessions, The twelve jurors are a
choice lot. They represent the pickings of
734 men. About 1000 tulesmen were called

The principal actors in the case were all
present in court and Assistant District At-
torney Mclntrye made his opening address.
Each minute detail in the lives for the last
four years of the four central figures in the
case was detailed by him in such a manner
as to leave scarcely a second unaccounted
for. - From the outline he gave fhe bulk of
the testimony to be given at this trial will
be entirely new.

TYPEWRITER INK

How to Make It in Auy One -of Many
Colors.

The following is said® to be a good
recipe for making ink used with type-
writer ribbons, It is from the English
Mechanic,. Take petroleum of high
nelting point, melt it on a water-bath,
and incorporate, by constantly stirving,
as much lampblack or drop black as it
will take up without becoming granu-
lar, If the petrolatum remains in ex-
cess, the print will be likely to havea
greasy outline; if she color is in excess,
the print will not be clear, Remove
from the fire, and while it is cooling,
mix equal parts of petroleum, benzine
and rectitied oil of turpentine, and in
this dissolve the fatty ink, introduced
in small portions under constant stir-
ring. The solvent should be added in
such proportions that the finished ink
shall be of the consistency of fresh oil
paint, Now wind the ribbon on a giece
of cardboard, place on a table scjeral
layers of newspaper, then unwind the
ribbon in such lengths as may be most
convenient, and lay them smoo§) on
the paper. Apply the ink by mesps of
a soft-brush, like a toothh brush, rub-
bing it in well,  Hardly any ink skould
remain on the surface, For colored inks
use Prussian blue, red lead, etc., and
especially the _aniline colors, A speci-
men formula gives: Aniline black, 4
ounce; aleohol, 15 ounces; glycerine, 16
ounces, Dissolve the aniline in tij al-
cohol and add the glycerine, iukin“: the
ribbon as before.

Using s High Waterfall,

The electric light and power station
for the town of Chambery, near Lyons,
France, is remarkable for the height of
the waterfalls used to drive the turbines,
These falls are on tlie Isere, about 11
miles from Chambery, and the total
head is 2010 feet. They will furnish
about 2000 horse- power. The turbines are
to drive seven< 120 kilowatt alternate
current dynamos, giving an electro-mo-
tive force of 6000 volts, At the points of
distribution the potential will be reduced
