A FAR-REACHING AMENDMENT to the
Military Service Act that covers every
man throughout the Dominion under tne
order-in-council passed on April 30th,
has been received at military headquar-
ters. The order states that, beginning
Tune 1st, all persons who claim not to be
in Class One under the Military Service
Act must carry papers at all times with
the proger certificates ot proof that they
do not come within Class One. The
identification papers must either be a
birth certificate or a marriage license.
The act previously covered only the men
of Class Ope, and has now been stretched
to take in all classes. If the proper
certificates are not carried by a man he
is open to arrest and a job in the army.

A MoST terrific electrical storm passed
over this district early Sunday morning
accompanied by a cloud' burst that del-
uged cellars and washed out low-lying
gardens, In town some of the streets
were like small lakes for a time, not a
foot of roadway could be seen in some
blocks.

British subject resident in Canada, born on or
since the 13th of October, 1897, who has
attained or shall attain the age of 19 years and
who is unmarried or a widower without children
must, (unless he is within one of the classes of
persons mentioned in the schedule of Excep-
tions to the Military Service Act) report as
hereinafter directed on or before the 1st day of
June, 1918, or within ten days after his 19th
birthday, whichever date shall be the latter.

Such report must be in writing and must give his
name in full, the date of his birth and his place of resi-
dence and also his usual post office address.

Young men so reporting will not be placed on active
service till further notice. They must, however, notify
the appropriate Registrar or Deputy Registrar of any
change of residence or address.

Punctual compliance with these requirements is of
great importance to those affected. Failure to report
within the time limited will expose the delinquent to severe
penalties and will in addition render him liable to
immediate apprehension for Military Service.

Description of thie Equipment Re-
quired to Insure Success.

CLUBS FOR THE FARMERS

Outline a Summer Program Now and
Have Everything Well Organized
—The Club Picnic Is a Very Suc

Feature of the Year's

Work.

(Contributed by Ontario Departnent of
Agriculture, - Toronto.)

XTRACTED honey production

is the most satisfactory for

beginners. Start with three

colonies and sufficient egulp-
mént and then make the bees pay
their way. One colony does not give
the beginner an opportunity to right
mistakes or accidents profitably.
Three colonies can be managed by
devoting one evening weekly to the
apiary.

Avoid many troublesome pitfalls
by starting with the right hive. The
10 fr. Langstroth hive has given the
best satisfaction in Ontario. All bee-
keepers’ supply houses carry this
hive and its parts in their regular
stock, Buy your first hives from a
good manulacturer, It is very ne-
cessary to have all hive parts inter-
changeable so that they may be used
in any colony in the apiary. Uni-
formity and accurate workmanship
alone can ensure this need.

One complete 10 fr. Langstroth
hive consists of;—

(1) A bottom board.

(2) A hive body with gelf spacing
frames and wire.

d (3) A telescoping metal roof
cover,

In addition the beginner should
provide for each colony one queen
excluder; two extra hive-bodies com-
plete with frames; and 7 lbs., of
medium brood foundation, which
runs 6 sheets to the lb.; to fill the
frames with a guide and foundation
for the future combs,

It is advisable to commence with a
2-1b. package of bees and queen; &
swarm or a nucleus. Less danger
from disease attends the buying of
pound packages than the buying of
swarms and nuclei. Pound packages
may be secured for delivery from
May 1st to Yune 30th. Early pack-
ages will yield a surplus if carefully
handled. KEnquire of the Provincial
Apiarist re disease in your locality
before buying swarms, nuclei or col-
onies.

The accessory equipment for the
beginner should consist of:—

(1) A veil of black cotton tulle,

(2) A standard bee smocker,

(3) A hive tool,

(4) A spur wheel wire embedder,

(5)

(6)

An uncapping knife,
An uncapping box.

(7) A complete set of Department
literature, Bulletins 213, 233 ahd
256, and a good reference bee book.

(8) A small honey extractor.

With the exception of Nps. 6, 7 and
8, it is advisable to acquire the ma-
terial needed from a supply firm at
once. The uncapping box can be
made at home, and the beginner
could probably co-operate with anoth-
er beekeeper in securing the use of
an extractor, With the increase of
colonies to ten, it would then be ad-
visable to provide a storage can to
assist in handling the crop.—W, A.
Weir, Ontario Agricultural College.

A Successful Farmers' Cluh,

The history of some farmers’ as-
sociations in Ountario has been brief
and filled with troubles. Others have
built upon the rock and have endur-
ed. Why the difference?

Perbhaps a very short story will
explain the former case. A farmers’
club, organized by a district repre-
sentative, got away apparently to a
good start, then balted uncertainly
and finally died a lingering deatn
from general debility. When asked
to explain the reason the represen-
tative gave one—pcrumpily and with
emphasis.

“The club died because the farm-
ers didn’'t want it. The members
were easily persuaded to organize
but never toock any real interest wn
it—they were never really convinced
that it was a vitzl necessity.

“So far I haven’t heard any pro-
posal to revive it either, and 1 don’t
intend to attempt to inject any arti-
ficial stimulation into it., When the
farmers in that district are really
“sold” to the idea of the necessity
of organization, then. we'll be in a
position to do some work.”

That explains the first cause of

The
executives are enthusiastic, they have
aeveloped  progressive policies and
they work to make them successtul.

STORY OF BRAZ1L.

Two Successful Revolutions Without
Any Bloodshed.

Brazil’s actual entrance into the
war on the side of the Allies awak-
ens a new and widespread interest in
that great republic. September 7th
and November 15th are the two prin-
eipal national holidays of the coun-
try. The former is the Brazilian In-
dependence Day, for on that day in
1822 the then vice regent of Brazil,
the vast colonial possession of Portu-
gal, who was Dom Pedro, son of King
John VI. declared the independence
of Brazil from the mother country.
The Portuguese military garrisons in
Rio de Janeiro and other Brazilian
cities were easily overcome, with lit-
tle or no bloodshed, and were trans-
ported back to Portugal, and on Oc-
tober 12 Dom Pedro I. was solemnly
declared the constitutional emperor
and perpetual defender of Brazil, and
thus was established the Empire of
Brazil.

For sixty-seven years Brazil re-
mained the only independent country
in the western world with a mon-
archial form of government. By the
end of that time, however, the ideas
of democracy and self government
had gained such ascendancy that the
people of Brazil decided to transform
their monarchy into a republic, and
for the second time there was a com-
plete change in government through
another bloodless revolution, The
people of Brazil had no great quarrel
with their easy-going monarch, nor
had they any desire to harm him or
the members of his family. All re-
spected Dom Pedro II., and many
loved him for his fine personal quali-
ties, but it was the monarchial sys-
tem of government in its entirety
they wanted to get rid of, and so it
became necessary for them to depose
him. This they did on November 15,
1889. Marshal Manuel Deoloro Fon-
seca, one of the ablest and most pop-
ular generals of the Brazilian army,
placed himself at the head of the re-
volution and on the date named pub-
lished @ proclamation im which he
stated that the people, the army and
the navy had decreed the deposition
of the imperial dynasty and the ex-
tinction of the monarchial system.
He assured the people that ‘the Pro-
visional Government guaranteed all
inhabitants of Brazil security for life
and property and respect for individ-
uwal and political rights; that it re-
cognized and respected all national
engagements contracted during the
monarchy, and that it would adhere
to existing treaties with foreign
countries, acknowledge the domestic
and foreign debt, and assume all
other legally constituted obligations.
This was a very simple and very
plain document and was signed by
Marshal Fonseca as chief of the Pro-
visional Government and the mem-
bers of the calinet that had been
selected. That was all there was to
it. A very polite and courteous let-
ter to Dom Pedro II. informed him
that “‘the presence of the imperial
family in this country, in face of the
new situation created by the irre-
vocable revolution on the 15th inst.,
would be absurd and impossible and
provocative of troubles which tha
safety of the public impresses upoa
us the necessity to avoid.” A time
was fixed for the embarkation of the
royal family, and the former emperor
was assured that ‘“your comfort and
health during the passage will be
looked after with the greatest of
care, and the Government will con-
tinue to pay you the sum assured by
law until this point has been settled
by the approaching constituent as-
sembly.” And so it was all settled in
the nicest manner possible. Dom
Pedro II., erstwhile emperor of
Brazil, sailed for Portugal, and the
Republic of Brazil started on its
prosperous career. No frenzied
mobs, no murdering of high officials;
no butchering of innocent people;
no burning of palaces. Order was
maintained, and things went on safe-
ly and sanely. Truly a remarkable
revolution! And that is all the more
reason why Brazil shquld celebrate
the 15th of November, the day when,
it became a republic without shed-
ding blood. The mother country,
Portugal, sent a special embassy, at
whose head is Commander Leotte de
Rego of the Portuguese navy, to par-
ticipate in the general rejoicing and
celebration, an evidence that all past
family differences between the two

countries have long since been buried
in aohlivian.

I was elected to help furnish our men
in the trenches with the necessary re-
inforcements. Todav we are facing the
greatest crisis in this terrible war, Ger-

ation by the Huns is the one now held
by the British Empire, France, Italy and
the United States,

Lloyd George, the prominent officers
and men of England, France and the
United States are calling for men and
more men, Our Canadian offlcers in
{ charge of our soldiers have sent urgent
, appeals to the Canadian Government for
recruits,

Shall we heed their call, or shall we
wait until disaster overtakes our troops,
and then face the returned soldier, who
will demand of us a reason for deserting
him in the hour ot his greatest need.

By the Military Service Act 37,000 men
were raised. This number is insufficient
to keep our Canadian army up to full
strength, In one Province 60,000 ex-
emptions have been granted. The only
course open to the Government was to
set aside all exemptions, but I believe
that extreme cases will receive every
consideration. I am sure the loyal
people of the County of Lambton, who
have sent forward 3,000 of their brave
boys, will understand that drastic action
is necessary.

Remember there are thousands and
tens of thousands of young men from the
towns and cities of Canada who were
exempted under the Military Service Act.
These men have come forward and signed
up, and I am informed that very few
protests have been received from this
class by the Minister of Militia.

The United Farmers of Alberta, the
Grain Growers and nearly every farmers’
organization in the Western Provinces
have sent the Government definite
assurrance of their approval of the
Government’s action in setting aside all
exemptions.

No one regrets more than I do the
need for the calling out of these men. I
have been overseas, and know what
sacrifices are being made over there, and
I am in constant touch with our soldiers
and their.dependents at home. I cannot
evade the tremendous responsibility
attached to my position as their represent-
ative. The supreme duty of everyone is
to see that the gallant men who are
holding the line are reinforced.

I therefore cannot comply with the
request of the petitioners,

AIRPLANE ROUTE TO SWEDEN

Trelleborg and Sassnitz to Be the Ter-
minl of the Proposed Line Con-
necting With Germany,
| The following bulletin on Trelleborg
’ and Sassnitz, the termini of the pro-
posed Swedish-German atrplane route,
t which assumes special significance in
the light of recent developments in
the diplomatic relations between Ger-
many and Sweden, has been issued by

National Geographic society.

Between Trelleborg, the most south-
erly town in the Kingdom of Sweden,
and Sassnitz, a summer resort on the
northeastern shore of the German
island of Rugen, express steamers in
times of peace make regular trips
across this arm of the Baltic in four
hours. This is the chief water link in
the 24-hour express service between
Stockholm and Berlin. Neither town
would be of any importance were it not
for the fact that 1'.cy are the termini
of this steamer secrvice.

Trelleborg is a quaint old town of
some 10,000 inhabitants, lying 20 miles
southeast of Malmo, capital of Skane,
teh most populous province in all Swe-
den, It is only 16 miles from Malmo
to the Danish capital, Copenhagen.

Sassnitz is one of several popular
seaside resorts on the Island of Rugen,
the largest Insular possession of Ger-
many, having an area about equal tg
that of Cape Cod. Only about 2,500
people make Sassnitz their permanent
home, but during the bathing season in
times of peace the village is visited
annually by more than 20,000 pleasure
seekers.

The water trip from Trelleborg to
Sassnitz is 60 miles. Thus the rail-
and-steamer distance between Stock-
holm and Berlin is 415 miles.

SALMON THRIVE IN ATLANTIC

Humptacked Variety From Pacific
Coast Retain Their Habits When
Placed In Eastern Waters,
Many thousands of humpback sal-
mon, native to the Puget sound, where
they were collected by the government
two years ngo, entered Pembroke, Den-
nys, Penobscot, St. Croix and other riv-
ers in eastern Malne as part of the
fisheries bureau pNan of stocking the
east with the pride of the Pacific coast

catch.

The bureau's investigation shows
that the humpback in its new environ-
ment retains its Pacific coast habit of
proceeding to the ocean shortly after
it begins to swim and returning to the
rivers to spawn and die when two
years old.

The government has made annual
shipments of eggs of the humpback
salmon across the continent for the
last five years, drowing the consign-
ments alternately from Washington
and Alaska.

FOUGHT IN PALESTINE.

Canadian Soldier Gives His Impres.
sion of the Orient.

Under date of Dec. 28th, 1917,
H. H. Dewart, M.P.P., of Toronto,
hag received the following letter from
Capt. Norman 8. Macdonnell, Royal
Field Artillery, Palestine:

“I* s a long time since I wrote you
a decen! letter. But it is alse a long
time since I have had any spare time
to write in. Fighting here is not so
fearfully severe, but with open war-
fare, a far-away base, impoverished
and undeveloped country, and scanty
equipment, the work of carrying on
is pretty considerable and not much
time is left over,

“The capture of Jerusalem was
great. One division appreached from

The main fight occurred outside and
the city surrendered. We marched
in, each battalion and battery on its
own account. So I led mine. It was
fine, No ‘spit and polish’ parade.
Heavy rain had deluged the horses,
men and vehicles in mud; clothing
and equipment was torn and lost. But
it was the rehl thing. And I had all
the pride of the Celt as I rode at the
head of my guns through all the star-
ing throng of Orientals of three con-
tinents. It was splendid to be the
representation of the greatest power
on earth in a day of triumph. From
the point of view of immediate mili-
tary advantage the fall of Jerusalem
is not important as compared with
actions in France. But from the gen-
eral view it is important. It is some-
thing for the Cross to have swept
away the Crescent after so many cen-
turfes; and it is something to feel
that it has been done by Britain.
Bagdad, Mecca, Jerusalem—all gone
from Islam. Only Damascus and Con-
stantinople remain. As I rode dnto
the city and out again along the old
wall and past the Damaseus Gate I
thought I was in Fairyland: All the
old Bible stories I heard as a kid—
Sennasherib and Nebuchadnezzar;
the history learned later at college—
Rome and Mahomet; the romance of
the Crusaders and the Frank; the
might of Britain; the present condi-
tions—it all galloped through my
head, and I laughed to think that it
was all true.

‘“This is an extraordinary land in
that way. It is at once so strange and
so familiar. The names are familiar.
One night we camped at .
is only eight miles away; I
am near the Mount of Olives at pres-
ent, ahead are —————, and further
still ————. The heavens at night
are wondrously brilliant; no wonder
they impressed the ancient imagina-
tion. And those hills have looked for
6,000 years on scenes like these.
‘“The London Scottish climbing the
mountain tracks, with kilt and pip=,
must be not unlike those older batta-
lions. (Man! It is great to see them—
the hills and the pipers!) And yet it
is very strange. We are very near
cut off,. We never heard of the col-
lapse in Italy till after six weeks. We
read of things at home and in Eng-
land as of things in another sphere.
And the names and tales that are so
familiar come from very:long ago. So
much that is strange has jntervened.
Somehow it is a very lonely land.
To fall here seems very lonely. But
cheero! We have taken Jerusalem;
things are O.K. And everybody is
hearty. On thé whole in the last two
months the weather has been great.
Now it is terrible. The rainfall here
is as great as that of London; and it
all comes at once; we are getting it
now, and it has made transport al-
most impossible; even the camels are
giving out. But who cares? It is
worth it. The last two months have
been among the best of my life, The
East has its points.”

Out West,

Americans in thousands are plan-

What is the real feeling of the
average man in Germany in regard to
the sinking of hospital ships, the de-
struction of cathedrals and universi-
ties, air raids on defenceless towns,
and similar acts? I am often asked
this question. In the first place, the
people are misled by press and politi-
cian, and official reports can always
justify any procedure intended to ad-
vance the national cause. Germany
is not entirely singular in this re-
spect. But that is not the real ex-
planation of the every-day German
attitude toward “frightfulness.” Here,
as In all the other factors which go
to make up Germanism, we trace the
influence of the Prussian system.
“Frightfulness” of some kind or oth-
er has characterized the whole his-
tory of the Prussian life, and it is
to-day accepted as a matter of course
by the man in the street. Krieg ist
krieg (war is war) has been the us-
ual excuse for tke outrages of the
past three years. The guestion so of-
ten asked in England, ‘“Is the Ger-
man conscience dead?’” points to an
inability to grasp the implications of
that conscience. Deutschland uber
Alles has long been the expression of
the conscience of Germany.—A. D.
McLaren in Atlantic.

Paraguay’'s Resources.
Paraguay has a population various-
ly estimated at 800,000 to 1,000,000,
but according to a report from Henry
H. Balch, American Consul at Asun-
cion, the actual buying capacity
would probably be measured by an
average population of 300,000 as
found in the United States. The
wealth of the country is chiefly cen-
tered in the agricultural, cattle and
timber industries, none of which is
yet very well developed. As an Amer-
ican concern, however, is now con-
structing a big meat packing and re-
frigerating plant near Asuncion, and
has acquired grazing and quebracho
timber lands, all of which represent
an estimated value of $5,000,000
United States gold, and another Am-
erican packing company has bought
a local meat-packing plant capitaliz-
ed at $§250,000, and now almost ready
for operations, considerable develop-
ment in the industry of the country
will take place, and this will stimu-
late other lines.
