John Smith, one of the pioneer 
residents of Brooke township; died at 
the home of his daughter, Mrs. Thos.

Mr. Rayner also emphasized the 
fact that the “Lambeth Appeal for 
the Re-union of Christendom” issued 
by the House of Bishops in England 
was in reality an invitation to the 
Roman Catholic and Greek Orthodox 
Churches to unite with Protestant 
churches, and warned all true 
Protestants to resist and oppose such 
a union.

The sermon closed with an appeal 
to all to accept Jesus Christ as their 
Saviour ; to earnestly live for God 
and strive to serve Him, and ever to 
be loyal to our Protestant Faith.

After the service the Orangeman 
marched back to their hall where a 
resolution was enthusiastically adopt­
ed tendering the sincere thanks of 
the Brethren to the Rev. Mr. Rayner 
for bis able and inspiring sermon, 
and to the choir of the Congregation­
al church for the fine music provided.
