“¢The rainy season,’ oceurs between
November and May. During the rest of
the year no rain falls. This ruiny season is
a curious misnomer, and gives many the
impression that rain falls constantly during
the winter months, making the weather
very unpleasunt and disagreeable. The con-
dition of things is just reverse, KEvery
shower of rain is cagerly looked for, and
gladdens the heart of permanent resident
and tourist alike. The amount that falls
during the whole year seldom exceeds
twenty inches, in some placesnotmore than
twelve to fifteen inches; but, as all the rain
falls during these winter months, and none
during the rest of the year, they call it the
mh{ senson. In most parts of Southern
California it is too dry and dusty for con-
venience and comfort even during the rainy
season in winter.

The ¢
prospects are excellent. Hon. David Lu‘m
ex-(rovernor of the North-West, and editor
of the Patriot, makes this contribution to
dissertations called forth by the earliness
of the season :

We are strong believers in the theory
that the great variations in the seasons are
owing to changes in the sun itself. Scient-
ists say that fewer spots are visible in the
orb of day now than for years past. Not
a few observers hold the opinion that there
is a minimam period of sun spots every
eleven years, and that the maximum of
spots is about half way between, or from
five to six years after the com:paratively
spotless periods. In some countries it
would appear that the greatest rainfall is
during tie maximum of spots, and in others
during the minimum. .ﬁ' is remarkable
that in the North-West,in the years 1873
and 1874, there was a drought accompanied
by invasions of locusts ; and that in 1885
and 1886 there was recurrence of droughts,
happily unattended with damage from the
win, pests of the American deserts.
Last year, on the other hand, there were
fine rains and abundant crops in our west-
ern prairies.

He slee great deal, for his
house is insufficiently ted and thenights
are long, but by dayh:glt he has occupa-
tions enough. ' He has boats to build and
oars to shape ; saddles and harnesses to
mend; or he sorts the wool which the
women spin into yarn and then knits itinto
stockings or weave into coarse homespun
flannel, like wadmal. A busy sound of
whxmng wheels often greets the ear when
you enter the farmhouse, and you find. the
women all at work at the end of the long
room. Another duty devolves upon the
heads of the household at isolated farms.
There are good elementary schools in many
places thronghout the island, but in remote
districts the children must be taught at
home. In summer the time is occupied
with out-door work, but in the compara-
tively idle days of winter the father, or not
unfrequently the mother, teaches the
chiidren of either sex the common branch-
es. Iceland is the best educated commun-
ity on the face of the earth; throughout
the length and breadth of the Tand there is
nobody who cannot read and write, and
the general knowledge of some of these ob-
