News of Aug. 5th]

This evening at 7 o’clock, the corn­
er stone of the New Methodist Church 
will be well and truly laid with ap­
propriate ceremonies and prayers.

B. J. Porter, the New Glasgow Metho­
dists are making good headway, and 
this forward move speaks louder than 
words as to what is being done.

The 
old church has been raided several 
feet, veneered with a brick casing and 
a capacious assembly room, arranged 
for beneath the main auditorium, 
which practically doubles the floor 
space. A new chancel was added for 
the choir. The contractor, as stated, 
is Mr. Henderson, who is an expert 
and the brick and stone work is in the 
capable hands of Messrs. McKenzie 
and Copeland,

A casual visitor finds it hard to 
grasp vhat's what, as much work has 
still to be done and it will be October 
before the church will be ready for 
occupancy.

The pews are being furnished by 
the Globe Fiirniture Co., of Waterloo,
Ont., who are also supplying the pul­
pit furniture etc.

The assembly room is what pleases 
Mr. Porter most, who is an enthusiast 
on the question of Sunday School 
work. There will be nine class rooms 
in addition to the kitchen, furnace 
rooms, toilets, etc.

LESLIE R. FAIRN
4k-3 LONDON, Aug. 7—David Lloyd 

George, the British prime minister, 
today in a speech before the House of 
Commons, reviewed extensively the 
war situation. He referred particu­
larly to what had been accomplished 
in the recent drive by the Allied forc­
es on the Soissons-Rheims salient, to 
the destruction of German submar­
ines, of which 150 had been accounted 
for since the war began—more than 
half of these in the last year—and the 
part the Americans now were playing 
and would play later in the fight for 
the cause of democracy.

“He would be a sanguine man on 
the German general staff, who would 
now predict that Germany could ob­
tain a military decision this year,” 
the premier declared, as he character­
ized Marshal Foch’s counter-offensive 
as “the most brilliant in the annals 
of the war.”

Reverting to peace, Mr. Llloyd 
George said the people who made the 
war still were in evidence and that 
they could have no peace so long as 
they were predominant in the councils 
of the enemy.

Mr, Lloyd George referred to the 
part the British navy had played in 
the war, and said that until all the 
Allies were defeated at sea, Germany 
could never triumph.

When Great Britain decided to 
throw her whole weight into the war 
four years ago, he continued, she did 
so because of an outrage on inter­
national rights. Had she not taken 
this decision the whole course of the 
war would have been different. He 
pictured the part the navies have play­
ed in the war, in the vast wilderness­
es of the sea, with no one to witness 
or to describe their operations, and 
said he did not think that many per­
sons realized that if the Allies were 
defeated on the water the war would 
be over.
