Squash have been known to keep
two seasons amnd still be fit for use
when stored this way. "They cannot,
however, be stored to good advantage
in damp places, either cellars or pits,
and keep very long.

Pumpkins may be kept all winter
with good results, but they, too, do
not keep in damp places nearly so
well as in dry warm places.—C. S.
