Her Mdjasty the ()ucon was
not required to denounce the practices
of Buddhietn and Ilslamistn, but the
religious belief of four tifths of Caris-
tendom, thu creed of ninetesn centur
fes, she was requlred to ** profess,
testify, and declare "to be ** super
stitious and ldolatrous,” befors she
should be crowned.

The Orangemen of Canada heve
boen recently busy passing resolu-
tions in their Grand l.odge meetings,
to the effact that this atrecity must be
perpatuated. Fromm tLem we could
not expect anything else. They are
always prepared for the exercise of
the tyranny aud oppressiveness which
they manifested frow the first days of
the institution of their order, but the
people of Great Britian hava ceased to
be dominated by Oravgeism and the
spirit of bigotry and animosity which
animates {t, and the time has arrived
when we should uss every effort to
putan end to thko atrocity.

We bave said that we cannot
approve of any agitation to restore
the Stuart dynasty, but by all means
let the offsusive Coroaation Oath be
abolished. It is unendurable, aud we
believe that the Britith parliament
will abolish {t when the matter is
properly brought before it: and
certainly, neither the Queen unor the
two houses of parliament have any
reason to believe that the present
agitation among the Orangemen, for
the retention of that oath, is dictated
by loyalty or love for Iiritish institu-
tious. Even the anti-Catholic Act of
Settlement did not satisfy their big
otry, but in 1536 a dangerous con-

Wby, then,
should the Parliament now submit to
the dictation of that ill-famed associa-
tion? Aud why should we be deterred
by their raving from demanding
what is just and reagonable ?

TIER.

The Ne¢w Prelate of Threo Rivers.

Tu the parish of St. Genleve de
Batiscan, which to-day forms part of
the parish of St. Prosper, Francols
Xavier Cloutier was born on November
20d, 1Si5, his paronts belag Jean
Cloutier, a farmer, and Olive Rivard.

In 1861 M. Cloutier entered the Sem-
inary of Three Rivers, aud thers
began a course of study that was
crowned with succees.

In the fall of 1865 the young scholar
had just completed ooe year in phtloso-

phy, end baving already decided to
consecrate his 11fe to the service of God,
and the seminary betng in need of
professurs, he was requested to linmedl
ately prepare for ordinativn, af er
which he was entrusted with the direc.
tion of the fourth class

He had to complete {u the meantime
hig studies in philosophy and theology
Tals wae the begiuntng ot hi, extraor
dinary life of iabor that edi'ied and as
tonished all.

In 170 he was appointed 1’rofessor
of Rhatoric, which pesition he hwed
until 1) During tha iuterval ba-
tween 1577 and 1=~0 he occupled toe
high and respoustn.s position of Pre
fect of S:udles to the Ssmionary of
Three Rivers, to which he owcd his
own Intellectual training sod that he
dearly loved. Rev. M Cioutler left
the remembdrance (f an ardeut and 1n-
defatigable worker. 1o opened 1u
this new fisld, somuewhat counfined,
those eminunt qualities which, later
ou, won admiration in his curial ad-
ministration, to the progress of the in
stitution.

inthe year ix~0 his ILordship. the
Bishop of Three Rivers,called the Rev
M Cloutier to the ¢xercles of parcch-
{al miulstry by appoluting him Vicar
at his Cathedral, where the young
priest displayed an ardent zeal in the
diecharge of his duties.

In 1553 be accompanied His Lord
ship, the iate Bishop L flache, to Rome,
and upon his return was appointed
Chancellor of the Diocess. In 151 he
was appointed Canon and Rector of
the Cathedral.

As Vicar His Lordship Hev. M
Cloutler labored zealously amougst his
parishionors. He formed various re-
ligious socleties and gave tothose al
ready {n existence a usew impetus.

At leugth his heaith failed, and at
the end of the year 135%) he was com
pelled to take a well-decerved rest.
The return to his parish on O:ober
1st, 1599, was the occaston of a grand
demoneiration on the part of the citl- '
zens of Three Rivers, which all who
waore pressat will long keep in happy
remoembrance.

In September, 1547, His Lordship
celebrated his silver jubllee, sacer-
dotal. Thalis was the occasion of a
grand festival in the parish of S..
Prosper.

The laxity of our div-
orce laws is opporad to the stability of
the family and society. The famlly,
as knoyn amoug us, is a creation of
Christlawity, renting on the nacredness
and indissoludllity of the marriage
contract. It is the nursery of society,
the hope of the Siate, the >radle of its
dostinies. While it remains pure, so
loug will a healthy public sentiment
prevall ; s0 long wili our sound, free
{nstitutions flourish ; 90 long will the
voters be ready to vebuke the arro-
gauce of mere money, to frown upon
ofli:isl corruptions, and compel leglala-
tion to lighten the burdens of the
workingman. Now, divorce is the
means the law suppiies for tha rata of
the famlily, and, remotely, for the ruin
of the State.

A gifted priest once said: ‘! Qace
give the worid to understand that mar-
Tiage i3 but a simple compact by which
two porsons of opposite sexes agree to
livs together couditlonally for & time,
and the pormancy of the family ia de-
stroyed ; the sacredness of covjugal
{ove {s degraded bdefore the law into
mere sextual desire : that institution
which Carlet blessod and declared to
symbolize His own unlon with the

Church becomes, at the best, a systemn
of stirpicuiture, and nuptial altars are
converted into shambles of licentious-
ness.” The family is the parsut of
soclety, and it should be the glory of
the Siate to protect it hy the abolltion
of all divorce laws. Tais might, and
probahlv would, entall iudividnal cases
of suffering, but it would lead to a

juster appreclation of the duties and

difticulties of the married state. Sep
aration for just aud proper cause
aration for just and proper causes
might be allowed, but in no cass shou'd
the tie be severed. The marriage con-
tract is for life, and death alnne can
freo man or wife.—~ American Herald.

THE VENEZUELA ARBITRATION
COMMISSION.

Tﬁe war with Spain and the Paace
Conference have diverted attention
from the Veuezuela Atrbitr. tlon Com-
mission. whick met for the first time on
June 15, in Parls, and which really
constitutes an international incident of
the highest imporiance. It represents
the greatest triumph yet achieved by
Americ.n diplomacy, and the formal
recognition of the Monree Doctrins by
Jreat Britalo.

To appreciate the significance of this
meating of arbitrators, we should cail
to mind the scope and history of the
controversy which i{s now the subject
of adjudication. In 1514, Great Bri.
taln obtatned from Holland a territory
on the northern coast of South Americs,
which was generally supposed to be
bounded on the west by the Esse-
quibo River, and to comprise 20,000
tquare miles, Saccemive encroach-
ments toock place at the ex-
pense of Venezuels, which, after its ino-
depeudence was ackunowledged, had
succeeded to the rights of Spain, uatil
the tract to which Eagland laid claim
comprehended 109 000 square miles,
and included Barima Polat, at the
wouth of the Ocinoco, the potsession of
which would give the control of that
great waterway. For upward of half
a contury, the British Foreiga Offize
turned & deaf ear to the request of
Venezuela tbat the western boundary
of British Guiana might be determined
by an impartial tribunal. In the
spring of 1585, however, Lord Grau-
ville agreed that the demarcation
should be settled by arbitrators, but
the agreement was repudiated by Lord
Salisoury, who, in the Fear nsmed,
succeeded him at the Forelgn Offize.
Nothing more was dove for eleven
years, although the Uoited S:ates,
considering that the forcible occupa-
tion by a Enropean monarchical power

'Veuezuela would be protected by the
i Unfted S:ates with force of arms. To
lthat message both Houses of Congress
jreturned an enthusiastic and almest
unanimous reply. Nor is there a
shadow of a doubt that, had not Lord
Salisbury eaten his words and retreated
from the position taken in his letter to
Sectetary Olney, a war between Great
Britain and the Ugited States must
havesventually taken place. Oarown

Mr. Cleveland agsumed in his message,
but Lord Salisbury, after some delay,
was constrained by Eoglich pubdlic
opinion to do the very thlog which, as
