Great efflorts have been put forth froin

diffèrent sources to encourage the grovth
in Manitoba aîîd the Nortlîwest Terri-
tories of pure red fyle wvheat only, and
anlong tliose using, such efflbrt inay bu in-
cluded Tirs Co.%IMNEIICIAL. Thle argu-
monts used during the past few years to
persuade our farinera to stick to this
wheat have iii sonie instances been very
alluring, and judgin- froin the large pro.
portion of that wvhent now produced iii
tIhjs country, tiiese arguments have also
bee very convin . ing. [t dici not require
dny oije to tell our farmers that in raising
red fyfe wheat, they were raising tlue
flest înilling whuat grawn, since tho roller
prot:ess of nîilling becauio genreral. They
were wvelt aware of that fact, and could
look ta, the huge îililing- centre at
Minneapolis, whichi îas fast crushing out
computitors in every market, where a frce
entry coîîld bu haci for its products But
they %vere akso told that for red fyfe
wheût millers wverci prepared to, pay a
lii.,îir ligntre than for aiiy other variety.
It was a coinimon practice to state, thatf
ten cents a I)usllel mûre would be paid for
it thau for aiîy other variety of spring
wheat. This last stateient 'vas mode
whlen wlîeat îvas wvoth a dollar a bushiel
andi oter, aîid of course at prescrnt prices
it wvould bu folly to expect so, large a
miar"gin. But a prendim zf five to six
cents a bushiel would still ding to, it evun
at present prices, and this our farmers
are entitled to expect.

Thure can be no doubt, but our local
millcrs and dealers still maintain a con-
siderable difference of price between bard
fyfe and soft wheat, but the tendeney of
eastern nmarkets point to the belief, that
they will mat long boe able to hold ta that
différence.

anoid a clouti cf bluster on.their tree rail-
way policy. 0f course there are semee
advanced tiinkere, and they include in
their iiumber the buik cf the business
slhrewdness cf the province. Thase.min
cf advanced thought now question, and,
i fact a!ways did question, if there was

one particle ef honesty in the profesnions
of regard for provincial rsilway rights
madle by Mr. Norquay and bis colleagues.
0f course it would have been unisafete
have mentioncd these doubts three
nionths ago, when Yr. Nprquay was :fly-
ing around in eastern financial circles,
peddling the debentures of the province
with an awkwardness andi apparent
though possibiy feigti eagernerss, which
were suflicient te eventually block their
sale. Thn Premier's mistaken idea that
debertures9 coulti be isold in the saine
mariner ais a costermnser sella .nuU. or
apples, certainly did net iniprove the
credit cf the province, and niay Le
sufficient ef itself te a,.,aunt for the
finâncial failure -connected with'the whole
R. R. V. scherne.

The pubflication by an evening paper
cf the text cf the contract betwecn tho
Local Gevernîmcnt and Mr. Hot% con-
tracter for flic conipletion of the K. R. V.
raulway, is another item cf eniliglîteriment
for outsiders, andi ruiner bas it that this
contract bias been aigned, sealeti and
delivered te Mr. Holt. If suchi is the case,
we have another official act, which muakes
a geod companion for that cf lianding Mr.
Hoit the Manitoba deheliturca on the
H-udsou's B3ay railway amounting te
$256,000 witlîout a dollar's worth cf
soeurity et any description. Truly cur
provincial rulers bave showmt a strange
aptitude for mnuddling business trans-
actions, wvhich a weli-intormed peanut
vendor mifflt have succesùxlly carried
te coînpletion.

Rtunors of the îîmest startling character
regarding the Local Governinelit a% a
wlîole, and imîdividuai members thereof
are flyinig aromnd, and some of theffe are
supportcd by the strongest kind et cie-
cunîstantial corrobioration, but if is as
wve1 te let timei develop a littile more
before allowving thei to appear in print.
That some of thein 'viii thieken tmp and
t.ske detixtite shape betore long, we bave
ne resens te doubt. Timat a jumble cf
blunderi,,; incompetency aud perverse
stupidity, if net soniethinig worse wvill be
laid bare there is every reason te expeet.

The Manitoba tax payer may wel! clte
the Peitacoutal cry, ",Whist shall we do
te be savedl." Ia the govertinent cf the
trovince le sees enly incompetcncy, rot-
per.es. and corruption, and Le faits te set
whence deliverance will cerne.

\%Vith Mr. Nerquay and )lis collegues
the Pentacostsi cry may aise be made.
That gentleîemn's greatest eare bas always
been te ke.ep himuself saiely enjeying. the
spoils et office, and by sorne aatenîahing
tests as a political acrobat he holds ou;
until the present. That le will moon be
compelled te appeal te tbe electors is
almost a certainty, and it romiains te be
sern if they will give hum anether chance.
There is one branch cf ftic Christian
churcli which denies salvation te ail] out,
aide et its own paie exccopt upon the
ground et "lInvinciblP ignorance." We
think this would be a gooti plea for Mr.
Norquay te muake, wbeu. next he appeals
f0 the electors. In the management or
rather nismanagernent of the affairs cf
the province, Le and bis collegues bave
shown the ,nost invincible ignorance ot
the tirst priuciples of business. Perhaps
the bulk et the ehecters miglit shlow bim
the pardon wbich is gemîerally extended
te it, and accept his as hoîtest ignorance.
l3efore a year passes, they wiIl doubtîass
get a chance et expresaing an opinion at
the ballot box, and we shall then see hew
the Norquiay Governinent farts, and how
much the people et the- province appreci-
ste its efflorts <real or prof encled) at build-
ina comnpeting rmilways.
