- THE official statement of the Banks in
Canada for the month of October has been
issued - with even more than the wusual
promptltude The most favorable feature
is the 1 mcrease of $4,000,000 in circulation,
brmgmn' it up to a total within a fraction of
- $38,000, 000, a sum never hitherto before
reached. This augmentation woild appear
to indicate either that the movement of pro-
duce has fan'ly begun and is more extensive
* then was lately hoped for, or that general
trade has so much increased as to have
“required this addition. At the same time
Dominion Grovernment deposits decreased
during October by the considerable amount
of $3,745,000, and public deposits fell off
$1,356,000. . Since August 31 the public
deposits have been reduced $3,111,000.
The movement of foreign exchanges ‘has
been  sensibly against us. The spee1e
reserve of the banks during October de.
creased $917, 437 while that of the Govern-
ment decreased in the same period $851,850,
making a. reduction of $1,769, 287 in the
visible supply of specie. Of this’ amount a
considerable proportion undoubtedly con-
' sists of silver paid out for purchases of the
crop and for the ordinary purposes of busi-
ness. .The discounts show an expansion of
$2,920,000, of which $430 000 is in loans to
Joxnt~st0ck companies.  This i mcrease is due
in a great measure to the crop movement,
The total liabilities at the close of October
‘Were.$2;581, 000 less than in September and
the assets $1 413 000 less.

of 'the” local Lcgislature, This canal was
built'at the "time when rarlways were Just'
bemg heard of a&'a possible' means of trms-
portatlon, and ' was mtended to" divert’ the
carrymg trade bct\\ cen “the Aflantic sea-
board:' and the Laltes with intérmediate
places, to the 01ty of New York. That
trade, whlch has now '1ssumed such rrwantlo
jproportions, was then in its merest mfanoy,
mnar; could, the most sanguine foresee: the
tdevelopment it. was so.soon to exhibit,
DEWITT CLINTON'S great pr oject more than
fulfilled the intention of its sagacious origin-
ator, but'became at last in great danoer of
bemg rendered valueless by means of the
: newer power—the 1ellways Its utlhty was
further’ greatly menaced by the enlargement
of the Canadian ‘canal systcm connecting
the great Lakis and the seaport of Montreal.
Between these two hostile influences the
alternative. presented "in the State of New
York™ was, either to close up’ this great|
artery of commumcatmn ‘or, by abolishing
all tolls, to give it a new chance of success-
fully compelmn' w1th domestlc and foreign
rivals. Wlsely in” their own “interests, no

doubt the people have decided to venture .

on the new policy. The' enlartrement of the
Canadian canal system was decided on to
carryout the same policy which actuated
the originator of the Erie Canal, namely, to
allure the carrying trade to a qreat national
port\ The obJectlve pomts were of course
dxﬁ'erent New York being the aim of one
and Montreal of the other. It has of late
been incontestably established that the Erie
canal system could no longer be even kept
open w1thout ‘some radical ehange of
pohcy, ‘domestic’ land rivalry and forelgu
water comnpetition being corfessedly too
much for it successfully to encounter. Thus
one only ‘hope remained—that of the abo-
lition of tolls. ‘In the face of 'this new
pohcy what course must the Domnuon now
pursue 27 Is it to keep on the present tolls
and see the growing. usefulness of its eanal
syutem dwmdle away intor ms1gmﬁcance?

Or boldly meet this hew antagonism by
cancelling all its own tolls also? To-day;
six-sevenths of the imports levied on vessels
passing through our Canadian canals are
under American registration, only about
126,000 tons being transported in Canadian
bottoms. The annual revenue accruing to
us from these tolls is only some $250,000

{per annum, ~ Are we to sacrifice this petty

amount, or, retzumnrr it, render all our
former enormous expenditure useless, and
gee the whole of the magnificent and grow-

points above us and go to build up alien
ports? Further, are we prepared to virtu-
ally throw away our enormous expenditure

{in improving Montreal harbor and deepen-
ing the St. Lawrence so as to make it

navigable for the largest ocean-going steam-
ers? ‘We have now, after no small sacri-
fices, opened up a system of navigation from
the straits of Belle Isle to the hiead of Lake
Supcrlor (counting' in the Sault Ste. Marie
Canal), making” an avalldble water way of
nearly 2,500 miles. " Will the Canadian
people be willing to lose the results of all
these ellorts thr ourrh a financial fear of con-
fronting the new e'mal policy of our neigh-
bors?, We are inclined to think not, but
that, on the contrary, our Parliament at
Ottawa will meet the emergency boldly by
declannrr our own canals freealso. The St.
Lawrence is the only routé marked out by
Nature for this great international carrying-
trade, and we shell not be so penny-wise
and pound-foolish as to reject so beneficent
a gift. We must be prepared to accept the
alternatxve of losing’ our petty tolls or
gammg a great, an mexhdustlble, trade.

THE LANCASHIRE PLATEWAY.

AN English project, which has for its aim
nothing less than a'revolution in'the inland
transportation of ‘merchandise,* will be
brought before Parliament for its sanction
during the coming: winter. ‘The enterprise
is “backed ‘by 'Liverpool - merchants; 'The
project is designated: “The Lancashire Plate-
way,” and; broadly stated, the proposal is to
lay out a series of roadways, radiating from
Liverpool, to the centres of manufacturing
industry in South Lancashire, tocariy along
the roadways double sets-of iron-plates cor-
responding in- breadth with ‘the wheels of
ordinary : waggons, Lo ‘setthe loaded wag-
gon on this smooth plateway, and draw
them by steam’traction engines to their ap-
pointed destination. Passenger traffic is
excluded from the scope of the scheme,which
is confined entirely to goods, and the antici-
pation is that it will be possible to carry
these at a much lower. rate’than is now
charged by the rallway companies. The
movement has its origin and motive in the
burdensome charfres now lev1ed ‘which
have becn the sub]ect of. persxstent protest
by all the commerclal bodxes of Liverpool.

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ROBBING A BANK OF A MILLION,

Dsrrotr, Nov. 13 —By the imprisonment of Samuel F.
Perry, alias Payton, in Jackson Prison for five years on a
charge of being implicat-d in the robbery of the County
Treasury there disapars fir the time being a remarkabl
character.  Perry w.s & great grandson of Commander
Purry, of naval fame, and was a man of more than
ordinary intelligence. e was a graduate of the Naval
Academy at Annopolis, and at cne time promised to
ornament an honorabls profession. He was, however,
more or less inclined to vicious practices from early youth,
and in an interview with « r-porter acknowledged that he
was implicated in the prest Biltimore bank robbery a few
yearsago. When asked how mu:h they got, he said about
one milliondollars. * We rented & building next door and
wure at work for months befors we succeeded in working
through and getting possession of the money, It was the
largest and most successful piece of work performed in
tho United States. We vscaped with every dollar of the
amount to Canada, chartered » tug to Liverpool, and ‘went
direct to London. From there we visited the Continent
and gave grand dinners in all the principal capitals of
Europe, aud had a grand time generally. Pinkerton, of
Chicago, was employud Ly the bank to follow and induce
usi to return a portion of the money, but we were not in
that line of business. I shook bands with Pinkerton in
London, but that was all the gatisfaction he or the bank
received from his trip, We remained in Rurope three
yoars. In the meantime the only witness against us died
Then we returned to America, having just money enough
left to get us back axain.” When asked if ho was not also
connected with Qol. Corrigan's Fenian expedition to
Ircland in 1865, he replied that he was; that being a
sailor, he was engaged to sail the vessel. ¢ As we neared
the Irish const we were sighted hy a British man.of-war,
Some of the * terriers, us they call the Irish on bosrd ship,
took to the small boits, and [ ran the vessel on the rocks
Corrigan and I escapwd, but several of the men were
captured and imprisoned. Perry also gave a detailed
account of the County Treasury robbery, and the manner
the job was put up wud carrird out., He has a wife and
daughter, the latter being in- her sixteenth year, residing
in New York., He also said he had expected $200 frem
the notorious # R.d” Lewry to aid him in his recent trial,
but for some reason neither he nor others of whom he had
a right to expect aid, came forward to his rescue when. he
needed them,

A GIRL MURDERED BY MISSIONARIES.

The trial of the two cx-cmployes. of the Church
Missionary Society, Willinm F. John and Jobn Williams,
together with their wives, on the charge of the wilful
murder of A young native girl in the year 1877, at Onitsha,
on the Niger, concluded at Sierra Leone on October 18,
after a twelve days'h aring.  The priseners were convicted
of manslaughter, and were renteneed as  follows :—
Williams and his wife to twenty years' penal servitude;
John to eighteen and a’ hwlf years’ ponal servitnde; and
Mre. John to two years' imprisonment with hard labor.
The sentence upon John would have been the same as
that upon Willinms bLut for the' fuct that he had been in
prison swaiting trial for about vighteen months. Accord-
ing to the evidence clicted at the trisl, the deceased girl,
together with a compsnion, ran away from the service of
the prigoner John. On beirg brought back the two girls
were tied togethor, back to back, snd whipped with
barbarious cruelty not only by the prisoners themselves,
but by others at their instigation, The victims were
left lying on the ground in- ghe hroiling sun throughout
the day, and their sgonies were increased by the
application of pepper to their wounds. One of the girls
succumbed to the injuries she sustnined, but the ether
gurvived. The aflair bas created-an immense sensation
throughout the colony, and the sentence is generally
warmly approved. - The fact that the circumstances
oceurred 80 long agoe as 1877, while the trial of the
prisoners has only now taken place, has naturally excited
surprise, The explavation given for the delay is that,
although the death of the girl wus the oceasion of sus-
picion and inquiry ameng the British subjects, mostly
natives of Sierrw Lcone, at OQuitsha, in 1877, every
attempt .to find out the truth of the casemet with the
greatest difficulties, many people who were in a position
to give evidence being themselves more or less implicated
in tho affair. But for the determination of a Mr. Haas-
treep, the matter would not have scen the light at all.—
London Standard.

A TENNESSEE PRISONER WHO NIGHTLY ENACTS
THE CRIME WITH WHICH HE IS CHARGED.

" Tu the Davidson county jail is confined a man on the
chargs of murder who js given to somunmbulistic habits.
When the bells of the city uslicr in miduight the prisoner
ariges from his couch in a stealthy and noiseless manner,
creeps out to the door of the cell and scrutinizes the hall,
or as much-of itas can be seen through the door, and also
every corner of his narrow apartinent, as if intent upon
gatislying himself thut uo one s in the vicinity. He then
proceeds to take a cotton shirt and fills the body of it with
the covering of the bed, also stuffing the arms full. He
places this in one corner on a chair and puts upon the top
of ita hat, Having arranged this to suit him, the
gomnambulist with noiseless tread walks over to the place,
where a broom is kept and grarps it as ifit were a gun and
creeps.with a cat-like tread upon-the figure in the chair,
The' manceuvre consumes considerable time, the ¢ sleeper”
apparently acting asif. he was engaged in picking his way
through brush, . .

Having arrived at a point from which a good view can be
commanded, he coolly and deliberately raises the broom in
vight angles to his shoulder, After taking along aim he

LONDON FOSSILS.

That living lions once ronred where Landseer’s stone
oncs now do their silent sentinel duty, is strange, but
true. The discovery of fossils at Charing Cross, on the
site where Messrs. Drummond’s new premises stand,
brings this fact homo to the mind. The fossils are aboup
 hundred in number, representing for the most part the
ponderous animals that roamed among our primeval
forests, when as yet man was not, or was just making his
appearance, although a few of the remains were found in
later deposits.
