THE UNDERWRITERS' ASSOCIATION.
''he annual meeting of the UTnderwriters'

Association, leld in this city last week,
was characterized by less discussion than
usual. The agenda mnay naturally be
supposed to fall off iii importanice accord-
ing as thie Associatioi grows in years, and
while the proceedings at hie meetings are
always interesting, the efforts of the body
are likely to be directed in the future more
to the conservation of the tariff and other
rules alrceady established thai to the
enactimient of new ones. Tlie principal dis-

eussion of the meetihg last week centred
round the attitude of a certain American
company, doing little business in Canada
as yet, but quite ready to take large lines,
whicl has for some timo past been too
casily tempuîted to kick over the traces,
especially iu some of ifs Ontario -business.
The western representative of this little
concern with the imitative title denied the
charges broughit against his company of
violating tariff rates, andui was not by any
means abashed when indubitable proofs
were placed before him. A certain woollen
mill liad been written at 1 A; an eastern
cotton mili ait a proportionuate reduetion,
.and there was another instance at the
Capital. 'lie discussion over these derelie-
tions of duty resulted iii a motion inîstruct-
ing tlie secretary to wyrite. to tie head
ollice of tlie offendinig agency, and it is to
be hoped that it may have the desired
effect. 1t is of the utiost importance that

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the rules in respect of the tariff be inviola-
bly maintained if insurance is to be con-
ducted on souind business princîiples and
not degenerat agalin into the slough t
wlicli it had nîearly crept before the As-
sociation attained its era of mature use-
fulnîess.

'fTle question of a deposit of fifty dollars
by aci company as a guarantee against
the backslidings of brokers is in a fair way
of beling settled, now tliat ee of the mlost
infiuential of the comnpaiiies, whicli liad
taken a few weeks te consider, lias agreed
to corne in. As one of the three companies
whichl lad not signified their willingiess
te consent to the proposal, vas moro> wait-
iiig till ail the others liad agreed, it is not
probable tliat the remaining stauicli o(l
Briton will hiold ailoof. The Association is
doing good work, and although this is an
einanation from the Toronto Board, there
can he no question of ifs utility wien the
great majority se decide. In a multitude
of counicillors there is wisdomn-anîd this is
specially truc of the mniy singularly able
men who ldirect flie operations of the lire
insurance compalles doing business in
Canada. Il the organîization referred to
they have evolved order ont of compara-
tive chaos, and if they enly adliere uani-
mously to the establislied ruiles, tempered
witli the wise elasticity in schedule rat-
ings agreed upon at the recent maeotiig,
insured and insurer will reap mutual
benefit.

Mr. G. F. C. Smitlh resigned the position
of president of the Association, whici lie
lias filled so satisflctorily for sone years,
and the cliolc felil imanimnouisly on Mr. J.
J. Kenny. Apart from Mr. Kenny's fitnîess
for the position, it ias felt that Toronto
sliould slare tlie privilege alternately with
Montreal of furnishing a president for the
Association. Mr. S. C. Duncan-Clark of
Toronto continues vice-president in that
city and MIr. W. Tatley i ifoitreal.
Mr. 'fatley will probably find bis functions
largely increased unler the cireunmstances,
and it is ieedless to say that nu one could
perfori thein with better tact or witli
greater concern for the lasting iiterests of
the Association.

GRAIN SIIORIAGES.

The increasiig volume of the grain busi-
ness of this Port las naturally brought the
question of grain shortages into greater
prominence tha leietofore, and hic neces-
sity of taking steps te obviato this seveie
and unnecessary tax ipon the profits of
grain exporters bcels additioially ap-
parent now tlat a still furtier inîcrease in
the aimont of grain slipped fromî tlis port
becones a probability if not a certainty.

Owing tthe liufortunato conlstruîction of
the Act 37 Vic., for the suppression of vo-
luitary anud extra-juidicIal oalis, it lias

been found that any attempt to ilitiate a
systen of sworn certificates of weight
w'ould b illegal, and consequently when
confronted with hie sworni certificates of
woight of transatlanti woighers the un-
swornî certificates ofour wciglh-miien becomlio
of nooffect, and tlere fore any claim for
shortage ini weiglt substantiated by an
English sworn certificate becomnes legal
and impossible of contestation by the un-
protected Caujadian exporter. Before pro-
fessionlal advice [ad becn obtained as to
the legality of thoir action, the council of
the Corn Exchange applicd to tie Mon-
treal Elevator Company to rectify this
point, and witih characteisti-p[ropiitude
lic manager at once accoded to tlcir re-

qnest. Uifortunately for the grain trade
of the port, it was lcanied that the swear-
ing of the weigli-muen would be illegal and
consequeitly util siuil time as legislation
eau be procured to amend the Act iii this
particular, Ue Canadian slipper iust still
bo exposed to the risk of loss from claiis
for shortage of weight in his slîpuiets of
grain as lie can opposo, no legal evidenco
to the s worn certilicates of the consignees.

There is, liowever, one improvement in
the cxistinîg mnethod of -rain w'eigliing
w[hicl miglit possibly tend tIo redice, if not
altogether abroate the prseut discrepaney
between slipping and lanîdinig weiglts,
and iow that the suiggestioi lias beei
brouglt before the management of flic
Elevating Comupany we fel sure, from the
frequently expressed desire of Mr. Alex.
Macdougall to improve the presenît systemîî
of weighing and his constant effort to mnake
aîiy reasuiiable alterations tlat inay tend
te increase or improve the facilities for
shipping, that the improvemncut in ilquestion
will receive his serions attention. Th
alteration suggested is simply te epîlarge
the existing.hopîpers froiî a Ifty bushel to
a oe hiiudred buselil capacity and thus
liglten the labor of the weiglh-ien by
giviig tleml more tilme in wlicl to do
thoir weighinîg. IL lias been foluid by ex-
pierience that a tifty bushel liopper tills so
quickly that none but the mnost ex)ert and
carefu weigli-eii caxn succced in getting
accurate results and consequently it is
pointed ont that, in only' too maniy cases,
the weiglits given in are rather the result
of a hurried attempt at weigliiiig than the
iceterate and deliberate operationi uneces-
sary for coi rect weiglits.

Tlis appears to be feasible enoughi and
altlougli it w'ill entail considerable trouble
and expense ipon the company in order te
make the necessary alterations, doubtless
lieir public spirit and desire te aid tli

developinnt of the St. Lawrence grain
trade will outweigli the minor points of
the necessary outlay and alteration. It
wvould certainîly place the grain shippers in
a lotter position to contest claims for short-
age, anid by gi ving confidence to those hiand-

ling it, would do away with the prescnt
icertainty as to low the weiglhts will

turn ont on the other side of the Atlantic
whiclh is iow ene of the anniioyances of tlie
trade. T'he question of grain shortages
inicreases in iiportance in proportion with
the gradual expauision of grain exports;
shippers now find] thei a serious drain on
thcir mnargin of' profit, and consequently
anuy suggestion tendiig te their diminution
or. abrogation slould comîiianîid nliimediato
attenîtioni and, whoen practicable, b carried
into effect w'ith aslittle delay as possible

18 FOIESIGHT A CRI?

It lias beei oftei said, andi apparcifly
with truth, that more arbitrary interfor-
ence witi persoial lil.erty is Possible li-
der tlie laîws of ai republic, wher nonin-
a1ly the utnost individunal freedon shîould
exist, than vould b tolerated in counitries
wlîere a despotic government is in power,
and certainly the drift of recent legislation
anong our friends across the border woukl
seemu te beaur out this apparently paradoxi-
cal assertion. Althougi the systei of
espioniage in Custoins matters, witli its
coisequenit grow'tl of a (espicible class of
inforiners, was se repugnait te tle moral
sentimennts of the great bulk of the Amer-
cani busiiness coîîîmunîity tliait its abolition
by Congress was deimianîded in lerins that
adinitted neitler of evasion nîor lelay, the
evil seed thuls sown remlainîed fruitful, and
it was felt te be only a question of time
beforo ifs reappearance in another form
should take place.

Acting upon thme demîîand muaide by those
lèaders of labor whose iifluence upon the
lower class of' political demagogues lias of
laite becoimo so muarked, that nîo contracts
sliould he possible by wlicl traineld work-
mien ini the Euiropeau manufacturing Cn-
tres iigit be assured of positions in the
LJnited States before gaýlitting their prescnt
situations, the Ainericani Conîgress liae

pased recently a, law wliicl applies the
iîachinary of espioiage and surveillance
te persois coming fron abroad witli a
rigidity and minnuteness of detail whiich
quite transcenids aniy systein of " inform-
inîg " cver yet legalized, and whicl reduces
the trained workian, who imay seek te
better his condition, te hat of a suspected
ni isdeancîainit.

In a circular just issied to flic collectors
of Custois and Coinmissioniers of Eimigra-
tion, flic former aire required te assign
Custoins oflicers to the duty of boarding
al inconing vessels and ascertainîing by a
imost rigid systemi of exaiîination, if anîy
foreigni wçorliniel on board have any con-
tract or agreement witl American ema-
ployers by whici they aire assured of posi-.
tions on landimg. If there are any suchi
their landing is to be prohibited, and ticy
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are at once to lie returred to the country
from wlicce tley carne. Masters of
vessels wlo nay refuse to return such
proiibited worknen, are to be prosecuted
ait (overmnent expense. INoreover, the
oflicers are te obtairn all possible informa-
tion as te tiese iunfortunate workmen,
whose crime scems to consist in the fore-
thouglt and prudence they displayed in
obtaining situations before leaving their
own country, as well ris tie names and
residences of the persons wlo were in-
strunental in inducitmg then te coen te
Arimerica Iunîder contract te workc, se tiat if
anry viilation of this ionstrous law can lie
hel to have existed, prompt proseentien
of al ti e olienders can aît once be in-
sti tuited.

Can any interférence iih personal
liberty lic more arbritrary or direct?
Simliply becauise tese rie are trainrred
workinr, who hlave been prudent enorgi
to scursitutions bfore comloing te thiis
continent, threy are to be c du'ced to tie
samîe level ris thre Ctinese, ti pauper, or
t!he hirmatie, and to be prevented fron
latining on its liospitable siores. Tlie idle,
sihiftless anui imiprovident enigrant, or U.he

unuiskilled tramp, ruay b landed frecly
and welced witi open ars as probable
voters, but, the skilled workmirran is to he
regarded as an alien aind outenst whose
'foitstepsg wobii polluto Anericani soil, if
ie has been fooslsh enough to endeavor te

secure worlc beflre leaving iris previes
eiII inIoymernt.

'lhe fact that sich l ogislation cain be
procrurei fro a supiposei y intelligent
and libeial Congress, imiust, give rise te
serios rianticipations is te what future
sessions mairiy bring forti, wienri tie preselt,
domiagogic iovermîenrt hirs gone a stop
arther. Tie childist and petinulrnt Rotal-
intory Bill was a saiple o tire hysterical
logislitionî whict ias of trie narkod tie
couincils of tie great Republic, and tiris
presu, bill is mnierely anotier specimoen.

sinily becnise of his inidiustry andl fora-
sight, Iow long will it ie before the native
wvorkinan is sIIbjecIi te a Simlilir experi-
enco ait tie bhests of sema walkiig dole-
gale who niay i.sses influence over tie
relit icalr dinarrgogues of iris dis5tri2t ? Whiere

is interference with personal liberty te
end' l e question is a serious erre and
onre thlat, unless a reaction set in, muay
very soon have toe an isworcd practically,
and in a mirier that nay open tie eyea
of pltie ti tie inucreasing interfrerence of
tIre ligislativa finîctions to tie dotrimrent
of tire itnterest of ioth mîraster and work-
iion, inid tie ianipering niiid crippiing of
industrl expansion. Tlie age is one
wnylhi siflers frin over-legislaition, and
the evil appears ti he illerensing ritieîr
t.hani rliiiii shiniiig,

DISALLOWANCE.
The announcement by the Minister of

Rtailways that the Dominion Government
felt themselves bound tocontinue the prac-
tice of disallowing charters passed by the
M3anitoba Legislature authîorizilng the con-
struction of railroads to the International
bolindary lino, has naturaliy caused consi-
derable excitement and, irritation amongst
the farmers and traders of our great North-
west. They maintain that .if they are to
he compelled to do all their triade with
markets so reonte as our own, and through
the mrediuim of ee single carrier, they
cannrrot see their way towards improve-
m)lent and miraterial advanceient. The
far-off settler, struggling against climatie
difficulties, and sepirated froin ris by a
vast extent of sparsely settled land, na-
trally fcels tiat his mnariket lies across the
boundary to the south, and resents as anr
injnstice U.ie action of tie Goverinnnt in
closing to himr iis most promising avenue
of profit; tie trader lolds tiat this âttempt
to force trahfie to move east and west and
resolutcly to cut off all attemnpt to seek its
iatrial ciianniels nori antd souti,only tends
to imrpoverish the fariner on whose success
his own very largely depends, and couse-
îjuently both join in denouncing tie Gov-
ernmirîent for its action forgetting tiat there
may he aniother side to the question.

B3y the contract with the Canadian Paci-
fie Raihway Company, the Dominion Par-
liamenet bound this country net to auîthiorise
for a perioi of twenty ycars tie construre-
tion of any railvay in the Territories,
runinig within fifteen muiles of the inter-
national boundary ; and it was further
st.ipurlatted that this provision should extend
aise to any new provinces that miglt be
created out of these Territories. When the
enlargement of the old boundaries of Mlfa-
iitobai took place, this clause was inserted
to apply to the now territory added, and
consequenitly the monnopoly clause' is as
imucih applicable te thrat portion of Mani-
loba aLs to the Territories beyond. Under
threse circunstancas ne other course is
possible te the Government, until the cx-
piration of the twenty years' terrm, than
the one they are now pursuinîg, ai even
were a change in Goverinnent to take
place, ne change in policy woulid be possi-
ble except by a deliberate disregard of a
binding obligation. ie Government are
bouind hand and foot, for the noxt tiirtecni
years, by the distinct stipulations imposed
by tie Dominion Parliamient. Those stipu-
lations would be eqiurally bindin rg on tieir
snecessors, and therefore to impute bilame
to then ii folloiyiig the course they die, is
net oly ufair but argues ignorance of the
true state of the case.

There is also another aspect of the ques-
tion which our good friends in tie North-
West appear also te overlook in the iealt.
of tlieir nurid uisapintmn T''lie tax-

payers of the older provinces have incurred
an enormnous burden of debt in the con-
struction of that great trunk line which
ias rendered settlement in the North-
west poosible fron a commercial point of
view, and they natirally think that they
have a rigit to the trade resulting from
tieir sacrifices in opening up thecountry.
Were these new roads te bout, trafirc
would naturally be diverted from Ontario
and Quebec to seek a nearer market in
Minneapolis and St. Paul, and therefore
what would be an advantage to the settler,
who lias not paid one cent of the cost of
the means by which ie was enabled first
te reaci his new home, would be a serions
detriment to the Eastern provinces¯ wiose
purses lave paid for those means of coin-
unrication of whici ie is reaping the

advantage. Tihis argument tells very
strongly agaiinst the proposal that con-
pensation should b offeèred to tie Cana-
dian Pacifie Railway in return for the
abandonmient of the monopoly clause.
Is it fair to expect Quebec and Ontario to
add anotier large sain to tieir existing
burden for tire sake of enabling the North-
west to deprive then of a growing portion
of theair trade and te transfer it te tieir
commercial rivals on the other side of the
line ? And yet this is what the suggestion
of a compromise fouinded uîpon compensa-
tien really anounts to.

If the settlers of the Northr-west are
really bound soorer or later to put an end
to the present anomalous condition of
affairs and pusi their way to what may be
teried their natural markets, it seenms Ia
littie singular that their efforts should he
confined to tie obtaining of charters for
railroads in the Toiritories which they
know vell enuregi are bound to be dis-
allowed. There are ma'ny points in the
old province of Manitoba, where the ques-
tion of disallowance has ie force, from
whence communication could be had witi
tHie railway systems of the North-western
States and Territories. There are several
lake ports and grain centres, like Duluth
forinstance, wience a railroad to comu-
nicate with Winrnipeg could profitably b
coistructed. Why are thse considera-
tions ireglected in favor of other routes
wiici by tie necessity of construction of
a portion of the roan< tiroughr proiibited
territory intcur the certainty of disallow-
ance ? Surely liere is a iethod of solviing
the dificuilty withouit denlourncinrg the Gov-
erinient for acts which it ias no choice
but te perfornm.

Rarely ias a more diflicult problen been
presented for solution, or a question where
more important conflicting interests were
concerned offered for decision. The Gov-
ernlment is placed in a position of extreme
difticulty, hanpereod by a binding obliga-
tion to pirsue hlieir present course and..
yet iatiirally desirmus te put an ind ten o
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anomalous condition of affairs. To find a
solution thiat will be acceptable ta all,
appears well nigh impossible and at all
events vill be a task such as is rarely
presented to our legislators. It is therefoi e
to h hoped that. a broad and patriotic
view of the situation iay be taken by
thosoe fîse interests are affected by the
decision, and tiat every assistance may
be afforded to hasten the initiation of some
measure of relief, that mnay tend to modify
the oxisting tension.

FIRE INSURANCE.
lEvery enterprise, tSheth'Ler relating ta

the goods whicl any memiber of the coin-
munity purchases or those which lie sells,
needs the protection of fire insurance.
This may be safely laid down as an axioma.
'Tlhe whole system of oui trade and coin-
ierce is so interwoven that without the
mutual protection of fire insuratice it would
be so restrictedas to be almnost paralyzed.
Each separate branch of our commercial
conmnunity is reciprocally interested in
the welfare of ihe whole, as well as in that
of every individual indirectly ; that which
injures any branch injures the wlole, that
wIticli secures any -undue or dishonest ad-
vantago (ocs so at the exponse of each in-
dividual of wlich the wiole is composed,
and consequently the vital necessity of
protectiig aven the smiallest and most in-
significant member of the commercial fra-
ternity fron the losses resulting from
destruction by lire almnost assumes the
proportions of an act of self preservation.
Tli imerchanisof Canada are therefore not
only collectively but individually interested
in seeing tiat every transaction relating to
insurance is honestly and truthfully con-
ducted, whethier it be the representation of
the lazard, the assessing of the rate, the
care of the property it risk or the adjust-
nient or apportioniment of the loss.

Dishoncsty unfortunîately exists ta a
large extent, perhaps to a larger extent
than tihose whojudge by' externals only,
miglht imagine. It is impossible ta shut

Our eyes ta the fact that many of the fires
whiclh occur arise from easily preventible
causes, and that a very large proportion of
loss claims are eitier fraudulent in their
origin or excessive in amount. It is-un-
necessary to reiterate here that every
honest careful nan is a suflerer from these
abuses, or that he is interested in their
abolition. Thlat is abundantly mnanifest to
every one!, so that w«hen once the truc prin.
ciples of insurance are tloroughly under-
stood and apprecacd, we ina'y look foi
concerted action that. will lesson at ail
events, if not entirely abrogate, losses from
these causes.

The contract of insurance is essentially
ane of good faitht. l'he application is the
basis of that contract, and consequtently' il
%he aliplicant makes a misrepresentation ir

it tand whiatever is untrue is a iisropre-
sentation, whether intended to mislead or
not, if by it he obtains somne advantage in
the contract), he does so at bis own risk.
A concealnent of any of the facts is equ-
ally reprehensible,ince uniless the insurer
is in possession of all the necessary, intel-
ligence he cannot properly decide whether
the risk is desirable, what rate of premîium
should be charged, wlat amount lhe may
safely insure, or w«hat special terms lie
ouglt ta impose. The insurer, it nut be
remembered, lias just the saine riglit of
selection as to whiat lie shall insure as tle
applicant has as to the company lie selets
for insuring in, and lie cainot exorcise that
riglt properly if any concealment ie prac-
tised on limîî.

Muci, if not imiost, of the, trouble and
dissatisfaction wre hear of in connection
witl loss adjustnmîents arises fron theéfact
tihat applications andi policies of insurance
are not carefully read and understood by
thèse beieticially interested ii them; yet
tleir ternis, speciflications and conditions
are of vital importance, as tlhey impose
racip)rocal obligations and limitations which
slould be clearly compreiended by both
parties ta the contract. In some provinces
the conditions of lire insurance are statut-
ory, sa that it is the duty of all insured
persons to know tIheim se far as they caIn
be unîderstood, and in that case it is not
obligatory for the insurance companies
to print tiein upaon their policies unless
they desire to vary them, since no ane can
plead ignorance o! the law. Yet in spite of
this we constantly hear of disputes and
even lawsuits arising froin disputed points
which would never have been mooted had
the policy been carefully retd and thor-
ouglly conprehiended. This is one of the
most frequent and fruitfuil causes of fric-
tion, and otie of the least defensible, siice
it is a precaution wlich should suggest it-
self at'once to any person desirous of thor-
ougily"understending not only wiat oue-
fits lie may derive from the transaction
but aiso the unavoidable restrictions and
mental obligations it imposes upon both
parties to the contract, and it is a precai-
tion whose omission frequently entails a
severe disappointment, if not actual loss,
on the careless insurer.

FARMER'S LIABILITIES.
Il the course of the discussion uîpon the

present position of the Ontario farmer
whici lias been recently carried on in the
columns of the Xfail, the stafaemnt is inade
that the farmin mortgage dit; bf that pro-
vince wvill reach eighîty mnillionîs of dollars.
These figures nay be looaked upon as weli
within the mark, since the total loans
made by loan societies doing business in

r Ontario diuring 1885, according to govern-
, ment returns, 'amounted ta $80,005,918,

ad te! tiese figures we imiay add at least
$5,000,000 more for loans by private lenders
and traders to their ieedy tneiglbors.

,Placinig, therefore, lthe average yearly
rate of, initerest at the lowest .lrobable
point in this class of security, six Per cent,
we have a sumi of no less than $5,100,000
to represenft the aninual tax upon the
fariner, while if the usually accepted aver-
age of Gi per cent b takei, it is evident
that the Ontario agriculturist mîust pay
nearly six million dollars in interest ai-
nually, largely ta foreignî investors, and
consequently in a ileasure sent out of the
country ta build up tie resoutrces of foriegi
cotmmuities.

Such a condition of atfairs las naturally
caused a numiber of projects to be brought
forward for hie amnelioration of the present
financial condition of tlie farier, all muore
or less dependent upon state aid and in
manti' cases savoring too mutch of i a politi-
cal or utopian bias to be universally ac.
ceptable. The mnost feasible of those
sciaiies it is claiied, because it one
whicl has already stood the test of prac-
tican trial fairly well and iider circm-
stances very siitîîlar to those experienced
in Ontario, is ta establisht a State bank
similar to Iliat fouinded inl Norway in 1816,
by whose aid iortgagors imiglt be enabled
to rediice their present load of interest.

The Bank of Norway was founded for
the express purpose of rescmuing the smial-
ler land proprietors froma the cluteles of
the professional imoney-lenmders who wvere
exaeting exhorbitalit iiterest ranginttg ais
higlh as 15 por cent. From this bank th
fariner could borrow at 4 per cent pur
annum but vas compnjelled to pay off tive
per cent of the principal as well as the
interest every year, so tlaît thie loan was
perforce payable in twenty years. Never-
theless owiig to the depreciation of the
land this bank '«as coipelled to suspend
ini 1819 and did. not agaii resuime uay-
monts intil four years later when ils notes
again becamyie current at little over half
thair face value.

If sucl was tlie fate of the Norwaay
Bank, can ire expect a botter fate for a
simuilar institution in Ontario? True, the
surrotundings are different, and a State
llortgage iank in that Province imliglt
prove a pecuilary success, but the experi-
ment would be at extreiely doubtful onle,
and the iniitiation of suich an institution,
aven to Pave sich an amntial interest as
six million dollars, wouldseriously imiperil
the existing surplus. And yet this is the
iost, if not. the only, feasible plan o! relief

tiat lias bean suggested iup ta lie present.
Would it not then be botter ta await the
result of the gradua clteapeniiig of in-
terest rates whicil is inievitably following
increase in, the, nunber of loan societies
and the botter security of an older coin-
munity, than ta endeavor to redtlce the
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rates sulddenily by tie establishment of a
SLLte bank which inîiglt, onîly too possibly,
degenerate iito a imere political iniachinle ?

The statemeni , thaït the iitcrests of far-
mors ae not suii fi lcicîn tly broiuglit before
the (overniiineit is true, but whose fault is
it? If the Ontario farmer devotes lis
timle aid attenitioni to party politics ilistead
of presiig his own vifws anîd ieceds 1ipon1
the Governmint, he is clearly aloie to
blaimo. Tle parable of tl iunusL judg is
eifially applicable to IlIe presint dliy,
aILd it is onlly .le persistent anîd sten-
toriai appliciaint. tiat ani hope to hiol
the attention of the atlihorities. Si sooi
am tle friner cits Iiiiiself free froin the
political Imachile aiid imakes 1118 voice
hicard on his owi particular issues lie will
cominaid thec respectful atteintioin of ftl
political worl, an1d iitil lie dues so le
cannlîot expect aniy greater ollicial coisideIr-
ation off fiis circiiistaices, or aiy larger

casuore of assistaice tim is claiied by
fis Irethirenî iii tlic f.umsiness conuniiiunîiiy.

Jolll cottoil m1ill property, besides elimin-
ating the prospect of a neiglboiriing coin-
petitor, places the companiy in possession
of a property which i whîen ccnstructed inl
1882 cost S238,000. for the comparatively
Ilea figure cf 90,000. Of his sin
$75,000 will be paid by assiiiiiing the 0 per
ccin îioded debt, iiost of tlc bonds hIa'-
inig seveni years to riiui, and the balance is
to be paid at the rate of $5,000 per year
withliout interest. This property is espe-
cially adapted for the manufacture of grey
cottonis, aid as it can he runîîî withoit any
straiil iponl the company's resources it
may, as claimod, he fairly considered ila
judiicions iiivestmeit, for-were this nill
to pass ilito the hadlis of a coipetiig coii-

cern-the loss, bothl in wages and buîsinîess

iiighît be very sorious.

SP>RiNG NOVEhTIE'1]S.

No exteiiioly w i%-de departuires will ialrk
flic coiniig spriig, but overythiig appliars
to indicate increased tastdful and
sialler, more refined, and delicate pat-

ferns lluim last year. I t imst be confossed

that fthere are many fond patteris and

bizarre combinations still o ffered and
whichl will find puirchasers no doubt
alionigst a certain class, but they will b
flue exception ratler tian the ruîle, and

ileatiss and quit clegalnce will b the
prevailing features of every well drlessed
woiiiain, at ail events for sone timie to
coMie.

Wc are iiiformed by sone of the lcading
dressmnalers that an attempt will be made

in the new spring toilettes to introduce a
species of revival of those w'orn during the

period of the Directory ; that is. clinging
sklirts, without drapery, much embroidered
and trimned at the foot. WVide sashes in
beautiful crepe are to bo vori with these
toilettes, the ends being fringed in imita-
tion of the sasies worn by tfhe generals of
that day. T'his is evidently an attempt to
galvanize he ldefunct esthetic iovenent
and, if it succeeds at al], will doubtless be
confined to a small coterie of extremists.

In spring materials stripes take the lead
wlictlier in two shades of the one color or
in contrasting colors. TI the States, coin-
binationîs of black And white have sold
very well and efforts have been directed
towards making this a black and white
season but the brigiter colorings have too
firm a hold, at all events for summer wear,
to permit of the inovement being success-
fui on this side of the le. ie now
woollens are neither so coarse nor so rough
as last ycar, that is as a rulp, and rin
rather towards tlie light brilliant mohair
type of fabric. The lighter qualities are
beautifully soft and fine and cone in all
the favorite armure, chuddah, camel's-hair
and debeige weaves. The colors are the
sanie as last year, althoughi known by new
naimes and but few new tints are offered.
''ie liglt shades of brown, grays of ail
tints, and the sonew'hat trying heliotropes,
seen to be most popular. After the be-
coming suede and crn tints, a golden
brown, uiamed doré, lias tle preference.
Russian gray vith its deep bluish tints,

porcelain and navy blie are very salcable.
Iii flic grien shiades russet is the favorite
daurk tint, tlc brownislh green called
eucalyptus, tli yellow green termed ab-
sinthio. and tfie inignonette, rush, sage and

pisfach io greens are ailso all wiell called for
and eaci find ready puircliasers. The
serpent shades of last winter appear agaii
iii spring fabrics and the various.mahogany
-and terra-cotta shides still liold a certain
alounlit of custom.

Of course the jubileo year would not be
complote witlout a jubilco color, and con-
se queintly a very rich briglit blie lias been
put uipon the market and clristened
"jubileo " bilue. As il is almnost the only
nîew blue, flic ]ilacs beinîg tlic faslionable
tint, it appears to have taken wvell, and is
sceen iii most of flie niew spring fabrics
espocially in tle new satiny cashmeres
wlere it is peculiarly effective. Being
brigit ald striking as well as novel and
approiriate, il is particnlarly well adapted
for doing up last year's costumes and con-
sequeitly should experience a good de-
naid for this purpose aloie.

I is douîbtful wlietlier ribbons are not
taking tle place of lace this season as a
triimminig. We notice that on the summer
goods made by the largest houses bore,
ribbons are applied witi a lavish hand
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and lace does not occupy the conspicuous
position it held last year. All these ribbon
trimmings fall in loose loops and frac ends
and are inassed in binches in overy con-
ceivable manner. Still lace is very nuch
called for and is so becoiniig thit even
the most slavisl devotee of fashion will
abandon its use with relictance.

The newest emibroidered flouncings of
thin materials have the lower edge
straiglit or in tiny scallops instead of the
pronounced outlines of previous seasons.
The patterns are usually floral, the saine
design being repeated in diminishing
sizes towards the top. -Stripes and plaids
forned of enbroidery li insertion style
are also shown and perhaps the great-
est novelty bas much open work thîrougli
wlich a brighît colored founîdation skirt
is intended to be visible. White jaconet
or nainsook embroidered in colors or
hiaving lilac, browin, pink or bhuie mnixed
wvith whiite and reain embroidery, have
taken fairly well, and some combina-
tion niaterials liaving ilouinces, forty-five
inches deep of pale bie, naize or pink
Chambery, embroidered with white and
matchiiig the dress material have attracted
a good deal of attention froin the botter
class trade. Siilar combinations of dark
blue and red ginghiamn with Chambery
embroidered in white or creani, as well as
red embroidered with blue and blueavith
red, are offered and have sold readily.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

But little news is now cabled fromn
Europe of a disturbing cliaracter and the
war cloud appears to b gradually fadiing
away. .In the East, however, the news is
not quite so ieassuring and tbat permaient
hîotbed of strife, Afghanistan, is again
inoaced with disturbance, late cables
stating that Herat, which froin its advan-
tageous positioni will alwuays be more or
less a bone of contention, is tbreatcned
witlamin attack by the Governor of Samar-
cand.

The American official, Mason Bey, who
is the lead of the Egyptian finance depart-
ment, appears tolhave imported ieto that
country those peculiar notions of finance
w-hich are now classed uider the generic
title of booulling." An investigation ilto
his departmient .lis resulted lin the dis-
covery of a ring, conducted on genuine
Aierican principles, whereby the Goverii-
ment lias been robbed of $450,000. A
similar state of aflirs ias been discovered
in tMe Survey Departient whiereby the
fraudiulent sale of State lands for flie bene-
fit of the ring has been carried on for some
time past. Mr. Mlason repuidiates ahl
knowledge of these frandulent practices
altlhouiglh as hcad of the departmnent lie
should have been, aware that the ring
existed.

The New Brunswick Legislative Council
steadfastly refuses to be abolished in spite
of the efforts of the Government to pur-
chase its consent by a sclieme of compen-
sation to its olier members. The lower
house of two successive legislatures bas
pronounced in favor of the demolition of
tlis asylun foi decrepid politicians and
both the Premier and the leader of the
Opposition urge the change, but without
the consent of the upper house nothing
can be done and naturally enongh they do
not care to vote for their own abolition
and consequent retirement lito obscurity.

The local money miarket lias been very
firnm and we iniglt almîost say stringent
during the past week. The lcnding brokers
have advanced their rate to 7 per cent and
nothing lower tian this can bc quoted
The banks are acting with extreme cau-
lion and althougi amply supplied witl
funds, are unwilling to make loans fearing
increased stringency before any reaction
is possible. The demand for discount re-
mains ordinary and no advance has been
mnade in the rates for good mercantile
paper. In the States no material change
in money can be noted. The lower rateá
England and the apparent decrease in the
Treasury holdings of currency together
with the lull in general business, have
given a feeling of relief. For time loanîs
on stock and aIlso in rates for mercantile
paper, no quotable change can be reported.
In Europe the tendoncy has been steadily
towards cheaper money, the street rate in
London has declined steadily to lU per
cent, at Paris the latest advices place it at
218 and at Berlin and Frankfort 2.1 per cent.
The Bank of England continues to gain
ground and advices show that the trade
demand for money continues very limited.

The announcenent that an order-in-
council liad been passed redncing the toll
on grain passing througi the Welland
Canal down to tlis city, to 2 cents per ton
was received with satisfaction by grain
forwarders, probably for the reason that
lialf a loaf is botter than no bread. Year
after year the carrying trade is coipelled
to petition for a reduction of tolls and the
growing feeling that this unsatisfactory
state of affiairs should b abolished will
probably induce the Governnent to talke
the whole question of the St. Lawrence
route into serions consideration and sub-
mit to Parliament some definite scheme
for the removal of this clog te Montreal's
carrying trade. 'ihe abolition of all touls,
at all events pending the enlargement of
the canais and the.assnumption of the Lakze
St. Peter debt, should forn the basis of
this scheme. No half measures or Ipetty
concessions will suflice to combat hie in-
creasing competition of the fre Aierican
waterways.

CHAMPAGNE WlNES.
Although owing te its coiparatively higli

cost, clamîepagne canot b loolked upon as a
popuilar beverage, if is a wine thlat always an-
joys a stadily deilmanld for social occasions, and
is occasionally held of great value in the sick
roi. For the latter imbrpose it should he
absolutely purc and frac fron adilteration or

solpistication, and consequently the open
statement, that miich of the champagne sold
hrce is eiticr never inpîorted at ail nnd is
siiply ivine of dilomestic manufacture, or, if
imiportcd, is made of American stock sent, to
France and doctored there, vili be the re-
verse of coinforting to those who bolieve in
its stimuîlating and strengthening qualities.

The fict that these impositions ire not
oiten discovered even by those wlio profess to
b connoissemeis, has piizlIl the mnîsufac-
turers of high class brands niot a little, in
view of the quantity consumed, and mnany
reasons have been assigned for this apparent
lack of sensitiveness in the Aincrican palate,
but the investigations made by a noted
Frenchi wine grower and maiinufactirer who
recently visited this country sceni to have lot
a tlood of light iluto this hitlierto dirk ques-
tion, and to have estaîlishle the reason why
aven the miost habitual champagne drinker in
Ihis cointry cannot distinguish oee brand
froin anolier unless piemiuitted to sec the
label.

In order to inarclse the sale of his pirticii-
lar branid, lie iiianufictuiiril a wine far sulperior
il qiality to any of that class exported froin
France, and sold it at a rate faîr below its
value, thoigh not relitively chicaper thanl
other champagncs. To his surprise, the sales
showed no imuproveient, and witi character-
istic energy lie tlirew hiiself inito the tisk
o invastigating the riasolns for suciih an inex-
pactel resilt. It did not take long to dis-
cover the reaisonî wyli> the suiperior flavor wis
not appreciaited. IL w'as simnily because of
tlie ingrained custoim of drinking nothing but
ice-cold champagne. Cooling clianp)agie b-
low a teiperatuire of 50 degres Falir., not
onîly destroys the bouquet and flavor of delil-
caLe brands, but aIlso conceals any batd quali-
tics dIe to adulteration ci defective mauiiifiac-
ture. Wien drank ice-cold all chamlpagne -
tastes umuchi ailike, and the only difference
percepitible to the uneduîcated plate is the
distinction between the sweet and dry varie-
ties.

In Eurolpe this wvinle is rarely cooled belowv
the limit of 50 degrees Fahrenheit, as at this
temperature all the delicacy of flavor and
ricliiess of bouquet i preserved. As to
freeziig it, as is done lere, a connoisseuir
w'olhd just lis soonî thinik of diltintîg it with
water, as all the rea flavor of the wine is
practically destroyed. But even aside froin
this exaggerated mîetiod of cooling, the shak-
ing up, inseparable froni a long voyage and
frequeiit hanîmîdlinîg, naturally has a deteriorat-
ing afect, on the qiuality, nire espîecially in
the liner grades, so that the Ieople of America
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eut itv(ei expect lo lasle ,t iin perfection on
tihis side of the ocennl. Mufacturers do not
ofteil expert their best lprolduîct to this country

fo tiat resonl , aid uness specially ordered, it
is î probable ihalît the best brands are largely

rsirved for the Eluropelan market, and Ctea
only he obtaineud here from, repitiale im-

Iporters.
