NEW RAIT.ROAD COMBINATION,

There is likely to be an opposition through
railway route from the United States to Cali-
fornia. The news is important for us, and it
may form the subject for serious consideration
at OQttawa :—

“ New York, March 3.—Sydney Dillon, Oliver
Ames, and Jay Gould were to-day elected diractors
of the Chicago and North Western and the Rock
Island Companies, thus making a practical consoli-
dation. It is announced that the powerful combi-
nation will complete the Canada Southero, and
thus make a through line to California. Its in-
terests are directly opposed to those of the Lake
Shore and New York Central”

PRESIDENT HAYES.

Mr. Hayes was inaugurated President of the
Uuited States on the 5th inst, 'The inaugura-
tion was a brilliant spectacle. After being
cscorted to the senate chamber the new Prest-
deat delivered his inaugural address, at the end
of which he was cecorted by Grant and
Wheeler to the Executive Mansion. At night
there was 2 :—

. "A torchlight procession in honor of the
inauguration of President FHayes which was
A great success fully 5,000 men being in
line, Prosidont Hayes received a large number
of friends at the Fxecutive Mansion this evening,
A great many CQongressmen were among the callers,
A grand reception was given to him at Willlard's
Hotel to-night, under the auspices of the Columbus
" Cadets. There was a dense crowd in nttendance.”

THE POPE'S GENEROSITY,

That terriblo Pope—clutching at Peter’s
pence—and hording up the scrapings of the
poor, is rot likely to dic a rich man after all,
With the revenue of 2 Prinee, yet it is feared
that he will die a pauper.  Too bad—too bad,
for the world outside the ‘¢ Romish” chureh.
A contemporary tells us that :—

“ Recently the Duchess of Galiera made s prosent
to his Holiness of 1,000,000 francs. A8 soon s rb-
ceived, bo made a list of charities to which he ap-

portioned the whole sum, setting beside the name’

of each tho amount beetowed, When the'list was

finished, he cast up the sums granted, expecting to
find exactly a million francs. But he proved him-
self not infallible in arithmetic. The generous
Pontiff had made a miscalculation, and had given
away 60,000 francs above the amount intended.

TROUBLES IN SOUTH AFRICA.

The South African troubles are not yet set-
tled. Mr. Froude went out to form the
different states into a Confederacy, but he fail-
cd. The Kaffers arc at war with the Dutch
Republic in the Transvaa), and have almost ob-
tained the mastery. The Dutch look to the
British ; the Kaffers ask for a fair field between
themselves and the Dautch, and express no
hostility to the British. They call for * non
intervention.” Latest reports say that:—

“In view of the serlous dauger which threatensthe
South African Colonies, in consequence of the im-
pending invaslon of the Transvaal Republic by the
Zulu King, who, it is said, can bring 40,000 men
into the field, a despatch hag been sent from the
Colonial Oftice, cmpowering the Colonies to preceed
to the formation of & aonfederation more or less on
the Canadian modcl.”

THE EASTERN QUESTION.

The Eastern Question is still unsettled, The
Powers are unwilling to allow Russia to throw
her troops across the Pruth, while Russiz is
biding her time. The statesmen evidently
cxpect that Turkey will fail in her projected
reforms and then Europe must Jook op, or even
help the Muscovite to scttle the question at
once, although. it may not bo for all : —

t Beruiy, March 3.—A special despatch soys that
the reply of the Powers to the Russian circular will
be presented next week. It will acknowiedge the
meritorioug zeal of Russia on behalf of the Christ.
iasng, and will propose granting time to the Porte
for the execution of reforms,

¢ Loxpoy, March 3.—~All reports from Censtanti.
nople represent the condition of the empire as very
desperate. A correspondent who is very pro-Turk.
ish writes :—f Only disarmament can avert Turkey’s
ruin. Tho wasting debaucheries of the unfortunate
Sultan, as well as his fits of melancholy and terror,
koow no limits, His Ministers are hardly ever al-
lowed to see him.'”

BISMARCK AND HANOVER.

The clements of revolution are keoping up
around the Prussian throme. A tax after
tax is piled upon the people, discontent be.
comes. more gencral. When Hanover was
governed by Electorsthe taxes were few, now
that she is part of an Empire the taxes are

many. A contemporary says :—

#“When the Imperial mania seized upon the
house of Hohenzollern, the little kicgdom on the
coast was gobbled vup with many other small states,
which,in the days of Gustavus, of Tilly,and of
Wallenstein, could turn the scales of war which
way they pleased. Georgo of Hanover was un-
crowned in '68, and he has been robbed ever since.
Hia property of three millions wua seized by divers
tricks, devicer, and false promises, the ex-King has
been cheated by the amiabloe ana honourable Prince
Bismarck, George is lawful heir to the crown of
Saxony, but his claim hc must resign before the
Chancellor will give him the interest of his money.
The unfortunate King knows the truec value of
Bismarck’s bargains, and he wisely hesltates to
make any mora compacts with the man who has
so often broken his solemn engagements, Han-
over is discontented and rebellious, owing to the
iil-usage dealt ouf to its Iate ruler, under whose
dominion living was cheap becauss taxcs were
light.

AMERICAN MEAT IN EUROPE.
The importation of American meat is still
causing much discussion in England and in
Ireland. The Cork Herald says:—

# American beef, it is eagerly reported, is being
gent over in large quantities; the bacf is very good,
as good ag the best Scotch beef ; the very Queen hag
eaten the new beef, and has approved it. The
Canadians can rear a great deal of meat, and sell it
in Englind at 63d o pound and the Western Ameri-
cens, when once aware of a market, can grow any
quantity. The import of American meat into Lon-
don already rcaches a thousand tons a week, yet
there is no sign of its arrival, the butchers absorb-
ing it all, and selling it as they would Scotch,
English, or Irish meat, without remark, explanntion,
or defence. The Americane, as faras we can learn,
are not sending meat here at 8 reduction of more
than a halfpenny upon the wholesale price, and the
farmers will be able, if the Continentnl export de-
clines, by moroc attention to economy, to meet that
reduction without the rnin which they arc always
fearing, and which somehow never comes. They
will not be ruined, any more than the butchers will
be, by the substitutlon of beef from Canada or
Michigan for beef from Holstein and Folland, and
no oxtent of the supply at their own prices can
make any difference to them, except in one way,
which i3 rather annoying than actually ruinous.
There is no danger of any over-supply of meat, no
fear that the American will undersell the British
farmer in normal years, and no hope whatever that
the ;T},tchats will go in droves to the Bankruptcy
Court. .

AN EXILED JESUIT FATHER.

The Berlin Germania gives the following
letter of an esiled German Jesuit Father:—

‘*Our Province of the Order bas been dispersed
like ashes thrown to the winde. For the present
wc renounced all missionary labor in the (ierman
Empire, but we exchanged for it a much greater, I
dare say unlimited field of action in other coun-
tries. About 150 of our Fathers are assisting in
other provinces. In North America members of
our Province are employed throughout the land;
in Boston as well as in California, in Washington
and in Oregon. 1In the Iatter State, several of them
are Indian missionaries, sharing the hardships of
these poor tribes in their mountain fastnessea,
One of ours is in Mexico. Four are in South Americs,
nawely in Brazil, in the Argentine Republic, aud
in Southern Chili, perhaps the most distant region
ever visited by a German. In Africa we are em.
ployed a3 missionaries along the Algerian colonists
from Alsace. A few of us are in Syria, and about
one hundred Fathersare in the Britlsh East Indles,
where the Catholics of the cntire presidency of
Bombay are under our charge, and where some of
us arc also appointed as military chaplaine. Qur
Fathers bave a large college in Bombay, which bas
been chartered as a university and is attended by
more than six hundred students, mostly pagans.

THE O'MAHONY FUNERAL.

The reports furnished in the Irish American
press of the O'Mahony funcral differ trom those
we at first received. It is said that there were
200,000 persons in line, and that the demon-
stration was an immcnse suceess. From the
Irish American we learn that :—

“ The remains of Col.John O'Mahony were re.
ceived this evening at the Kiagsbridge railway
terminus by the funeral committee, who placed the
casket on a hearse, which was afterward escorted
through the priacipal streets by a torchlight pro.
cession in which 10,000 persons took part.

 On the railway between Cork and Dublin people
flocked to the stations to witness the passage of the
train bearing the remsins, and there were large
asscmblages at Charleville and Limerick Junction,

“ On the arrival of the train a¢t Kin,sbridge ter-
minus, it was found that the crowd complotely
blocked the road to the station. The procession,
with several bands of music playing dirges, did not
begin to move till bout 8 o'clock, and marched
slowly along the qunys. One account rays there
were 280,000 spectators,

% Tho remaing]were taken to the Mechanics’ ln-
stitute, in the theatre of which they will licin
state until Sunday. The crowd tried to force their
way into the theatre with the corpse, and nearly
half an hour was cccupied in conveying the casket
from the hearse to the e¢ntrancc,and those who
bore it in were obliged to litt it over the heads of
the people. In spite of the efforts of the commit-
tee thousands forced their way into the building
after the remains had been deposited in the theatre,

% Shortly after 9 o'clock the crowd began to dis-
perse, but the desire to enter the building was such
that it ;was not judged safo to open the doors to
permit those inside to go home until 11 o'clock.

In both those towns the Home Rulers hold the
balanee of power and we learn that they are
making vigorous efforts to make the question
of Home Rule for Ircland cne of the plank on
which the contest is to be fought eut, Que of
the candidates for the representation of Halifax
has already been playing with the Home Rule
question and the United [frishman assures him
that the day of ;—

¢ Bamboozlement’ have gone and the Irish elect.
ors in England arc neither to be hoodwinked by clap-
trap, nor caught by chafl. They want to see some
of the fine gentiments so jealously preserved for the
foreign market, applied at home, and they Invite
you to take a leaf out of the book you have been
reading to them, and learn & little better the lesson
there taught by America both to Eoglaad and
Spain.”

From Newcastle-under-Lyne we learn

through the London correspondent of the Dub-
lin Freeman that:—

“TIt ia no small indication of the influence of
the Home Rule organization on English elections
that on Monday a deputation, headed by Mr.
Chamberlain, M.P., waited on Mr. Butt, requesting
bim to write a letter spproving of the Liberal can-
didate for [Newcastle-under-Lyne, Mr, J, S, Wright,
Mr. Butt required the most explicit pledge from Mr,
Wright in favour of Home Rule before entertaining
the proposal. The Irish voters hold the election
fn their hands.”

would depend upon them for patronage, and its
eystem of studics wonld commence where that of
the majority of the preeent colleges terminated.”

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The British Columbian diffieulty is said to
be scttled and Lord Carnarvon will probably
carry away the honor of having contributed to
its success, We learn by telegram that the
Carnarvon dispatchee have been accepted and
that at a mass mecting of influential citizens,
the policy of <“delay” was agreed to.

BANQUET TO MR. BUI'T, M.P.

On the cvening of the day on which the
Home Rule Meeting was held in the Rotunda,
a banquet wasgiven to Mr. Butt.  The first
toast was the “ Quecn, Lords and (ommuns of
Ircland,” the sccond, * Home Rule,” and the
third * Isaac Butt.” The great mwan’s reply
wascalled ** the best speech he ever made.” His
speech fills a page of the Nution andisa
magnificcnt cffort.  Medest yet powerful, he
commeneed it saying he was leader of the
Ttome Rule party by choice of the people, not
by individual wish :—

# If," said he, * 1 could recal you to the evening
when a few individuals met in the back room of a
hotel in Dublin, ani contrast it with the glorious
Conference of 1873, with the Waterford clection
(checrs), with our assembly here this evening, with
our Conference on yesterday (cheers)—would 1 use
the Ianguage of exaggeration if J said that the in-
terval that separates the meeting in the Bilton
hotel from this meeting here this cvening is far
wider than the interval that separates such an as-
semblage as thia from the triumphant success of a
movement born without loud proclamation and
growing with a silent strength. He concluded by
saying ; if Irishmen—if the people arc true and
loyal to the cause—if they act temperately and
cautiously, but at the same time firmly and deter-
minedly, avoiding all foolishtalk-if priest and people
unite (hear, henr) as they did in Waterford—if Ite.
land rises with onu gigautic effort at the next elec-
tion, and sends us a majority—an aAlmost unanimous
natioval declarartion—of ninety members—1I say, as
I raid often, that even before the centenary of 1782
returns, we will sec at least the on mnuiversary of
that grent occasion her Majesty opening the parlia-
ment of Irish members in College-green—the parlia-
ment as it will then, indeed, be, of the “Queen, Lords,
and Commons of Ircland,” and her Majest will for
the firat time she will reign in tho hearts and affec-

THE ADDRESS OF THE IRISH NATION TO
THE UNITED STATES—ANOTHER
REJECTION.

The Philadelphin correspondent of tho ZTimes
writes, under date, Jan, 30 :—“Some time ago the
House referred to the Foweign Commitice an in-
quiry as to what should be done in the case of the
address from the Irish nation, which Mr, O'Connor
Power, M.P., has thus far been unable to present
to the Unpited States Government, 3Mr, Power has
been before the Comimittee, who listened to a full
statement of his case. They neverthcless decided
that the only way in which the address could bo
recoived was through the accredited representative
of Her Majesty's Government, This determination
of the Committee bas incensed the Fenians,
especially in New York, who declare it to be equi-
valent to a rejection of the address, and threaten
to bold an *indignation meeting’ They are par-
ticularly angry with Mr. Hewitf, M, C,, from New
York city, and chairman of the Democratic
National Committee, who is a member of the
Yoreign Committee. As Mr. Hewitt is at present
cngaged in more important mattors, and will not
havo to risk an election to the House for two years
to come, he is probably not utterly demoralised by
the hostile attitude of the portion of tho Irish
nation domiciled in- New York” S

THE LAND JOBBERS IN IBELAND,

In his Lenten pastoral, his Grage the Archbishop
of Tuam, speaking of the land jobbers in Ireland,
SAyN :—

There is a general source of complaint prevatling
at prescut among the poor against a class they call
‘ Land Jobbers,” who trade on the purchase of land,
not for thelr own use, but to retail it at exarbitant
profits to the tillers of the eoil. Such a practice has
often called forth the soverest roprehension of the
Church. We read in Ecclesinsticua—* He that offer-
cth sacrifice of the goods of the poor is ag one that
sacrificeth the son in the presence of his father, The
bread of the needy is the life of tho poar. He that
taketh away the bread gotten by sweat is like him
that killeth his neighbonr.” But it is quito unnec-
essary to refer to the Old Testament on the subject
when St. James tells the rich, hard-hearted man :
% Your riches are putrified and your garments are
moth eaten ; your gold and silver is rusted; you have
atored up to yourselves wrath ngninst the last day,
Behold the lives of tho labourers, who have reaped
your fields, of which you have defrauded them, cry
out, and the cry ot them hath entored into the cara
of the Lord of Sabbaoth.”

THE POPE AND THE EMPEROR AT
CANOSSA.

In the exceptionally severe winter of 107¢-'7, on
a piercingly cold day of Jjanuary, a man,clad ina
penitential garh, humbly knocked at the gate of
the citadel of Canossa, begging permission to enter.,
Here the great Pope Hildebraud, St. Gregory VII,,
had sought ghelter from the violence of his enc-
mies with his friend, Matildu, Marchioness of
Tuscany. It was the most powerful, most un-
principled, and most treacherous of these enemies
that now thus humbly sought an audience of the
Pope, whom he had not long before braved, defied
and threatened to depose. Even on this occasion
it was only tho necessity created by circumstances
that forced the licentious and tyrannical Heory IV.
of Germany to lay aside the insigaia of royalty for
the garb of the penitent, Since his excommunica-
tion the year had well-nigh elapsed which would
see the end of his legal power, and confer upon his
oppressed subjects the privilege of choosing another
ruler, Gregory perfectly understood the man with
whom he had to deal, and therefore refused to see
the monarch before he had given an carnest of the
sincerity of his repentance. Having been admit-
ted to the courtyard of the castle, the haughty
Henry remained bare-footed and bare-headed in the
snow all day, subjecting himself to the same severe
discipline on thc two following days. Impatient
of delay, and despaidng of success, though with
tears in his eyes, he begged for the removal of the
sentence which weighed mors heavily upon his
temporal intcrests than upon his conscience, he
was about to retirs when he entered the neighbour-
iug chapel of St. Nicholas to pray.

Berve no state, retain no mark of digaity, nor exer-
cise any acts of regal power. The violation of any
of these coaditions would subject him anew to all
former ccclesiastical penaltics, The proposed as-
sembly was never convened, but the event showed
only too clearly how well founded were Gregors's
fears and suspicions. Henry left Canossa only to
violate every cogagement he had made as soon as
Lie could muster strength enough among the dis-
contented princes and simoniacal bishops to whom
the great Pontiff was odious. 7The struggle be-
tween the Papacy and the Empire was continued
long after these two opponents had both died in
exile; the licentious emperor in absolute misery at
Liege, an outcast from society and from his own
fomily ; the great and good Pope at Salerno, as the
guest of bis friend and ally, Robert Guiscard, with
these memorable words on his dying lips: “1 have
10\.'led justice uud hated iniquity, therefore I die in
exile.”

It is the encroachment of the temporal on the
spiritual power, and not that of the Jatter on the
former, that has alwaye brought about a collision
betsween the two. No man understood the charac-
ter of the young Henry IV, better than did Cardi-
nal Hildebrand. When the former mouk of Cluny
and faithful adviser of so many Popes was raised to
the dignity of the Pontificate, he wrote ‘to the
young monarch, warniog him to desist from his
evil ways, for that his vices and tyranoy would
find in him a stern and relentless foe, By his very
office he was the guardian of the public morals, the
censor of kings a8 well as of the paople, and that he
would perform the duty reposed in bim by the con-
stitution itself, of preserving the libertice of the
latter against the tyranny of the former. The faith-
ful performance of this duty brought him into a':
struggle which ended for him only with his latest
breath, and which he Dbequeathed as a precivus
heritage to bhis successors. The perfidious Menty
also left an heir in the stronghold of Monnt Stau-
fen, who bequeathed to his family a bhatred agaiost
the Church and her Pontiffs, whose fire was
quenched only in the life-blood of the lnst member
of the House of Hohenstaufen in the middle of the
thirteenth century, No trace is left of these two
families of German tyrants, unless the memory of
their evil deeds. The victory vemained with the
Supremd Pontiffs, the succeszors of St, Peter, who
havo ever been the jealous and consistent defenders,
not only of their own prerogatives, but also of the
rights and liberties of the people.

The greatest and most disinterested guardisns
and apostlas of popular liberty have been the very
Pontiffs of the Middle Ages, who are so unsparingly
maligned and misrepresented by Protestant writers.
It is precisely such men as Gregory VII;, Innocent

I[L and Boniface VIIT, that are most vebemently.

The
Franconian emperors bequeathed &ll their eyl
qualities to thelr kingmen of the Houss of Hohen.

Yet Protestants
are never tired of lavishing enconiums on the
tyrants and loading their opponents with fnjury
and calumny. Whatever shred of liberty has been
preserved to the world owes its prescrvation to
thoge very Popes who are most maligned.: These
writers stem to be entirely regardless of the glaring
inoonsistency In their conduct.

when Christianity dawned upon the world
it¢> uwz huuunitzl f:o:rt perishing.

rnstle again separated him from the Pontift before
whom he had perjured himse!f to conceal his villany.
The contest which Gregory VII, maintained against
the powerful Henry wns waged through motives of
duty, a duty forced upon him by the peculiar cir-
cumatances of his position, and as such crowned by
triumpl in the end, though not until long after he
had gone to his reward, 1lis first public act after
his nomiuation 1o the highest position in the Church
militant was to acquaint the young Henry with the
true mature of the relations between Popu snd em.
peror, und what tho latter might expect from the
former if he tnrned one step aside from his path of
duty, or dared to assume an oftice which did not be-
long 10 his position.

Ax tloxssr Max.—It is some honor to humanity
tha$ there was oce member of the Jtalian Parliament
endowed with suflicient courage and honesty to
denounce the last bill passed agaiost the Holy
Father and the clergy of Italy. This member was
Bortolucci. In reply to a violent tirnde of another
Deputy against the Holy See. Bortolucci said that
nonc bt a coward would insult the gray bairs of
the venerable Fius IX. He was the august repre.
sentative of religion upon which all civilized States
rested for security. e declared that the bill was
an infamous penal law; that it contradicted the
first article of tho Constitution, and violated the
religious convictions of the country and the official
religion of the State. He argucd that the Catholie
Church condemucd neither liberty, noe civilization,
nor progress, ancient or modern, but condemned
merely the anti-Christian spirit which Inspired the
revolution. The Papacy had saved the world fiom
barbariam. He lamented the violation of the firat
article of the Statute, the unbecoming language of
the irreligious Press of Italy, and hoped the bill
would be rejected in homage to justice. He con-
cluded by saying: “ God save the venerated seat of
the angust Pontifi; God save the divine faith of our
forefathers."—Catholic Telegraph.

—i.¢, he solemnly addressed the whole Church,
independently of subsequent consent by the in-
dividual bishops, You know that I was not of the
Iatter opinion ; but it was the opinion of the im-
mense majorfty of the bishops, and it recelved the
confirmation of the Pope. Soon after, those bishops
who opposed the Council acceptud this decision of
the majority and the Pontiff. And it was quite their
duty to act thus, You may easily see that, had I
not agreed with them, I would bave openly declared

Cousequently, if you will not accept the decision of
the Vatican Council, say to yourself.

Bodfish, of the Cathedral. He took his text from
the sixteenth cbapter ot St. Matthew: “ Thou art
Peter, and upon thy rock I will build My church.”
They celebrated, said the preacher, on that day the
Feast of St. Petcr's Chair, but in doing so, the
reverence was not towards a material object. In
St. Peter's Chasin they recognized the prerogatives
of the Holy See, which bad existed from the
earliest ages. KEven in the days of the apostles,
when Puul and Barnabas disputed, they went up to
Jerusalem and referred the case to Peter, whose
decision was recsived as final, and beyond appeal.
The Prince of the Apostles established his church
at Antioch, and the neighbouring churches appealed
to St. Peter and received his decisions as infalliblo,
Rome had been constituted the capital of Christ-
endom, the Popes had well earned the title to its
sovereignty. But for thePopes the traveller might
search in vain for its site amid the waste of the
Oampagna. It was a fallacy to suppose that the
Pope's . supremacy conflicted with temporal alle-
giance. When astate like Spain had established
unity of faith and worship it was, as Cardinal
Manoing stated, the duty of the state to preserve
that unity. When the unity is broken, as in the
case of England, or does not exist, a3 in that ofthe
Unitod States, civil law could not restore or pro-
duce it, since it depended on the individual incep-
tion of faith, ‘Washington had said without
religion and morality there could be no republic,
yet public morality had become debauched, public
honor a jest. In the face of this corrupt nine-
teenth century, Pius IX, conld not be deterred from
publishing his syllabus; he stood forth and main-
tained the truth, In conclusion the preacher ad-
dressed the members of the Catholic Union, re.
minding them that it was their duty to make
known their faith with cournge and exhorting them
to look to the Chawr of Peter.

the Bishop of Clogher does not reside in that ob-
scure hamlet; the Dishop of KRilmorelives in
Cavan, o few miles from the village from which the
see take its name ; the Bishop of Ardagh resides
many miles from the village of that name, and
from Clonmacnoise; the Bishop of Meath, with a
Provincial designation, does not reside in any of
the nine centres of episcopal sees within ancient
royal Meath ; the Bishop of Ferns lives far from
the village of that name, once the residence of the
Kings of Leinster; thoe Bishop of Kildare and
Leighlin resides in Carlow, between both towns;
the Bishop of Ossory lives in Rilkenny, far distant
from the seat of hig see; the Bishop of Cloyne re-
sides in Queenstown; the Bishop of Ross in
Skibbereen ; the Bishop of Ardfert and Aghadoe
{wrongly called Kerry) in Killarney; the Bishop
of Killaloe rarely in that littlo town; the Bishop
of Kilmacduagl and Kilfenora never lives in either
village ; the Bishop of Elphin resides in Sligo; the
Bishop of Killala in Ballina; the Bishop of Ac-
honry in Ballaghadereen; aund the Bishop of
Clonfert in Loughrea. This statement proves the
vast changes that have taken place by the diver-
sion of trade and population from the centres of
the ancient sces of Ireland and the gradual ndap-
tation of the residence of the Rishopa to these
changes.

Tue Recrasatioy oF TivaL axp Waste Laxns op
IneLasp.—\We bave taken some tronble to give a
tabular statement of the intake of lands from the
sea and of the reclamation of waste lands, which,
though recommended by so many commissions and
reports during tho century, have not yot been
carried out by tho State. We should say these
commissions and reports have cost the country
over £100,000, Tho publication of the Irish
Domesday DBook, with Government valuation of
the estatos, throws great light on this subject, as
the proprietora would, no doubt, willingly sell to
the State on 30 years' purchase, The State has
since 1845 offercd great fucilitics to the owners ;
but the returns in 1876, on Mr. O’Connor Power's
motion as to wasto lands in Mayo, Galway, and
Donegal, show that the loans on such modcrate
terms have not been accepted since 1845 ; honce
now the necessity for the Government adopting
Lord Joho Raussell’s proposal in 1847 to buy, re-
claim, and sell them in lots. Iad the loans been
taken, repayable principal and interest in 22 years,
at G} per cent. interest, the *lords of heather and
rushes” would bave sixfold the pregent income,
without an outlay of a shilling of their own, 80 re-
productive are such works, We will take a fow
great old proprietors, with their acrenge and rated
incomes, from the Domesday Book, who have re-
claimed little or nounc of their wasto lands. In
Connemars the Law Life Company lately sold to
Mr. Berrldge 159,803 acres, £6,321 ; in Mayo, Lord
Sligo, 114,881 acres, £16,157—of theso over 70,000
acres are waste; Mr, Carter, 37,773 acres, £2,644— a
20,000 acres are waste; Sir Roger Palmer, 80,960
acres,” £14,625, of which 30,000 are waste, In
Donegal, Lord Conyngham, 122,300 acres, .£15,1 66—
about 80,000 are waste (tholate peer died worth
over £400,000, and yet he reclaimed none) ; Mr.
Murray Stewart, 50,818 acros, £6,500, of which half
are waste. We merely give a fow of the largest of
the old proprictors, who may be very good land-
lords on theiraralle land, but have made no re-
clamations. Mr. Henry, M,P,, 3[r. Graham, and a
dozen of other late purchasers in Galway, Mr,
Clive, M.P’,,and others in Erris, Lord George Hill,
Lord Lifford, and a few more in Doncgal, have
done a good denl to their credit, tho works being
reproductive ; but in 12 poor law unions in theso
countics, with 60,300 acres of wasto in each, there
werc, in 1876, 1,028,064 acrce, *a waste, howling
wilderness,” of which one-fifth was reclaimable for
tillage.— Farmers' Gazolle.

Inretasp AT WestsinstEr.~The opening of the
Parlinmentary Session has found the Irish lome
ftule members in full activity and more thanordin-
ary hopefulness. It is not merely in anaswer to the
vague challengo of their opponents, who say “ shew
us what Ireland wanants besides Home Rule,” that
they have placed on the paper such a number of bills
and resolutions ; but the measures are actually such
as they deem itan advantage to the country to carry.
They are not reduced to the necessity of maintain-
ing pet griovances in order that they may nct ag
arguments in favor of self-government, If every bill
of which notice is given by the Irish party wcre
carried, Home Rulo would still remain n great object
for the Irish people, because it means rational life,
new encrgy infused into the conntry, the union of
clagses, and something like a restorntion of that
vigour which seemed to transform Ircland during
the short period, which was terminated by the bale-
ful Act of Union. Ircland has given proof that ghe
conld govern herselt wisely ; Evgland no less em-
phatic has shewn that she is incapable of so doing.
Her best voluntary effort——if indeed any such can
be sald to bevoluntary—is but the attempt to repair
wronga or blunders, while often ono evil is covered
only by the substifution of another equsal or grenter.
Things may change as they bave changed, and
Englishmen may grow a little more modest iz the
ostimate of their capacity to manage the business of
other people better than they could do it themselves;
they may grow actually wiser and understand Ire-
land better; but we ece no reason to doubt that, after
all, those whoso special and undivided interests are
wrapped up in the country itself are those to whom
the grave charge of its interests should be intrusted.
Some people opposed to Home Rule ask what an
Irish Parliament wonld have to do. An abundant
answer may be found in pointing to the notice
paper of the first night of the Session. The pro-
gramme of the Irish members is longer than thaé
contained in the Queen's Speech. It touches on
matters of much graver consequence than any of
the domestic questions spoken of in that document.
There is not one of them which would not be held
to be worthy the attention of the Imperial Parlia-
ment itself, if only it had time, a8 Envli-h membera
would say, and if only it were competent, as Irish
members would suggest, to deal with thuem., Pog-

We shall search for the truth, and we
place before our readers fo-day, an evidence of
our determination. Of course all the guilty
ones will say that we are wrong, . What else
would they-say? But we shall be slow, very
slow, to be repelled because of their assertion
of innocence. 'We cate not who is to blame—
Liberal or Conservative—Sir John MDonald,
or Mr. Maokenzie. All we want is to stop the
 evil of this undue preference for Qrangemen,
Perhaps indeed we may be doing the Govern-

ment & substantial service in exposing theso
unfair doings of its agent in Belfast; but no
atter what party we serve—we shall do our
duty to Catholic interests first :—

THE IMMIGRATION QUESTION.

To the Editor of the Trur WITNESS.

Sir :—Hitherto I bave been loth—for reasons
that I was not anxious for public notoriety to have
my name appear in public print in connection with
the question of Irish Immigration so ably discuss-
ed and handled in the Tavs Witwess of the last
few weeks. But when, Mr. Editor, I noticed the
denial of your assertions anent the subject in ques.
tion by the Secretary of the Department of Agri-
culture and reiterated by the Toronto Fribune 1
think the time has come when 1 should speak,
egpecially as it is well known not alone by my per-
gonal friends, but to a large proportion of the
Canadian public that 1, at one time held the
honourable position of Immigration Agent for the
Ontario Government in Ireland. Lot me sey at the
outset that in this connection, so faras I am con-
cerned, I have no hand or part in what the
Tribune aforesald, characterises a * conspiracy” to
upset the Mackenzle Government. Ifsuch a con-
gpiracy exists I know nothing of it, nor am I inter-
ested one way or the other, and I beg that the
Tribune, if it deign to notice those few remarks will
give due prominence to this declaration. My sole
and only object is the vindication of our down-trod-
den compatriots both in Ireland and in Canada who
Lave been, in connectlon with this Immigration
movement, at Ieast, made the unwitting subjects of
a fraud, a delusion and a snare, a8 your readers must
know from the able and truthful articles contained
in the True Wirsess of late, Well, Sir, to the
point, but here let me say I do not think it neces.
sary to go over the ground you yourself travelled
when replying to Mr. John Lowe, Secretary to the
Department of Agriculture for it is quite clear to
all who read your reply that you had the best of
the argument—Mr, Lowe was simply nowhere,
There is one remark, however, of Mr, Lowe's which
I am called upon to notice and that is when he
speaks of your quotation from my report to the
Ontario Government in 1874 wherein I stated the
diffculties I encountered in procuring passage war-
rants from the head office in London and that “ the
Dominion Agent at Belfast has from the outset ex-
ercised the discretionary power ” denied the Catlio.
lic agents in the South. Mr. Lowe states
that those remarks of mine were “simply un.
true, Mr. Foy mnever had such power”
that is the importont point, in my estimation so
far as this discussion nffects anything I have said
or written on thesubject. I will give you the
proofs, in brief, so faras I can. Now, as it is
generally known I was an agent of the Oantario
Government in connection with immigration in
Ireland on two occaslons, extending over a period
of close upon two years, When I first went there
I found that the rules and regulations pertaining
to the office were such that my hands 1were tied so0
far as the sending out of Irish emigrants was con-
cerned. For instance, I was expected to write
letters to the press on Canada, deliver lectures, &c.,
but when it came to the most important point of
giving a ticket to an emigrant, I had not the power,
but must forsooth, send his name and so forth to
our office in London, presided over or rather whose
chief officer,—and into whose hands all documents
of this nature must pass—was a gentleman who, I
believe 1was never in Canada ¢n his lfe! 'This wos
the gentleman who was appointed to tell intending
emigrants the kind of country they were expected
to emigrate to! Moreover, this was the gentleman
appointed to disturb Canadian Agents in the dis-
charge of their duty. This was the gentleman who
had Carte dlancke authority in the matter of
© agsisted passages.” I would not refer to him at
such length only I observe he is at the present
moment occupying the same position-that of
chief clerk under Mr, Dore, the gentleman sent
over to relieve Mr, Agent-General Jenkins, Ifound
him to be a bigot of the first water, an enemy to
Trish (Catholic) emigration, n person who tried his
best, officially of course, to bar my every effort, and as
I have said, as he is still occupying the honorable
position I think I should put his name in print so
that it can go down to posterity along with that of
Mr. John Lowe. His name is Mr, Albert Jourdain,
chief clerk aud generalisimo of the Canadian emigra-
tion office in London, whose term of service dates
back to the time of the Sir John Macdonald Ad-
mistration, Wellythis is the party who dont want
Irishmen to cometo Canadn, and though it is a
fact that Mr. Lowe, if he dont know if, certainly
ought to is continued in office from one adminis-
tration to the other, Now, as to Mr. Foy, the agentin
Belfast, I never to my knowledge, snw Mr, Foy nor
was I ever in his office, and in view of the favoritism
shown him as exhibited by the annual Blue Book
of the Minister of Agriculture, I don't think it
necessary to enlarge the question. What T do Ze-
lieve, however, is, that 2r. Foy, kad full control of those
assisled passage warrants, when at a time neither I,
the Ontario agent, nor Mr, Larkin, his colleague as
o Dominion agent had power whatever in the
matter, I leerned this information from several
gources—from parties whose information I con.
sidered quite correct, I will state o few of my
informants, first, one was a gentlsman connected
with the Allan Steamship office in Belfast who
from his position hnd a right to know surely.
Wel), he stated to me in my office in Dublin, that
Mr, Foy did not have to sond hLis applications to
London, the same as I did, but that he had a book
of tickets in his office and that he had fought for
the right of issuing those tickets,something similar
1 suppose to the way he told Dr, Lachlan Taylor,
to " keep out of his field,” I was told he exercised
the privilege, by avother Gentleman conaected with
the Allan office in Liverpool, I was told so by the
Ontario agent in London, in reply to the question
agked by mie if such a distinction in favor of the
North of Ireland was made. These parties as well
as others equally competent to judge either did not
deny to me that Mr. Foy was “boss of the sitna-
tion” in respect to the lssuingof ticketsto emi-
grants or they admitted that such was the case,

-Bo, Mr, Editor, I hereby substantiate all you have

written in the Tox Wirsess on this subject, It is
well known by Irish Catholic Emigration agents,
geaerally, that they are not expected to exert them-
selves, whereas apathy on the part of an English or
Scotch agent, would ensure his suspension, Dur-
ing the four or five months that I had intercourse
with Efr. Larkin the Dominion sgent in Dublin, bis
frequent remark was :—the less they heard of him
in the Department at Ottawa the better he was
appreciated no doubt it was true as Mr, Larkin did
not trouble the Department with a report of his
operations from 1872 until the other day, whereas
every officer holding the least sinecure in the Depart-
ment reported snnually even to the mail officer of
the Allan Steamships. Mr, Lowe winds up by stating
that there are reasons for accounting for the small
number of Irish Catholics who come to Canada,—
that the United States gets the cream of tue South
of Ireland emigrants. This is true toa certain ex-
tent, but not 8o far as Mr. Lowe would have us be-
lieve. Itis, in myopinion a first cJass excuse for
the indifferentism toward the South of Ireland that
has been displayed by the Department of which
Mr, John Lowe is the Secretary. Though I do not
carc to be thought egotistical or to leave myself
liable to be considered an egotist, I may state how-
ever, a5 & matter, of public notoriety that during a
period of eleven months in which I was an agent,
I sent over six hundred emigrants to Ontario, and
Mr. Foy with all his advantages, such as a regular
line of steamships at his door and those * 40,000
pamphlets” to boot did not equal the number. I
may state too, that the Protestants included in that
number, and I Lelieve they constituted & fair pro-
portion, got as fair play, from me both person.
ally, and in my official capacity, as my own
co-religionists,. Now a word as to those pam-
phlets issued by Mr. Foy, Mr. Editor you are
not far astray when you declare that they had a
tendency to encourage Orangemen to emigrate to
Canada, I remember one of those pamphlets coming
into my hands accidentally in 1873 and 1 noticed
in its pages a letter written from Shanzonville
Oat., if I mistake not, in which it was stated that
there was an Orange Lodge up there composed of
Indians, and that the writer got initiated into an.
otber lodge soon after landing, and other equally
Orange views as well. If this is not true perhsps
the urbane Secretary of the Department of Agricul-
tute will be good enough to produce one of the
pamphlets. It will not be very much trouble to do
so I think. Mr. Peter O'Leary, in a letter fo one
Mr, William O'Neill of Toronto and copied from
the Globe into the Tridune of last week, again de-
fends the Government in connection with this
question, Mr. if O'Leary had the interests
of the Irish labourers—whom he professes to repre-
sent—really at heart he would be better employed
than waiting upon Mr. Dore to get a denial of the
True Wrirsess' charges which common sense would
have told him te expect. As for the answer he
got from Mr. Dove, the present agent of the Govern-
ment, this letter ¢ if one man’s word be as good as
auother,”’ is a sufficient answer, Mr. Dore it seems
told Mr. O'Leary there was not * one word of truth”
in the Teve Wirxess' charges, T refer both Mr, Dore
and Mr, O'Leary to the blue books of the Dominion
to sulstantiate them, if nothing further, 1n this
connection I notice with pain the great anxiety Mr,
O'Leary evinces for the Cavadian Government. In
my opinion he would be better and more consistently
employed, asThave said in looking after the interests
of the Irish farm labourers, a clasa of people on
whose account Mr. O'Leary spent a couple of years,
in wholesoms luxury, in return for which it is very
questionable whether he extended to them any
benefit—even a moiety of which the whole souled
Joseph Arch Lrought about for his suffering com-
patriofs.

Apologising, Mr, Editor, for taking up so much of
your valuable space and re.asguring you of my dis-
interestedness in this matter and hearffelt thanks
for your able advoeacy of our poor people both
abroad and at home.

NOTES FROM ROME.
:0:
Rous, Fearcary 10th, 1817,

A splendid ornament for the Hall of the Con-
ception in the Vatlcan has arrived in Rome from
France. It was conveyed in sixteen immense
chests, and occupled eight railway vans. It forms
a large monument, constructed of various kinds of
wood, inlaid and adorned with mosaics and pic-
tures on Bevres porcelain and tich metals, the
whole surmounted by a silver status representing the
Immaculate Conception, crowned with a garland
brilliant with diamonds and precious stones. The
monument has compartments to hold several
volumes, in every language in the world, contain-
ing translations of the Bull defining the Immacu.
late Conception. These volumes are richly bound
and adorned with paintings by celebrated artists
and by one of the sovereigas of Europe, as well n8
by some of the natives of Oceanica and Australia
who were recently converted to Christianity.

The Brazilian pilgrimage will leave Rioon some
day between the 5th and 25th of April, and will
arrive in Rome on the 3rd of June, At Lucerne a
Swiss pilgrimage 15 in preparation. A pilgrimage
from Dalmatia is also spoken of.

In Montelepre, in the province of Palermo, a gol-
dler committed suicide, The parish priest refused
to inter the body within the church, and for this
refusal wassent to prison in Palermo by the Perfect.
On the case coming before the court the parish
priest was declared innocent and liberated. He Lad
in fact merely fulfilled a manifest duty, and at the
same time he carried out the laws of the State.
But he receives no compensation for the insult
done to Lim by the illegal incarceration. The real
law-breaker, the Perfect, escapes with impunity.

The Carnival for this season has been the very
worst gince 1870, The King went to Naples, and
a great many of the Roman nobles went to their
country seat, to avoid whatis freely termed at
Tome the nuisance of the Carnival. The new comers
tried to enliven the Corso by shocking the sense of
decency which still forbids displays of vice in the
streets, and in rome of the waggous which carried
maskers were placed women most indelicately
dresged, or rather, apparently, undressed. One of
the shops in the Corso displayed to public view a
personification of the shape of a beautiful woman
posed in such a way as to disgust the passers-by, rad
one of the principal DLalconies was decorated by
three female figures in Adamite costume, These
immoralities attracted so much hostile comment
that many respectable men refused to allow their
children to witness the Carnival and eventunlly the
indecencies complained of were removed or altered,
A terribly sudden desth marked the commence-
ment of this years Carnival. The Countess Emma
Marignoli was a great favourite in certsin circles
in Rome, ns she was rich, landsome and accou-
plished. She had made every preparation io enjoy
this carnival, and had chosen for her masquerade
costume a Chinese or Japavese dress. Un the 5th
of February the Countess Marignoli took her place
in her balcony and began to throw confeti. Suddenly
those near her observed her trembling and putting
ber hand to her head and stifling a cry of pain.—
They removed her to a bed, and in two hours she
expired. She was noted for ber charity and good
nature.

The Festival of St. Agatha was duly commenmor-
ated in the church of the Irish College on Monday,
the 5th of February. Dr. O'Mahony, Bishop of
Armidale, sang the High Mass. The Earl of Ken-
mare, Vigcount Castlerosse, aud Sir Charles Douglas
were invited to attend the festival, and the Arch.
bishop of Turin, the Bisbop of Tivoli, and Arch-
bishop Jacobini were also present.

The President and Gencral Secretary of the As-
sociation of the Catholic Youth of Italy have ad-
dressed a circular letter in Latin to the Catholic
Bishops of Italy and other countries, enclosing a
memarandum addressed to all Catholics with a view
to organising the celebration of the approaching
Episcopal Jubilee of his Holiness Pins IX. As on
the 11th of April, 1869, the Catholic world celebrat-
ed the Holy Father's Sacerdotal Jubilce, and as on
the 16th of June, 1871, it celebrated the completion
of the 25th year of his Pontificate, so now on the 3rd
of June, 1877, it is called upon to rejoice at the
fiftieth anniversary of his consecration as Bishop in
the Church of St. Peter and Vineula, at Rome. IHis
consecrator was the venerable Cardimal TFraucis
Xavier Castiglioni, Bishop of Frascati, nod after-
wards Pope under the name of Pius VIII. At this
time, when the Church and its visiblo Head are
subjected to stch outrages and persccutions, Cath-
olics should nuglect no opportunity of professing
their veneration for, and vnion with, their Chief
Pastor ; and the council of the Association suggest:
—1. Constant daily and more fervent prayer for
the Supreme Pontiff; 2. Offerings for his relief under
the spolintions iaflicted on him, which offerings are
to be collected and presented at the Jubilee as a

"« gymbolm” of filial affection ; 3. Offerings of pro-

ducts of the arts and industries exercised by Cath.
olics, which are to be collected into au exhibition to
be opened in the Vatican, and for the best specimens
among which diplomas of honour and medals are
to be awarded by judges delegated for that purpose.
This Exhibition is to be opened after the middle of
May, and is to embrace all objects and matters
having relation to Catholic worship. These are to
be divided inte four classes:—1, Linen, silken,
and woolen fabrics; 2. Object of metal, wood, and
glass; 3. Books; 4. Liberal and kindred arts,
architecture, peioting, sculpture, music, &c. Lastly,
it is proposed that pilgrimages should be made to
the Basilica of St. Peter and Vincala.

“ The Home Rule party have given notice of op-
position to every measure which the Government
bave introduced or announced their intention to
produce. Mr. Biggar is to oppose no fewer than ten
of the Government bills, and Mr. Parnell will at-
tempt to stop the progress of six.”’

Parliament was opened on Thursday week by the
Queen who appenred in the raiment of royalty—
“The satrapa thronged the hall” as she whisked
passed them in little state, Then her address
was read to the faithful Commons, and the liege
Lords. A string of nothings was spoken in her
name, and one of these nothings was intended for
this country, # You will ba asked " (she said) ¢ to
constitute one Supreme Court of Judicature for
Ireland, and to confer an equitable jurisdiction on
the County Courts of that country.” The party
in opposition had something to say in reference,
not to the Address directly, but to English affairsin
general, and they spoke by the mouth of their pro-
phet, the Marquis of Hartington, who touched upon
questions of howe and foreign policy. The utter-
ances of the leadersout of oftice were tame and dull
in both Houses.

The first division of the session took place upon
the Sunday Closing question ; the third was upon
Mr. Parnell's Irisk Charch Act Amendment Rill,
Here was an opportunity for the Government and
the House of Commons to show a considerate re-
gard to the material interests of Ireland, if such a
feeling existed in such a quarter. The member for
Meath simply proposed to give to the eccupying
tenants of Church lands the same facilities for pur-
chasing theirLioldings as those given to the land-
lords for purchasing the tithe.rent charge. Nc pro-
posal could well be less vevolutionary ; the bill could
not be said to trench in any way on the ¢ rights of
property;” yet the land lords eame down in tall
force to denounce and oppose it, and they found
willing assistance from the Government. Sir M.H.
Beach and Mr. David Plunket joined Messrs Macart-
ney and dulholland in speaking in opposition to the
Home Rulers, and on a division, Mr, Parnell was
defeated by 150 votes to 110.

The Central Tenants’ Defence Association have
this week issued a report of tbeir operations for the
Fear ending last Dacember, It i3 a clear and not
altogether discouraging statement, and will, I
am sure, atiract the carnest attention of the advo-
vated of tenant-right. It concludes by mentioning
o fresh instance of Mr, Butt's self-sacrifice and
devotion to the interests of the Irish farmers, “Ile
has,"” we read, * placed bis professional services at
the disposal of the tenantry in the most disinterest-
cd manner. Any tenant requiriog legal advice has
but to communicate with our central offices, when
he will reccive Mr. Butt’s opinion gratis on the
peculiar circumstances of Lis case.” I am con-
fident that such generosity will not only not ba for-
gotten, but will be reciprocated in full measure by
the tenantry of Ireland,

of this city (Dublin) of baving dances, singing,drink.
ing, accompanied by gross immorality at wakes. No-
thing can be more disgraceful. It is indeed proper
to respect the remalns of the dead who dio in the
Lord. 'We should do so by thinking upon denth,
and recommending the departed souls to the mercy
of tiod. Trofane and immodest amusements in the
house of mourning should not be tolerated, and all
good Catholics should unite in putting an end to
scandals which are an abomination in the sight of
Gad, and a cause of ruin to many souls.

The Very Bev. Thomas N. Burke, O.P., preachod
at the Cathedral, North Parish, Cork, on Sunday,
Feb. 4, inaid of the Msgdalen Asylum, under the
care of the Sisters of Charity. There wad an ex-
tremely large congrogation, the cathedral being left

even without standing room for onc more than
those who filled it. The Bishop presided, and all
the most prominent Catholics in the city were pre-

sent.
The Very Rev. Preacher took the following for
i t i
he‘t%xho is weak, and I am not weak? Who is
scandalized, and I am not on fire?'—St. Paul, 2d
Corinthians.
Dearly beloved brethren, these words, spoken by
the inspired Apostle, express the whole mind of
the Catholic Church of Jesus Christ. He who found-
od her gaveinto her charge the souls of all men;
and whenever asingle solitary soul is weakened or
§njured theheart of the Church burns with indig-
nation and with love. And, now I ask you, firat of
all to consider that in founding that Church which
was to bo on the one hand the immaculate, unfail.
ing spouse of the Lambfof God, dowered with tho
rich treasury of bis divine truth, and enriched with
all His sacramental graces ; in founding that Church
which was on the other hand, to butho motherand
the saviour of all races of men, Christ our Lord and
God established upon this earth a divine society—
that is to say, an organized association of men for
a special purpose, for special objects and aims, and
also with an especial motive to impel them to ac-
tion. For,dearly beloved, evory society into which
men form themselves—whether it Lo great or small
—ig based upon certain principles which guide it,
which pointout to it the end for which it was as-
sociated and constituted, and certain impulses or
motives which impel it to action. Thus, for in.
stance, every State or kingdem upon this earth 1a
cuided by certaia principles—political, social, com-
mercial, and otherwise, and it is also impelled by
certain strong motives. Bat, because the Church
of God is a divine society, therefore the principles
that guide ker must be divine, and the metive that
impels her to action must be equally divine. .
Wherever, thorefore, my beloved, we find the
Catholic Church in existence and in action wherever
we find her standing a living real thing, exercising
her own influence over the minds and over the
souls of men, and at the game time propelling her
children to action, there of necessity must we find
an illustration of the Church's motives—in other
words, there must we find the play of Faith and
Love. I have come along distance tospesk in the
midst of you, children of the Holy Church of God—
to speak under the sanction and ooder the blessing
of the venerated prelate, whom years of association
have only taugkt you to estecm and love more and
more every day in which you know him better. I
am come to speak to youin this great Catholic city,
and to speak of one of the greatest charities that
exists in the midst of you; the Magdalen Asylum,
as ruled and governed by the Sisters of Charity—
by an asrociation of Irish ladics, children of the soil
daughters of our blood, the very best and the high.
est, the purest, the holiest that Ircland's Catholic
Llood can produce. And I am come to speak to
you of the action of those nuns, consccrated to God,
who bave brought into the cloister the precious
pear] of unstained and unsullied innocence, and of
virginal hearts—~tho action of these nuns towards
the other pale of society, towards the poorest, the
most wretched, the most degraded, the most help-
less and miserable of those upon whom the eye of
man may rest--uamely, the woman fallen from lLer
high estate, and recovering through the slow and
tedious labors of repentance, the glorious position
which she once held before God, And surely, ap-
proaching this great subject, this great restorative
labor of the Church of God in the midst of her
children and of her people,—I am justified in ask-
ing myself the quostion, and to that question inviting
vour consideration: How aro the principles of the
Catholic Church developed here,snd how do her
motives manifest themselves to us? .
1t is nsignificant fact, well worthy of our attention,
the importance that the Catholic Church alone at-
taches to the virtue of holy purity. You know
that there arec many virtucs indorsed by the law
of God, Some of thego are intellectual others are
moral. You know that the Church of God com-
ruanda us to Lelieve all her tceaching, because she
is a divinely appointed teacher. You know that
the Church of God not only commands all men to
believe what sho teaches, but it comes home to
every man among:t us that it is his own individaal
and persona] concern, and says, “my son, you
must examinc your conscience frequently and care.
fully, you must lay your sins, your infirmities, your
imperfections at the feet of my priests; you must
approach and feed your souls with tho body and
blood of my Divinc Lord and Saviour, and Founder,
Jesus Christ; yon must fast and abstain, you must
{forgive your cnemics, you must be upright, honest
as the sun in heaven in your relations with your
neighbor” These, and such like precepts, the
Church gives us; but prominent amongst all those
precepts is the Church's command to all of us,
and it is =" My son, you must keep your
soul and body in immaculate purity by the
sacramental blessing.” She seals that purtiy
and seal of Christian marriage, she cxalts that
purity in its virginal form by the glory of conse-
cration, sho admits within her sanciuary, to minister
at ber altars, only the eyes that havo never looked
upon evil, the hands that have never been taiunted,
the fest that have never tredden in the paths of
iniquity ; she demands from every one of her
ministers the searching and crucial question—Is
there a virgin soul in a virgin body? and if not
she bids them stand aside, save themselvesin some
other walk of life, but dare not to onter the sanc-
tuary. Within the Catholic Church holy purity
is preached, holy purity is illustrated, holy purity
is exalted ; and in the words of her inspired Scrip-
ture she tells us this vtrtuec, which is highest
on earth, is also highest in heaven, * * * Such
is the boly purity,in the teaching, in the traditions,
and in the practices of the Catholic Church. Out-
side the Cathotic Church,~without wishing to say
an offensive word,~I am bound to say that outside
the Catholic Chutch that purity in its highest form
has no place whatever in the teachings of any body
calling themselves Christinns., In its highest form
of consecrated virginity it bas been dethroned and
uncrowned, and the usurper hes taken the
place once occupied by virging within the
sanctuary of the living God. And why is
this esteem of the Church for holy purity?
Why the peculiar lIove that she as well as her God
has for those who : preserve this beautiful
lily of divine efflorescence within them? Why?
Because (od is purity, because God is essential
purity, because there is nothing materlal in God—
a pure spirit, pure action, essential action. Ang,
therefore, whatever approaches by immateriality,
ag virginity in its highest form does, to God, in the
same proportion does that thing become holy and
God-like, and most pleasing to the heart and eye of
the Most High. - Why, asks: St, Jerome, was St.
John the only oue of the Twelve Apostles who was
allowed to' lay his head upon the bosom of God at
the Last Supper?  You are all familiar with this
portion of the Scripture, for it is illustrated in pane
and gtatuary-befors you, * * .+ The answer is
"—he was the only one of tho twelve who was &

virgic, and, therefore, ho was the most loved and

honoredofall, * * * What is there so fallen
as the fallen woman’; what depth #0 low as that to
which she .siaks; what corruption so ineffable as
that with which she is clothed? Other sinners go
down to the nether hell for their sin, but she of
whom I speak is the very impersonation of sin.
The sight of her is ain ; the touch of her is inefiable
corruption ; the breath from herlips is destruction.
4 They gathered thelr garmenta and fled from her
sight, and eald, { Ob, touch me not for thouarta
sinner.’” The dopt'h to which she falls is so low
that no human or angelic oyo can follow her; none
but the all-seelug eya of the merciful God can
penetrate to such a deep abyss, The corruption
that is upon her is such>that we canaot speak of it,
cannot think of it, and this is one of the difficulties
I have in speaking here to you to-day. The very
subject on which I speak is one on which the hu-
man mind must not think of, which Christian lips
must not speak, because it is too bad, too terrible;
and the apostle said,* Let it bs not so muchas
mentioned amongst you.” Itistheonly evilabout
which grown men and women must bs as careful aa
little children. Itis one agalnst the very sight,
the very nature of which the parent must waich
the child as God watches overusall. For alltimes,
for all occasions, whatever elee must be shut out,
this must be shut out, this mast be expelled—what.
ever olse may form the subject of conversation that
éln must not be named. While the angels in
Heaven look up to the Highest Glory from their
luminous thrones in Heaven; when on earth the
lion leaves his den and the tiger goes forth to seek
his prey, then is seen abroad the greatest of devils,
the angel of sin, the apostle of iniquity! What
hand that is not divine may touch her? The
world is wise enough to say, “Oh, woman, whoie
crime is beyond all, you must depart I” and thia is
because she is beyond the remedial hand of any
human being. Therofore, it is Christ alone that
can do it. Christ alone can touch her with a
vivifying, purifying hand—Christ alone, and
through His Church. And, most sublime of all,
the Church believes in the capability of such sin-
ner for galvation ; the Church knows that she can
once more become pure and holy. Now, 'the
Catholic religion is pre.cminently an intellectual
roligion. You know that notbing is more common
at this day of ours than to accuse us Catholics of
being an unintellectual people; mnothing is more
common than to eay the Church is afraid of educa-
tion, that the Church shuts ont from her children
whatever she can of science and history.
False! Falge, I say; false as hell! It is a liein
the face of that God who made her the depository
of learning, as her history shows. When, tkerefore,
we meet to consider any one point of our divino
faith, or our religion, my beloved brethren, we can
always rest that faith, that practice, that point of
religion, upon an intellectual basir, Having con-
sidered the question from that point of faith we now
consider from the point of charity. 1lay down one
principle first of all—that nothing could come to
the people of this city having so urgent a demand,
not only upon your charity, but upon your large
and munificent charity, as the case of the poor
penitent woman. Why ? Because there is no form
of human misery can como before you so utterly
destitute, 8o utferly helpless, so utterly miserablein
every sense of tho word, as that of the poor Mag-
dalen who comes to you for aid. An orphan finds
# home but who will take %erin? The child who
woeps the first tears of sorrow over a father's and
mother’s graves may find a pious Christiun who,
without difficulty or shame, may adopt that child
into her family, Butjwho will take the fallen one ?
Whero is she to go, tell me? Point outa refuge
for her, Oh, there is no refuge! There isno hand
to touch her without being defiled, no voice to save
her, no house to shelter her., By the mere
eloments of human soctety sho s driven back into
the streets again, back into the hell from which
she has struggled. Everything is passing away
from her ; she i3 there the last miserable creature
in the shipwreck, with not even a spar or a plank
to cling to, with nothing to save her from the great
wavo coming over her. God alone can save her.
She must go down unless the hand that is highest
and holiest be stretched out to her. No huwan ear
can listen to her, so sinful is she. Only the high-
est can condescend to her; only the purest can
raise her. I suppose you will admit that my caso
is strong with regard to those poor penitentsas
long as I speak of their destitution ; but I told you
also that I would put forward this charity on an-
other ground—namely the very excellence of it and
the goodness of the object to which [ allude. The
womaan is fallen, her beauty, her glory ia gone! I
graat you that, and yet I tell you itis Decause of
the intrinsic excellence, because of the grandeur of
those for whom I appeal; that Iam here. I am not
come here to speak to you for mercy for the woman
who walks in the publlic places with trailing
robes, with outstretched neck in an unholy and
powerful beauty, scattering her glances around her
more fatal than the glances of Judith when she
captivated the eye of Holofernes. I am not speak-
ing to you for a Magdalen, in the first days of her
sin, walking proudly through the strects. Ob, no;
1 am not speaking for her in the days when she
was sparkling in gems and fine raiment, when like
Jezebel she was dressed in jewels, but I am spenk-
ing of the woman weeping at the feet of God—her
tears have watered His foet; tears are upon her
face ; they are, as St, Augustine says, “the last
drops from a broken and bruised heart” The
voice of God is heard, “ Ob, woman, thou art all fair
now for I bave cleansed thee.” She stands in all
the majesty, in all the glory of her conversion; in
Heaven the angels of God send up cries of joy for the
couversion of that sinnmer. Behold tho creature
for whom I appeal to you to-day, and say will
you not open to her a home and a house
where she moay weep day after day, where
she may count her tears as they flow and send
up to Heaven a glorious tribute—the sighs
and aspirations of & broken and repentant heart,
But how can I speak of such a one—not the sinner
but the Magdalen ; not Mary the personation of
sin, but Mary pure as an angel of God ? Of her do
I speak, Foryou engaged in the daily business
and the dally ploasures of life, oh, dearly beloved,
how seldom do your thoughts go up to God! But
there in the corner of yourcity, there are souls
spending day after day and night after night under
a cloud, which has passed away before the eyes of
God, but not before the eycs of man. God has now
forgotten all things in his great love, but the great
shadow is there, and under that shadow the work is
done—tears are shed, bitter memories aro called
up, and prayers are poured forth in gratitude. “Ob,
God, Thov didst bring me back from the ways of
hell. I thank Thee and the holy and unfallen
who, out of their charity, have builf this house for
me todwell here in solitary and penitential exer-
ciges.” You will be blessed by those prayers, and
you will know it not. The evil going about in the
dark will turn away from your house, like the De-
stroying Angel among the Israclites, when upon
the lintel of your doors, thero is the countersign of
your charity. And when that final day will come,
and you will go trembling before your God, all
that I can say to you is,—using the language of
Scripture,~you will be astonished at the sudden-
ness of your unexpucted salvation ; that the bright-
ness of your crown, the greatness of your glory, is
due to the fact that your life, which was caroless,
was sauctified by tho prayers of thoso for whom I
now call - upon you to- preserve a home anda
ghelter, * =~ . ~

His lecture  on Coufession” which he delivered
in Franktown Church the 25th Feb. for the benefit
of Father Mathew Temperance Society, degcrves
especial praise.

If[invented, can you tell me
when? by whom? 500 ministers petitioned the
English Parliament to have confession established,
Itis easy to destroy a thing, but mighty difficult
to put it up. If you ask the Catholic priest what
is the hardest thing? Confession, he will answer,
Therefore, no priest could have invented it,
The eloquent lecturer, having kept his audience
apell-bound nearly two hours, concluded by stating
that confession was truly divice; {hat no buman
power conld abelish it.

Tax Torrrrs ok Branisa-Rmxa.—The severe bear-
rein, 88 used by coachmen generally, is nothing
more nor less than horrible and needless torture to
the poor suffering horse—torture while in harness
and the cause of internal maladies when he is put
back into his stall for food and supposed rest, If
there is one thing more opposed to natural health
than another it 18 the incrensed production and
then the waste of the saliva which is o necessary
to the functions of the body. Who ever saw a horse
in a field foamiog at the mouth? Who ever saw a
propeily bitted hunter do so when ridden to hounds
in an easy bit and obedient to & light hand? I
never saw it, nor do I think any one else Lias seen
it; therefore, to begin with, the position of the
carriagre horse's head, gagged with a bearing-reln
out of place, and that profusion of saliva ever fall-
ing from the mouth, must show something essen-
tially wrongz. ‘The perpetually tossing head arises
from the fevered state of the poor animal, and his
consequent atternpta to get rid of an Irritating in.
fliction, and not from the vulgar idea of a fiery wish
to be put in action, Of this I am certain, that the
less artificial constraint you put into a horse's
mouth the better. ‘The less you cumber his grace-
fal limbe with lumber in the sbape of barness the
better. The freer you keep his limbs and his
respiratory urgans the longer he will serve you, and
the greater wiil be the labor he will perform for
you.—Zon. Grantley F. Berkeley.

Hrieive TeE Boi. —The good farmer does this,
Nature does not always make a perfect soil—indeed
but seldom. Then the farmer's ald comes excel-
lently. He is suppceed to be a man of under-
standing ; if he is not, he had better be employed
in something that he has capacity for, ‘The mrans
to help the soil are not scant. What ground gen-
erally lacks is manure; manureis the best one in-
gredient that can be applied, aa it contains the
principles of many others, 1t moistens, it mellows,
it guards ngainst frost and sun, it drains; this is
the reason so much manare is used, and, compara.
tively, little else. People will do without a sub.
soil plow, without ditching, without a mowing
machine, without even a horse-Take~—but they will
use manure more or less, It is well for the land
that thia ia so. Nature Las made some soils too
wet for farming purposes~—though to meet her end
they were propetly made. The farmer need not be
told thias v belp his goil he must drain it. Hetlen
gets the undeveloped richness. Pulverizing and
stirring the soil deeply, so that heat and air can
get down, is another greater thing, These are the
main things, simple yet how little done. Nature
gives yon the soil.  You help her, and she helps
you in turn—~helps you while you are deing it.—
She keeps your ground moist when you mellow it,
aud ehe lots the air pass into it with its fertility
which she took from neglizent barnyards, and this
fertility she leaves with the soil, so that the farmer
and pature are helping each other. Thus our farms
aro improved. How are they deteriorated? By
just the opposite course—by neglect. The more
we do for our farms the more naturo will aid us,
and thus the better will Lo our land. The truth is,
we are only belping nature at the best—and she
pays us for what we do for her. The-land is still
hers ; she forever holds the title deed.—Rurel World.

Farwens' CLup Quoirions AND ANswERS.—Doces
rye make good fodder? Rye for fodder makes prob-
ably the best early feed that can Le grown, but eare
must be taken to cut it before it gets rips or stock
will not relish it.

Can fruit trees be grown successfully ia wooden
troughs ?

Very prolific dwarf trees may be produced in
wooden troughs in the open air. Asin pot culture
goin theso troughs, the roots are restricted and an
early fruitful condition secured. Farmers who have
plenty of land have no need for adopting this mode
of culture, but persons in cities have furnished con-
siderable fruit 1o this way, In latitudes where a-
pricots and nectarines have not timo in ordinary
vrehard culture, an nrrangement of this kind on
the sheltered side of u garden fence has becn intro-
duced with profit.

In what proportions arc these troughs or boxes
made ? ’

They are usually made with twelve inch-wide
boards for sides and Lottom to guard agaiust roots
protruding into the soil benenth; these may be of
any length ; the trees are generally set about three
feet apart,

Oan anything be done at this season to assist in
bringing back a good even growth of grassto alawn
that has become thin?

Yes; give it a top dressing of good stable mroure
atonce. Let it be well laid all over the surface, and
have a care that the manure ig well rooted. As oc-
casion offura, it would be broken up and manipu-
Inted with an iron rake. The object is to distribute
itevenly over the entire surface, so that it will set.
tledown and moisten the good roots. When spring
opens the rough strawy portions, if any are left,
should be removed, otherwise it will interfere with
the proper keeping of the surface.

Why are not liquid manures maore yonerally used
on farm crops ?

The expense of their application on 8 largc scale
prevents the extensive use of liquid manures,
‘Pheir value in floral cultivation is ackuowledged
Ly all. In the pot culture of plauts, where the
amount of soil i limited, when judiciously applied
liquid manure is of vast service. Bluch harm, how-
#ver, may be occasioned by its indiscriminate use,
lealthy uad well roated plants, such are well ap-
plied with hungry roots, but gtow slowly tor want
of nutriment, as orange and lemon trees, etc., for
years in the same pot or tub, ave greatly benefited
by its application. .

For what crops are ashes especially beneficial as
i fertilizer?

Ashes nre among the best of fertilizers for onions,
For this crop they should be strewed along the
tows, lengthwise, and the cultivator then run Dbe-
tween them, or else lhoed by hand, Applied .to
Indian corn,a bapdful to each hill, immedintely be-
fore o rain storm or just before & crop is hoed,ashes,
give good roturns, For vines in the garden .they
are also des'rable.
