Counsgel tfor the company ar-
sued that u ship unluading in dock
was pet a factury’ within the inean-
ing of the act, but this contentivn wus
cejected. ’

The Mapituba was purchaged from
the Atlantic Transport Company by
the TUnited States Government and
was unloading with annunpition at Al
bert Docke, Lopdon, en July 6, when
a box of su-called safety cartridges ex-
pluded, killing five workmen and irjur-
ing fifteen.

GOLDEN JUBILEE OF THE
SISTERS OF MERCY.

On Sunday, Monday, and Tuesday of
this week the Sisters. of Mercy ceje-
brated the Golden Jubilee of the foun-
dation of their community in this
city; and the uceasiun was also availed
of to inangurate and bless their new
Foundlisg Asylum. The Order was
founded in 1848, by thut great prelate
to whom Montreal is iudebted fur su
many noble institutivns of beneticence,
Rishop Bourget; bLut the nstitution
which the Order was estallished ta ad-
mivister was founded by Madrme Jet-
St. Geuryge Street,
many vears bLefore, ller maiden name
was Marie Rosalie, and she was the
of a poor famer at Laval-

té, a widuw, un

daughter
trie. Iler heart was muired to ¢omp:s-
sibon by retlecting un the conditivn of
wirls and women who had strayed from
the path of virtue: and she resvlved to
devote her life to the work «f rescuing
and reforming them. Having received
the approbution and encuuragement of
Bishop Buourget, she set herself to
work eunergetically, with the result
that she was suon vblized to muve into
n large lLouse, at the cormer of Bt
Catherine and St. Andre streete. Sev-
en vther pivus wumen juined her in her
wond work, and Mgr, Bourget received
their +ows in 1848, Madaume Jetté
taking the name of Sister Marie de Ia
Nativite, She muodestly declined the
position  of Superioress, and  Sister
Ste. Jeanne de Chautal was elected to
the utfice,

The numbers of penitente who enter-
ed the Institute des Soveurs de la Mis-
ericorde rapidly increased. In 1848,
there were 87 penpitents in it. Three
years later these hupless mothers num-

bered 87. In 1853, the fuundativn of
the present spacious institute was
taid. It froote on Dorchizter street,

and extends to St, Hubert street, St.
Andre, and Lagauchetiere streets. The
Order has branches in Ottaws, in New
York and in Magiteba. Up till 1880,
the newly burn iofants were, after
having lLeen baptized, sent tu the
créche in the Convent of Grey Nuns,
They became su nlimerous, however,
that it was decided by the Sisters of
Mercy tu build a créche of their owa,
Thia large wing of their vuast building
hag been completed; and it was formal-
ly opened &nd blesszd by Archbishep
Bruchesi and Archlishop Duhamel of
Ottawa on Monday,

On Sunday the golden Jubilee of the
foundation of the community was com-
memorated by a solemn iligh Mass, at
which Archbishop Duhairel pontificat-
ed, by a sermon ULy Archbishop Bru-
chesi in French, and a serroun by the
Rev. JJ. E. Donunelly, paster of St,
Anthony's, in Lpglish, It was at the
evening service that Father Donnelly
delisered his able and interesting ser-
mon during the course of which he re-
ferred to the magnificent work of the
Order during the half century of its
exiatence iz Muntreal.

the beautiful cbapel, were Sir Wiliiam
and Lady Hingston, Mr. Justice Cur-
ran  and Mrs. Curran, Mr, Miziuel
Burke und Mrs, Burke and a numnbrr
of other pruminent Irish Catnoiics.

THE SHIP FEVER.MONUMENT.

Another landmark seems to be doom-
ed. The iron horse is to prance over
tho graves of whuse who perished of
ship fever in 1848, The romantic mon-
ument erected there Dby the men who
built Victoria Bridge, a memorial
which has drawn the attention of
mapy a traveller, is to be remuved
some more nppropriate place-. some
place more apprupriate fursouth than

tu

upon the resting-place of thuse whese
fate it commemorates. Where else

wouid that great buulder be anything
but a monument to the fact that these
immirrants were now trampled on, We
suppuse it is not intended to'dig up
the dead. There huve been tnany wmen
who have places un the page of Cana-
dian histury whose grave-stunes lie
kicking about or have long since been
built into walls or broken intu road
metal, What marvel, then, if the rest-
ing-pluce of a few thousand strangers
ia not sacred in cur eyes?’’

For many years the ""True Witneas”
has been urging that 8some steps
should be taken tuv secure the plut of
ground where these victims of the ter-
rible ‘‘ship fever’ of 1847 lie buried’
and the Rev. Fathers of th¢ Redemp-
torists in charge of St. Ann’s Church
have, since their advent to that parish,
helped tu attract atteotion to this par-
ticulur sput by holding a special Re-
quiem service for the repcse of the
gouls of the thousands of Irish Cath-
vlies whuse bones are there interred.
It will be remembered that lust jear
the fiftieth annpiversary of their death
was commemorated, and that the
“Irue Witness” published an extensive
report of the ceremonies und of the
speeches delivered Dy the prieats uf
the English-speaking parishes and the
leading Irish Catholic public men op
the occasion. At that time, judging
by the immense gathering that w8-
gembled arvund the monument erected
by strangers to the memnury of the vic-
tims of misrule and fumine and fever
whose resting-place it marks, we felt
confident that, befure another year
elupsed, another and more fitting
monument would be built on a spot
hallowed by the remuing of Irish Cath-
ulies gome of whom, perhaps, are near
and dear to many an Irishman and Ir-
ishwoman in Montreal,

Throughecauses towhich we have no de-
sire tu muke apoy reference here, nuth-

ing hae been done in tle matter; and
theconsequence is that,as was peinted
out by a correspondent whose letter we
publislied last week, we are confronted
with the probability--- we may almost
say the certainty--- that over this sac-
red piece uf ground there will be flac-
ed iron rails and railway equipment by
the Grand Trupk Railway authurities,
We have Leen infurmed that the mem-
bers of St. Patrick’s League are con-
sidering what steps, if any, can be
‘taken to prevent the removal of  this
sacred old landmark, in the preserva-
tion of which every Irishmen and Ir-
ishwowman, and ulso every Catholic, in
Montreal, ought to feel persvnally con-
cerned--- a removal which would be
both a desecratin and a calamity.

- NOTES AND REFLECTIONS,
Dr. Kellogg contributes an article
to the current number of the “Good
' Health"” Magazine, entitled, ,‘Are weto
dbe a Toothless Race?™
He opens it with a reference to the
&ifeultios which beset Lhe professlon

of dentistry a quarter of a century

ago, He says at that perlod dentlets
were nhot nearly so numerous as they
are to-day. They used to travel from
town to town, carrying thelr outfits
with them, in a manner eimilar to
that of Methodist itinerant clergy-
men in the early bistory of that deno-
mination. They would dv such jobs of-
Qentlstry as they could find in ome
town, and then go to another, with
dificulty earning a livelihoud. But at
the present time this profession is 4
very lucrative one; dentists are grow-
ing rich. S0 many pecple are putting
their gold intu their teeth that, ae
gome ope has suggested, the gold-
mines of the futures are likely to be
found in the cemeteries of the present
day.

Discussing the kuestion of prema-
ture decay of the teeth, Dr. Kellogg's
opinions are Indeed alarming to the or-
dinary citizen.

This decay of teeth, he says is not a
local accident or a matter of mere lo-
cal interest; it is an indication of cun-
stitutional decay,---of the decay of the
human race, A horse-desler would not
buy & horse that had decayed teeth: he
would know that that horse was loging
it vitality and growing weak: yet peuo-
ple offered themselves to the world
a8 being strong apd vigorous when
they huve scarcely a sound tuuth o
their Leads. We find young people
from twenty-twu to twenty-five years
of agre retting married,--- and without
a suund touth, Such peuple are nut fit
to be futhers and wmothers,
stitutions have already lLegup to decay,
and their decayed teeth are an evidetce
of that constitutiunal detericration.

Teeth decay just us apples, pututues.
and vther fruits and vewetables decay,
just as dead animals decay,---through
the activn of germs, Germs, when al-
lowed tu take up their aboede in the
mouth and to devélup in large num-
bers, furtn colenies  upon the teeth,
They accumulate ln  the mouth, and
geow there in the formv of patches. in
the morning the teeth will feel rough,
hud will be cuvered with s yellowish ur
whitish slime. This roughuess is due
to germs. They come from the fuod,
the air, and the water, and feed upon
the yvemnants of food which they find

dp the mouth and betwen the teeth.

Dr, Kellogg is of opinion that a veg-
etarian diet is conducive to the preser-
vatlon of the teeth, and that the use
of flesh food is onme uf the chiefl causes
of dentel decay,

The remark is very often heard ip
circles of married people of sume of
their acquaintance:----

*‘She is such a nice girl! I wonder

with the speaker that the girl in ques-

and will not marry for love in a cot-
tage. Agein, some girls are by and
constrained, so afraid of seeming to
rup after men that they go to the op-
posite extreme and almost repel them.
They show to the worst advantage 'in
company, .and though nice, intelligent
girls they are ignored and passed by.
Others are overlocked because they
will not give a man even ordinary ‘en-
couragement; indeed, if they find
themselves caring for one man more
than another among their scguaintan-
ces, 8 mistaken pride prevents them
from showing it, not becduse they are
stupid, but because of an unfortunate
temper which they cannot overcome.
Then there are those girla who are Bo
clever, such universal favorites, Bo

Congrees, beld at Washington sowe
months ago several of the papers read,
dealing withthe subject of adulteration
of foodand drugs wereof a character to
make the ordinary housewife tremble
with lear at the condition of aRalrs.

The Hon. M. Brosins, of Pennsyl-
vania, sald:--

Our annual food LIl cannot be less
than five billion dollars, and moust of
this food we produce uvurselves.  Ac-
curding to the beat attainable est]-
mate, two per cent, of this or vne hun4
dred milliun dollars ia worthless stufl|
unsuitable for human fuod, of which
ten per cent., or ten milliun dollar’s
worth is poisonous and destructive of
life and health. Dr. Lattimore, anal-
yot of New Yourk State Bornd of Health
gald that of 376 articles of diet in
common use in every household, 255
or more than two-thirds were adulter-
ated. These figures are only approxi-
mate, but they are sufliciently accurate
to cunvey tu the mind sume jdea of the
enurmnous waste, the decelt the frand
the plunder, and 1 have said, the mur-
der that wre masquerading In this
country in the disguise apd in the
namme of commerce in food products,
tu say nothing of the appalling copse-
quence to the murals of vur people.

What [ have said of food products is
equally applicable to the drugs and
wedicines whose curative products are
ont Just dependence wlen disease lays
ug on beds of suffering. In how many
draughts and lotions administered by
loving ands to bring back to health
the smitten of one of the family, death
itsell lurked, no map knoweth, But
we know enough  to be onm our guard
and to make us sometimes relitctant to
administer the prescriptions of  the

T disclaim any purpuse to reitect
tipon the doctors for they are hoth
noble and necessary. A ductor ordered
sule medicine for a sick Luy and  the
father not likine the appearance of it
furced it down the cat’s thrcat., When
the doctor called and inguired if the
puwder had cured the buy the father
replied: "Nu, we did not give it to
him." ° ~Good heaven,” said the doe-
tor, “is the child living®" ~*Yes, he is,
bit the cat ain't; we yave it to her.”
Thoe doctor retired.

This mway be only an anecdote but it
pointg the moral of gur sltuation, No
clags have more at stake in the crugade
araiust the adulterativng of food and
drugs than the physicians, for in the
degree in which we becume sensible of
the deleterious character of drug adul-
teration will the profession of medi-
cine be discredited, and unless we can
care this malady whieh has infected
vur laburatories as well as our mills,
manufactorjes, and the whole commerce
of vur country, the profession of medi-
eine will {all into as Lad repute as
when, in the time recorded in the
book of Chronicles, King Asa sickened
and dled. In his sickness, says the
buok, he sought not thé Lurd but the
physiciang, and Asa slept with his
fathers.

Now let me weary you with a few de-
tails for the sake of 8 more distinct
view of the nmature and extent of the
adulterations of which the people tom-
plain. In doing so, 1 borrow froln a
body of facts with which ajl who have
studied the subject are familiar. I
will only give you a few instances a8
illustrations of many which could easi-
Iy be produced. Many a housewife if she
were a chemist and had the requisite
facilities could demonstrate how much
of falsehood and deceit are represented
in her pantry; wheat flour containing
pens, ground rice and goapstone;’ clive
oil made largely of cotton seed. Sa-
go Is potato starch. Vermmicelli is
poor flour whitened with pipe clay.
Powdered sugar s glucose, flour, clay
and sand. Butter, supposed to ‘be
made from the pure nectar of the cow
ie largely the fat of the cow. The
pure refined family lard is quite likely
to be tallow and cotton seed oil. Black
pepper may be mustard husks, sand,
bran and red clay. Allspice tontains
cracker dust and corn meal. The mus-
tard is flour and cayenne pepper. The
latter may be rice fiour and red ‘lead.
Cream of tartar is strongly tinctured
with phosphoric acid, and so on. These
are but sample instances but they af-
ford indication of adulterations, frands
and impositions, which ought to bring
the blush of shame to every homnest
American face.
