7This evidence
traces a package of $5000 in Molson
Bapk $10 bills from St. Thomas, where
it was consigned to Aylmer, Ont., on
Sept. 28. The Canadian Express agent
at Ayimer refused to accept the money
on account of the banks there being
closed, and it was brought on to Ham-
ilton and delivered to Geo. Kennough,
night clerk in the local officé of the
Canadian Express Company.
Another package of $3000 in $1 and
$2 Dominion Bank bills was traced
from the recelver-general’s office in
Toronto te the Hamllton office ‘of the
express company, where it was also
delivered to Kennough on the even-
ing preceding the robbery. Express
Messenger Roberts testifled to having
turned in to Kennough on the same
evening, a package containing upwards
of $500, which he had collected on his
run between Meaford and Hamilton.

Chilman Had Key.
W. A. Robinson of Brantford, who
was the express company’s local agent
at the time of the robbery, said that
Chilman was employed temporarily as
@ clerk in the office when the money
was stoluen, and had a key to the
agent’s. private office, the door open-
ing from the hall of the Canada Life
bullding. He was not sure whether
Chilman had a key for the main front
door. The door leading out to the
Canada Life bullding was locked from
the inside with a Yale spring lock. |
The witness«later admitted to Mr.
Staunton, on cross examination, that
the door was cloged and not locked.
He had not seen Chilmanh on the even-
ing before the robbery was committed.
No one escept himself, the cashier,
Chalaupka and Kennough, knew the
combination to the lock on the outer
door of the wvault, from which the
money was stolen,
Chilman’s Story.

The evidence of Edward Allen of To-
ronto, superintendent of the Canadian
Express Company, consisted principally
of the repetition of extracts from wvar-
fous conversations he had had with
Chilman, hefore and after the rob-
bery. After the robbery Chilman had
explained his movements on the night
of Sept. 28. On this_night Chilman
gaid he had begen in the office twice.
Kennough was the only person there
at that time. Later Chilman had gone
to Acheson’s place on Park-street, and
the two had then gone to the Amer-
ican Hotel, where they stayed an honr.
They next went to a restaurant on
King Willlam-street, which place they
left at 12.15 o’clock on the morning of
Sept. 29. Ten minutes later the two
young men passed the express office
and proceeded directly home.

INLAND WATERWAYS OF CANADA:

With the movement inaugurated at
Berlin yesterday In opposition to the
construction of the Georglan Bay
Canal and in support of the improve-
ment of the St. Lawrence-Welland
route The World is in entire sympa-
thy. Good reasons exist for the belief
that the prominence the former scheme
has gained is merely due to the ef-
forts of parties with their own axes
to grind, and not in the least "infiu-
enced by really public considerations.
As The World has pointed out on pre-
vious occasions, the saving of distance
in a project of this kind is absolutely
immaterial unless there Ig a dco:re-
sponding reduction in time. But even
under existing conditions the advan-
tege olalmed for the Georgian Bay
Canal i{s only that of a day or a day
and a half. In the report made to
the federal government in 1908 it is
distinctly stated that’ “as compared
with a possible improved system of
St. Lawrence canals to a depth of 22
feet, assuming that the number of
locks would be greatly reduced and
Some of the channels widened, proba-
bly no practical benefit in time of
tramsit could be ¢laimed, the saving
in distance belng mearly offset by the
large stretches of lake and wide river
navigation which exist thru Lake Erie
and Lake Ontario route, where higher
speeds would be possible.” As it Is
generally admitted that the St. Law-
rence- Welland route must in any case
be improved, the folly of incurring an
expenditure estimated at $100,000,000,
and lkely to be doubled or even tre-
bled, Is sufficliently evident.

In a pamphlet just issued Mr. Det-
weiler of Berlin discusses the com-
parative advantages, feasibility and
economy of the respective projects.
