Two Counties of Texas Visited by a
Disastrous Storm on
Sunday.

MANY BUILDINGS WERE WRECKED.

Churches and Homes Dlown Down
and Other Damage to Pro-
perty Caused.

Houston, Texas, May 22.—One of the
worst tornados that has ever visited Texas
passed over Titus and Brath Counties yes-
terday. Homes and church buildings were
wrecked In several localities, At Mount
Pleasant, the storm struck a church just
as services were closing. A bolt of light-
ning and the wind descended upon the
house simultaneously,wrecking it and scat-
tering. the debris in -all directfons. Wil-
Jlam Kauffman was instantly killed and
some 15 persons were injured, some fatal-
ly. ‘Three are in a dying condition,

The tornado struck Stephenville and did
considerable damage, wrecking many
houyses, but no one was kiled.

But Dr. John Caven Swears That Miss
Lizzie Hartford Died Erom
Cerebral -Meningitis.

EXCEPTIONAL, BUT, CONSISTENT

He Says, Were These Symptoms -
Hearsay Evidence Given
} for a,Detective,

Coroper Alkins opened an inquest last
uight on the body of Lizzie Hartford, who
died at her bome, 123 Spadina-avenue, on
Saturday night. The enquiry was conduet-
ed at the late home of deceased. H. H.
Dewart was present, and cross-examined
the witnesses on bebhalf of the Crown.

The Father’s Story.

The first witness called was Jonathan
Hartford, father of deceased. He testitied
that his daughter died about 8.30 “o'clock
on Saturday night. She complained of “a
pain in_her shoulder a week  before her
death., Dr. McKenna was called i, and he
prescribed for her. The physician also told
witness that deceased was in trouble. Mr.
Hartford then spoke to his daughter about
her condition, and for the balance of the
week and to the time of her death she en-
deavored to keep out of his way. The day
after Dr. McKenna visited the house the
girl was able to do the work around the
nouse. About 2 o'clock on the day of her
death she went to her room, and complajn-
ed of a headache, The mother 'gave her
some seidlitz powders, and about 5 o'clock
she becamie worse. Dr. Little was sent for,
but he was not at home. The physician
came about two hours later, and he imme-
diately asked for assistance in Dr. Hay.

What Dr. Little Said.

Dr. T. H. Little of 113 Spadina-avenue
swore that when he arrived at the house
Miss Hartford was unconscious. There was
considerable stiffening of the muscles and
continuous and violent convulsions, Seeing
the young woman's serious condition he
sent for Dr. Hay. The symptoms were,
the physician thought, those of strychnine
oisoning, but he could not state what real-
y was the cause of death.

Dr. 8. M. Hay concurred in the testimony
of the previous witness, and in cross-exam-
ination said that the conditions pointed
more to poisoning than anything else.

Dr. Caven’s Post Jeortem.

Dr. John Caven made the t mortem
examination with Dr. Little in the after-
uoon. Dr. Caven read the report, which
stated that death was due to cerebral
meningitis, !

Exceptional, But Consistent,

To Mr. Dewart the wituess sald there
was nothing to Indicate poisoning. The
symptoms of the young woman's Iliness

were exceptional, but consistent, and it wax
quite reasonable for the physicians In at-
tendance to think thn; death was due to
poisoning. :

At the conclusion of Dr. Caven’s evidence
Mr. Dewart expressed the opinion that the
enquiry might be closed in the face of the
testimony just given.

A Juryman’s Suspicions.

Here a juryman asked if there had been
any poison found in the room or if enquiries
had been made to see iIf the young woman
had purchased any drugs at the nearby
stores.

Precinet Detective Porter, who was de-
tailed to make this part of the investiga-
tion, was not present, but the Crown At-
torney stated that he had asked that offi-
cer the same questions, and reccived a re-
ply that he had failed to locate any of the
stuff or anyone who had sold the young
woman any druog,

The coroner and-other oﬂ&'luls then left
the room, and in a few minutes the jury
returned a verdict In accordance with Dr.
Caven’'s evidence,

Mr. McDonnell was
absent two hours, but offered no explana-
tion when he returned.

The Board of Control is notified that the
three-year term for ensuring city properties
expires and must be renewed this year.
The rate now paid 18 1% per cent., and the
treasurer recommends application for its
reduction.

Water Rates Well Paid,

The payments of water rates have been
mcre than usually satisfactory this year.
That money is easy and business good can
be inferred from the steady and large pay-
ment of rates made from the date of
issue of the accounts, Of the total amount
collectable and due for the financial yeany
ending March 81 last, viz., : $474,000, of
which the corporation pays $83,000, and
the consumers $391,000, oniy $68 or 17-100
of c¢ne pen cent. remains unpaid. Of 40,000
consnmers only three went to law.

Boards Squeezing Council Out.

Under the caption, ‘‘Twenty Years
Growth,” it is pointed out that in that
time the assessment has increased 150 per
cent. and the revenue 163 per cent., w{lele
the expenditures for schools has risen out
‘of all proportion. In that time the Public
#chool Board has Increased its expenditure
460 per cent., the High School Board 17756
per cent., and the Separate Scbool Board
233 per cent. The expenditure of the out-
side Boards, to which civie appmﬂltm
expenditure of the City Council itself on
the other hand has only increased during
the same 118 per cent,

S0 that it will be seen that the City
Council’s expenditures have far from kept
pace with Increasing revenues, while that
of less directly responsible bodies drawing
vpos city taxes has far outstripped the
progress of total revenue.

About the Debt,

The bhonded debt of the city Deec. 81 lasi
was $21,603,472.55, or, less sinking funds
on hand, $15,962,000.41, is the net debt.
The reduction last year was $448,211.82,

During the next 10 years $5,500,000 of
local improvement debentures will mature
ahd be redeemed.

000 is held in Canada. p

Last year $558,238.54 of city debentures
vere redeemed.

DISHONEST FRUIT PACKING,

Exception has been taken to some re-
marks recently made by The World in
reference to the sale of dishonestly packed
epples in. the British market. The World
threw the responsibility entirely on the
shoulders of the apple growers. In this we
were hardly fair to the latter. It is to a
large extent the practige of the trade for
the shipper to purchase' the fruit on the
trees. The responsibility of the shipment,
therefore, rests to a large extent upon the
shipper, and not with the farmer. While
this is the custom in the apple trade, it is,
nevertheless, a fact that the frult growers
of this country are more or less addicted to
the practice of “‘topping” their packages,
that Is, of exposing a superior grade of
fruit on the top, with the intention of de-
celving purchasers. No matter where this
kind of trickery exists it should be exposed,
Fruit growers do not realize how much
they injure thelr business by abusing the
confidence of their patrons. There Is no
money in the practice. On the contrary, it
entalls a great loss on the growers. The
sales of fruit would be larger If absolute
honesty ¢haracterized the packing, and
people would be Inclined to pay higher
prices if they were satisfled of the charac-
ter of the goods offered for sale. In regard
to the packing of apples for the English
market, there is no doubt that dishonest
methods prevall, and that the business has
already been injuréd to a considerable ex-
tent. If the farmers are not responsible
for the packing of the apples, It is greatly
in their interests that the practice com-
plained of by the Minister of Agriculture
should be stopped. The apple growers will
find the English business ruined if they al-
low the shippers to pack the fruit dis-
honestly. 1f it is possible to do 8o, and we
do not see why it is not, the Government
should introduce some legislative machin-
ery that will protect the export apple trade
from further deterloration.

It was a mistake, however, to suppose
that polygamy was puculed among the
Mormons of the present day, and it was
also a mistake to imagine that the Mor-
mons were not an intelligent and Industri-

Sir Willlam sald, “they have
lccomplhﬁed wonders in Utah, and their
system of government from a material

standpoint s worthy of all praise. They
are a very highly educated people, too, and
it is probably safe to say that tl')elr aver-
age of intell ce is not excelled by any
class of people on the North American con-
tinent,

Their Excellent Schools.

“They have excellent schools, the profes-
sors and prineipal teachers in which have
all been educated at the best colleges of
the Eastern States and Europe.,

“0f course, In Utah it is true there 1re
some complications existing as a result of
the practice of polygamy among the Mor-
mons until a recent date. But this prac-
tice is not lndulfed in, and will soon be
only a matter of history, There were some
very good old men In- the crowd, too, who
used to be polygamists, and we shouldn’t
