Ftnerty, jr., is manager, has as its cur- , 
rent editorial leader the following arti­
cle under the caption "A plea for 
Mercy" u

Aibout eight years ago an attempt 
to blow up the locks of the Welland 
Canal was frustrated before the In­
tended crime had reached what would 
have been a consummation disastrous 
to human life and property, and a ser­
ious Injury to the common trade facili­
ties of ’ the .United States as well as 
Canada. Certain men were arrested by 
the Canadian authorities, convicted of 
the crime." and sentenced to penal ser­
vitude for life. For the attempt to de­
stroy the Welland Canal jt is difficult 
to' find any motive compatible with 
reason, unless we assume that the con­
spirators were anarchists Inflamed with 
an insane hatred against everything 
in the Shape of governmental authority.

We know nothing of the facts sur­
rounding the conception and Initiation 
of .the crime for which these men are 
suffering, but whether they were mem­
bers of an Irish organization or not, if 
they are Irishmen, then we firmly be­
lieve that the crime for which they 
are now .being punished originated In 
the brain of an "agent provocateur" 
In the pay of Scotland Yard. The whole 
story as revealed at their trial, unfolds 
facts that go to support this theory.

More than a quarter of a century 
ago an attempt was made in Quebec, 
Canada, to blow up a wing of the new 
parliament buildings then In course of 
construction. Fortunately It was . a 

.fiasco, but had it succeeded to any 
Vgreat extent the people of. the neigh- 
\borhood who would have suffered most 
l\i the destruction of property, were 
largely Irish. Another strange circum­
stance In connection with the explosion 
was that it took place while the work­
ing men were absent at their noon 
■mead. Some foolish people urged the 
president of the Local Irish National 
League t* call a meeting to denounce 
the crime, but he very properly re­
fused on the ground ifcat it did not 
concern the Irish anymore than the 
other elements of the population. We

WILLEMSTAD. Dec. 15—The Dutch 

battleship Jacob Von Heemskerk ar­
rived In the harbor this morning tow­
ing as a prize the Venezuelan coast 
guard vessel "23 De Mayo.”

A great throng of people lined the 
quays to witness the entrance of the 

•Dutch battleship conducting her cap­
ture within the harbor. The flag of 
the Netherlands had been hoisted to 
the peak of the captured Venezuelan 
coast guard ship and astern of the 
Dutch flag floated the Venezuelan 
colors.

The “23 De Mayo" was captured on 
Dec. 13 at a point a little north of 
Cumana, a city of 12,000 people on the 
Gulf of Canrlco. The battleship Jacob 
Von Heemskerk observai the "23 De 
Mayo” In the offing and^promptly took) 
possession of her. A prize crew was 
sent aboard, and the Venezuelan crew 
was sent ashore.

The battleship Jacob Von Heemske'rk 
then proceeded back to tills port , es­
corting her prize.

The crew of the "23 De Mayo” made 
no resistance. AH the rifles found on 
board were sent ashore with the crew. 
The "23 De Mayo" was formerly an 
American steamer called the Alliance., 
She belonged to a Mr. Smith, who' 
was at one time American ccqsul here. 
She, was captured by Venezuela in 
1897 while in distress off Maracaibo 
oh the ground that she was engaged 
in running contraband to the Vene­
zuelan coast. • Mr. Smith made a claim 
against the Venezuelan Government 
lor the vessel, and his demand was re­
duced in 1903 to $2900 by the 
commission that adjudicated* various 
matters of this kind.

The Dutch cruiser Gelderland left 
here yesterday for the Venezuelan 
coast. She had on, board a most ex­
perienced seamen thorolv acquainted 
with the small bays and inlèts along 
the Venezuelan shores, 
after the 'Venezuelan Icrppdo boat 
Margarita, a steel Vessel of 97 tons, 
and armed with four S pounders and 
tow torpedo,tubes. This vessel is sup­
posed to be at the Island 
garita.

'Gruelling Race.
The time was 85 2-5 seconds slower than 

the mark established by Dorando when 
he defeated Hayes over the same track 
three weeks ago. It was a gruelling race 
for nearly 25 miles, the Italian gener­
ally in thé' lead, but occasionally over­
hauled by a wonderful spurt on the part 
of the Indian. -TThe men started away at 
a brisk clip, Dorando at once establishing 
a lead of nearly two yards. Longboat had 
won the. pole position and pushed the 
other so* hard in the first few minutes 
that at the end of five miles the Dorando- 
Hayes record for the distance had been 
beaten by nearly a minute. Later the 
men slowed up, and for many miles they 
kept the same relative position in slower 
time. Then Ixmgboat spurted and repeat­
ed these tactics until they had a plainly 
evident effect upon the Italian. Dorando 
nevertheless held his advantage until the 
last lap of the fourteenth mile, when 
Longboat took the lead and Increased his 
pace a little. He finished the fourteen 
miles 1 minute 16 2-6 seconds ahead of 
the Dorando-Hayes record.

Indian Keeps on Doggedly. 
Longboat’s effort proved to be spas­

modic, and Dorando easily passed him In 
the fifteenth mile. Longboat showed 
signs of fatigue In the seventeenth mile, 
but kept on doggedly ylthln striking dis 
tance of the Italian. In the twentieth 
mile Longboat shot ahead and dropped 
Into a natural lope, which kept him In 
the lead for five yards. Then Dorando, 
amid wild cheers, forged ahead. Again in 
the twenty-third the Indian made a sen- 
sational sprint and gained the lead. In the 
fécond lap of the twenty-fourth mile Dor­
ando regained his advantage. Both men 
moved more slowly and showed weari­
ness. In the beginning of the twenty-sixth 
mile Longboat sprinted, and the Italian 
went to the rear. In the middle of the 
mile, alid when a quarter of a lap behind, 
Dorando fell to the track, and it was 
necessary to pick him up and carry him 
to his dressing-room.

The race was hard-fought from start to 
finish, and kept the thousands of specta­
tors In wild excitement. At twenty-five 
miles Dorando was leading by two yards. 
A moment before I.ongbeat hadi made a 
remarkable spurt and put himself 
even footing with the little Italian. _ 
ando immediately regained first position, 
and the men were fighting it out In the 
twenty-sixth mile, wltl^ Dorando in the 
lead, but visibly weaketj. The chances of 
Longboat appeared t<y htiprpve in the sec­
ond and third laps. In the fourth lap 
while the crowd was crylng ltselt hoarse! 
both men slackened perceptibly. Then 
suddenly Dorando staggered and" dropped, 
Longboat finishing alone. His time for 
the distance of twenty-six miles 385 yards 
was 2.45.05 2-5. ,

The Marathon fever drew a gathering of 
over 11,000 persons to the Garden, and 
many men and women were fighting for 
admission at ' 9 o'clock, when the 
was scheduled to begin.

By order of the fire department, the 
doors of the Garden were closed as the 
race started. The four or five thousand 
persons who had been unable to obtain 
admission, tho many of them were ticket- 
holders, created so much disturbance that 
police reserves were sent to the 
These finally restored order.

Tli race started at 9.11 o’clock. Long­
boat won the toss and took the pole posi­
tion. Dorando Jumped into the lead and 
set a steady pace, with the Indian a few 
feet back. Both were running easily, but 
at a good clip. y

The first mile was made In 5.14 1-5, Dor- 
ando leading by two yards.

Longboat took the "lead early In the 
third mile, but held It for three laps 
only, Dorando letting out a link in his 
speed and running around the Canadian 
Dorando then continued in ihe lead and 
at the finish of the tenth mile was run­
ning at a steady, fast gait, two vards 
ahead of his opponent. The time for the 
ten miles was 58 minutes 57 second, which 
IS 1 minute 9 2-6 seconds faster than the 
time made -in the Hayes-Dorando race for 
the distance.

At five miles Dorando was leading bv 
two yards. Time 28.27 4-5. The time beat 
the Hayes-Dorando time for the distance 
by 56 2-5 seconds.

There was practically no change be­
tween the tenth and fifteenth miles Do­
rando leading at the latter distance by 
three yards. The time for fifteen miles 
was 1 hour 30 minutes 2 2-5 seconds This 
was 1 minute 41 1-5 seconds better than 
the Hayes-Dorando time.

"As I said before, nobody wants to hurt 
a first baseman.

Matty McIntyre, for Instance, Would have 
played all of 190? for us jf he hadn’t turn­
ed ills ankle to save Bob Unglaub.

“King Kelly once ottered to bet Jack 
Crooks |5 that he could give tile latter the 
ball, be ten feet away from the bag, and 
yet make It without being touched. Kelly 
was so clever )n dodging one way when 
the baseman expected him to go the other 
that few could touch him. Crooks knew 
this only too. well, so he declined to take 
the bet. Famous as Kelly was for his 
work on the bases. Ty Cobb Is a better 
base-runner, for Ty has more speed and 
Is equally tricky In getting around the 
man with the ball.

"Watching the basemèn. of course, Is 
the great trick in sliding. You can usually 
tell by the way the guardlau of, the sack 
Is standing which direction the ball Is 
coming from, and it Is your cue to go the 
opposite way. But even In this method 
there Is always a chance of being out­
generaled. It’s an old trick of the fielder 
to hold his hands. on his hips and pretend 
the ball is npt cothtng to him. As a re­
sult you go sldfw tb your slide, when he 
suddenly becomes animated, grabs the 
ball out of the air and tags you. —Or a 
baseman will lean in one. direction for 
the ball and then dodge over, take It 
from aether, and unless you" can out­
guess him Ire has won.

"Scientific base-running makes a ball 
team. Yet it Is surprising that this im­
portant part of baseball Is neglected in 
many Instances. Runs win games, and 
the first principle is to get men around 
the bases. Headless base-running, of 
course, amounts to nothing and often 
works great harm, but it Is the rule that 
pennant-winners are made up of fast 
players, who know how and when to steal 
bases."

Jennings in this respect speaks by the 
card, altho there have been some cham­
pion teams which were not particularly 
brilliant In the base-running line. The old 
Détroits, who won the National League 
championship twenty years ago, were 
slow coaches on the base paths. The only 
sprinter on the team was Ned Hanlon. 
Charley Bennett, great catcher that he 
was, could not run much (aster than Jim 
McGuire. Dan Brouthers, Fred Dunlap 
Deacon White, Jack Rowe. Hardie Rich­
ardson and Sam Thompson were all In 
the Ice-wagon class. ,

The Détroits in those days won the pen­
nant because of their terrific batting and 
the fine pitching of Lady Baldwin, Qet- 
zeln and others. But they were an excep­
tion to the rule, for the old Chicago», un­
der Anson, had some star base-runners, 
notably Hugh Nlcol, Billy Sunday, George 
Gore and Mike Kelly. When the New 
Yorks won the pennant In 1888 and 1889, 
Buck Ewing. John Ward, Mike Tiernan 
and Gore were unequaled In this depart­
ment of the game.

The St. Louis Browns, who played New 
York for the world's championship In 
1888 had such fleet base-stealers as Arlle 
Latham, Yank Robinson, Tip O’Neill,Tom 
McCarthy and even Charley Comlskey. 
McCarthy, Hugh Duffy, Tucker, Long, 
Collins and Rowe, all crackajacks, helped 
the Bostons to win several pennants later, 
while the old Baltimore team had such 
star base-runners as McGraw, Kelley,Jen­
nings, Brodte and Keeler.

But He Led at the Finish.
Besides the last eight laps. Long­

boat took the lead only five times dur­
ing the race. This happened In the 
third mile, when he sprinted into the 
lead for seven lape; In the 14th mile, 
when he spurted 1n the eighth lap and 
remained In .front until half, the next 
mile had been run, and again in the 
21st mile, when he led for six laps. In 
the 28nd mile he again went to the front 
for six laps, Dorando resuming the 
lead In the first lap of the 24th mile.

In the twenty-fifth the Indian again 
showed In front for three laps, 
the Italian forcing the pace and re­
suming the lead In the sixth lap, which 
he held for lour laps, the end of the 
last mile but one. 
crushing defeat of Dorando. whese 
plight when he toppled, was pitiful.

Plugs for Sale.
Eleven thousand persons jammed the 

garden to see the race, and nearly five 
thousand more were unable to gain 
admission and jostled each other and 
spent their rage on the empty air. One 
hundred! policemen outside of the 
building stood guaçd as If It had been 
a burning bank, 
squares around they established a cor­
don.

Scores of street vendors offered for 
sale small English Jacks and Italian 
flags, hoarsely adding their voices to 
the din. Inside the garden hundreds 
of Italians who had never been In the 
structure before the recent Dorando- 
Hayes Marathon, were seen In the 
throng and now completely at home. .

Among these were many women no* 
longer young, hatless and with heavy 
gold pendants hanging from their e«trs. 
Scores of these women came unat­
tended by male companions, an Inno­
vation which amazed even -, the ticket 
takers, hardened to the peccadilloes of 
members bf the weaker sex at French 
balls and circuses.

Dorando was the first to appear on 
the track, cloaked In a Pompeiian red 
robe Lined with fur. He stepped on the 
track at 8.50. A moment or two before 
his entrance a party of Ital'ane- 
Americans took seats In a box near the 
start. Simultaneously with Dorando'» 
appearance the band struck up the 
Italian National air. The box party 
seemed to catch, sight of their favorite 
before the vast assemblage did. One 
of the party—a woman—uttered a 
shriek and. frantically waving an Ital­
ian flag gave the cue which sent the 
audience Into a fit of hysterical cheer­
ing.

Editor World: As you arç giving the 

subject of widening West Queen-street 
some prominence, I would like to point

Force Have Differing Opinions 

Means Much to Organization.

he police force Is having a hot ogd 
time over the elections of the police I 

benefit fund committee. This “fund” 
has been a mighty sore spot for many 
years among members of the force.
The fight 'that is now on is practically 
between the “old” and “young” mem- B 
bq£s. The committee Is elected an- ■ 
nûally and consists of one Inspector, U 
one sergeant and a man from each K 
division. Heretofore It has been the ^ 
custom for the inspectors to choose — 
one of their own number and allow ■ 
him to be elected by acclamation. Each fj 
of the members of the boar dis elected 
by the force as a' body.

On Monday the Inspectors decided 
upon Inspector Stephen as their re­
presentative. . The young men, how­
ever, decided upon a representative of 
their orwji and chose Inspector Duncan 
as the fit and proper person to loo#c 
after their Interests. Inspector Dun­
can decided to become their candidate.
When Inspector Stephen heard this 
yesterday he resigned, and up to date 
Duncan is the man.

The “fund” for some time has been 
in bad shape. That is, it was not 
strong enough to permit the retiring of 
a large number of men who are entitled 
to their pensions, altiho their retire­
ment would have been for the. better- # 
ment of the force. The cityt’councll f 
has agreed to come to the rescue £f 
the fund to the extent of $10,000, pro-^, 7 
viding the proper legislation is grant- -, 
ed. This sum is being granted for the 
purpose of allowing the police commis­
sioners to retire about 25 members of 
the force whose usefulness faded many 
moons ago.

Going back to ancient history, when 
the older members of the force joined, 
the rule was, or was afterwards 
amended, to the effect that à member 
could retire after a service of twenty- 
five years and draw as a pension half 
the salary he was receiving after hav­
ing served 20 years. In 1894 this rule 
was again amended, making the time 
of service thirty years, and the pen­
sion to be fixed at the 25 years’ ser­
vice. Most of the “young” men on 
the force came in under the latter con­
ditions.

As stated before, if the $10,000 city 
grant goes thru, some 25 men and of­
ficers will be instructed to get their 
pension cheques from the city trea­
surer. Now there is not much secret 
as to who these will be, and- this is 
where this special bone of contention 
corns in.

The older members, who should have 
been resting, or filling other positions, 
were not retired, altho some of them 
were more than anxious to break 
away. They have been paying into the 
“fund” right along, but their pension 
will be no larger when they retire next 
year than "it would have been some 
Shears ago, but they have been drawing 
pay, some of them increased pay, in 
the meantime. These contend that 
when they leave the force their pen­
sion should be graded by the pay they 
are receiving at the time of their say­
ing good-by. To this the “young" 
men strenuously object, claiming that 
this proposition if carried thru would 
cut too much into the “fund.”

When the reorganization takes place 
the morality department will go out of 
existence and the office of chief in­
spector will be abolished. Mayor Oli­
ver, who will doubtless be one of the 
police commissioners again next year, 
is In favor of this Improvement.

Protest From Poisons.
The Poison Irion..WorKs, Limited, are
