DUTCH- BATTLESHP
“TAKES SECOND PRIZE

“Twenty-Three de Mayo” the Hoo-
~doo Name of -Captured Vene-.
zuelan Guard Shlp.

WILLEMSTAD, Dec. 15.—The Dutch
battleship Jacob Von Heemskerk ar-
rived in the harbor this morning tow-
ing as a prize the Venezuelan coast
guard vessel “23 De Mayo.”

A great throng of people lined the
quays 4o wiiness the entrance of the

ture within the harbor. The flag of
the Netherlands had been hoisted to
the peak'of the captured Venezuelan
coast guard -ship and astern of the
Dutch flag floated the Venezuelan
colors,

The “23 De Mayo'’ was captured on
Dec. 13 at a point a little north of
Cumana, a city of 12,000 people on the
Gulf of Capefco. The battleship Jacob
Von Heemskerk observed the ‘23 De
Mayo” in the offing and”promptly took\
possession of hér. A prize crew was
sent aboard, and the Venezuelan crew
was sent ashore.

The battleship Jacoh Von Heemskerk
then proceeded back to this port 28-
corting her -prize.

The crew of the “28 De Mayvo’ made
no resistance. All the rifies found on
board were sent ashore with the crew.
The *“23 De Mayo” was formerly an
American steamer called thé Alliance.
She belonged to a Mr. Smith, who
was at one time American ccisul here.
She, was captured by Venezuela in
1897 while in distress off Maracaibo
on the ground that she was engaged
in running contraband to the Vens-
zuelan coast. * Mr. Smith made a claim
against the- Venezuelan Governmeat
for-the vessel, and his demand was re-
duced in 1903 to $2900 by the mixed
commission: that ' adjudicated” various
matters of this kind.

The Dutch cruiser 'Gelderland left
here yesterday for the Venezuelan
coast. She had on board a most ex-
perienced seamen thoroly acquainted
with the small bays and inléts along
the Venezuelan shores. $She is out
after the ‘Venezuelan {orpedc -boat
Margarita, a steel Vvessel of| 97 tons,
and armed with four & pounders and
tow torpedo tuhes. This vessel is sup-
posed to be at the Island lof Mar-
garita.

PLEA FOR THE PARDON
OFWELLANDDYANITERS

Chicago Paper Declares That Men
Undergoing Life Sentence Wers
Tools of Scotland Yard Agent,

The Chigago Citizen, an Irish Amer:-
ican publication, of which John F,
Finerty, jr., is manager, has ag its cur-
rent -editorial leader the following arti-
cle under the caption “A plea for
Merey' .. .

About eight years ago an attempt
to blow up the locks of the Welland
Canal was frustrated befote the in-
tended crime had redched what would
have been a consummation disastrous
to ‘human life and property, and a ser-
fous injury to the common trade facili-
ties of "the.United States as well -as
Canada. Certain men were arrested by
the Canadian authorities, convicted of
the crime, and sentenced to penal ser-
vitude for life, For the attempt to de-
-stioy the Welland Canal it is difficult
to! find any motive compatible ‘with
reason, unless we assume that the con-
spirators were anarchists inflamed with
an insane hatred against everything
in the shape of governmental authority:

We know nothing of the facts sur-
rounding the conception and initiation
of the crime for which these men are
suffering, but whether they were mem-
bers of an Irish organization or not, if
they are Irishmen, then we firmly be—
lieve that the crime for which they
are now being punished originated in
the brain of an ‘‘agent provocateur”
in the pay of Scotland Yard. The whole
story as revealed at their trial, unfolds
facts that go to support this theory.

More than a quarter of a century
ago an attempt was made in Quebec,
Canada, to blow up a wing of the new
parliament buildings then in course of
construction. Fortunately it :was .a
filasco, but had it.succeeded to any

reat extent the people of the neigh-

orhood who would have suffered most

the destruction .of property, were
largely Irish. Another strange circum-
sztknce in connection with the explosion
was that it took place while the work-
ing men were absent at their noon
m Some foolish peojyle urged the
president of the local Irish National
League td call a meeting to denounce
the crime, but.he very properly re-
fused on the ground iRat it did not
concern the Irish anm.more than the
other elements of the populdtioh. We
never heard that any arrests were
made in this case.

Red Jim MecDermott appeared in
Canada, if our memory serves us right
about 1881 or 1882. We then resided
in Quebec. MecDermott was actually
received as a visiting guest  at the
fashionable St. James’ Club, Montreal,
and gave the press the most lurid in-
terviews, openly stating it was his
purpose to establish dynamite clubs in
Canada. Not knowing the man, we
firmly believed it would develop he
was a patent medicine vendor giving
himsgelf preliminary notoriety ' before
introducing his cure-alls, But he went
down ‘to Quedbec, and an honest but
blatherskite type of Irishman intro-
duce him to us at the famous “Chien
d'Or”’ bar.. His exploits in buying
arms in conjunction with Carl Tevis
for-the “boys” in Ireland were ex-
pressed so loudly, and were so mani:
festly false, that ‘after five minutes’
conversation we ha,d\quite enough of;
his company, and left still ignorant of
his identity. i

That afternoon our late brother, Ed-
ward A. Sutton, in company with the
late James Carrel, editor® and proprie-
tor of The Daily Telegraph, an even-
ing paper, saw the fellow and at once
our brother said that tho grown stout-
ér, it was the scoundrel, .“Red Jim.”
in. the last edition of The Telegraph

Lbngboat Forced 2 Killing Pace|

and Was Always Confident—
11,000 See the Race.

(By American Associated Press.)

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.—As on that me-
morable oc¢casion of his first Olympiag,
Dorando Pletri collapsed within sight of
the gonl to-night, and Tom Longhboat, the
Canadian Indian runner, who had been

4

.led by a yard or more nearly all the way,

won the Magathon race at Madison Square
Garden.
Gruelling Race.

The time was 35 2-6 seconds slower than
the mark established by Dorando when
he defeated Hayes over the same track
three weeks ago. It was a gruelling race
for nearly 251-2 miles, the Italian gener-
ally in théj lead; but occasionally over-
hauled by a wonderful spurt on the part
of the Indian. “The men started away at
a brisk clip, Dorando at once establishing

a lead of nearly two yards. Longboat had
won the pole position and pushed the
other so* hard in the first few minutes
that at the end of five miles the Dorando-
Hayes record for.the distance had been
beaten by nearly a minute, Later the
men slowed up, and for many miles they
kept the same relative position in slower
time. Then Longboat spurted and repeat-
ed these tactics until they had a plainly
evident effect upon the Italian. Dorando
nevertheless held his advantage unti] the
last lap of' the fourteenth mile, when
Longboat took the lead and incréased his
pace a little, He finished the fourteen
miles 1 minute 162-5 seconds ahead of
the Dorando-Hayes . record.
Indian Keeps on Doggedly.

Longboat's effort proved to be spas-
modic, and Dorando easily passed him in
the fifteenth mile. Longboat showed
signs of fatigue in the seventeenth mile,
but kept on doggedly within -striking dis
tance of the Itallan. 'In the twentieth
mile Longboat shot ahead and dropped
into a npatural lope, which kept him in
the lead for five ‘yards. Then Dorando,
amid wild cheers, forged ahead, Again in
the twenty-third the Indian' made a sen-
sational sprint and galned ‘the lead. In the
fecond lap of the twenty-fourth mile Dor-
ando regained -his advantage. Both men
moved more slowly and showed weari-
ness ‘In the beginning of the twenty-sixth
mile Longboat sprinted, and the Italian
went to the rear. In the middle of the
mile, @nd when a §uarter of a lap behind,
Dorando fell to the track, ‘and it was
necessary to pick him up and carry. him
to his dressing-room.

The race was hard-fought from start to
finish, and kept the thousands of specta-
tors in wild exeitement.. At ‘twenty-five
miles Dorando was léading by two yvaras.
A moment before Longbeat had) made a
remarkable spurt and put himself on an
even footing with the little Itallan. Dor-
ando immediately regained first position,
and the men were fighfing it out in the
twenty-sixth mile,” with, Dorando in the
lead, but visibly weaker, The chances of
Longhoat appeared to improve in_the sec-
ond and third laps. ‘- In le fourth lap,
while the crowd was cryingitself hoarse,
bothh men slackened perceptibly. Then
suddenly Dorando staggered and dropped,
Longboat finishing alone. His time for
the distance of twenty-six miles 38 yvards
was 245,06 2-5. P

The Marathon fever drew a gathering of
over 11,000 persons to the Garden, and
many men and women were fighting for.
admission at'9 o’clock, when the race
was scheduled to begin.

By order of the fire department, the
doors of the Garden were closed as the
race started. The four or five thousand
persons who had been unable to obtain
admission, tho many of them were ticket-
holders, created so much disturbance that
police reserves were sent to the scene.
These finally restored order. .

Th race started at 9.11 o’clock. Long-
boat won the toss and took the pole posi-
tion. Dorando jumped into the lead and
set a steady pace, with the Indian a few
feet back. Both were running easily, but
at a good clip. y

The first mile was made in 5.14 1-5, Dor-
anda leading by two yards.

Longboat took the lead early in the
third mile, but held it for three laps
only, Dorando letting out a link in his
speed and running around the Canadian.
Dorando then continued in the lead, and
at the finish of the tenth mile was rui-
ning at a steady, fast gait, two vards
ahead of his opponent. The time for the
ten miles was 58 minutes 57 second, which
ig 1 minute 9 2-5 seconds faster than the
time made in the Hayes-Dorando race for
the distance.

At five miles Dorando was leading by
two vards, Time 28.274-5. The time beat
the Hayes-Dorando time for the distance
by 56 2-5 sec¢onds.

There was practically no change be-
tween the tenth and fifteenth miles, Do-
rando leading "at the latter' distance by
three yards. The time for fifteen miles
was 1 hour 30 minutes 2 2-5 seconds, This
was 1 minute 411-5 seconds better than

~ THERS OF THE GAME

Hugh *Jennings Says Ty Cobb is
Better at It-Than Mike
: Kelley.

Hugh .fenn-(ngs, manager of .the Detroit
American League champigns, who attend-
ed the baseball conclave last week, had

many interesting things to say about the
game, Speaking of base-running, Jennings

sald :

“The only man who Las no chance to
protect himself from a runner's spikes if
he is playing his game is the first sacker."
He must keep his foot on the bag, and
he {s bound to get nipped more or less.

But nobody wants to hurt a first base-
inan. In present day baseball I do.not
know one of themr wiio is.at all offensive.
Of the first basemen 'in the Amerjcan
League, I know of but one who might in-
vite trouble—Jiggs Donolive of the White
Sox, Donohue and I had several rows in
1907, and we told each other pretty plain-
ly what we thought. But Jiggs proved
himself a man, every inch of nim, after
the season was over, when he' came to our
hotel during the world’'s series  talked to
the boys, advised them and encouraged
them. We buried the hatehet after that.

*‘As I said beforé, nobody wants to hurt
a first baseman. It 1s a sort of unwritten
law that, as the poor -fellow must. keep
his foot there, ‘it isn't fair’ to cut him.
Matty McIntyre, for instance, would have
blayed all ot 1907 for us if-he hadn’'t turn-
ed his ankle to:save Bob Unglaub.

“King Kelly .once. otfered to bet Jack
Crooks $5 that he could give the latter the
ball, be ten feet away from the bag, and
yet make it without: being touched. Kelly
was so clever in dodgmg one way when
the baseman expected himto g0 the other
that few could touch him! 'Crooks knew
this only too:well, so he declined to take
the bet. Famous as Kelly was for his
work on the bases, Ty Cobb is a better
base-runner, for Ty has more speed and
is equally tricky in getting around the
man with the ball.

““Watching ‘the basemén; of course, is
the great trick. in sliding. ¥You can usually
tell by the way the guardian of the sack
is standing 'which direction the ball is
coming from, and it Is your cue to go the
opposite way, But even in this method
there is always a chance of being out-
generaled, It's an old trick of the flelder
to hold his hand8 on‘his hips and pretend
the ball is nét QQ%WR to him: As a re-
sult you go sldw td your slidé, when he
suddenly becomes animated, grabs the
ball out of the air and tags you. Or a
baseman will Jean in ome. direction- for
the ball and then dodge over, take it
from angther, and unless you can oue-
guess him ke  has won.

‘“‘Scientific base-running makes a ball
team. Yet it is surprising that this im-
portant part of baseball is neglected in
many instances. Runs win games, and
the first principle is to get men around
the bases. Headless base-running, of
course, amounts to nothing and often
works great harm, but it is the rule that
pennant-winners are made up of fast
players, who know how and when to steal
bases.”

Jennings in this respect speaks by the
card, altho there have been some cham-
pion teams which were not particularly
brilliant in the base-running line. The old
Detroits, who won the National League
championship twenty years ago, were
slow coaches on the base paths. The only
sprinter on the team was Ned Hanlon.
Charley Bennett, great catcher that he
was, could not run much faster than Jim
McGuire. Dan Brouthers, Fred Dunlap,
Deacon White, Jack Rowe; Hardie Rich-
ardson and Sam Thompson were all 4n
the ice-wagon class. .

The Detroits in those days won the pen-
nant because of their terrific batting and
the fine pitching .of Lady Baldwin, Get-
zein and others, But they were an excep-
tien to the rule for the old Chicagus, un:
der Anson, had some star base-runners,
notably Hugh Nicol, Billy Sunday, George
Gore and Mike Kelly. When the New
Yorks won the pennant in 1888 and 1889,
Buck Ewing, John Ward, Mike Tiernan
and Gore were unequaled in this depart-
ment of the game.

New York uses more Christmas trees
than any city in the world.

The city is so admirably located to
the forests from which the trees are
supplied,and the prices can be brought
down to such a reasonable figure, that
the natural démand for the adored
idol of the children can be supplied.

One quarter of a million Christmas
trees go into the metropolis every
year, and virtually all of them are
sold.

At the variety of prices most any-
body can have one. There are trees
that go to Fifth-avenue and to River-
side drive for -which the plutocratic
owners pay as much as $85. Thes2
are symbols of .the Yuletide that_ de-
light the offspring of New York’s great
men of wealth.

But in the distribution of the trees
the east side is by .no means over-
looked. The Bowery loves its trees,
and it gets them, too.

Thousands are sold yearly for prices
below 50 cenis, 25 cents being a figure
that attracts and at which a big busi-
ness is ever ‘assured.

And there is no trouble about get-
ting .the little trees that sell at the
little prices and go to the homes of
those who haye to weigh every penny.
The fir tree grows fast; it has n®
especial timber value. Farmers are
glad to have it cleared off their land,
so that they can turn the soil to bet-
ter use, /

The dealer in trees must wait for the

41 big ones to grow, but the little ones

spring up almost cver nighit, mush-
room like, and they can be handled
in such numbers that they rzally yield
a handsome profit. ¢

One thing that helps to permit the
widespread use of the Christmas tree
in the city of Father Knickerbocker
i the fact that right in the empire
state a  large portion of the Christ-
mas tree crop is to be found. North-
ern Pennsylvania also turns out a blg
pamber which can be pusicd into the
metropolis at small outlay, and wita
a big sale assured.

Architects Favor ldea of 1256-
Foot Thorofare East ahd
West, With Diagonal
Highways to East
and West,

“The widening of cengested thoro-
fares in the central portions of grow-
ing cities is a tvital issue,” said J. P.
Hynes, the prominent architect and

of Civic Art to The World last night,
“I read tha article in this morning’s
World respecting the widening of
West Queen-sireet and have given the
matter considerable¢ attention for some
time past. Queen-street at present has
merely the width of the standard coun-
try road. It should have wide pave-
ments on each side and a roadway
broad enough for {hree wagons to
pass on each side of the double trol-
ley tracks. E

‘““The ideal plan’of the civic gulld
calls for an antery for traffic 125 feei
wide exténding from: Church-street on
the east to Spadina-avenue on the
west. This would allow for the pro-
jected diagonal road from the north-
east to connect at Church and Queen-
streets -and one fromn the northiwest at
Queen’'s-avenue.

“College-street = should have bheen
widened thruout and RBloor-street
should now ' be widened to 125 reei
from Yonge-street to West Toronto
in view of the great traffic which th2
growth of that industrial section will
increasingly produce,

“The lower part of Yonge-street
should be widened on the same plan.”

The British Idea. it

In discussing the feasibility of *So
gigantic a plan Mr. Hynes said that
the guild had in view the marvelous
success of the British plan feor finane-
ing such improvements, Not only-bad
they all the adventages from the ur-
tistic and commercial standpoints that
were obwous, but they lessened in-
stead of increasing the load upon the
backs of the individual taxpayers. 'The
British plan was for empoweéring Jeg-
islation fo be secured Dby the city
council, for the ‘expropriation 6f the
whole frontage on the side tc be wid-
c¢ned and for the properiy aftérwards
to be handled hy the municipality a3
a civic arssel., The greatest exampie
of the success of this method was the
King’s Way, Lonvdcen, High Ho./born
to the Strand, three-ggarters of a mile.
This improvement nets a large surplus
revenue every year in excess of the
charges on the sinking:funi. The civie
guild has so far placed its plans be-
fore the city council with the hope
that the park commissioner will in-
corporate them in his general &cheme
of park improveihents. The guild
would be ready to co-operate with the
counei! in working cout such detalls
as necessary legislation. The exper-
perience of cities which have sought
to meet street widening problems on
any partial plan such as the addition
of a few feet in width has been dis-9
appointing. In the case of Philadel-
phia, the growtk of ropulation, has
made it inadequite and added to the
ultimate cost.

W.  A. Langton, architect, sald to
The World the widening of Queen-
street was the central feature of the
civic guild plan. The members of the
guild and especially the ‘architects
were a unit in their view  that the
down town central thorofares should
be widened without delay as the In-
creasing value of the frontages within
a few years would he a much eater
obstacle to this unavoidable work.

WIDENING QUEEN ST. .

Editor World: As you are“giving the
subject of widening West Queen-street
some prominence, I would like to polnt‘
out the impracticability of widening it

only where and K when new buildings
are erected.

1..In the first place it will probably
be in the ordinary course of events at
least ten years before half of the pres-
ent \;.md‘lngs are torn dowpn: and new
ones erected.

2. And:it might take another ten
yvears, or-éven longer, before ‘thé other
half are removed.

3. The prominence given to the build-
ings not nebuilt or movied back would
be such that the ownérs would prob-
ably: not move back umtil they had to.
So that I think it = would have to. be
done block by block; in this case, ten-
ants as well a8 owners would have to
be compensated for actual loss of busi-
ness and expense of moving back their
buildings, where they are too good to
go to the expense of rebuilding.

Such being the case, would the im-
provement be worth the cost, and
would the city as a whole be willing to
bear the cost? as I am: quite sure the
properiy owners where the street would
be widened would ngt, althotin many
cases they might give the land free of
charge. ! A. G. Strathy.

THE PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM OF
ORON

Editor World: Dr, Embres, senior
high school prineipal, having publicly
and unreservedly withdrawn from the
movement ‘to consolidate the high
schools: of Toronto, I feel free to call
the attention of the electors to a ‘few
matters which seem ‘to be of great im-
portance. sy

1. Much time and effort on the part
of the board of education have during
the past-three years been wasted in
the attempt to, organize our high
schools Into a more rigid system under
one ‘“principal,” “supervis‘ng princi-
pal” or  ‘“inspector.” The  diffi-
culty in finding a suitable’
name is an indication of thé con-
fusion of thought in which the advo-
cates of the change have been s> long
and so hopelessly floundering. The
sooner they follow Dr. Embree’s ex-

lample and frankly abandon an ideal |

which is beyond their reach and is en-

[tirely unsuited to this city, the sooner.

will the board be freexto attend to
matters of more urgent and more prac-
tical interest, i ;

2. Of the six high schocls of Toronto,
five are ‘of the usu=l: academic type,
and one is a technical school.. 7' i
classification is obviously one-sided
and, therefore, unjust as well as Inex-
Dediefit. ' We have in the past given
too little attention to technical train-
ing of boys and girls, and the mecst
pressing educational need of Toronto
is better provision for those who crave
the opportunity to use their hands as
well as their heads while they are
rassing thru the publi~ schools sec—
ondary as well as primarily:—Tn- ather
words, technical training should be as
widely diffused as academic training. .

3. Our present technical school build-
ing is in every respeet ill-suited for its
present purpose. It would cost more. to
make it adequate to *vhat is required
of it than it would cost to provide &
new one. The board has fixed upon a
site between Borden and J.dppincott
and between College and Bloor-streets,
of ample dimensidhs, perfectly level,
and not so near the street cars as to
make their noise a nuisance. The first
and most pressing duty of the board
of 1909 will be to purchase that, or
some other equally suitable site, pre-
varc plans, and let contracts for the
construection of an ap-to-date technical
school building, e

4. Pending the provision of adequate
speondary school accominodation and
equipment for technical instruction,
the course of study in.the public school
fifth classes should be enlarged so as
to include elementary technical as well
as elementary commercial work, The
present course Is needlessly narrow,
and to enlarge it as abov: described
would not involve any additional ex-
pense beyond the apparatus required
to enable the pupil to take advantage
of it.

5. It would greatly enhance the cul-
ture value of the fifth class work in
the public schools to add what is ne-
cessary to make it identical with the
lower school ' course in the ordinary
high schools. This would relieve these
schools from all danger of congestion;
the work would be equally well done,
and a reasonably advanced education
would in this way be brought within
the reach of many boys ¢ nd girls whose
parents are unable to pay the  high
school fees. In this city of “‘megnifi-
cent distances,” such a schemes Of
school work would have the additional
recommendation that it would bring
secondary ecducation facilities geogra-
phically within the reach of many who
might find themselves inconveniently
distant from the high schools.

6. Lastly, an examination test should
be carefully defined and prescribed for
pupils in the senior fourth classes of
the public schools.
to make it not less severe than the
present high school entrance exami-
nations, but better adapted to . the
course of study both belrw and above
it. and to make it nmot merely a test
for entrance intn the high ¢ schools,
but 2 test for promation to the fifth
olasses in the nublic schools. Along
this line of evolut.on lies the way. to
the -most effective and at. the sam®
time the least expensive cprrelation of
the parious parts of the citv’s school
system. - Wm. Houston.

g Protest From Polsons.

The Polson Iron.Works, Limited, are
protesting' ‘on_their own behalf, and
President John B. Miller was examin-
ed by Solicitor' C. A. Moss' yesterday
afternoon.

Mr. Miller said his company had a
frontage of 380 feet on the south side
‘ot «#he. tracks. .They were handling
350 heavily loaded cars a year, in and
out, on their siding. To elevate “the
tracks as propcsed would kill their
property altogether on account of the
impossibility of getting cars in and
out' of their private siding.. It was
absolutely necessary that the: tracks
should be level thruout the extent of
their property. £ ;

Corporatign Counsel Fullerton, in
cross-examination, asked what effect
an overhead bridge, as the rallways
proposed to build, would have, and
witness answered that it would be If
anything worse than a viaduet, be-
cause of its extension to the south of
the present tracks. It would fill up
their slip and ! prevent their utilizing
their plant as ia shipbuilding concern,
from which branch they derived most
of their revenue. é

Further questioned regarding a via-
duct, Mr. Miller agreed that possibly
he could get along with a steep spur.
The only thing against this was tha
urcertainty as to whether the railways
cculd haul their heavily laden cars up
the grade. Three cars was the great-
est individual 'shipment they would
have in one day, so he didn’'t know but
what the railways could manage. He
would prefer the tracks left as they
were at present. %

He agreed that the viaduct plan as
devised by the beard of trade was all
right, and he ‘would sanction such a
scheme, 1In this plan, only the thru
tracks were elevated, and the switches
were on the level to be used at certain
hours in the night.

Shipment of Fruit.
