Blow Failed.

Says Main

“On both sides of the Somme the
enemy yesterday, as was expected,
prepared to deliver a main bhlow, but
it failed, After the strongest fire pre-
paration over a front of about 40 kilo-
metres (about 27 miles) attacks were
made from south of Pozieres to west
of Vermandovillers, More than seven-
teen divisions, with more than 200,000
men, participated in the attacks.

“The result for the enemy is that
the first line of the German division
wlong a front of about three kilometres
south of Hardecourt was pressed back
from its foremost trenches into the
pext trenches, lying 800 metres behind,
and enemy divisions penetrated  into
the salient of the little wood of Ver-
mandovillers.

LONDON, July 21,—Russia was able
to annournice two successes today. Gen.
Von'l,lnslngen, commanding the Aus-
tro-Gierman forces south of Kovel, has
been obliged to retire further in the
face of strong attacks by the forces
under Gen., Sakharoff. The Russians
also seized the crossings of the River
Styr and compelled their opponents to
retire from the salient of the Styr and
Lipa Rivers toward Berestechk,
wher ea battle is 'now going on.

By this advance (Gen. Sakharoff gives
greater protection to the operations of
the Russian General Kaledines on the
Volhynian line in the region of Brody.

A despatch from Petrograd says:

#Russian troops ,advancing toward
the northern Galician border, have
defeated the Austro-Hungarians in the
region of the confluence of the Styr
and Lipa Rivers and have captured
about 2600 prisoners,”’ say. official

GERMAN NICKEL MIS-POLICY?

Hon. Arthur Meighen, solicitor-generas
in the Borden cabinet, made & speech in
Hamiiton on Thursday, in which he Justi-
fied the present joint arrangements of
the Imperial and Canadian Governments
to control the export of nickel refined in
the United States from Canadian ores.
We have heard and read Mr. Meighen's
statement before; The World takes very
little stock in it. Arrangements may
have been made, both governments may
be satisfied and they may have a pol-
itical reason for being satisfied; but that
doesn’t explain where the Deutchland ‘s
getting the nickel that she is loading
and proposes to take to Germany; and,
according to a detailed statement in The
New York American of a couple of days
ago, she Is taking 740 tons of nickel, and
this nickel is Canadian nickel and noth-
ing else,

The governments may continue to
make etatements, but they won't satisfy
the people, and the German undersea
boats will be able to keep on taking
nickel to Germany if they cam run the
gauntlet. Germany has Canadian nickel
stocked in the United States in immense
quantities, and she bought it in the open
market in the States, or thru American
companies that were willing to act as her
agents in the purchase.

No one who knows of the efforts made
by Hon. Frank Cochrane, & member of
the Borden goverment, and by Hon.
Wallace Nesbitt, the representative of
the nickel trust in Canada, to take care
of the interests of that concern, need
have eny doubt of what The World says.
What Canadians would prefer to hear
trom Hon. Mr. Meighen is that the gov-
ernment have repudiated the acts of o
Mr. Cochrane and that they have
their ways and methods, and that they
fmtend to insist that every pound of
metal refined from Camadian mickel ore
be returned to Canada for disposal under
government supervision. That Is the
point and the government isn’t touching
It, and apparently they are trying to side-
step it; and we regret to say that Liberal
newspapers, who are supposed to be
more than alive to the mistakes of the
party in power at Ottawa and Toronto,
are afraid to speak out, or even invest!-
gate the subject. Too many of them have
listened to the story of Hom. Wallace
Nesbitt, and he has been very busy in
telling his story in the newspaper offices
of this country.

Those newspapers that did speak out,
Liberal and Conservative, have just one
question to put to Mr. Meighen, and that
is: Where did the 740 tons of nickel now
in the Deutchland come from If it didan’t
come from Canada, and if it came from
Canada why isn't the system stopped?

That General Sir Sam Hughes has
been exonerated by the royal com-~
mission of wrong-doing In connection
with the fuse contracts will not come
as a surprise. There was, it is true,
a big take-off which went to J. Wesley
Allgon, and Allison wes a friend of
the general, The royal commission
finds that Allison betrayed the trust

Col. Carnegie, of the shell
committee, takes the entire responsi-
bility. He admits fixing a price with-
otit consultation with anyone, altho he
could have learned over the telephone
in flve minutes what the British War
Office was paying for graze fuses at
the time in the United States, He did
not even ask the man with whom he
was bargaining to fix a price. With-
out reason Col, Cai e for the shell
committee agreed pay the fuse
company $2,600,0000 more than was
necessary, Fortunately the imperial
munitions board soon after compelled
the contractor to make for $2.856 the
unloaded fuse, for which the shell com~
mittee agreed. to pay him $8.72,

The judges say that Col. Carnegie
was under no obligation todicker
down the fuse company to & lower
price; that he was not in the posi-
tion of a “bargainer,” that he blunder-
ed, but 4id 8o in good faith, With
those conclusions in their entirety
all may not agree, Perhaps a verdict
of “not proven” might have been more
appropriate than e triumphant ac-
quittal,

As usually happens (it is mot the
judges but the people who decide.
The people of Ontario treated the re-
port of the royal commission on the
Gamey ocharges with contempt, They
may treat with more deference the
report of the Meredith-Duff commis~
slon. That both judges concur In
the decision will lend it additional
weight; that it will greatly influence
public opinion already formed we
venture to doubt,

From a party standpoint the con-
test over the fuse contracts ends in
something like a draw, The minister
under fire s exonerated of wrong-
doing. On the other hand it must be
admitted that some ravenous sharks
have found their way ‘into the gov-
ernment reservation,

Hoarding of Undeveloped Power
~ Vigtlance in the preservation of the
water powers of Canada and their
protection from the encroachments of
corporations at home or across the
border is to be met with in the wre-
ports and other activities of the com-
mission of conservation. In the re-
port for 1915 there are exhaustive re-
ferences to several phases of the
hydro-electric problem nmow under dis-
cussion. One statement drawn up by
Mr, Arthur V, White, on the situation
at the Long Sault Rapids, on the St.
Lawrence, indicates a typical method
of procedure on the part of the dom-
panies, :

The ice conditions alone, the com-
mission asserts, would make the
building & dam on the St. Lawrence
a matter of grave danger, This does
not appeal to the corporations (n-
terested. The great power interests of
the United States are determined to
get as many undeveloped power sites
under their control as they can. Funds
are always available for tids work,
and in the five years previous to 1915,
the concentration of water powers had
increased seven times faster tham the
power development,

The commission has for one of its
tasks the endeavor, to discern between
bona fide power developers and those
who merely wish to store up undevel-
oped powers against the time when the
demand for power becomes clamorous.
1t is the government which should re-
tain all jpowers in its own control for
the benefit of the people when the
need arises.

In December, 1914, Mr, Gifford
Pinchot, speaking on this subject, de-
clared that' duming ‘the previous two
years the large group of water power
interests had increased their control
of undeveloped water power by 2,060,-
000 horse-power. The detail figurés for
this he gave. In 1911 the ten greatest
groups had developed and under con-
struction 1,821,000 ' horse-power. In
1913 they had 2,711,000, an increase
of 890,000 hopse-power, In 1911 these
interests held undeveloped 1,450,000
horse-power, and this had risen to 3.~
500,000,,“'0 years later, Yet the very
men who controlled undeveloped water
powers in this way were those who
were trying to gobble up other powers,
and complaining that they were pre-
vented developing power,

The meport of the commission con-
tains a large amount of information
regarding the whole question, but this
is sufficient to indicate the need for
a strong public polley on the part of
the Ontanrio Government, and of course,
also on the part of the Dominion,
If we are to encourage manufactures
thru the use of power it must.be by
giving power, in the utmost quantity
possible, at cost, and this can only
be done thru public ownership and
public development.

The Ontario Government {s doing
well in promoting the early develop-
ment of power at the Chippewa-
Queenston head. The policy of utiliz-
ing every water power in the province
tor the promotion of the general in-
dustrial and manufacturing interests
of the province, is one that must ap-
peal to all classes Of the people, manu-
facturing, labor and all depending
upon them.

The holding and development of
power by private interests does not
largely assist labor, and only enriches
a few, while it imposes & handicap on
industry and manufacture generally,
under the principle of loading up the
traffic with all it can bear, which is
a serious detriment to development
of the province, Power at cost is. a
policy which the Hydro-Electric Com=
mission has already undertaken suc-
cessfully, and the Ontario Govern-
ment will find its happiest efforts in
giving this policy/ the fullest and
promptest support.

German ships to bring relief food, and
because of the embargo which the
German authorities have placed on the
import into Belgium and northern
France of native Dutch food supplies,
which, especially meats and fats, have
done mueh to supplement the supplies
sent into the occupled regions by the
commission for the relfet of Belgiun.

The quelling of the riots in: the
populous centres has been followed
by the compulsory evacuation from
the cities by the German authorities
of large sections of the industrial po-
pulations. These have been scattered
Lomeless thru the agricultural regions,
the reports say, as punishment and to
minimize the risk of a recurrence of
the trouble.

The greatest forced migration took
place fromi the C(ity of Lille, from
which 25,000 people, including women

and children, were expelled.
