1t is very seldom that the captain of
a sealing vessel can be induced to take
a spectator with him. This is not be-
cause the captains object to-any one
watching their movements, but because
the vessels are unusually full and space
is both limited and valuable, explains
a writer in The Wide World Magazine.
In addition to the crew there are the
hunters to he considered, and should
many seals be taken the ship is loaded
to her utmest capacity. Indeedr if
seals are speedily sighted, and in large
numbers, even the coal is thrown over-
board to make room for the skins.

The ship returns as soon as a suf-
ficient number of seals have been
caught. - Sometimes the vessel is back
in harbor again in a couple of weeks,
loaded to the gunwale with as man®’
as thirty or forty thousand seals, worth
from. $2.50 to 83 aplece. The crew of
a single vessel ‘has been known, to
capture as many as 20,000 seals in seven
or eight days.

Two seasons ago the crew ‘of the
Neptune recured 42,600 seals in eighteen
days, the pelts not only. filling the
hold, but being piled up on the decks
as well,

The watchers of the harbor know at
once whether a vessel has heen suc-
ceggful, for it is the custom to hang
a broom aloft if the gatch has been a
particularly good = one.  Sometimes,
however, the steamer-is- unlucky, and,
after buffeting about among the ice
for a period of six weeks, returns with

~ Self-Taught Savant

Late Ebenezer Prout Noted For
Profound Musical Erudition.

The extent and profundity of the musi-
cal learning of the late Ebehezeér Prout,
made more remarkable by the fact that
he was ‘entirely ‘self-taught, are recounted
as follows by the London Daily News:

“Few musicians bave been eminent in
s0 many brarches of the art as was Pro-
fessor Kbenezer“Prout, whose death at the
age of seventy-four is announced. A pro-
found theorist, he also produced many
works which hayve been performed by
choral spcities thruout the country, and
he was for many ars, before being ap-
pointed professor of music at Dublin, a
tusy organist and  teacher in ILondon.
Son of a Congregational minister, he was
entirely self-taught, but in addition to ac-
quiring a musical knowledge many pro-
fessional musicians ‘might envy, he
mastered four European language and
had a good acquaintance with Russian
and Hungarian, He ‘held several organ
appointments in London Congregational
churches a generation ago, and for twelve
vears was organist at the Prime Minis-~
ter's eld place of worship, Union Chapel,
Islington. Many of his choral works
were written. for the Berough of Hack-
ney Choral , Association, .which he eon-
ducted from 1876 to 18%, resigning the post
in order to have ample leisure for the
writing of those famous works on musi-
cal-theory which he afterwards published.
As showing, his infinite capacity for tak-
ing pains, f may mention ' that hefore
writing on the minuet form in his ‘Applied
Forns’ he examined every minuet in the
works of Handel, Bach, Couperin, Corelli,
Mozart,” Beethoven, Schubert and Haydn.
In the case ofyHaydn alone this menat
going thru eighty-three quartets and
nearly fifty symphonies. For the sonata
form he investigated 1,200 movements,”

Mr. Kreisler, on account of Mrs.

He has,
besides this Strad, his chief . concert in-
strument, the Hart Guarnerius, which
cost him $11,000, which he used formerly;

“It is true that I do not altogether
like the American girl of to-day,” she
began, in answer to the first question
of the reporter. *‘She has many de-
lightful excellencles, and some very
serious faults. The greatest fault of
all—and the one in a measure account-
ing for alf others— is her utter lack
of reverence for any, one or anyvthing.
‘And reverence is, 1 take it, the first
rung of -the !adder. The girl who rides
astride, the gifl who smokes cigar-
ettes, and the girl who:carries athlet-
ics “to such an extreme that she has
to be taken to the hospital—these are
tlhe ‘tvpes .| criticize most severely.
But I recognize that things are now
in a state of trangition, and I see in
the girl 6f to-day the nucleus of a fine
American womanhood.

Why Accidents Happen and
Why  They Grow Lass in
Number. -

CHICAGO, Jan. 29. — Many famous
wars have been fought with less loss
of blood and fewer casualties than are
recorded every year in the opegration of
American railroads. The soldier at the
front, again, only faces death for 'a
day or an hour at a time, while he en-
joys long periods of safety. The rail-
road employe, on the other hand, and
in a measure the passenger as well,
faces a constant danger. The aston-
ishing deathrate - of our. railroads is
frequently compared unfavorably with
that of European countries, and has
been .explained by many conflicting
theories. #

A new light has been thrown ron the
situation- by W. L. Park’ ,general su-
perintendent of the Union Pacific Rail-
road, whose views ‘naturally carry un-
usual weight. Mr. Park has made a
special study of the . situation, and
speaks with the authority of an 'ex-
pert. In a recent address before the
New. York and New England Associa-
tions of ‘Railway Surgeons, held at the
New York Academy of Medicine, Mr.
Park analyzéd the subject in great de-
tail. The subject is extremely com-
plicated, and, according to Mr. Park,
is. little understood by the general
public.

“One human - being is killed every.
hour and one injured every ten min-
utes,” said Mr. Park, in explaining
the situation. “There is a steady grind-
ing and crunching of human flesh and
bone under the juggernaut of modern
car wheels. It is the price we pay for
progress, for our great Industrial con-
quest of the country. e

“Our. railroads, nevertheless, consti;
tute to-day the safest and most ma
nificent highway in the world. No-
where are the great problems of safe-
guarding life and property being stu-
died "so intelligently and earnestly as
in America.

“It' is a sommon reproach that they
do these things better abroad. But
consider at what rate we have been
building railroads. In 1820 therc were
but 23 miles of railroads in America.
In 1850 there were less than 10,000 miles.
The ' next 50 years witnessed the most
marveloug growth of its kind in all
history, when 185,000 miles of railroad
were lald. . Then bétween 1880 and 1890
some 70,000 more miles were added.

" “We have not yvet slowed down

ty. - A careful investigation of the sub-
ject shows that 85 per cent. of all ac-
cidents  are due to’'mnegligénce on the
part of railroad employes, and the re-
sfilt 'of carelessness both by passen-
gers and employes. Faulty equipment,
therefore, plays a far less importa"nt‘%
part in this death and accident rate
than s commonly supposed. Neverthe-
less, the railroads are attacking this
problem - with rprising energy.”

The protecting
arm of the semaphore is thrown round
the trainman and the engineman.,
Trains to-day move :in a zone of au-
tomatic electric protections both ford
and aft.. The importance of the mes-,
chanical device.in safeguarding lives' .
cannot be overestimated. It is the
duty of every railroad to install them.”
