Count Boni and Prince

Meet in a Duel So the World Will Have to Put
Up With Them a Little Longer. ’

Helie De Sagon Will Not

PARIS, Jan. 3—The newspapers of this
ﬁ‘todqy published long accounts of the
endlh248® “yesterday between Count Boni
Pe Castellane and Prince Helie De Sagan
in the Rue De Chaillot. The two men are
cousins. Count DBoni was recently di-
vorced By his wife, who was Miss Anna
Gould, of New York, and Prince Helie ‘s
credited with having been attentive to
Mme. Gould.

Count Boni is8 quoted as declaring his
cousin to be outside the pale of society,
and he reiterated the statement made yes-
terday that it would be impossible for
him tc procure acceptable seconds even
if he desired to challenge to a duel.

P’rince Helie De Sagan, when seen by
the Associated Press at nmoon today, was
propped up in bed smoking cigarettes. He
declared, that aiter conferring with his
fencing master and other friends, he saw
no reason to change his decision not to
gene a challenge. “If Boni had struck me
in the face with his glove, I would fight
%im,” said the Prince. By attacking me
witn his brother, two against one, and
striking .me when I was down, he has

" placed himself outside the laws regulating
. affaire of honor,

“Moreover, I have decided upon the ad-
wice of my attorney, should the public
Pndﬂcntor not act in the matter, to bring

a, charge of criminal assaunlt coupled with
a demand for one franc damages in order
to be able to prove the deliberate charact-

er of the attack.”

Asked about the report published in Le
Journal, that ‘his engagement to Mme
Anna Gould would be announced in a few
days and that the marriage would for-
low in Germany. Prince Helie replied
that the public should be satisfied with
the denials issued by Mme. Gould and
himself. As Mme. Gould’s divorce only
becomes definite at the end .of the threc
months, any marriage now is impossible,
the Princé said, and it was hardly likely
in any event that Mme Gould would marry
before a year bad elapsed, then after a
pause the Prince added, smiling, “At the
end of that time I do not know what may
happen.” Continuing the Prince de Sagan
spoke frankly of the friendship that had
existed between hijnself and the Count and
Countess de Castellane and his frequent
vigits to their residence. The two men
formerly ware great friends, Prince Helie
having organized the famous fete in the
Bois de Boulogne with which Count Boni
and his bride made their bow to Paris so-
ciety. This fete cost a fabulous sum and
was the talk of Paris for months.

SEABOARD AIR
LINE BANKRUPT

Big American Railway Goes
into Hands of Receiver---
Has Capital of $72,000,000
and Liabilities of $58,000,-
000. :

Richmond, Va., Jan. 2—The Seaboard
Air Line system" was put into the hands
of receivers here today through the action
of ' Judge Pritchard, of the United States
Circuit Court, who was hurriedly sum-
moned from Ashville (N. C.) to take cog-
nizance of the application for a receiver-
ship. Judge® Pritchard appointed as re
ceivers R. Lancaster Williams, of Rich-|
mond, and, S. Davies Warfield, of Balti-
more. Both men are identified with bank-

ing of the fishi of Middendorf,” Williams
& Company, and Mr. Warfleld is president
of the Continental Trust Company. Mr.
Williams -also is a partner of the firm of

John L. Williams & Sons. of this city.
The bonds of ‘each was fixed at $50,000.
The name of the case as filed is “The Sea-
board Air Line Railroad, complainant
against the Continental Trust Compeny,
trustee under the first mortgage made by
Seaboard Air Line Railroad defendant.”
Judge Pritchard’s decree gives the re-
ceivers immediate possession of the prop-
erty which embraces the main stem from
Portsmouth (Va.) to Tampa (Fla.), with
numerous branches to coast points on the
east and Atlantic, Montgomery and Birm-
ingham on the west, a total of 2,382 miles,
The preliminaries to the appointment of
receivers for the Seaboard form a dramatic
incident quite rare in railroad history.
Decision to put the road into the bhands
of receivers was reached at a conference
in Washington on Tuesday night between
members of the voting trust and creditors
of the road, the Ryan and Williams in-
terests concurring.

The growers who caused the insurrec-
tion in the French wine departments
blame adulteration for their distress and
their riots were based on the claim that
the laws on the subject were not erforced.
The men who have been sent to study the
problem say that the real trouble lies in
over production. The land has been too
fertile.. They say that since science has
studied the blights that were wont to
attack the French vineyards and has over-
come this destruction of wine-producing
grapes, that the French wine crop has in-
creased several fold. Algeria also has
taken to turning out big crops of wines
grown from French transplanted grapes
and closely resembling the original French
wines. Altogether the commission appoint-
ed by President Fallieres decided that the
trouble came from making too much of the
light French wines. The tremendous in-
crease of the consumption of beer is also
given as one of the causes for poor finan-
cial conditions in the historic French
country of the vine and the wine.

Rotterdam’s harbors and shipping facil-
ities are the immediate cause of its pros-
perity and growth. In June this year the
city council appropriated $13,200,000 for
the construction of an additional harbor
(to be called Waalhaven), which, when
completed, will cover an area of about
800 acres and provide berths for 200 sea-
going steamers, thus doubling the pres-
ent' entire harbor accommodations.

The debatefin the Every Day Club hall
last evening®was on the subject of Com-
mission versus City Council in St. John.
That &' commission’of five would be better
than the present system was maintained
by Messrs. Belding, Humbert, McLaugh-
lin ‘and Cother,and the negative by Messrs.
Wittrien, Tait, Titus and Cohoe. The
judges, Messrs. J. A. Likely, William Ma-
son and R. B. Porter, decided that the af-
firmative had the best of the argument.

“Rev. R. Mathers also spoke in.an inter-
esting way, in support of a commission,
and especially condemning the system of
street construction in St. John.
