Thousands
of peeple were gathered about the burning build-
ings, filling the streets in the immediate neigh-
bourhood. ‘I'he flames were so vivid as to illumi-
nate half the city, and render objects visible at a
great distance.

The La Farge Hotel was one of the most costly
hotels in the city of New York. Arrangemoents
had been ne: completed for opening it to the
public on the 15th inst.  Had it been occupied,
there might have been considerable loss of life in
addition to the destrnetion of property. The build-
ing had a front of 150 feet ; it extended 100 feet
in depth, and was seven stories in height. It con-
tained more than three hundred sleeping rooms.—
The front was built of white marble. All the ap-
pointments, furniture, etc., ware of the most costly
description. It had been leased in connection
with the hall, and including all the stories but
ftwo. to Me Wright, Laniers & Co., at an an-

STEAMSHIP SAN FRANCISCO FOUNDERED.
LOSS OF HUNDREDS OF LIVES!

New Yrre, Jan. 13.—All doubts concerning
the fate of the Pacific Mail Co’s Steamship San
Francisco, which sailed from this port on the 224
ultareat an end. The ship Three Bells arrived
here this afternoon, having on board one hundred
of the passengers belonging to the San Francisco.

The towers are com-
posed of four stou®, pieces of timber, coming tuge-
therat the top, and well braced with iron. They
are to be neatly enclosed and painted. The foun-
dations for the towers arc abutments of heavy
stone-work, the outside pointed with lime. The
stones are well laid up, and many of them very
heavy. The breakwaters on each side of the river
are deserving of the name. The front is laid up
with squared hemlock timber, and filied in behind
with stones, solid to the top. They look as if they
were not to be disturbed by the ¢ ice king,” lét
hira come when he may. The anchors to whi
the cables are attached, are secured on both side:
of the river, insolid stone abutments, built fo *
purpose.

Upon the whole, the entiré structure gives evi-
dence that its builder is a good and faithful work-
man, The materials are all good; and I venture
to say that the farmers in that section of the coun-
tey will not trouble themsclves, when starting for
market, about the height of the water, or the
strength of the ice at the fording place for many
years to come.
