sealer Kofuji Maru by a Russian

New York, July 28r-A Times’ cable from 
London says:—Germany is in the unpleas­
ant position of a poker player, whose bluff 
has been called by a stronger hand than 
she had expected to find, but it is possible 
that she will lose her temper and break 
up the game in consequence.

This, in substance, represents the opin­
ion here after the debate yesterday in the 
house of commons in which Premier As­
quith and Mr. Balfour stated their views 
of the Morocco situation. All the politi­
cal parties in England present a united 
front against the act of aggression, which 
it is supposed Germany committed under 
the false idea that the British domestic 
difficulty would prevent full attention from 
being given to International affairs.

The explicit declarations in the House 
of Commons are here believed to have 
cleared the air, and as Berlin dispatches 
reflect a more conciliatory attitude on the 
part of the semi-official press, the general 
impression is that, however great the dif­
ficulties of the situation are, they are by 
no means insuperable.

IT-r.ndon, July 28—The Moroccan simoom 
seemed less sultry today and it was gener­
ally conceded that Premier Asquith s 
statement had helped to clear the air and 
to that extent as to ease tension.

It is the hope of the British government 
that the Algeciras act now having been 
shown to be mere diplomatic patchwork 
some more lasting settlement would be ef­
fected, which would tranquilize the situa­
tion as well as the Moroccan difficulty.

Mr. Asquith’s announcement that Great 
Britain has not the least dispocition to 
obstruct a Franco-German agreement in 
West Africa, it is hoped by the official 
world, will dissipate the German belief 
that the British government is pursuing 
a policy of endeavoring to thwart Germ­
any’s desire for territorial expansion.

It is considered a hopeful sign that King 
George is making definite arrangements to 
attend the Cowes regatta tomorrow, while 
the members of the cabinet are preparing 
to leave town for the week-end.

Belgium 14,054,000 bushels compared

000 compared with 198,484,000; Italy 196,- 
879,000, compared with 153,339,000 last 
year; Spain, 154,437,000, compared with 
137,449,000; Roumanie 121.710,000, compared 
with 110,828,000; Great Britain 61,351,000, 
compared with 58,235,000 in Great Britain 
and Ireland last year. Conditions in Rus­
sia satisfactory.

From Beerbohm’e Evening Corn Trade 
Li.t, July 14, 1911:

France—The latest reports are very op­
timistic, and point to a yield of about 320,- 
800,000 bushels, against 253,000,000 bushels 
in 1910. Harvest has commenced in many 

» districts, and the quality promises to be 
very good.

Germany—The latest official report in­
dicates an outturn of about 136,000,000 
bushels against 142,000,000 in 1910. The 
weather has recently been very favorable, 
auid the quality promises to tie better than 
last year.

Russia—The weather continues very hot 
In the Volga districts very great damage 
has been done and the yield is expected 
to be very smell. In most other parts 
of the empire fairly good results are ex­
pected, and if there has been no particular 
decrease in the area sown, compared with 
last year, a relatively large yield of wheat 
may still be gathered, even if some 15 per 
cent smaller than last year.

Turkey—The area sown is reported to be 
much larger than last year; conditions gen­
erally have been favorable, and the yield 
promises to be an excellent one.

Hbmnania—The overflowing of the Mol- 
dau in its upper reaches has done immense 
damage, especially to the timber indus­
try. The crops are in danger.

Now, if the late Lord Germanston ap­
propriated the peerage of Walter de Bir­
mingham, on the ground of the marriage 
of the latter’s only child and heiress to 
the first Lord Germanston, he should have- 
taken Walter de Birmingham’s Barony of 
Athenry, which, if he had succeeded in

tablishing his claim thereto, would have 
rendered him not only premier viscount, 
but also, premier Baron of Ireland. But 
he manifestly feared a legal encounter with 
Lord Kinsale, who is premier baron be­
cause the Athenry peerage is extinct.

There is no Barony of Birmingham in 
existence.

Rowing Carts Make
Great Fun For The BoysTHE ISSUE AT OTTAWA

The Montreal Herald clearly states the 
situation at Ottawa as follows:—

“Mr. FieHing asks the opposition to 
allow reciprocity to be voted upon in the 
house, which would then proceed to 
redistribution based on the census, and 
then to an election.

“Mr. Borden asks for the temporary 
abandonment of the reciprocity measure, 
which has been before parliament for six 
months, forx the introduction of a redis­
tribution measure, the figures governing 
which will not be properly available for 
months yet, and then for an election.

“From such an impasse the only exit 
consistent with constitutional usage is the 
one Sir Wilfrid Laurier seems to favor, an 
immediate appeal to the electorate to as­
certain whether they accept or reject the 
agreement to which the United States 
stands committed.

“Sir Wilfrid says that when he read in 
London Mr. Borden’s western déclaration 
that he would not let the agreement be 
ratified he cabled instructions to prepare 
the lists for an election. Unless Mr. Bor­
den and his followers now back down, we 
have really been in the period of a general 
election ever since he made that declara­
tion.

“There isn’t much doubt that Canada 
wants to complete the business. If Mr. 
Borden chooses to stand in the way and 
say the people must not take the benefits 
offered he stands an excellent chance of 
meeting political extinction, but that is his 
look-out. Sir Wilfrid is credited with be­
ing eager for an election. He might well 
be.”

Glass Fruit JarsEMERSON Sr FISHER, LimitedPEACE OR WAR?
That was an- inspiring moment in the 

British Commons yesterday when the lead­
ers of parties, though engaged in a bitter 
political struggle at home, united in a 

jf declaration of patriotism which could leave 

no doubt in the minds of other nations 
that when British interests are threatened 
there is but one party in Britain.

In grave and measured words the prime 
minister stated Britain's position in regard 
to Morocco. There was no trace of the 
jingo in his manner or his utterance, which 
were those of a statesman who realized 
the gravity of the issues- involved, 
ing him came Mr. Balfour, who spoke 
these memorable words:

“If tlefe are any who supposed that we 
would Be wiped off the map of Europe be­
cause we have our difficulties at home, it 
mall be worth while saying that they bit­
terly mistake the temper of the British 
people and the patriotism of the opposi­
tion."

Then came Mr. McDonald, leader of the 
Labor party, who'^fter declaring that 
his party was utterly vopposed to war, 
added the significant remark that “he 
hoped no European nation wouldV. 
for a single moment that party dma 
w<^old affect natjonal spirit."

It is stated that the temperpfp words of 
the prime minister created * favorable 
impression in Gennanyÿ-BRhough the war­
like section of the German prêta regarded 
some of his statements as “unnecessarily 
sharp." He speaks, however, with the 
voice of a united empire, and while a Eur­
opean war seems in this age too horrible 
t<™ contemplate, yet national' honor and 
neional interests must be preserved. Ger­
many has been the storm centre for a con­
siderable period, and her territorial ambi­
tions may carry her too far. The cables 
state that the situation is more peaceful 
today than it was a few days ago, and it 

-ctoay be that the crisis is past. It would 
be an unparalleled. calamity if, in a year 
during which movements toward universal 
arbitration have seemed to be making such 
headway, the continent of Europe should 
be swept by a hurricane of war.

In the course of an interesting address 

at the anniversary meeting of one of the 
Orange lodges last evening, though poli­
tics is foreign to the aims and purposes 
of "the order, Recorder Baxter felt that 
the important occasipn should not pass 
without a word of censure for the Nationa­
list allies of Mr. Borden. Mr. Baxter’s 
remarks are reported in the Standard, as 
follows:—

"County Master Baxter made a brief but 
interesting address. He deplored the fact 
that efforts were being made to foster in 
Canada feelings fatal to the integrity of 
the Empire, and said greater efforts should 
be made to counteract the dangerous ten­
dencies which had been set in motion. He 
thought the war cloud which had suddenly 
arisen in Europe would cause Canadians 
to give serious consideration to the effects 
of a policy which was based on the idea 
that this country could remain neutral 
while the Empire was at war, and expres­
sed the opinion that the sentiment of loyal­
ty which pervaded the great majority 
when aroused to the danger of the course 
-along which we were drifting, would strong­
ly resent the disloyalty of this idea.’’.

It is clear from Mr. Baxter’s statement 
that he does not approve of the Conserva­
tive alliance with the Nationalists in Que­
bec, which is designed to defeat Sir Wil­
frid Laurier, who firmly asserts that “when 
Britain is at war Canada, is at war."

Genuine Honest Bargains The general public and a great many 
physicians scarcely seem to realize that 
the prevention of typhoid fever by vac­
cination has been absolutely proved. Ac­
cording to the highest medical authorities 
in America and Europe there is already 
overwhelming testimony in favor of the 
protective value of anti-typhoid vaccina­
tion.

The latest indorsement of this proced­
ure is made by The Journal of the Ameri­
can Medical Association in an editorial, 
based partly on the last report of the 
Surgeon General of the U. S. Army and 
partly on conditions among the troops 
stationed along the Mexican border. Here 
are some contrasts presented by the 
writer:

“The figures given for the fiscal year 
ended June 30, 1909, showed an incidence 
of typhoid fever sixteen times greater 
among the unvaccinated than among vac­
cinated troops. 1/p to October 1, 1910, 
only five cdses had developed among the 
immunized as against 418 among the non- 
immunized. Moreover, of these five cases 
four were so mild as to leave doubt as to 
the diagnosis, and there were no bad ef­
fects of any kind as a result of the vac­
cination.

"The practice was introduced into our 
army in March, 1909, and, although the 
taking of treatment is entirely voluntary, 
over 17,000 officers and enlisted men had 
availed themselves before the present 
mobilization of troops on the Mexican 
border.

Since that time the evidence concerning 
the procedure has been increasingly fav­
orable. With the memory of Camp Chick- 
amauga still fresh in our minds, we are 
the better able to appreciate the great 
strides which have been made in pre­
ventive medicines since the days of the 
Spanish war. r/

“During that campaign there were 20,- 
738 cases of typhoid with 1,580 deaths, and 
all within three and a half months. One 
man in every six had the disease, and this 
was increased to one in every five among 
those regiments which were left in the 
United States.

“Now, among the 18,000 men who have 
been mobilized on the southwest border 
for over two months, living under the us­
ual camp conditions, where rain and mud 
prevail, the only case of typhoid fever 
which has developed has been that of a 
single teamster, who was unprotected by 
vaccination.

Dis:ussed By Briton
Like most medical discoveries, the final 

perfection of the practice of anti-typhoid 
vaccination has resulted only after years 
of experimentation and apparent failures. 
To Prof. A. E. Wright, of the British 
Army Medical School at Netley is due the 
honor of having first conceived and put in 
practice the idea of anti-typhoid vaccin­
ation. This was before the Boer war.

“The results, were rather unsatisfactory 
in South Africa during the campaign, and 
it was only after further experimentation 
that the technic was perfected. One of 
the chief troubles had been in the fact 
that it had not yet been fully demonstrat­
ed that the best results were to be obtain­
ed only after the repetition of 'tiie pro­
cess three times at intervals of ten days.

“The German army next took up the 
investigation, and as a result the medical 
officials succeeded in cutting the typhoid 
fever rate in half by vaccination of a por­
tion of the troops in Southwestern Africa 
in the campaign against the Hereros in 
1904 and 1907.

“By this time the English were begin­
ning to get better results, and in India, in 
1908, among 12,000 soldiers stationed there, 
6,000 were vaccinated, and 6,000 under sim­
ilar circumstances were left unvaccinated 
and maintained as controls. They found 
that seven times as many of the controls 
contracted typhoid and eleven times as 
many died of it.

“The trial has now been made long 
enough and with such uniformly good re­
sults that it is true the procedure should 
be seriously considered in civil life. A step 
has already been taken in this direction 
by the public health arid marine hospital 
service. According to instructions recent­
ly issued, officers are required to practice 
anti-typhoid vaccination on all beneficiar­
ies of the service who may desire it.

“Speaking in general terms, these bene­
ficiaries include all seamen or persons em­
ployed in any capacity on all licensed ves­
sels of the United States except enlisted 
men in the army and navy. Sailors on 
both inland waters and the high seass are,

! from the roving nature of that calling, es­
pecially liable to exposure to typhoid in­
fection. Thus they frequently become car­
riers of the disease and a menace to the 
general public. In view of these facts the 
recent action of the Public Health and 
Marine Hospital Service should be regard­
ed as a measure directly calculated to pre­
serve the public health.

“It would seem as though the negt log­
ical move would be to place the anti-ty­
phoid vaccine at the disposal of the civil­
ian practitioner as has been done already 
with the vaccine for the treatment of rab­
ies.”

Since the above was written anit-typhoid 
vaccination has been made compulsory in 
the United States army in the cases of all 
soldiers under 35 years of age.

Month End SaleTHE CREAMERY ON KING STREET 1(Montreal Herald.)
The agreement which the United States 

has adopted opens the market of that 
country to all of the important natural 
products of Canada, at a time when the 
United States is just developing a con­
sumption demand in excess of its own 
supplies. It opens that market, more­
over, to Canada alone. The exports for 
which Canada has been laboriously building 
up a demand many thousands of miles 
away can now be taken care of within 
sight of the country of their origin, across 
an imaginary boundary line three thous­
and miles long. The consumers of that 
new market are people with great quan­
tities of money to spend and a determin­
ation to get the best in return for it. The 
climate and soil of Canada are such as 
to enable us to produce the best of al­
most any class of produce to which north­
ern situation is favorable ; and the brains 
of Canadians ought to be as apt at turn­
ing the climate and soil to advantage as 
anybody else’s.

Mr. Borden and his followers insist that 
Canada shall take no notice of this con­
ditional action on the part of the United 
States and shall go its way as if nothing 
had happened, as if no markets 
available to us still but those of Europe, 
as if our destiny on this continent required 
us to have absolutely nothing to do with 
our neighbors. It is a strange demand, 
and if it were successful w% can imagine 
grave recriminations a few years hence, 
when Canada should wake up to find that 
the United States, the first-developed part 
of the continent, the great new importing 
market of the western hemisphere, had 
sought in other parts of the world the 
sources of supply which ought to have 
been afforded it by this dominion. It is 
a demand based on no actual objection 
to the contents of the reciprocity agree­
ment as they stand (it should not be dis­
cussed as an economic question the Star 
tells us), but on many fantastic prophecies 
of what may result from it to our poor 
weak nationhood and our struggling Em­
pire. It is a demand which we firmly be­
lieve will be refused, by parliament if the 
opposition does not succeed in tying up 
the business of the government, and by 
the people of Canada if they do. The 
er it is refused, the sooner shall we be 
able to avail ourselves of our new op­
portunities.

earth contains another such scoundrel as 
the prisoner,” said Judge Rentoul at the 
Old Bailey at the concbwieay of the trial 
of ‘‘George William Lucid, alias Leslie,” 
for obtaining money from women whom 
he had promised to marry, and for com­
mitting bigamy with Ethel Selfe at a 
Brighton registry office.

In defence to charge of bigamy, the pris­
oner said that there was a great mystery 
connected with his married life which he 
did not want to speak about. It was of 
a delicate character. As a matter of fact, 
the marriage with Miss Selfe was valid.
It was true, as the police said, that he had 
previously married, a Mrs. Ransome, but 
at that time he had a wife alive. That 
wife died, but the alliance between him­
self and Mrs. Ransome was. of course, in­
valid, and therefore his marriage with Miss 
Selfe was legal.

‘‘Miss Braddon has .used that plot 11 
times in her novels.” commented the judge.

After prisoner had been found guilty, 
coudsel said he could tell the court some­
thing about the. delicate domestic rela­
tions the prisoner had spoken about.

The discussion which took place in the 
House of Commons on Friday in regard 
to the establishment of a parcels post in 
Canada produced, two results—one, the an­
nouncement that the question is receiving 
the careful consideration of the postmaster 
general and his officials; the other that 
there is a very good basis for the public 
opinion that the rates at present charged 
by the express companies for the carriage 
and delivery of parcels are too high. It 
was curious to be told that the people 
who would naturally be supposed to bene­
fit most by such ait addition to the postal 
service, the farmers, had protested strong­
ly upon the theory Jbat the country store­
keepers would be injured and that the big 
department stores would benefit; but the 
figures presented by the members who 
spoke were such as to prove that, import­
ant as have been the reforms already se­
cured by the control of the Railway Com­
mission over express rates, there is much 
yet to do before the tariffs get down to a 
reasonable basis.
' Hon. Mr. Lemieux pointed out that it 
was not reasonable to compare conditions 
in the United Kingdom or in France, 
where the parcel-carrying business, up to 
a certain limit, is in the hands of the post 
offices with the conditions in Canada and 
the United States, owing to the enormous 
differences in the distances to be cover­
ed. That theie differences must be taken 
into consideration isN admitted. There is 
another important fact to be remember­
ed, and that is, as stated by the post­
master general, that the post office depart­
ment has the whole machinery in its hands 
and could within a short time establish a 
parcel post system better than the railway 
or express companies, because the express 
companies ■ Only reach certain points, 
whereas the post office reaches 15,000 of­
fices from one end of the country 4o the 
other.

With the extension of rural mail deliv­
ery, the parcel post must come, and, after 
all, it will he merely an extension of our 
present system. At present the post of­
fice accepta merchandise for transmission 
by mail up to a limit of five pounds at the 
rate of one cent per ounce. In Great Bri­
tain the limit is eleven pounds and the 
minimum charge is threepence up to one 
(pound or at the rate of half a cent an 
ounce. The adoption df the English basis 
would be a substantial boon to the public 
in Canada., and would without doubt be 
met by an immediate and voluntary re­
duction of rates by the express companies.

The experiment is worth trying and 
would be a popular one 'with the majority 
of people, while the limitation of the 
weight to eleven pounds, the ‘British basis, 
would not materially benefit the depart­
mental stores, whose b

London, July 27.—The most pessimistic 

views regarding the acuteness of the Mo­
roccan criais were largely confirmed by j 
the prime minister in the house of com­
mons today, when with a manner as im­
pressive aa his words he read from a 
manuscript, which had been carefully pre­
pared, a warning to Germany that Great 
Britain proposed to stand for what she 
considered her rights and to maintain the 
balance of power in Europe.

Further testimony as to the gravity of 
the situation is given by the fact that the 
prime minister obviously had taken the 
leader of the opposition into the govern­
ment’s confidence and Mr. Balfour e de­
claration was no less firm than Mr. As­
quith's. The prime minister's statement 

couched in diplomatic, though not re­
assuring language.

In promising the supfrort of the opposi­
tion to the government Mr. Balfour said:

“If there are any who supposed that we 
would be wiped off the map of Europe be­
cause we have our difficulties at home, it 
may be worth while saying that they bit­
terly mistake the temper of the British 
people and the patriotism of the opposi­
tion.”

Such plain speaking on a question fraught 
with possibilities of a great European war 
has not been, heard in the British parlia­
ment in many years.The outcome of the 
situation appears to rest almost wholly 
on Germany's shoulders. If, as some Ger­
man papers say, Germany has reached the 
stage of national development where the 
necessities of her population demand that 
she branch out into foreign fields, and con­
siders this vital to her national interests, 
and- she imposes conditions on France 
which Great Britain thinks threat­
en British vital interests, thje only result, 
so far as those best informed see it, will 
be the oft-tbrgatened «and long-averted 
European convulsion. '

Mr. Balfour, strongly hinted at what is 
the general feeling, that Germany thought 
she could take advantage of the crisis in 
Great Britain’s domestic politics, in the 
belief that it was go absorbing to the coun­
try that the .country would not pay atten­
tion to .foreign aftairs.

The English newspapers are entirely un­
ited in supporting- the government. They 
are studiously, pojite in language, but 
strongly urge that Germany shall not be 
permitted to any African excursion
which would seriously damage Great Bri­
tain’s national, interests. All the politi­
cians and the, jgùÈlic earnestly hope Dhat 
Germany's pregramme is not one which 
Grat Britain can consider impossible.

ferent centres called commercial classes. 
They now propose to centralize them in 
the Kent street school. This school will 
not teach Latin, French or advanced 
mathematics and will therefore not prepare 
candidates for matriculation or teachers' 
examination as in' the collegiate institute 
but will give a short and very practical 

It will include a 
grounding in English composition, gram- 

and spelling, and an acquaintance with 
many of the masterpieces of English liter­
ature; a fair knowledge of British and 
Canadian history commercial geography 
arithmetic and algebra, bookkeeping, 
shorthand, typewriting, manual training, 
drawing and art work, household science 
for girls, music and physical exercises 
while there will also be a good litetary so­
ciety in connection with the institution.

The school will fit candidates for posi­
tions as stenographers, typewriters or book 
keepers, merchants'», railway, bank op law 
clerks, civil servants, employes of real es- 

•tate, lumber or wholesale offices or in 
fact, for any business position. It is de­
signed to give a broad général training 
with some special instruction thrown in 
and to- prepare a woman to make a home 
and manage it on business prinicples. It 
may be attended by the children of any 
public school supporter in Ottawa who 
have passed the entrance or promotion ex­
amination from senior fourth to commer­
cial class for one year will be admitted 
to the second year class. Its privileges 
as regards fees and books, are absolutely 
free to public school supporters and it 
thus represents an advanced educational 
movement. The school hours will be from 
0 a.m. to 12 and from 2 p.m. to 4 o’clock.

Girls will have one hour a week for sew­
ing and an hour and a half for cooking. A 
modern kitphen with individual equipment 
for twenty-four girls is being installed. The 
aim is .to teach girls the simple things well, 
e. g. making soups, • preparing meats and 
vegetables, and making bread. How to 
make the most out of a moderate income 
will be the motto of this department.

The sewing course will be immediately 
practical. Girls will furnish material and 

the finished garments. The aim here 
will be to give a course that will teach 
a girl independence through thrift, skill, 
and economy. Two sewing machines will 
be installed, and each girl in turn taught 
their operation.

Rome, July 25—Every visitor to Some 
will remember the street cry of “Acqua 
Acetosa”—the wonderful water which
wells up near 
from Paroli, and which is supposed to be 
a cure for all human ills.

Rome is at present in the throes of an 
“Acqua Acetoaa” criais, which effects more 
people than the government monopoly- 
scheme. Some time ago the municipality 
considered that the -modein which the 
water was'put’into* flasks • was unsanitary, 
and it was therefore decided to grant- the 
spring from July 1 to a firm of dealers. 
Now, the spring is the property of “the 
Roman-people,” to whom old Prince Chigi, 
jts former owner, long 'ago bequeathed it 
in his will, and for many years some 150 
small vendors, called “aequacetosari,” have 
made a living by selling- the water in the 
streets. The firm which has obtained the 
concession ffom the municipality has pro­
posed to. pay these vendors a fixed sum 
of 62 crints a day, pocketing the surplus 
profita, and increasing the price of the 
water to the public. The “aequacetosari” 
are accordingly in a ferment ; public opin­
ion is largely on their side : and the new 

. service has so far proved inadequate. It 
is pointed out that the" municipality might 
have preserved the- old system, ^ vrith the 
necessary addition of proper sanitary in­
spection, which should not bave been dif­
ficult. y ■

Thomas Greenhill. the duke of Nor-, 
folk’s surgeon, was the 39th child of one 
father and mother; there was a French 
lawyer, according to Boyle, who had for­
ty-five olive branches; and Mrs. Agnes 
Melbourne, who died in 1743, at the age 
of 106, left thirty children to wear moani­
ng for her.
In very recent years, too, Mrs. Mary 

Jonas, of Chester, was the mother of 
thirty-three children; an old man who 
applied to the Oulton Guardians for out- 
relief had thirty children to call him fa­
ther; and one, Anthony Clark, quite 
shocked his honor Judge Edge, at the 
Clerkenwell county court, by pleading 
guilty to thirty-two sons and daughters.

When Mrs. Honeywood of Charing, in 
Kent, died in 1620, it was said that her 
descendants comprised sixteen children, 
and nine great-great-grandchildren— mim­
ing the creditable total, of 367 persons who 
owed their existence to her.

But ’» much more wonderful old lady 
was Lady Temple of Stow, who actually 
lived to pat her 700th descendant on the 
head.

In the “Annual Register” of 1776I we 
read: “Not many years ago, there died, , 
in the neighborhood of Festiniog, in Mer­
ionethshire, Wales, an honest Welsh farm­
er who was 105 years of age. By his first . 
wife he had thirty children; by his second, 
ten; by hie third, four. His youngest son 
was eighty-one years younger than his eld­
est; and ,800 persons, descendants from 
his body, attended his funeral.

Only a few years ago there was buried 
in Hutton Bushel churchyard, near Scar­
borough, Mrs. Ursula Iightfoot, a farm­
er’s widow, who left no fewer than 163 
descendants to mourn her loss. These in­
cluded six daughters and three sons, 79 
grandchildren and two great-grandchildren.

The late Dowager-Duchess of Abercom, 
it may be remembered, lived to nurse 
more than 200 of her descendants; and 
William Meaking, of High Wycombe, be­
fore he died, at the age of 91, could count 
his descendants up to nearly • the same 
number.

TJrt round timbers varied in diameter 
(iton three to thirty-six inches and were 
used mostly underground as mine supporte 
to give artificial support for insecure roof» 
and walls and to protect shafts, drifts and 
gangways. Ordinary lumber constituted 
most of tbe sawn timber and was used 
above ground for buildings, breakers, tip­
ples, washers and trestles. Below ground 
the same timber enters into the ventilator 
shafts and sets.

Thirteen different species of wood were 
reported from the mining industries. 
Mines use species of wood which are 
abundant, cheap and easily obtained from 
nearby localities. Thus, ip each province 
certain species were used ‘j|y the exclusion 
of all others. British Columbia used all 
the fir; Nova Scotia used all tbe spruce, 
balsam and hemlock; Alberta .used all the 
jack-pine, larch and poplar. These three 
provinces contain the principal coal mines 
and consume over 95 per cent of Canadian 
mining timbers.

The ore mines of Ontario, although 
many in number, used only one per cent 
of the total. These mines are small, shal­

sIn dismissing Malcolm McLeod from cus­
tody in the police court this morning, 
Judge Ritchie took accaaion to pass a few 
remarks regarding when a police officer 
should place a man under arrest for drunk­
enness and also to the way a prisoner 
should be handled by the police.
