For this purpose the Lectures of Vrofcssor 
Coussirat arc'delivered in French. English speaking students 
who have some knowledge of French are strongly recommended 
to attend these lectures in order to perfect their acquaintance with 
the language, and to prepare themselves for the workot evangeliza­
tion among the mixed Protestant and Popish population ot Ontario, 

Quebec and the Lower Provinces.
