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TURN DOWN THE
LICENSE BY-LAW

TIE VOTE TAKEN ON
IT BY THE COUNCIL

Reconsideration However Is Prebable--

(From Saturday's Daily.)

On & tie vote taken at the special
meeting of the city council last even-
ing the proposed licenses by-law was
knocked out, but it will come up again
in another form, not so drastic in the

opinion of 8 number of the aldermen.
The discussion on the by-law last even-
ing proved very interesting. Ald. Yates,
who was largely responsible for the
killing of the proposed by-law, claimed
that there is already an act governing
the saloon business and by whigh it
had been regulated for the last tWenty
vears. He argued, too, that if the by-
law passed in the form submitted it
would simply mean that two saloons
which have not front entrances on a
public highway would have to go out
of business. On this point, however,
there was a diversity of opinion. . Ald.
Yates thought that things in Victoria
were now- very orderly compared with
other cities. Ald. Fell in speaking to
the motion for the second reading of
the by-law said that he knew that it
was being very strongly criticized. But
he never intended that the by-law
#hould be passed in the shape in which
it had been presented. There were
clauses in it with which he did not
agree, and he proposed  that they
should be struck out. They. had been
ingerted simply for the purpose of dis-
cussion. Some of these objectionable
clauses he would mention. The alder-
man pointed out that at present there
were no regulations by which the
saloon business might be kept in check.

The committee had attempted to d:aft!

some which they thought were reasof-
able. By these the license holder would
know how far the license commission-
ers could go and, on the other hand,
the latter would know that compliance
with the regulations could be insisted
o Without som esuch by-law the
e2loon keeper does not know what he is
up against.

Ald. Fell then mentioned a number
of the salient features of the by-law.
It contained a provision he said for ap-
plications, which placed this matter in
a clear shape. At present he stated
there were no forms, &and experience
has shown that mistakes were often
made which proved expensive. It was
often necessary to engage a lawyer to

ake out the required application. He
7"v posed to take out o fthe by-law all
reference to the doubling of licenses,
also to the windows without blinds, in
which connection, he said, that the law
could be obviated by simply installing
stained glass; to the keeping of a light
over the door, side entrances, etc. He
also proposed to have inserted that no
license shall be granted to women un-
ess it came to them through the death
of her husband or relatives. One li-
cense one person was an Jjmportant
clause. It was a good principle and
prevented monopoly.

As to the rights of persons to com-

iin, this was a matter over which
there had been a great deal of trouble.
Ald Fell said that there were a large

rd at present when one license holder
gets into difficulty the odium falls on
«il. This was a matter that needed
remedying. The question of closing
s also an important one. Ald. Fell
illustrating this referred to the diffi-

policeman might stop one of these
characters and ask where he was going
in the morning and the reply might
be from some one’s saloon to another
man’s saloon. If no saloons were open
at this hour then this man would have
to make some mo satisfactory ex-
lanation of his wanderings at that
our.

NEW BI-LAW WILL

NOW BE SUBMITTED

FOR IMPROVING THE
CITY’S WATER SERVICE

The Vote Will ﬁe. Taken on November

The by-law to raise $300,000 for the
improvement of the water system, in
accordance with plans proposed by His
Worship Mayor Morley, was finally
passed by the special meeting of the
city council held last evening. In ad-
dition the council passed at the same
meeting a by-law authorizing the rais-
ing of $17,000 for the cleaning, of Blk
lake. This latter, however, will not be
submitted to the ratepayers as will
the first, and in event of the former
passing will not become operative.

Th= new loan by-law is to be voted
upon on Thursday, November 1st, in
room 9 of the city market building, be-
tween the hours of 9 a.m. and 7 p.m.
W. W. Northcott will be returning offi-
cer.

There being no communications be-
fore last evening’s meeting, the coun-
cil proceeded at once to thz considera-
tion of the by-law providing for an
expenditure of $17,000. On motion of
Ald. Stewart it was read a first and
second time, and considered in com-
mittee. The amount required to be set
aside annually out of the water rates
as charges to pay the interest upon
the debt and to repay the principal by
sinking fund within ten years is $2,095.
The water charges for the last year
were $72,000, and at present there are
no encumbrarnces upon these. The de-
bentures upon which it is proposed to
raise the money will be dated October
23rd and will be payable in ten years.
They will bear interest at the rate of
4 per cent. per annum. The by-law
will- be ('V —&%he Waterworks Loan

The committee reported the by-law
complete, and& it thereupon went
through its third reading and was
finally passed.

After considering this by-law, the
council look up the by-law for the
raising of $300,000. This was consider-
ed clause by clause.

Ald.’ Hall moved that the sum of
$32,000 mentioned in the by-law as con-
tingencies be put down for meters.

Ald. Yates thought that no such sum
was contemplated for meters in par-
ticular.

His Worship, as one who was re-
sponsible for the by-law, thought that
it was the intention of the council to
let the by-law go through pretty much
as it is, He did not think that the
matter of meters was proposed at all.
The allowance for contingencies was
calculated for restrictive measures,
such for instance as the roofing to be
done at the lake.

Ald. Hall said he was surprised to
hear Ald. Yates state that the main
might cost $40,000 more than was pro-
posed.

Ald. Yates, however, did not think
that allowing for extras was a bad
thing to be included in the by-law. He
thought that the people would be more
likely to look favorably on a by-law
making a provision for these than one
without.

Ald. Hall said that in the water com-
mittee’s by-law everything had been
stipulated. " He moved therefore that
after the word ‘“contingencies” the
words ‘““to include the installation of
meters, if necessary,” be added.

,His Worship asked Ald. Hall what
right the latter had to dictate what
should be included in the by-law.

Ald. Hall—I think that is a rather
foolish question. I have a. right as a
councilman to say what I like on any
by-law.

His Worship—Well, if it is proposed
to hack the by-law all to pieces I wul
have nothing to do with it.

Ald. Fell objected to the castigations
of the Mayor. His Worship’'s words
swept the whole council. Every mem-
ber of the council would in part be
responsible for the by-law if it passed.
He thought the sooner the council got
down to business the better. Every
member had a right to discuss any
feature of a by-law.

His Worship claimed that he had
the right to expect the same courtesy
that was shown the water committee’s
by-law. His Worship repeated that if
the by-law is hacked to pieces he
would have nothing to do with it.

Ald. Hall—I object to those words.

At this juncture a little tilt took
place between His Worship the Mayor
and Ald. Fell. The latter wished His
Worship to announce definitely whe-
ther the $38,000 allowed for contingen-
cies was to include meters.

Ald. Vincent said if $38,000 was to
be ured for restrictive measures it
must mean meters.

His Worship d’d not take this view,
as there were other things than meters
that might come under the heading of
contingencies.

Finally Ald. Hall's motion was put
to the meeting, ' but was - lost, Ald.
Stewart, Hall and Fell alone support-
ing it

On motion of Ald. Vincent the word
“gsteel” was placed in the by-law be-
fore the word ‘“main.”

BABINE INDIANS WILL
PETITION OTTAWA

Will Seek Food in Recompense for That
Lost by Prohibition of Fishery
Barricades.

POUNIS SRS, - W |

Vancouver, Oct. 20.-—Father Coccola,
George, elected chief, and William,
hereditary chief of the Babine Indians,
arrived on the Camosun on -their way
to Ottawa to go into the fishery trouble
with the government. They will seek
food in recompense for that lost by the
prohibition against barricades this sea-
son. They will also endeavor to reach
a settlement on this vexed question.

Father Coccola, whose sympathies are
with the Indtans, holds that the taking
away of the barricades deprives the
Indians of the right they possess. They
cannot, he says, get enough salmon in
any other way. If the laws are to be
enforced then the government should
give the Indians arable land, stock and
implements to enable them to make
provisions for the winter in another
way. All the Indians in Kootenay who
learned farming are doing well. The
Babine Indians want to do the same.

Chief George, who was tried for in-
citing the tribesmen, says his people
will learn farming. The chiefs have
full authority from the tribes to act,
having been delegated by the council.
They left this morning for Ottawa with
Father Coccola. They will in default
of getting the right to use barricades,
press for farming outfits.

PLENTY OF WATER
IN THE HIGHLANDS

MARKED INCREASE IN
VOLUME OF MILLSTREAM

 Flowisig Fron Watershed Under
Investigation--The By-Law.

(Froia Saturday’s Daily.)

It's not often that City Engineer
Topp grows enthusiastic, but mention
the Highland district to him now and
he . will sound .its praises as a source
of water supply with *unrestrained
abandon. His unqualified support of
the Millstream proposal is the result
of a trip made to that district on
Thursday for the purpose of installing
the new automatic guage, an instru-
ment for measuring the daily flow of
water. When leaving he scarcely ex-
pected to be able to put the machine
in position as Lavender swamp had

first to overflow betore the recently
constructed weir would be reached.
But he was; agreeably surprised to
find that although it only commenced
to xja!n aJfew days ago, the water was
pouring o the weir_ in torrents.

Making, further 1nv°stlgation he
found .that the stream had already
risen to such as extent that it is now
on. an average of ten feet wide. It
was impossible at the swamp men-
tioned for him to wade any distance
from  the shore without finding him-
self over his gum hoot tops. Delighted
with the indications Mr. Topp proceed-
ed to install the guage. With its assist-
ance he was able to arrive at a con-
servative -estimate of the number of
gallong daily which flow down Mill-
stream thus early in the season. The
figure he gives is 9,000,000 gallons.

When it is remembered that the Elk
lake supply, ' according to Expert
Adam’s report, amounts tb only 2,400,-
000 gallons per dax, the significance of
this statement may be the more fully
realized. But the amount méntioned
cannot be taken as the full supply to
be obtained from the Highlanhd district
watershed. ‘“Why, the rainy season
has scarcely commenced,” remarked
Engineer Topp in conversation with a
Times reporter. “We can hardly tell
to what proportions the flow may at-
tain if it keeps on rising at the pres-
ent rate.” He went on to say, with
a smile, that the guages now in place
would measure as high as 36,000,000
gallons per day. If it went above that
the question of the suitability of the
source would be settled beyond doubt
and the additional water would not
have to be measured.

The suggestion has been made that
it may be somewhat difficult to find
storage sites for the immense volume
of water which apparently comes from
the Highland hiils. This possibility
was mentioned to Mr. Topp, who
ridiculed it. There were any number
of sites. In the firet place there was
Lavender swamp, the capacity of
which could be increased at compara-
tively small expense and with little
difficulty. « Then there were others
higher up, in fact there were many
valleys which could be converted into
reservoirs with but little damming.

Everything considered Mr. Topp ap-
pears to think that the Highland dis-
trict proposal is a good one, thorough-
ly practicable in every respect. He
even compared it to that of the Es-
quimalt Waterwarks Company at
Goldstream. It would not be impos-
sible, he affirmed, to use some of the
water for power purposes, the same as
was done by ‘the concern mentioned,
To do so would involve very little ad-
ditional outlay. The same water could
be utilized afterwards, and it would
in no way be contaminated through
befng 'temporarily diverted for other
use. In short as it seemed evident
that there was plenty of the necessary
available, the Highland district scheme
offered everything needed for the in-
stallation of a modern water system.

Readers of the Times, doubtless, will
note that the by-law for the borrow-
ing of $300,000 for the improvement of
the present /system will be laid before
the ratepayers on the 1st of November.
that decision having been reached last
night. There promise to be some heat-
ed debates upon the Mayor’s scheme, if
it may be so termed, before it reaches
the 'citizens. The aldermen, particu-
larly members of the water commit-
tee, will take a strong stand against
it. Their arguments are that the 24-
inch main will not increase the pres-
sure by gravity to any extent, and that
it will be just as necessary to keep
the pumps in operation after the in-
stallation of the new main as it is at
present. They: claim also that the
filter beds will be unable to purify the
additional flow of water from the lake.
To substantiate this they point out
that the total quantity of water that
may pass through the filters in 24 hours
is 3,314,400 gallons. During the sum-
mer months, they affirm, one of the
beds has to be cleaned each day, re-
ducing the amount mentioned 1,310,400
gallons, while the cleaning is under-
way. Their contention is that these
figures show that it is impossible to
take more water from the lake than
is now obtained. These matters, how-
ever, will all be debated in public, and
the ratepayers given every opportunity
to hear the arguments pro and con.

€hicago, Oct. 20.—Sir Thomas Lipton
will bulld a twenty-one foot racing
yacht and enter the annual races of the
Columbia Yacht Club next year for the
trophy given by himself.

After the meeting Sir Thomas dis-
cussed his plans for building the chal-
lenger. The boat will be made from a
design of either Hope or Payne, two of
the greatest designers in Great Britain.

WHAT HON. MR. WHITNEY
SAID AT CONFERENCE

This morning the Colonist published
a denial of the statement attributed to
Premier Whitney that Premier Mec-
Bride was neither frank nor sincere.

As the Times has no wish to mis-
represent Hon. Mr. McBride, its Ot-
tawa correspondent was asked to as-
certain if the matter was open to
doubt.

The reply is as follows:

“Premier Whitney’s statement in the
conference was that Premier McBride
was neither ‘frank nor candid.’

“A member of the conference being
told to-day that Hon. Mr. Whitney
denied the words, stated emphatically
that he had employed them. Members
of the conference during conference
week freely quoted the remark as made
by Hon. Mr. Whitney, and the Globe
and other papers published the facts.
The conference was private and Hon.
Mr. Whitney possibly thinks he is safe
in denying the statement, as members
of the conference, vshlle they know he
did 'so, may not feel ‘inclined to pub-
licly contradict him. It is nevertheless
a fact that the leading Conservative
premier present denounced Hon. Mr.
McBride in the words quoted, and all
through the proceedings took strong
grounds against him and eventually
moved the resolution that drove Pre-
mier McBride out.”

FRENCH CABINET RESIGNS.

Paris, Oct. 19.—At the cabinet meeting
this morning Premier Sarrien officially in-
formed his colleagues that he had trans-
mitted his resignation to President Fal-
lieres, whereupon the ministers resigned
in a body.

The session lasted only twenty minutes
after M. Sarrien had submitted the text
of his letter to M. Fallieres, and in which
he e*)ressed deep regret at the fact that
the state of his health compelled him to
retire and thereby raise new difficulties
at a moment when the Republican parfy
should be united and strong to meet the
attacks being organized against it.

Days,’ :

Steamer Teecs, Capt. Townsend, re-
turned from Ahousaht and way ports
at -6 o'clock last evening. with a good
list of passengers. It was thought that
the steamer would bring neéws of some
of the sealers, but she reports that na;
vessels of this fleet have yet reached
this part of the coast from Behring
Sea. This news indicates that the
schooners have rem'a.i-nsed(bn the north-
ern sea as long as possible in order to
take every advantage of the hunting
conditions there obtaining.

Among the passengers who arrived on
the steamer was Capt. James Gaudin,
the ‘local agent-of marine and fisheries,
who has been down to Pachena giving
instructions with” regard to the con-’
struction of a mew lighthouse at that’
point.

Considerable comment has been made
on the advisabtiity of commencing this
work at this time of year, and it has
been stated that the Quadra ' would
have difficulty in landing the materdal
which she took from the city for uselin
building operations. Seen to-day Capt.
Gaudin said: “We had bad wWeather
going down the coast.” We arrived at
Bamfield on Saturday, and the weather
was very stormy until the morning of
the 18th, when it moderated -and we
started out, arriving at Pachens at 11
o'clock. A landing was. possible, and.
we were able to land .the men and.
camping outfits. These latter were
established, and in addition 10,600 feet
of YTumber was taken ashofe. ‘re-
turned to Bamfield that night, amdion
Friday morning it was.the intention: of
'Capt. Hackett to resume work. The
Quadra started for Pacheng .at:day-
lght. Tire weather yesterday on the
Wway: to, Victoria was propitious for the
carrying, oh° of the work successfully,
and Capt. Hackett estimated that 1t
would take six . days in which to land:
all the material.  Although some  de-
lays are expected through stress of
weather it is intended to prosecute the
work until it has been carried through
to a successful end.”

4 Capt. Tronp Annonnces That Vessel Will Be
Built to Meet Growing Demands

‘ This announcement is made on tle
authority of Capt. Troup, who on Sat-
urday -evening returned from Ottawa,
where he had been attending a meeting
of the Dominion lighthouse board.

The captain was seen this morning
and asked if he had anything further
to make known regarding the new ferry
steamer which Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy stated, when last in this city,
was to be built.

“No,” came the reply, “but you may
say,«if you like, that we intend building
a new steamer for the West Coast.
She will be along the lines of the Queen
City, only larger, as that vessel has
demonstrated that she is a seaworthy
craft and a good hoat for the route.
But we have not prepared the plgns
for the new steamer, and I am not just
now prepared to say what they will
be.”

At present the steamer Tees is sup-
plying the West Coast with a service.

’

Being a larger boat than the Queen
City she was placed on the run to more
adequately meet the demands of trade.
The Queen City ‘was specially-built for
the run, but complaint had been made
that she is too slow, so a few months
ago she was retired from the route,

The Queen City was on the run for
some years before the C. P. R. Com-
pany bought out-the interests of the
C. P. N. Company, and continued to
make regular trips until relieved by the
Tees, That she has been all these
years on the route and has yet to meet
with  her first serious accident in
stormy seas speaks Yell not only for
the man who handled her all this time
but for the seaworthiness of the craft.
"Prior to the Queen City’s advent ‘the
Maude was operated on the run and
gave the first regular steamer service
ever furnished the West Coast. The re-
quirements of the trade sgoon develop-
ed, however, and outgréew the Maude’s
capacity, just as now it would appear
that the Queen City has proved too
small to handle the growing business
of the run.

In the city, while discussing the sub-
ect In & manner which could scarcely
L termed énthusiastic—it is rarely in-
fleed that a representative of such a
porposation considers any subject in
pnything but a cold matter-of-fact

pr——grows encouragingly optimis-
tic. when speaking of the future of this
part of the great West.

Mr. Marpole spoke of the probable
policy of the C.,’ P. R. with reference
to the Island in a candid way. He
stated that the survey party which has
been spending the past few months in
the interior, between Nanaimo and Al-
berni, would be out to report in the
course of a few days. At present, of
coursc, he couldn’'t say anything in
regard to the outcome. of their investi-
gations. It might be taken as assured,
however, that the C. P. R. would find
out all there was about the districts
through which it has been suggested
that a new line be constructed before
any action was taken. True, they had
at their disposal government reports
upon the agricultural, mineral and
timber resources of the country. It
was all supposed to be authentic, no
doubt, but the company would have to
have everything verified from their
own sources before accepting it, and
governing themselves accordingly. No
road would be constructed by the C. P.
R. without the most exact knowledge
of the territory through which the line
would run—its mineral, agricultural
and other possibilities. For that rea-
son he was awaiting the report of the
survey parties with some eagerness.

Although Mr. Marpole could say
nothing of “what the company con-
templated, his personal wish, he af-
firmed, was to see a branch run from
some point on the present E. & N. to
Alberni, thence to the northern end of
the Island. He couldn’t say whether
he would favor naving such a tribut-
ary start from Cowichan and run
through in the neighborhood of Cow-
ichan lake, or have it commence fur-
ther north. The settlement of that de-
tail, doubtless, would depend to a
large extent wupon the information
given by the parties now in the field.
But whatever route was followed he
thought that Alberni should be touch-
ed at on the way north.

Asked for his reason for being so
desirous personally of having that
point a stopping place of the proposed
new Island railway, Mr. Marpole men-
tioned the fact that between Victoria
and Alberni there were very few good
harbors along the coast., It was within
that stretch that so many shipwrecks
took place during the winter months.
Therefore as it was a dangerous run
from a shipping standpoint, the land
route would likely be the most patron-
ized, not only by passengers, but by
shippers. Then, again, the districts
lying between Alberni and the north
end of the Island, in his opinion, held
the greatest portion of the

RECOMMENDATIONS TO
LIGHTHOUSE BOARD

Capt. Troup Returns From Attending
- Its Session—New Aids to Naviga-
tion Which are Proposed.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Captain James Troup, superintendent
of the C. P. R. coast steamship service,
arrived home from Ottawa on Saturday
evening, whither he went to attend a
meeting of the Domijnion Ilighthouse
board. .This body is composed' of six
members, including a repre tative of
the Allan steamship line, anrll officers of
the marine department. Captain Troup
was the representative of Pacific coast
interests. It will be remembered before
his departure for the east he conferred
with the pilots and other navigators in
order to ascertain their views on the
needs of British Columbia in the way
of aids to navigation.

Before the lighthouse board in Ot-
ta the captain advanced’ these re-
commendations and he is pleased to re-
port that the most of the suggestions
made were approved. The recom-
mendations will, ‘of course, be made in
turn to the department of marine and
fisheries, but when they have been
agreed to by the lighthouse board they
are almost sure to be carried out.

Captain Troup anfiounces . that the
recommendations will include the erec-
tion of a fog alarm on Yellow island at
the entrance to Baynes Sound, where,
it will be remembered, the ' steamer
Alpha was lost some years ago, and
the installing of a combined gas and
bell buoy on Comox bar. There is to
be a fog alarm on the Sisters island in
the Gulf of Georgia, where there is now
a lighthouse, and a fog alarm with a
three-inch diaphone at Cape Beale,
where also is a lighthouse a3 well as
a fog alarm of the five-inch diaphone
order at Pachena where construction
work on a new lighthouse has been
commenced. A very powerful 30-day
light is to be placed on Boat Point,
Sarah Island, near China Hat, There
are to be lights at the entranc: to
Rivers Inlet, on West Rock at the
northern entrance to Nanaimo harbpor,
and a fog alarm for Prospect Point at
the Narrows, Vancouver. A light of
the first class order which was ap-
proved by the department last yeéar is
to be built at Hesquoit as soon 38 the
material for the same can be secured.
The fog alarm for Pachena will be the
same as that placed on Trial jsland. In
addition there are the lights on Pine
island, Lucy island and Pachena now
under construction.

Another matter which came up for
consideration at the meeting of the
lighthouse board was the establish-
ment of the lighthouse off the entrance
to the Fraser river which was favored
by the Vancouver pilots. No decision
was reached with respect to Prince Ru-
pert, as it was considered nothing could
be done there until the present survey
is complete.

While in Ottawa Captain Troup with
Hon. William Templeman, minister of
inland revenue, called upon Hon., R.
Brodeur, minister of marine and fish~
eries, and the latter, the captain states,
seemed disposed to do everything pos-
sible to hasten the construction of the
aids to navigation on the Pacific coast
which will be recommended by the
board.

In order to satisfy himself as to the
manner in which the St. Lawrence
river was lighted, Captain Troup avail~-
ed himself of the opportunity while
being east to take a trip down that
stream. The result was surprising. He
says that the river seems as well light-
ed as any street here one might pass
down. These lights were acetylene gas
and charged for six months’ service.
As a British Columbian the manner in
which the St. Lawrence is lighted made
the captain envious, and he told Hon.
M. Brodeur that navigators out here
had yet to know what the acetylene
light was. The latter, however, ex-
plained that they were all of recent in-
stallation and he assured the Jlocal
navigator that British Columbia would
also have them.

KILLED FAMILY.

Victoria Prospeétérs Fromv.N(‘mhern Brit.
ish-Columbia Return Home by
the Steamer Camosun,

The steamer Camosum, of the Union
Steamship Company, which reached
this port on Saturday evening, brought
a number of Victorians, who have been
in northern British Columbia, some for
a long period and others for only a
short time.

Among them was H. Carmichael, the
provincial assayer, who has been up
Gardner Inlet and to the head of Port-
land canal for six weeks making an
officiagl inspection of the mining prop-
erties at those places,

G. Cuppage, of the lands and works
department, who has been on leave of

' absence for six months, returned also

by the Camosun. His leave has been
spent in the country back of Hazelton,
and Mr. Cuppage put in an active sum-
mer in various mining districts and
other centres of the north,

C. M. Roberts, also of the lands and
works department, was among 'the
passengers. He has spent the summer
in the Bulkley valley with .the party,
which is connecting the land survey in
that part of the province. In addition
to making”/the necessary connections
new termtory has been surveyed south
of the townships previously laid out.

F. Child, of Victoria, after almost
three years’ absence in the gold flelds
of the Omineca, returned to the city.
Another well-known prospector of Vic-
toria who came home by the Camosun
was George Munro, manager of the
placer mines operated by an Ottawa
syndicate with Mr. Beech, of-that city,

at its head. Both these veteran pros-

pectors have great faith in the Omin-
eca. It is three years in January simce
Mr. Child left Victoria. He has spent
the intervening winters as well as the
summers in that section of the prov-
ince making Mahson his headquarters.
Mr. Child has Iocated some very pro-
mising : properties in the Omineca
placer section. Before leaving the
country he disposed of some of them
to Mr. Munro, who expects to work
them in conjunection with others held
by him. These properties are dry dig-
gings.

Both these Victorians speak in glow-
ing terms of ‘the Ottawa syndicate’s
mines on Slate creek near Manson.
These were formerly owned by the
Forty-Third Company, also an Ottawa

He had talked with men who had vis-
ited the place and they spoke ? the
highest terms of it. It seems fo be
peculiarly situated so as to give it a
most equitable climate. It will, in the
opinion of those who have seen it, be a
most productive agricultural section,
Mr. Child did not visit the district him-
self, but belleves it an excel{ent one,

DEATH FROM POISONING.

Inmate of Provincial Asylum Drank
Marking Ink.

While engaged in scrubbing a clothes
closet at the Provincial Asylum, New
Westminster, on Thursday morning,
Mrs. Coverdale, an inmate of that in-
stitution, drank the contents of a bot-
tle of marking ink, and died ten min-
utes later as a result of a virulent
poison, nitrate of silver, which is one
of the ingredients contained in the ink.
The bot‘tlz had been left out of its
usual plade, as it was being used for
marking blankets at the time, and it
was not expected that any of the pati-
ents would tamper with the contents.
An inquest was held over the body of
the unfortunate woman and a verdict
of death by misadventure was return-
ed.

MET WITH ACCIDENT

Passengers Received a Scare it Kitsilas
€Canyon—Indian Murder Sus=
pects Created Terror.

Passengers from the northem inter-
for of the province who reached the
city by the steamer Camosun brought

the news that the S8keena river steam-
er Hazelton met with an accidént on
her way down from Hasmelton to Port
Edsington just previous to the Camo-
sun calling at the latter port. Many of
the passengers on the Haselton at the
time came south on the Cemosun.

The Hazeiton on approaching the
channel taken by her at Kitsilas can-
yon put a steel cable ashore according
to the practice in order to swing round
in position to pass down in proper
shape, Unfortunately the cable sriap-
ped and the steamer drifted across the
chennel with her nose in the rocks at
one side and the stern ageinst the
shore on the other. The passengerg be-

Number of. Spectators at a Football
Match Injured.

Syracuse,” N. Y., Oct. 20.—During the
progress of the football game between
the teams from Syracuse and Collegi-

afe Universities at New Star park here
this afternoon, a portion of the upper
section of the bleacher stands col-
lapsed.

DELIBERATERY LAY DOWN
"IN FRONT OF TRAIN

P. Macfayden Ended His Life After Post.

ing Notice Asnouncing Suspession
of Business.

London, O¢t. 22.—P. Macfayden, heaq
of cfayden & Co., whose suspensio,
was announced on Saturday, com-
mitted sulcide within an hour aftes
posting the notice of the failure on the
door of the bank by lying dewn before
a train In a tunnel about.half a miie
away from his place of business.

Mr. Macfayden appears to have gone
direct from his bank to a station of the
City ‘and South Leéndon Railway, to
Have entéred the tunnel wunobserveq
and to have .deliberately laid down In
front of an approaching train. The en-
gineer reported having run over an
obstruction in the tunnel and a search
révealéd the shockingly mutilated body,
which later was identified as that of
Macfayden. .

It is rumored that the failure of P,
Macfayden & Co., the Londen house of
Arbuthnot: & Co,, bankers of Madras,
was connheécted with the cotton market,
but as Mr. Macfayden was the sole
partner in Europe it is difficult to ob-
tain information on the subject.

MAN DECAPITATED.

Fell Between Ties of Elevated Road
and Was Killed By Train,

New York, Oct. 20.—Death came in
one of its most horrible forms in Eliza-
beth, N. J., to a man whom the polics
believe was & printer named Fonds,
of Providence, R. I. The partial iden-
tification was made from a union carl
found in the dead man’s pocket. Al-
though Fonds probably met his death
late last night, it was not until to-day
that the body was found. It was sus-
pended by the ghoulders between two
ties on the elevated trolly track be-
tween Rosels and Cramford, and the
head, which had been cut off by a
passing: car, was foeund in & ravine
moreé than a hundred feet away.

It was learned that Fonds boarded 3
trolley car at New York last evening
to go to Cranford, but got off by mis-
take at Rosels. In walking down the
trolley tracks from Roseéls to Cranford
it is supposed that he slipped between
the ties and was unable to extricate
himself. The first car which cams
along probably brought death to the
unfortunate man.

British subjects by force, but delight
in their connection with this part of
g’gm sfi Bmpire as British subjects,

ecause of what they know to be the

Superiority of British Institutions.
The same may be said of British law,
In every country of the world the great
fundimental laws of England are emu-
lated, and in every legislative assem-
bly, when once a British precedent can
‘be . shown .you are more than half as-
suied of getting: the consent of the leg-
islative ' body to agree to your pro-
posal. In England the law is made to
be honored and respected; it is made
after every kind of deliberation, after
it§. necéssity has. been prbven, and
every man who comes under its power
is glad to obey and promote the end
for .which it was made. There is not
a great law in this country to-day
which has not its precedent in British
law, and the most important and valu-
able laws of British Columbia to-day
—laws for the administration of justice,
laws for the protection of life and limb
and = every _industrial enterprise—all

have their precedence in British law. !

Combined with the people, British an-
cestors of British birth and trained
Zunder:. the great influences of every
-‘kind:of- Social- institutions - connected
‘with -that great country, these things
~<ombined; to°'my mind, constitute

Phe First Great Hope of Canada.

Again, Canada’s privilege is her
constant opportunity to learn from the
faults of older nations. I desire for a
few minutes to point out one or two
of the important lessons which we
have learned in this connection. With
all the great things that I have said
about the British government there
are many things which we have seen
fit to avoid.

There is a black list before the eyes
of Canada written as national history
which becomes a warning and a teach-
er to Canada. The mother country
has borne the brunt of the battle and
has by her own sacrifices taught us
how to escape the bad and acquire the
good. Two: or three of these great
qnestions’ I-:will. refer to. After cen-
turies of British reforms we find our-
selves free at the very beginning of
our national career from

The Power of Landlordism.

This, < in- my-opinion, is the secret - of
the commercial :difficulties in England
to-day. In Canada we have a free na-
tional heritage in the land; it is true
we have already made mistakes by
handing over to corporations the com-
plete possession -of large taxa-
tion, in others without taxations for
periods long enough to make the
purchasable land dear to the indus-
trial settler, but the great domain is
owned by the government and indus-
trial settlers can possess for reasonable
conditions and -become absolute owner
beyond the taxation of a landlord. But
the land laws of England to-day have
their foundation in the Feudal system
which is being buttressed by modern
enactmefts up to date. Farmers are
leaving' the soil and have been for
many years, as they are robbed by the
landlords; crofters have been crushed
out to make room for deer forests, thus
the country is being sacrificed in the
interests of the owners of the soil. In
Canada we are free from these restric-
tions for thousands of settlers from all
over\the earth are taking up the free
holdings of this country, where the
farmer can reap the full fruits of his
skill, industry and capital. The funda-
mental security of any country is un-

- limited ownership in the soil, for if you

give a man possession of a bieak rock
he will turn it into a garden, but give
him, as they do in Enghland, a nine-year
lease and he will turn ¥ into a desert.
But in Canada, with our small free-
holds' throughout the country the bulk
of the population can have a

Hold on the Land,

thereby creating the greatest possible
safeguard for the independence of the
country, for real patriotism will always
follow possession, and this in my opin-
ion-is one of the greatest hopes of Can-
ada. Then, we have learned a lesson
in connection with manhood suffrage.
In England to-day property retains the
power, such qualifications beéing still
necessary. The principle of democracy
is still restricted on this question.
Great fears have been expressed
against a complete manhood suffrage.
It"was considered dangerous for the
masses to have a vote, but in Canada
we have complete manhood suffrage
and we do not think that the aristo-
cratic fears of older countries have
been realized. If it is dangerous in any
degee for the masses to have a vote,
the experience of Russia demonstrates
that it is more dangerous for them to
be without it. Manhood suffrage is

The Political Safety Valve,

as there can be no revolution as long
as there is a free vote, free speech and
a free voice under all conditions. The
masses of Russia have arisen up
against a desperate autocracy which
has been casting bitter bread upon the
waters which after many days returns
back as barrels of dynamite and boxes
of infernal machines. In Canada, how-
ever, we have the democracy defined
by Abraham Lincoln, “Goverament of
the people, for the people, by the peo-
ple.”

Again, on the question of public edu-
cation we have learned a lesson from
England, for in Canada to-day the chil-
dren of the country are educated at the
expense of and under the absolute con-
‘trol ,of the state, under a democratic
state it is absolutely necessary for
every member of the state to have an
equal opportunity to appropriate the

* Privileges of Public Education.

Then, again, we have learned a lesson
and we pofisess as a consequence, free
churches.” No state money or state en-
dowment exists in Canada. Thus none
of the attendant evils of state-church
influence can exist in Canada. So far,
therefore, as naticnal questions are
concerned, no rellgloniat can dominate
the importdnce 6f theé free vote of any
British subject over tvwenty one years
of age. These, then, are a few of the

very important opportunities we have

un

great hope ot ‘Canada de-

At” principle ‘of. democracy,
the ‘Preservétion Airst of ‘all of indi-
vidual liberty, ‘the pérmanency of the

Libetty of the Individual.

#ie owns sacred rights which even the
‘state must not interfere with—the right
of the individual to believe as he likes,
‘to pursue whatever course he likes, to
do as he likes when by all this he does
not ‘materidlly interfere with the sim-

ilar rights-of others. The time should'
.never come when the state should pre-

dominate over'these rights, or if it does
‘we will have introduced a state of
tyranny worse than Russia. I am not
aware that I have ever been, and so
long as*I am permitted to* represent a
constituency in parliament, do not in-
tend to support ary legislation which
would trample upon the legitimate and
free rights*of an individual citizen. If
we desire to maintain and develop the
great principle of democracy we must
preserve 'its very foundation, the prin-
ciple’ ot’mdlvldual liberty.

* "Then to ‘talie the next step in Can-
ada we ought to have a. corhplete and
a full tranchise This next step would
therefore loglcally be the government
of the whole pééple by the whole equal-
ly represented, whereas at ‘the present
time we havé the government of ‘the
whole peeple by: a majority of the peo-
ple by ‘itself. “*Thousands of people in
this country &0 far as.their representa-
tion"in parliament is concerned is of no
importance; it is a great power, it may
be almost equal to the power that rules
but it is compelled .to submit .to the
decision of a majority. This is a phase
of the question of demeecracy which has
not yet been developed, and which;
therefore, I will not stop to discuss,
but even under the present rule of gov-
ernment by majorities full justice has
not been done, for a complete franchise
ought to include not only every male
over 21 years of age, but every person
over 21 years of age. This, therefore,
would mean the extension of the

Franchise to Women.

In Canada this question has not yet
developed serious consideration. So far
as I am concerned, I was never able to
hear a logical reason why women over
21 years of age should not be entitled
to a vote as men. Then there is the
further development, the democratic
principle of increased state regulation
of industrial enterprise which involves
the great question of the better dis-
tribution: of wealth and yet preserve
the energy of the enterprise. I belleve
in maintaining -‘individual capital, but
that every industrial investment should
be used and operated to a more reason-
able benefit to the worker, and tlere-
fore lessening of the profits to the own-
er. In my opinion strict state regula-
tions could be operafed without impair-
ing the energy of the investor to the
greater bemnefit of the actual producer,
for the state to own every power of
production, in my opinion, would mean
absolute

Destruction to the Indlviduel

initiative, but as this is treading on
controversial ‘grounds, I am simply
giving a personal opinion.  Every per-
son must  work - the ‘matter out‘ for
themselves,  ‘but’ everyone ‘ agreeg that
one of *theggpextest guestions of the
age is how to bettetr distribute waalth,
and in my opinion the following con-
clusion is the'best ans\\ er to that 1m-
portant question.

The hope of Canada, more than any-
thing else, -depends. upon-the physical,
mental and moral qualities: of her citi-
zens, and especially the young people,
Self-culture “includes the education of
every part of man’s nature. Each must
be' developed, and yet each must yield
something to satisfy the claims of the
others. Cultivate the physical powers
exclusively and you have an athlete'or
a savage; the moral only, and you have
an .enthusiast or a maniac; the intel-
lectual only, you have a diseased oddity
or a monster.

A Powerful Nation

must be a healthy nation. After all,
practical success in life depends much
more upon good health than is gener-
ally imagined. -Dr. Hodson, who spent
much time in India, writing home to a
friend in England, said, “I believe if I
get on well in India it will be owing,
physically. speaking, to a sound diges-
tion’”; and the Duke of Wellington once,
looking on at the boys engaged in their
sports in the playground at Eton, where
he had spent his own juvenile days,
made the pregnant remark that it was
there the battle of Waterloo was won.
Then the mental culture was the next
quality, and in this connection I am
referring. principally to self-culture.
Education of every kind is all import-
ant, but the best education that any
man gets is the one he gives himself.
John Locke said it is not enough to be
crammed with a load of collections.
Unless you chew them over again they
will not give you strength and nourish-
ment, but

Knowledge Conquered

by personal labor becomes a possession,
a property entirely our own. The
greatest teacher is the one who teaches
his pupils to rely upon themselyes.
Knowledge is power when associated
with moral qualities. Moral character
is the wise director of the man, and
subjects every force to a right cause.
We may be physically strong, and we
may have great learning, but the pro-
per utilization of these forces is de-
pendent upon the moral wisdom of the
individual, for knowledge dwells,
In heads replete with thoughts of 'other
men,
Wisdom in minds attentive to their own.
Knowledge a rude unprofitable mass,
The mere materials with which wisdom
builds,
Till smoothed and squared and fitted to
its place,
Does not encumber whom it seems to
enrich.

The real hope of Canada, therefore,
depends, first of all, upon her people.
If the units are right the whole will be
right. Individual effort first, organized
effort next, state assistance afterwards.

MANY PERSONS REPORTED
KILLED IN HAVANA

Property Loss Estimated at Two Mil-
Hion Dollars—Number of Ves=
sels Wrecked.

New York, Oct. 19.—A special dispatch
to the Evening Journal from Havana re-
ports 100 dead as the result of a cyclone.
The cruiser Brooklyn was torn from its
moorings and thrown on the shore. <

The cablegram from . Havana says:
“Over one hundred are dead to-day from
thé worst cyclone which has ever visited
this city. Ninety-four of the fatalities
are confined to natives, while sixteen for-
eign residents are reported Kkilled. More
then 1,000 tents in Camp Columbia have

‘been blown to atoms, houses unroofed

and one trooper probably fataily hurt.

“Fortunately the storm gave everybody
about half an hour’s warning, and when
the blast. arrived the marines ashore had
sought shelter in the warships. All but
the Brooklyn rode out the storm. These
ships incltided the Minneapodls, Texas,
Denver and Prairie.

““When the tempest reached its - helght
bu1ldings were shaken as with an earth-
quake, street cars were washed from
their tracks, windows were blown in like
paper and roofs and doors swept away.

“Several of the smaller frame houses
were blown from their foundations and
were wrecked. These were situated in
the poorer districts and were-the cause
of 80 many deaths among the natives.”

~. - -Brooklyn Re-Floated.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 19.—Secretary
of the Navy Bonaparte has been officially
notified that the ecruiser Brooklyn has
been floated and is all right.

Another Report.

Havana, Oct. 19.—A storm of unprece-
dented severity, accompanied by a tor-
rential downpour of rain, swept over
Havana and Pinar Del Rio provinces on
Wednesday night and resulted in twenty
deaths in this city and the serious injury
of a dozen or more persons. The damage
is estimated at $2,000,000. The dead are
all Cubans of the poorer classes.

The two thousand -American soldiers
and- marines at-Camp Columbia were put
to. great inconvenience. Nearly all the
four . hundred tents. in the camp were
blown down, but there was little actual
damage. Harry Bordick, a teamster with
the 28th Infantry from Sioux City, Ta,,
sustaihed probably fatal injuries. He
was crushed by a tree which fell through
the barracks in which he was sleeping.
Fred. Suttle, of Fort Snelling, had his
head seriously injured, and Thomas
Sonalt, of Reading, Pa., sustained in-
juries to his back.

One hundred and fifty tobacco barns in
the Alquizar district has been destroyed.
The recently planted tobacco crop has
been seriously damaged. In Havana city
the buildings of the University of Havana
sustained damage amounting to many
thousand$§ of dollars. The principal loss
of lifé occurred in a tenement house in
Inguisidor: street, occupied by many poor
families. - The projecting upper portion
collapsed first and then. three floors fell.
Eight of the inhabitants were Kkilled and
fiye gthers injured. The other fatalities

sulted from falling sighs and cornices,
contact with live witres“dt by drowning.

Rescued at Sea.

Key West, Fla., Oct. 20.—The Austrian
steamer Jennie, Capt. Dudenich, bound
from Gulf ports for Genoa, has called at
this  port to land 49 workmen picked up
at sea near the Bahama coast, 170 miles
from Key West. The men were part of a
fore of 150 workmen belonging to barge
number four, engaged on east coast ex-
tension work. Most of the others were
either killed or drowned in the storm
early on Thursday. Nine other barges
crowded with workmen engaged in exten-
sion work were at sea with barge No. 4.
There is no news of them, and it is feared
all were lost.

W. P. Dusenbury, one of the engineers
saved by the steamer Jennie, says the
storm struck them about 5 d’clock Thurs-
day morning. One hour later the house-
boat went to pieces in the raging sea and
thirty to forty men were Kkilled in the
crash. Dusenbury says nine other boats
working on the extension at Long Key
went to sea with barge No. 4 He has no
intelligence of their fate and fears for
their safety.

Officers of the rescuing steamer Jennie
say that they heard cries for help on
Thursday night, and following the direc-
tion of the sounds came upon a lot of men
floating in the sea clinging to logs, lum-
ber and small rafts. Boats were lowered
and the 49 men brought here were
rescued.

Three other steamers, using search-
lights, came on the scene and assisted in
saving life. How many they rescued was
not asceriained by those aboard the
steamer Jennie.

Steamer Lost.

San Juan, Porto Rico, Oct. 19.—The Red
Line steamer Philadelphia, from La
Guayra, Venezuela, for New York, ar-
rived here to-day forty-eight hours- ]ate.
Her captain reports that a Dutch steam-
er was lost in the cyclone between Cura-
cao. and Laguyra. The Philadelphia en-
countered the clone upon leaving the
harhor of Lagucgra on Monday. It was
blown ashore and slightly damaged. This
and the heavy weather accounted for her
delay in reaching here.

The Royal Dutch West Indian mail
service, whose steamers are called 'the
“Dutch Steamers” on the Venezuela
coast, has two steamers, the Prinz Wil-
helm II. and the Prinz Wilhelm V., which,
according to their schedule, should have
been in the vicinity of Curacao when the
Philadelphia reported the disaster. These
steamers carry passengers and freight.

Warship ¥oundered.

San Salvador, Oct. 19.—A tempest has
raged incessantly for ten days throughout
the republjc flooding the rich valleys,
principally that of Majada, and. resulting
in great loss of life and the destruction
of cattle and crops. The Salvadorean
man-of-war Izalo was lost at Acajutla.
The topography of various departments
has been changed, buildings have fallen,
burying their tenants in the ruins, and
the iron bridges over the principal rivers
have been carried away.

To-day the storm is abating. The rivers
are bringing down the bodies of persons
drowned in the storm and the carcasses
of cattle, and the sight of these tends
to increase the terror of the people. The
losses are incalculable.

Guatemala and Honduras have also
suffered severely.

Havana, Oct. 20.—Reports of ‘the
damage done By the storm in the irf-
terior of the island continue to come
in slowly. The estimate of the damage
Jone to the tobacco crop in the prov-
ince of Pinar Del Rio is not yet fully
known, but it is believed to be great.

The storm is reported to have been
very severe at the Vuelta Adajo, dis-
trict of Pinar Del Rio.

The principal havoc outside of
Havana is reported to have been -at

Batabano, where seven men were

drowned and the American steamships
Campbell and Sara were wrecked and
many houses were destroyed, and two
hundred people were rendered home-
less. The mayor of Batabano has is-
sued a proclamation calling for relief
for the destitute, and Governor
Guenze, of Havana province, will pro-
ceed there to-day with funds and food
supplies.

The brunt of 'the storm seems to
have been sustained by the City of
Havana and its suburbs. No more
deaths have been reported.

It has now been ascertained that only
twenty-four lighters were lost, four ‘of
which were loaded with sugar and the
rest with various merchandise. The
animal transports, Wright and Laupar,
have arrived at Sagua La Grande.

Seventy Persons Drowned.

Jacksonville, Fla., Oct. 20.—A special
from Mimai, Fla., says:

“The Mimai steamer St. Lucie was
crushed by the high waves in Thurs-
day’s hurricane and out of 100 persons
on board 35 were lost. The steamer
Peerless also lost about the same num-
ber, they being blown off the vessel.

“The launch Elmore was capsized,
and it is thought4o be a total loss. The
launch Manny was badly - damaged.
Work barges numbers -6 and 7 and
dredge number 4, of the East Coust
road, broke away and drifted to sea,
but are now safe on the other side
of Biccayne bay. The Peninsula.and
Occidental shed was: badly '+ damage-l.
No persons at Miami were hurt.”

FISHING BOAT HAS
PROBABLY FOUNDERED

Craft Sighted in Distress Off Cla=00se—
Name Plank Marked Daisy Found
on Beach.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The marine disasters on the stormy
west coast of Vancouver Island have
been augmented by another, if an ac-
count of a recent occurrence and the
conclusion to which the circumstances
appear to point are accurate.

E. E. Hardwick, who has been so-
journing at Cla-oose for some weeks,
arrived in Victoria by the last steamer
and reporfs that last Saturday after-
noon he and others sighted a small
fishing schooner battling with the wind
and waves some distance off the coast.
There were several occupants and evi-
dently they were trying hard to make
safe shelter. After struggling for a
short ti;ne it was noticed that the at-
tempt was .abandoned and the boat
turned in the direction of Cape Beale.

As the wind was blowing hard and a
tremendous sea was running Mr. Hard-
wick and those watching with him fol-
lowed the movements of the sailing
smack with anxiety, feeling sure that
she could not live long under such diffi-
culties. -

So concerned were they that a dis-
patch was sent to Cape Beale asking
that a lookout be kept for the craft,
but she never passed within sight of
the lighthouse keeper there.

The next day D. Logan found a
plank, apparently from a sail boat,
upon which was painted the name
“Daisy.” He picked it up on the Clana-
wah beach, about six or seven miles
from Cla-oose, and between the latter
point and Pachena bay. About the
samé time a new tiller, which had not
been long in the water, was found at
Cla-oose. These finds, in the light of
the small craft seen in distress a short
time previously, had a sinister mean-
ing to Messrs. Logan and Hardwick.
Both men have reached the same con-
clusion, namely, that the fisherman or
fishermen manning the schooner Daisy
came to their death by drowning in the
recent heavy storm.

.

THE ASHCROFT CASE.

‘Action Against Peter Ryan Dismissed—
Counter Claim Allowed.

Peter Ryan, of Toronto, has won the
suit which was brought against him by
the Ashcroft Water, Electric Improve-
ment Co., and also wins his counter-
claim for several thousand dollars
which he brought against the com-
pany. Mr. Justice Morrison handed
down his judgment in the case at Van-
couver on Wednesday as follows:
“Agheroft W. E. & I. Co. vs. Ryan.
Action dismissed with costs. Counter-
claim allowed. Amount of account
stated, found due defendant, account-
ing as to any other matters.”

The plaintiff company sued Mr. Ryan
for an account of the moneys received
and disbursed by him under an agree-
megnt, for damages for breach of
covenande. Mr. Ryan’s counter claim
was for several thousand dollars which
he claimed to have lost by reason of
the action of the other directors of the
Ashcroft Co. The original company

was owned by Ryan and John Shields,

together with Shields’ sons, and at a
meeting in Ashcroft Ryan claimed to
have been forced to sign an agreement
for the sale of the assets of the com-
pany. He Tfalled to carmry out
the agreement, and as he had received
over $50,000 from the company which
had purchased the assets, Shields sued
to recover the amount. Shields also
wished to get possession ' of several
timber limits throughout the province,
but Ryan refused to allow the limits to
be sold as assets of the company, as he
claimed, to have purchased them from
the Dominion government and that
they belonged to him personally. The
case was heard several weeks ago by
Mr. Justice Morrison.

SHAM BATTLE.

Nearly Four Thousand Troops Engag-
ed in Manoeuvres Between To-
ronto and Hamilton,

Toronto, Oct. 19.—Troops to the num-
ber of nearly 4,000 engaged in a sham
fight between this city and Hamilton
yvesterday afternoon. The battle took
place along the banks of the Credit
river. The attacking party com-
prised the infantry of Toronto and a
few cavalry squadrons, all of whom
attempted to cross the river. By means
of a brilliant flanking movement the
Queen’'s Own, of Toronto, forded the
river and came on the defending troops
at the sgide.. Their opponents were
the Dufferin rifles, of Brantford, who
were greatly outnumbered and were
driven back after a gallant stand.
Lord Aylmer, inspector-general, was
present and gave the decision.

IHE INTERNATIONAL
5 FAIR AT SEATTLE

WORK ON GROUNDS
ALREADY IN PROGRESS

Exposition Will Be Held in The Sound
Clty in 1909 —Ideal Site
Selected.

Seattle, Oct. 22.—This city is planning
an exhibition of international scope to
be held in the summer of 1909. It is to
be called the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific Ex-
position, and will direct attention to
the resources of Alaska and the Yukon
country, and the Pacific Northwest.

The fair has been financed by the
raising of the greatest fund ever see-
cured for any object in the space of
one working day. On October 2nd the
people of Seattle bought stock in the
fair corporation to the extent of $650,-
000, an unheard-of accomplishment., It
was the alm of the management to
raise $600,000 in one day.

The legislature of the lusty young
state of Washington is to be asked this
winter to.appropriate at least a million
dollars, with excellent prospect that
this sum will be given. The eastern
states will make big appropriations, so
that it is not unreasonable to presume
that another million will come from the
commonwealth’s coffers. The exposi-
tion’s commissioner, Major T. S. Clark-
son, has met encouragement at every
hand. The national government is cer-
tain to make a .generous appropriation
for a series of buildings filled with ex-
hibits, and the federal appropriation
may amount to a third million.

Besides Alaska, the great Yukon
country will contribute samples of its
wealth, and the islands of the sea will
show their marvels. One of the prin-

cipal objects of the exposition will be [

to bring together in trade the shores of
the Pacific.

With three years remaining before
the opening of the fair, the project is
already remarkably well under way.
The site was chosen some months ago,
a tract of 355 acres embracing the
grounds of the University of Washing-
ton. . John C. Olmsted, the most famous
landscape architect in America, has
pronounced the grounds admirably
adapted to their purpose. He has laid
out a plan for their improvement and
landscape gardeners and engineers are
already busy on the preliminary work.
The site is situated twenty minutes’
ride from the centre of the city, and
is in every way adapted to its purpose.

POTATO FAMINE.

Distress in West of Ireland—Relief
Work Proposed.

Dublin, Oct. 17.—Replying to-day to
a deputation for the beginning of re-
lief work in the West of Ireland, in
consequence of the potato famine, the
chief secretary for Ireland, Mr. Bryce,
said he did not know yet the extent
of the distress and was therefore un-
able to say what would be done in the
way of relief. Speaking generally, the
secretary said he did not think things
were as bad as they had been describ-
ed, and he did not take a gloomy view
of the situation. If, however, he found
that some of the work suggested was
likely to be permanently valuable, he
would recommend it, but he explained
that he did not control the money and
could only make recommendations.

FAVORS UNLIMITED AUTOCRACY.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 17.—The Mon-
archists Congress, now in session at
Kieva, discussing the election law yes-
terday, placed itself on record as op-
posed to any parliament, and in favor
of a return to a regime of unlimited

autocracy.

Soon after
eating eighty-five of the guests were
taken ill. It was discovered that five
persons who alone had not eaten
chicken were not sick. Then the illness
was diagnosed as ptomaine poisoning,
The facts were kept quiet at the time,
but' came out since 'the death of
two of the participants, Mrs. Foster,
mother of Hector Foster, and Mrs.
Ferguson, wife of Rev. Mr. Ferguson.

Hector Foster, his wife and two chil-
dren are still critically ill,

Both Drowned.

St. John, N. B., Oct. 19.—A telephone
message from St. George, N. B., says
John Riordan, aged 20, and William
Goodell, aged 22, both stonecutters -of
St. George, N. B., were drowned in
Mill lake a few miles back of there last
night. They spent the day hunting
and were returning by boat when the
stern row®ck broke, capsizing the
craft. Both men started to swim to
shore, but sank before reaching it.

Accidentally Shot,

Ottawa, Oct. 18.—Harry Cummings,
an Engltsh farm hand, 23 years of age,
while out hunting with two others
near Metcalfe, was accidently shot and
killed to-day. The deceased was tak-
ing hold of a rifle which was being
handed to him by one of the others,
when the trigger dropped, and the
bullet passed through his body. A
brother of Cummings is now on the
Atlantic, and was coming to join him
here.

Remanded For a Week.

As soon as they have made
the necessary examinations the work
of construction will be prosecuted with
all the speed possible. The contract
which calls for the completion of the
line by the yedr 1911 is not the only
guaiantee of that. If the stage of
construction be prolonged the interest
upon the capital invested will keep
piling up, because the mountain sec-
tion, like every other section, can have
no earning power until it is completed.
The managéement of the line will look
to it that the interests of the invested
capital are protected to the utmost.
Every consideration calls for the com-
pletion of the work with all the speed
possible.

A TRAP FOR OUR PREMIER!

The Toronto Mail and Empire says
8ir Wilfrid Laurier set a snare for the
feet -of Premier McBride. No doubt
about that, because it is such a very
probable story. The Premier of Can-
ada is given to the pleasing pastime of
hunting horned game of that kind., It
is strange, however, that wily, wary
Conservatives such as Premiers Whit-
ney and Roblin did not perceive the
trap that was set for their suspicious
colleague, the great Premier of British
Columbia. Messrs. Roblin and Whitney
were quite innocent regarding the pit
that had been digged. They did their
best to drag the reluctant feet of the
delegate from . British Columbia into
the hole. They remonstrated and
pleaded; exasgperated they finally told
Mr. McBride that they could not com-
prehend his mental state, said he had
been neither frank nor sincere in his
relations with the members of the con-
ference, and finally washed their hands
of him, leaving the solitary one to his
own devices.

So far from the Premier of Canada
being anxious to lure the Premier of
British Columbia into a trap, the Prée-
mier of British Columbia was so non-
plussed by the unexpected liberality of
the terms offered this province by the
agssembled premiers that he had a
good deal of difficulty in acting the
part arranged for him previous to his
departure. He had made up his mind
to proclaim the terms as unsatisfac-
tory, or rather that was one of the pro-
visions of the programme drawn up in
the select circles of the. government
across the bay presided over by that
honorable gentleman the Chief Com-
missioner of Lands and Works, the in-
dividual who has been so lavish in his
distribution of gifts of valuable pro-
vincial assets to lady and gentlemen
adventurers. Anyone who has careful-
ly read the utterances of government
organs from day to day during the
past few months must have been fully
prepared for the burlesque that follow-
€d the departure of the premier and
his better terms entourage for Ottawa.
The proclamation of an intention to
carry the appeal for better terms to
the ‘“foot of the throne” was anticipat-
ed; the “dramatic” posturing of our
resourceful representative had been
carefully arranged under the direction
of that exquisite master of deport-
ment, the Hon. R. F. Green; but the
attitude of the other two Conservative
premiers proved rather embarrassing.
They evidently had not been told that
the better terms conference was, re-
gardless of every other consideration
and in defiance of all consequences, to
be made an excuse for asking for a
dissolution of the provincial legislature
and an appeal to <he people.

The editor of the Colonist -refers in
graceful terms of appreciafion to the
reliability of the Times's dispatches
from Ottawa, hinting nevertheless that
the veracity of our correspondent may
be impugned when the bold premier
who could not be coerced arrives back
from New York—Or wherever he has
gone to secure material for the pend-
ing election campaign. We have not
the slightest doubt that Mr. McBride
will a tale unfold when he comes
back that will put an entirely differ-
ent face on the better terms matter,
To begin with, his organ here has fal--
len into several serious errors which
have not been calculated to improve
the aspect in which he now appears
before the people.. It is absolutely
necessary that our contemporary
should be set straight, with orders to
keep its face in the right direction.
But all that has appeared in the Times
upon the subject of the discussions of
the conference and the nature of the
special and gencral terms offered to
British Columbia is absolutely authen-
tic.

NUMBER OF JAPS
‘SMOGELED ASHORE

BOLD ATTEMPT TO
-ELUDE THE OFFICIALS

Schooser Called at Bescher Bay and
Laoded Passengers—Vessel Held
by Authorities.

Scattered in the thickly wooded dis-
trict lying between Beecher Bay and
Victoria are some fifteen Japanese who

complying with the Dominion quaran-
tine or immigration regulations. There-
fore they are fugitives and ultimately
will be forced to answer to-any charges
that may be laid against them as a re-
‘sult of the l}nestxgatlon that will be in-
stituted. As they are provided with
sufficient provisions to last them a
week .or more it is not improbable that
some difficulty will be experienced in
rounding them all up, but that it will
be accomplished, sooner or later, there
is no doubt.

The Japs were brought tb British Co-
lumbia by the Suian Maru, a three-
masted sealing schooler, which is lying
now at Esquimalt under seizure by the
officials. According to calculations she
must have arrived within sight of land
some time on Thursday and on the fol-
lowing day dropped anchor off Beecher
Bay. About thrty-five Japs were taken
ashore by the crew in small boats and,
with plenty of provisions, blankets, ete.,
in order that they would hot be with-
out the necessities of life in -case of
emergency. They were set upon the
road which skirts the shore line in that
veinity and direct to Victoria. Then
the ship came on to the quarantine sta-
tion and on Saturday morning, with
yvellow flag:fiying, boldly submitted to
the required inspection by Dr. Watt,
the Dominion quarantine officer.

At first the latter was unsuspicious.
But he hadn’t been long aboard the
Suian Maru before he noticed things
which looked unsual. For instance,
there were an unusually large number
of bunks between decks, many more
than the crew of thirteen and the offi-
cers in charge could use, and, besides,
a large amount of unclaimed baggage
was evident. Glancing at these he
noticed that some fifty-three men had
been signed on the articles as fisher-
men— subsequent discloseures prove
that this was done in order to smother
suspicion in the event of being over-
hauled by a ship en route—while the
clearance was just a little unusual. The
latter showed that the vessel had sailed
from Yokohama. Her destination was
written.in Japanese and the officers in-
sisted that it was the Copper Islands
for which she was bound and the ex-
planation.. of her being-here was the
strong adverse tide and wind. These,
they affirmed, had tossed the boat
about so that the steering gear had
gone wrong and they had been blown
into the straits.

Such a highly improbable sto'ry only
confirmed Dr. Watt in the conclusion
that .something was radically wrong.
And then the climax was reached
when he received a report to the effect
that a crowd of Japanese had been
seen wending their way along the road
in the direction of Victoria. The doc-
tor again questioned the captain, but
he remained obdurate for a. long time,
proclaiming his innocence in vehement
terms. Finally the quarantine officer
tried a genuine “‘bluff,”” Where are the
men you landed at Beecher Bay?” he
asked. It was a pure guess, but hit
the mark so squarely that the Jap was
completely nonplussed, and acknowl-
edged that a contingent of natives of
the Flowery Kingdom had been landed
at the point mentioned. But he owned
only to twenty-four, there ‘were not
thirty-five, he ineisted. *““Where did
yvou put them off?’ inquired Dr. Watt.
Once the ice was broken the captain
was anxious to give all possible infor-
mation, and taking the chart pointed
out the exact spot at Beecher ' Bay
where the landing had been conducted.

Once sur~» of his ground, Dr. Watt
lost no time in sending information to
the city. He _ telephoned Dr. Milne,
Dominion medical inspector and fmmi-
gration officer, shortly after 8 o’clock
in the afternoon. Thes latter took
prompt action, enlisting the assistance
cf the provincial police. Soon a posse
were on the road, and within a few
hours fourteen of the JapaneSe had
been placed under arrest. The search
continued this morning, with)the result
that six more were apprehended. Three
of these were women, and are lodged
at a Japaneses mission. One of the
men is known as Jinzaburs Orkaneu,
who claims to be the owner of the ves-
sel. He is held at the city jail pending
the investigation.

Just what action wili be taken is
doubtful at present. Those responsible
are guilty of three distinct offences,
namely, the breaking of the immigra-
tion, the guarantine and the customs
regulations. In view of that fact the
penalty should be heavy.

It has been suggested, and the indi-
cations appear/to verify the report,
that this effort to trick the Canadian
officials by bringing to®these shores
natives of the Orient in large numbers
without complyirg with the ordinary
regulations was only the first of what
was iniended to become a regular
business. The owner, whose name is
given above, is a former resident of
New Westminster, and is presumably
thoroughly acquainted with the hydro-
graphic peculiarities of this part of
British Columbia. The ship, the Suiar
Maru, was thoroughly equipped with
provisions, and the plan, doubtless,
‘was that she should land her passen-
gers at some uninhabited spot on the
coast and immediately return to the
Orient. There was nothing to pre-
vent her doing this, but the lack of
water. The absence of that necessity,
however, made it imperative for her to
call somewhere. Hence her capture, It
has been alleged that the originator
and superintendent of the scheme got,
$100 in Canadian currency per indi-
vidual passenger. Undoubtedly the
venture would have been profitable
had it turned out as planned.

Watcer Flowed Freely Into Forward IHold
and Tanks— Preparing to Haul
Steamer on Ways.

(From Friday's Daily.)

‘When the Times goes to press this
afternoon, it is expected that the Prin-
cess Victoria will be safely on the ways
of the B. C. Marine Railway.

tempt was made yesterday arternoon
to haul the ship out, but as she had
first to be lightened at the bow, this
undertaking could not be carried out
at the appointed time, so the work had
to be defgrred until to-day.

It is impossible to say definitely what
damage the ship has sustained. That
she was down so much forward as to
render it impessible to take her on the
ways yesterday was due to the large
amount of water that had flowed into
the forward hold and tanks. The lat-
ter, it might be explained, is that por-
tion ofethe ship between the outer and
inner bottom, used for the carrying cf
fresh water ballast, while the forward
hold is not the extreme bow, but that
apartment just abaft the forep.-ula

A large ten-inch pump was placed in
position to free these apartments of wa-
ter, and, though an enormous stream
was thrown for some time, it was soon
found that it failed to lower the amount
within the ship. A diver was then sent
down to make an examination and re-
ported a large rent in the plates ex-
tending for about three feet. This was
just beneath the fore hold and indicates
that some of the frames have also suf-
fered. This was the largest hole seer,
while aft from there no injury wus no-
ticeable.

To patch these holes up in a tempor-
ary manner was the next work for con-
sideration, and before the pumps were
started this afterngon it was thought
that there would e no difficulty in
raising the bew in a manner to permit
the ship being taken on the ways.

Only for the damage that has heen
done forward, however, it would ap-
pear that the steamer has escaped .in-
jury.. The work of repair will probably
take a number of weeks and wiil be all
the more difficult by reason of the fact
that the steamer has a false boitom.
‘While she is off the Victoria ana Van-
couver run her place in service will bhe
taken by the Charmer.

Of course there will be an jnvestiga-
tion, a matter which Lloyds, in whica
the ship is heavily insured, would in-
sist, but it is not likely that anything
will be done along this line until the
return of Capt. James Troup, superin-
tendent of the C. P. R. coast service.
Theg captain, as is well known, went
to Ottawa a few weeks ago to attend a
sitting of the Dominion lighthouse
baard. He is now on his way home,
having, according to report, reached
Winnipeg yesterday.

TWO NEW VESSELS
FOR THE SOUND RUN

. (From Friday’s Daily.)

Last night in the city of Chicage,
Chas. E. Peabody purchased for the
Alaska Steamship Company two new
vessels for the Sound trade.

The boats in question are sister
ships and are at present operating in
the excursion business on the Thousand
Islands route.

The first of these, the Iroquois, is 3
two-funnel vessel, 225 feet in lengih,
and capable of a speed of eighteen
knots. She has 46 staterooms and will,
it is expected, be on the Victoria,Seattla
run the first of the year.

The other, the Chippewa, is 220 feeg
in length and of about the same speed,
She is a single funnel boat.

Both vessels are capable of accoms,
modating about 300 passengers.

It is expected that they will both be
converted into oil burners on reaching
the coast. They are much larger than
the Indianapolis, which is about 180
feet in length.

TRADES AND LABOR COUNCIL.

A Protest Against/the Immigration of
Hindus.
e o ;

A meeting of the Trades and Labor
Council was held on Wednesday even-
ing. President Gray presided, and F.
P, Slavin, of the Laborers’ Union, was
among those present.

The committee appointed to interview b

W. D. Scott regarding Hindu immigra-
tion has forwarded the following pro-
test: 2
Victoria, B. C., Oct. 15th, 1906.
W. D. Scott, Esq., Superintendent of Im-
migration:

Sir:—Following on our personal inter-
view with you in Victoria, we desire, on
behalf of the Victoria Trades and Labor
Council, whom we, as a committee, re-
presented in this matter of Hindu immi-
gration, to place before your department
in writing the views of the council on
this important subject.

‘We desire to state that while our coun-
cil as a body representing organized
labor, are not in any way averse to ghe
introduction of a necessary and sufficient
supply of labor to meet the necessities of
the natural development of our indus-
tries, we are firmly convinced that in the
best interests of the country that supply
should be drawn from white labor sources
alone, and we object most strongly to
the introduction of any Asiatic coolie
lubor, and in relation to the present
threatened influx of Hindus, we offer the
following reasons as good and sufficient
grounds for the bringing into effect of
any legislation, however drustic. that
would prevent the admissionn of these
people:

1. That these Hingdus, by reason of their
caste prejudices, peculiar religious con-
victions, loathsome habits and obnoxious
manner of living, can never assimilate
with white people, or perform the duties
of desirable citizens of this éountry.

2. That the country from which they
come (India) has long been recognized as
2 hotbed of the most virulent and loath-
3ome - diseases, such as bubonic plague,
smallpox, Asiatic cholera and the worst
forms of veneral diseases, and, however
strict the medical examination .at oun
poris may be, there is a congtant danger
of these people being the means of trans-
mission of diseases to our people.

3. That the introduction of this class of
cheap labor will be the means of exclud-
ing the very class of labor that is most
essential for the progress and prosperity
ot the country, L. e., white workers, who,
if paid a fair living wage, could settle
here, maintain homes and rear families,
and thoroughly fulfil the duties of citi-
zenship. At the: present time a number
of our .large employers employ cheap
coolie labor for the reason that it s
cheap, and if this supply of cheap labor
is increased, the possibility of any addi-
tion to our white population from outside
sources becomes greatly lessened.

4. That this country can well afford to
be guided in this matter by the experi-
ences of the Australian Commonwealth.
For some: years the ports of Australia

were open to Hindus and other Asiatics’

who were British subjects, and the man-
ner of living of these people, their pecu-
Yarly loathsome habits. and the impossi-
bility of their ever being admitted to
citizenship, made it necessary for the
Commonwealth, when the federation of
the states had taken place, to enact dras-
tic legislation to prevent indiscriminate
immigration from India—even though the
immigrants were British subjects. A
strict educational test on the lines of the
Natal Act and stringent medical inspec-
tion, and other drastic exclusion regula-
tions, were brought into force, with the
result that these people are now practical-
ly excluded from Australia.

5. We would - submit also that the
scarcity of labor in this province wag not
of the class of labor that tends to, bufld
up the province. It was mostly labor for
which $1.00 to $1.50 per day was offered
to adults, and we are of opinjon that the
industries affected could well afford ‘o
pay wages that would maintain white

‘workers and their homes and families.

If the positions in British Columbia now
fllled by Asiatics were fllled by white
workers at living wages, then from
amongst the families of these workers
there would soon grow up a sufileient
supply of youthful labor for farmers,
fruit growers and canneries, and for do-
mestic service; and if the progress of the
country in the future demands the intro-
duction of labor from outside sources,
we are of opinion that the government
should look to the crowded centrcs of
population in Great Rritain for the addi-
tional labor to assist in building up the
country in preference to allowing the
admission of a race of people who can
never be of any use to Canada as citizens,
and whose very existence amongst our
people is a menace to the well-being of
the community.

We attach newspaper clippings bearing
on local experience with the Hindu immi-
grants.

A great deal of discussion followed
the reading of the protest, members of
the council expressing themselves as
opposed to the immigration of Hindus.

A communication was read from the
British Columbia executive of the Do-
minion Trades Congress outlining the
work to come before the convention in
Vancouver on October 29th. In this
connection the president said that re-
marks had been made that the pro-
posed new party intended affiliating
with either of the old parties, a move
which he would stoutly oppose.

Mr. Slavin complained of the manner
in which pay is kept back from em-
ployees at the dry dock, and the mat-
ter was referred to the executive.

Delegate Johnson on behalf of the or-
ganizing committee reported the for-
mation of three new unions—the Bar-
tenders’, Teamsters’, and Cooks and
Waliters'.

Among the other business of the
meeting ‘was the adoption of the follow-
ing resolution:

That this council strongly enderses tne
determined action.of Mayor Buscombe in
Vancouver in defending the best interss:is
of his city by forcibly resisting the en-
trance of the Hindus, and while so doing
the council would respectfully and ear-
nestly ask the civil authorities of Vie-
toria to take steps to prevent this city
being made the dumping ground of these
undesirable people, should any attempt
be made to land them here.

CANNIBAL KING.

Killed One of His Wives and Had Body
-+ ' Served For Dinner—Insane
Monarch’s Cruelty.

Marseilles, Oct. 17.—Mail advices
which reached here to-day from Indo-
China brought another and more start-
ling story of the doings of King Thanh
Thai, ‘of Annam, showing that he
went to the extent of cannibalism.
After kiling one of his wives he caus-
ed the body to be cooked and served
up for dinner, forcing his followers to
eat it under pain of death. Some of
the king’'s wives were bound and burn-
ed with boiling oil and subjected to
other cruelty, while naked womén
were thrown into the cages of wild
beasts, where they were devoured be-
fore the king. Finally the French au-
thorities made him a prisoner. He has
been adjudged insane by Dr. Dumas,
of the French colony staff. The royal
guard has been disbanded at the palace
and the palace has been placed un-
der the protection of one hundred na-
tive soldiers, and the’ terror stricken
inmates of the palace have been res-
cued, the majority of them were wo-
men who showed the marks of their
cruel treatment. Others had been
suspended by pinchers attached to the
fleshy parts. of their legs to increase
their agonies.

CARMI MURDERER
HAS BEEN ARRESTED

ATTEM?TED TO0 OOHIIT
SUICIDE IN CELL

Rmvery of James Dale, Who Killed
Two Men, I Regarded as
Doubtful,

Grand Forks, Oct. 18.—A clever arrest
was made here yesterday by Provincial
Constable I.°A. Dinsmore when he ar-
rested James Dale, the Carmi mur-
derer, at the Great Northern depot
when the train arrived here from Cur-
lew, Wask.

About 10 o’clock Constanle Dinsm.ore,
who was watching all the passengers
who went into the depot, saw a mé.n
answering Dale’s description, so he
went up and asked him if his name
was not Smith. The man said “No, my

name is Dale,” whereupon Dinsmore
put” him under arrest and placed him
in the provincial jail.

Shortly after he was locked up Dale
attempted to commit suicide, nearly
severing his jugular vein with an old
knife. He lost considerable blood be-
fore he was discovered, and was taken
to the cottage hospital at once. His
recovery is reported as doubtful.

Under cover of darkness Dale suc-
ceeded in escaping from his cabin at
Carmi and caught the train at Curlew.
He was heading for Spokane when ar-
rested.

Dr. W. H. Dickson, the attending
physician, says that Dale’s chances for
recovery are very doubtful, the danger
being from blood poisoning and pneu-
monia more than from the wounds
themselves.

A Greenwood dispatch gives
tional details of the tragedy,
lows:

“A dreadful and deadly shooting af-
fray took place at Carmi, on the west
fork of the Kettle river, fifty miles
north of here, in which James A. Dale,
an American, Kkilled Peter Gorderau
and Joseph Celle and wounded David
Smith. The men were miners and pros-
pectors. Smith was brought here. He
was driven 60 miles, accompanied by
Alexander Hood, who says that Joseph
Celle’ and Peter Gorderau went from
Beaverdell to Carmi Sundav night and
were having supper at Dale’s boarding
house. The three men quarrelled after
supper. Celle and Gorderau went to
the latter’s cabin, and while they were
sitting there Dale’ started shooting
through the windows. Smith was first
struck in the shoulder, then Gorderau
in the neée¢k and riext Celle just under
the\heart. Both died instantly. Smith
returned to consciousness and went out
of the cabin, while Dale went in.
Smith went to the post office and Dale
afterwards started shooting at the post
office, where some eight men were in-
side. One bullet penetrated the win-
dow, but did no harm.

Gorderau and Celle are both French-
men, the former 45 years of age and
the latter 22. Smith, the wounded man,
is a Scotchman, about 46 years old.
Smith is not dangerously wounded.”

8. C,, is in ashes. The work is claimed
to be that of incendiary negroes seek-
ing revenge for the dynamiting of the
negro college here last week.

“The fire burned rapidly, consuming
the entire business section of ‘the
town, whichhas a population of about
2,000.

Insurance Commission.

Montreal, Oct. 17.—Loan transactions
between the Sun Life Insurance Com-
pany and the Shawnigan Water and
Power Company and investments of the
former company in the bonds of the
latter formed the topics during to-
day’s session of the insurance commis-
sion, T. B. MacAulay of the Sun Life
being on the stand both morning and
dfternoon. The Sun Life became heav-
ily interested in the purchase of bonds
and also loaned largely to the Shaw-
nigan company, at one time the loans
amounting to $350,000. The bonds pur-
chased by the Sun Life amounted to
$411,000, these being purchased ‘at 85
and sold at 90, representing a profit to
the Sun Life on the deal of $63,000 over
and above interest. That the Sun Life
had been affected by the stringency. of
the. money market in 1908 was testified
to by .Mr. MacAulay, who related how
the Merchants’ Bank of Canada took
over $200,000 of the Shawnigan loan.
The amount was afterwards resumed
by the Sun Life at anh advantage of one
per cent. better rate and $16,700 in stock
bonds. In connection with the loans
mentioned in the foregoing, it developed
that the Sun Life did not want to show
an overdraft at the close of the year
1903 in its reports to the department of
insurance, yet .this would have happen-
ed had not the Merchants’ Bank of
Canada taken up $200,000 of the amount
due by the Shawnigan company. While
this would not have a serious condi-
tion, Mr. MacAulay asserted that it
might lead to a misunderstanding not
by the policy holders or the sharehold-
ers, but by the general public, and
agents of other companies might have
taken advantage of the report to show
that the company was not in a good
position. At the close of the session
the commission adjourned until Tues-
day next at noon.

Contract Let For Section From Clover-
dale to Sumas.

“Work will begin immediately on
construction of the first section of the
Vancouver, Victoria & Eastern to be
built from the coast eastward as a
rart of the Hill line intended to con-
nect with interfor “British Columbia
and the Great Northern branches in
Eastern Washington,” says the Seattle
Post-Intelligencer. “Two contracts
were let on Monday by the V., V. & E.,
one of which is for thirty-one miles of
road from Cloverdale, B. C., to Sumas,
on the international boundary.

‘““This portion'from Cloverdale to Su-
mas, paralleling the international line

Ja short distance to the north, will be

7

finished within a4 year., No contracts
have yet been let for extension beyond-
Sumas to the BEast, but they will be
next year, unless present Mjcatlons
fail. The British Columbia  General
Contract’ Company 'will build to Su-
mas. 5

“At-the same time the. contract for
the Cloverdale-Sumas portion was let,
one was entered into for an ‘emirqu
new line between Blaine and = New
Westminster. This is known. as .the
Boundary bay cut-off. It {is twenty-
one miles:long and is to be a part of
the V., V. & E. system. .The. present
road from Blaine: to the Fraser river.is
still known as the old  New West-
minster & Southern, although belong-
ing to the present Great Northern
coast line. The cut-off will skirl the

‘shore of Boundary bay for some dis-

tance, and Wil run’ through a flat
country, avoiding the heavy ridges and
steep grades on -the- preunt ‘route. It
will cross the east and west line al-
ready constructed from Ciloverdale to.
Port Guichon on the shore of ‘the Gulf
of Georgia, at Olivers, and will ter-
minate at the south end of the Fraser
river bridge.

“When the road is built over the
Boundary bay route, the pontion now
operated from Blaine to the Fraser
river will be abandoned. The tracks in
front of Blaine, serving to-day only as
a stub line or switch, will become a
part of .the through system, sending
trafflc across the waterfront of the
international city instead of some dis-
tance inland, as at present. Ironsides,
Rannie & Compbell will build the so-
called cut-off.

“Trains from Vancouver on the ex-
tension eastward from Cloverdale, will
run south to Olivers, thence turn east.
Construction of the V., V, & E. on the
other side of the mountains is being
pushed with vigor. The line is already
built, with rails laid, thirty miles west-
ward from Midway to Molson, and
grading is completed for some distance
beyond Molson toward the coast.

FINANCIAL STATUS OF
LOCAL ASSOCIATION

Secretary Brace Upon Y. M, C. A. Fiscal
Policy—New Building— More
Members Required,

e et

(From Friday’s Daily.)

An interesting address was delivered
by Rev. A. J. Brace, the new secretary
of the Y. M. C. A, at a recent meet-
ing of the asgociation. At the outset
he said that he could do little else
than outline the policy of the new
fiscal year. During the canvass to
clear the . debt, which had been suc-
cessfully accomplished through the
energy of the president, H. J. Knott,
and the generosity of citizens interest-
ed in the Y. M. C. A,, a cheering dis-
covery was the splendid feeling toward
association work. [Practically there
were no refusals. Two, not at present
being’ financially - able, promised later
for a building proposition.

Secretary Brace, continuing, said:
“The sentiment that a new building,
properly equipped for men’s work, is

eeded, is very strong in the city, and
our plain duty is to cultivate and edu-
cate public sentiment and thought
along that line by proving ourselves
through this winter’s work, in short to
‘deliver the goods,” and thus prove
worthy of further confidence.

“The association’s budget annually
is in the neighborhood of $4,000. Mem-
bership fees meet about half of this.
The Seattle association, through mem-
bership fees, raises 89 per cent. of their
large budget. This is due to the splen-
did equipment of their association, and
it means from our gtandpoint in Vic-
toria that with an adequate building
and equipment we might have 600
members- or more, rather than less
than 200—our present status; and con-
sequently with extra revenue from new
assembly. hall and dormitory rooms
for - members away from home, the
budget could- very largely be provided
for, instead of constantly making de-
mands on the public. At the same
time the association should not bear
all its own expense, as it is a civic as-
set to a community, and: citisens gen-
erally interested should be given an
opportunity to assist m such a phil-
anthropic work.

“After to-night's -election commit-
tees will meet to discuss the budget,
change of constitution and formation
of working committees, and submit
their reports to the first meeting of the
board.

“A membership competition will
soon be launched to enlarge the mem-
bership roll, and special attractions
are under way. to make an interesting
winter’s programme, but pre-eminent-
ly we stand for character building and
are anxious to help all young men.”

TEMPERANCE UNION.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN. NORTHWEST .
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS. :

Any even numbered sectlon of Dominion
Lands in Manitoba or the Northwest
Provinces, excepting § and 26, not reserv-
ed, may be homesteaded by any person
the sole head of a family, or male over
18 years of age, to the extent of one-quar-
ter section, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry or in-
spection must be made in person by the
applicant at the office of the local Agent
or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or inspection
made personally at any Sub-Agent’s of-
fice may be wired to the local Agent by
the Sub-Agent, at the expense of the ap-
plicant, and if the land applied for is
vacant on receipt of the telegram such
application is to have ﬁrior(ty and the
land will be held until the necessary pa-
pers to complete the transaction are re-
ceived by mail.

In case of ‘“‘personation’ the entry will
be summarily cancelled and the applicant
will forfeit all prloritY of claim.

An applicant for Inspection must be
eligible for homestead entry, and only one
application for inspection will be received
from an individual until that application
has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in good
standing and not liable to cancellation,
may, subject to approval of Department,
relinquish it in favor of father, mother,
8on, daughter, brother or sister, if
eligible, but to no one else, on filing de-
claration of abandonment. i

Where an entry is summarily cancelled,
or voluntarily abandoned, subsequent to
institution of cancellation proceedings,
the applicant for inspection will be en-
titled to prior right of entry.

Applicants for inspection must state in
what particulars the homesteader is in
default, and if subsequently the state-
ment is found to be incorrect in material
particulars, the applicant will lose any
grlor right of re-entry, should the land

ecomé vacant, or if entry has been
granted it may be summarily cancelled.

DUTIES.—A settler is required to per-
form the conditions under one of the fol-
lowing plans: 2

(1) At least six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each year
during the term of three years.

(2) It the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a mesteader re-
sides upon a farm in thdfvicinity of the
land entered for by sufh homesteader
the requirement as to residence may be
satisfled by such person residing with the
father or mother.

Before making application for patent
the settler must give six months’ notice
in writing to the Commissioner of Domin-
iion Lands at Ottawa, of his intention to

When $600 has
been expended or paid, the locator may,
upon ‘having a survey made, and upon
complying with other requirements, pur-
chase the land at $§1 per acre.

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Methods of Catching, Life Aboard the Schooners
and Some of the Adventures Encountered
by Victqria Hunters.

(BY A LOCAL SEALER.)

Present day fur seal hunting is car-
ried on much the same as it was thirty
years ago or thereabouts. The taking
of seals in the water does not extend
much further back beyond that time.
(Indian coast hunting excepted.)

The ways employed by white hunt-
ers have not changed materially. The
Indian spear has been used more oOr
less, since a limit around the Pribyloff
islands was agreed to between the na-
tions concerned, but the shotgun has
been the principal weapon used by
white and Indian hunters alike. to
secure the valuable pelts.

The vessels are dispatched on their
hunting cruises generally abotit the first
of the new year. In former times,
however, they have left port in De-
cember, and occasionally as early as
November on hunting expeditions. The
majority of interests having been
under one management for the past
five years, the industry is now more |
systematically pursued, and before |
making preparations for the following
year the profits of the London sales,
which take place at the close of the
old year are taken into consideration
by the company.

Should favorable returns be received
by the Sealing Company the work of
fitting out for the ensuing season is
pushed forward as rapidly as hands
can do it.

It requires but a short period of
time to haul out, paint, and bend sails
onh the already ballasted fleet of ves- |
sels, and, with stores, boats, etc., etc.,
on board they are again towed from
their snug havens and headed sea-
wards to battle with coast storms in
search of the much sought after fur.

Vessels employing white crews ex-
clusively are the first to sail away.
Thelr dusky rivals probably more ap-
preciative «f home comforts, not being
8o easily Induced to embark on a nine
months’ ocean cruise. However, by |
administering a little financial per- |
suasion, they, too, are soon assembled
on board, and although loath to leave
home and friends, are shortly after de-
parture to be seen busily engaged in
getting canoces in shape for dealing
with the seal herds.

The vessels are pointed southwards,
some going as far as latitude 36 de-
grees N. before commencing operations
unless seals are encountered while on
the way. The weather usually at that
season of the year being too boisterous
for prolonged hunting in northern
waters.

'Tis frequently remarked among seal-
ers that the hunting seasons in. the
North Pacific ocean are annually
changing, not nearly the number of
fine days now being experienced as was
formerly the case." Their <continuous
service in-the waters frequented by the
seal herds, viz.: from latitude 35 de-
grees N. to 60 degrees N. or there-
abouts, and from the coast lines of
California, Oregon, Washington, Van-
couver Island, etc., west to the 180 de-
gree meridian would be considered re-
liable evidence as to prevailing weathexr
conditions were it required.

Although the seal habits are the
same year in and year out there is no
defined position where they may be
encountered. (Bering sea excepted.)

They evidently forsake their rooker-
ies on the islands the latter part of the
vear, and thence ‘through the wvarious
passes of the Aleutian group they wend
their way to warmer waters.

Now as to whether they leisusely
move along, following the coast line,

| from years of service.

feeding as they go or whether they !
traverse the intervening space at full |
speed to their southern migrating lim-
its it cannot be comvincingly proven,
but sure it is that at about the same
time each year the herds are discover-
ed, at least, if not at the same places,
not far from the previous season’s
position. Presumably the Ilccality of
the small fishes which forms their food
plays an important part as to where
non-travelling seals may be met with.

It might be stated that if seals were
continually moving t'were not neces-
sary to place any restriction wupon
pelagic sealing the greater majority of
them would go unHarmed, but they
like other animals must needs have
rest, and it is - while enjoying their
peaceful siestas on top of the water
with the heavens for a covering that
the hunter in his small boat (20 feet
long) stealthily steals up to within
gunshot range, and delivers t¢ them
their last message.

About 75 per cent. of the numbers
killed by poachers (as they are called)
are . surprised in this manner, the
other 25 per cent. being comprised of
finners, rollers, travellers, etc.

An observing person who has follow-
ed the fur sealing business for the past
fifteen or sixteen years will have no-
ticed unbiasedly the annual decrease
of the herds.

From a total of eighty odd vessels
engaged in the éarly nineties hailing
from Canadian and American ports, it
has now dwindled down to less thamn
twenty, which are managed by Vic-
torians exciusively. This has no refer-
ence to Cape Horn sealing.

Apart from these numbers is a con-
stantly increasing fleet of twenty-five
or wmore scnooners owned by the
Japanese. The yearly bonus which
that country confers om tonnage to-
gether with the cheapness of operating |
generally, makes shrewdly managed
fur sealing a profitable business under
the flag of the Rising Sun.

Some years ago catches of two thou-
sand and more were not uncommonly
reported, while of late seasons the
captain of a vessel returning to port
with one thousand pelts, would be
looked upon almost as a discoverer,

A 7Tully equipped sealing schooner on
leaving her home port, if destined for
coast waters will have on board from
three to four months’ water and pro-
visions, and if bound to the Asiatic
side of the Pacific the supply of eat-

obtainable at nearly all .safe anchor-
ages. :

The crew. of a vessel carrying six
boats numbers from - twenty-two to
twenty-five men, and are signed on the
ship’s articles, viz.: Captain, mate,
second mate, six hunters, six boat
steerers, six boat pullers, cook and
cabin boy.

One hunter and two boatmen being
assigned to each boat, the work of boat
steering on fine days is not the envi-
able position the term implies, it re-
quiring more daily exertion than that
of his mate in the boat, whom he
forces, and instead of pulling, pushes
on his oars. which are one foot shorter
than the ones nine feet in length which
the boat puller wields.

The hunter besides having his fire-
arms to attend to, should occasion de-
mand it, manipulates a pair also, in a
standing position in the bow of the
boat, lending considerable aid should
the chase be after an escaping fugitive.

From either beam forward the hun-
ter or boat steerer will readily discern
the object sought, whilst the task of
looking backwards devolves upon the
trained eye of the boat puller.

The dogged pursuit of a seal some-
times lasts one hour or longer, which
does not always result in landing the
quarry safely in the tiny barque.

T'were difficult to offer any definite
instruction to the inexperienced sealer,
which would ensure him a profitable
voyage, for apart from being a fair
marksman, he must have a knowledge

| of sealing generally, which comes only

This is not to
say that the hunter who has sailed on
his first sealing trip will not do as well
as the older hand at the business. On
the contrary he may be more success-
ful, but given the same number of seal
seen, and If one be not superior to the
other in markmanship the odds are
against the hunter who has ventured
on his first cruise. 3

But with all that experience teaches
unless the seal are actually encountered
it will not avail anything.

The captain besides being at the head
of the expedition sometimes, performs
the part of hunter as well, but, usually
he remains on board, and keeps trace of
the vessel’s movements while the boats
are away on their prospecting tours.

During moderate clear weather there

! is no urgent work requiring his’atten-

tion, the days, therefore, are leisurely
passed in promenading the clear decks,
his thoughts probably ruminating on

| the welfare of the wandering brood,

which ‘will he hopes return to the par-
ent shelter ere nightfall.

On foggy days, however, when the
small boat sare away on hunting ex-
peditions, the boom gun, which is fired
hourly and in some cases more fre-
quently, according to circumstances,
together with the rendering of welcome
notes on the mechanical fog horn to
the unseen ones, necessitates the deno-
tion of spare moments to the work
described, which aids so materially to
the safe returning of the venturers.

On such days as just spoken of it is
quite a common occurrence for boats
to get astray from their own vessel,
but they are usually attracted to some
other one by the signals, which are put
forth from all alike in thick weather.
Fog, however, is not the only danger
to be contended with. A fish commonly
known to sealers as the ‘“killer” being
responsible for numbers of known be-
sides unknown accidents -happening to
boats, as to whether the damage they
inflict on the frail craft is done acci-
dentally or not it cannot be proven.

The “killers” rarely travel singly, but

| &0 in herds of ten or more, and, the
| damage which is delivered to the un-

suspecting boat either, with the head
of or the long fin which protrudes from
the centre of the back of the attacking
one, may be done as a challenge to
combat feeling secure in the presence
of so many of its kind.

It is said that the king of fishes
sometimes falls a victim to their num-
bers, the tongue of the monster en-
suring a dainty morsel .of food for
them. If such be the case it may be
they mistake the sealing boat for the
whale in their search for delicacies, and
the sometimes fatal injury they inflict
may be uninteggionally dealt to the
sealer after alll

I remember some years ago +while
hunting southwest of the Commander
islands a boat belonging to the same
vessel, of which I was a member, was
struck amidships by a Kkiller, but for-
tunately no damage other than the cut-
ting in two of the boat, and the sudden
precipitation of its crew was done. Had
not nearby sealers noticed the dissap-
pearance of the sail of the boat at-
tacked and rendered assistance the re-
sult might have been different.

As the hunter told it he was sitting
in the stern of the boat steering, the
puller occupying the middle place and
the steerer standing up forward on the
lookout. Both were inexperienced Jap-
anese who were shortly before this
shipped at Hakodate, Japan.

For safety he was handling the tiller
himself, when suddenly, without any
warning, the boat was struck on the
weather side and the impact of the
blow besides cutting the boat almost
in twain caused it to capsize to leeward
with sails still set. Being a good swim-
mer he easily gained the boat again,
and encouraged the now frightened
Japanese sailors to maintain their hold
on the boat's painter, which he prof-
fered, at the same time calling their
attention to the fast approaching res-
cue party. When the boat (of which
a man by name Thomas Davidson was
hunter of) had come within hailing
distance the lookout Japanese man,
now recognizing whom their deliverer
was to be, called out in appreciative
salutation, ‘“O! Tankey Tom Daviso!
Oh! Tanked Tom Daviso,” the trio re-
alizing the hovelessness of their situa-
tion but for the timely help which
saved their souls from a watery grave,

Strange to say, the known of attacks
of tHis kind on boats have all happened
on the Japan and Kamchatka coas’s,

A very prominent seal hunter of the
City of Victoria once had an experience
on the Japan coast which is likely to
remain vivid in his memory. Whilst en-
gaged one day at the sometimes 'risky
calling, his boat was struck in much
the same way as the one- previously
mentioned, but unfortunately two of its
occupants were drowned. Had it not
been for the heroic \determination “of
the hunter he too would have met with
a. similar death; the boat was to lee-
ward of the schooner at the time the
mishap befell them, and it is customary
for the vessel when a boat is missing
to lay as nearly in the one place as pos-
sible until a search for the lost one is
decided upon. Imagine the hair whiten-
ing problem which he must have tried
to solve in order to reach his vessel
seven miles to windward and he on a
bottom-up boat, alone, with darkness
fast approaching; but nevertheless it
was accomplished and not any too soon,
either, for the captain had by that time
decided to make sail and search the
immediate neighborhood, when the
hero was unexpectedly sighted and
goon safely landed on board his smail

oating home. With numerous sharks
hovering near the situation would not
be inviting, but as such are some of the
experiences to be met with in the quest
after the fashionable furs. The larger
male fur seals are sometimes trouble-
some to deal with when spearing instead
of shooting them has to be resorted to,
on account of the closed season which
prohibits the use of firearms, but only
when either of the spears, or both of
them, of which two are attached to the
end of a pole, the one protruding fur-
ther than the other, about ten inches
apart, have found the mark and will
not have proven vitally effective, does
the fun commence. The line and spears
become detached from the pole and a
more gamey  fish to land it would be
hard to discover, patience taking the
place of cleverness which rod and reel
demand; the club instead of the net
being the means of ending forever his
life’s pleasures. The distance at which
the weapon is thrown depends upon
weather conditions; if the day be fine
and the water calm, sometimes the full
length of the line is not sufficiently long
enough for the spear to have made con-
nection with the object aimed at; when
a second shot rarely results in capture.
The maxim, ‘“once shot at,” etc. pre-
dominating in the seal as well as in
some of his capturers. :

After a day’s hunting the experiences
having been met with are freely ex-
changed among the men engaged, and
many and varied would they prove
were it possible to reproduce all of
them. In hunting seals generally, the
white hunter pursues different tactics
from that of the native. A course is
steered from the starting of a day’s
hunt to its finish which favors all
equally with the former, while with the
latter any old place proves the rule, the
result of the season’s catch clearly
shows the better method to adopt,
taken into consideration the number of
boats carried by each outfitted vessel.
In fine weather it is not unusual to be
awoke from pleasant slumber before
the day breaks by the clanging of
breakfast dishes together with the pre-
paring of lunch boxes for the midday
meal, filling of water breakers, etc,

On such occasions' the returning of
some of the boats may be extended be-
yond the hour of midnight when a good
catch is generally looked for from those
who keep such late hours. Sometimes
they fail to return at all, the same fate
not being meted out to all.

Besides individual boat losses report-
ed, vessels and their crews have occa-
sionally failed to return to the port
from which they cleared. Some of them
probably are sailing more pleasant wa-
ters to-day than those on which they
went down to the sea in their ships.

A sealing voyage rarely extends over
ten months’ time, the average being of
about eight months’  duration now-
adays. and when the northwest winds
commence to assume control in Beh-
ring Sea waters it is then that the
sealers and the seals, the whalers and
the whales, shape their courses south
and eastward to their respective des-
tinations.

But
though his spirit: departed, the memory
of his indomitable courage, his splen-
did self-sacrifice in the country’s in-
terests, and his achievements will be
always -one of the most cherished
among the many grand historic tradi-
tions of the British Empire.

“Nelson stands alone. There is neo
figure like unto his among all those
who have ploughed the weary seas,” is
a tribute paid the British naval idol by
Lord Rosebery. -And it is safe to say
that these words adequately express

afraid of combating us in the old way,
in which he knows we have a super-
fordfty of skill, as was proved by our

-victory over Sir Robert'Valder, he at-

tempted @ new mode of fighting. For a
short time they disconcerted us; but
what can long diseoncert his Imperial
Majesty’s arms? \We fought yard-arm
to yard-arm, gun to gun. Three hours
did .we fight in this manner; the Eng-
lish began to be dismayed—they found
it impossible to resist us; but our brave
sailors were tired of this slow means of
gaining a victory; they wished to
board; the cry was . ‘a. la bordage!’

At
that moment two ships, one French
and one Spanish, boarded the Temer-
aire: the English fell back in astonish-
ment and.affright. .

the sentiments held: by all loyal citi-
zens of the present age. The mere
reading of the account of the engage-
ment at Trafalgar, as given in British
history, with no embellishments be-
yond the plain statement of fact, is
sufficient to make the blood course
more rapidly through the veins of the
average Anglo-Saxon. But when  in
conjunction with ‘this.is taken the many
incidents related illustrative of Lord
Nelson’s chargeter there is imbued in
the student a-lovg for the man himself,
a feeling ‘much gy same, doubtless, as
that which impeled’ the plucky British
tars serving under him to walk un-
hesitatingly “inte the jaws of death”
command to come from their leader.

‘While the British nation observes the
anniversary of that great naval battle,
the historic eyent which placed it upon
a plane.of superiority which it has
ever since maintained, Lord Neilson
should not be thé only hero recalled.
There were others who backed up their
leader so nobly.'that their memory is
worthy more-than a passing thought.
Let every true Britisher think of L.oid
Nelson in cenjunctiéon with that coterie
of officers, whose mames are known to
every student’of history, who so nobly
carried out those:plans which enabled
the commander 16 realize his ambition.
And, also, let them not forget the Bri-
tish tar, humble in his. position, but
equally brave, equally devoted to his
country, displaying that unquestioning
faithfulnegs which has since been a
feature-of naval .discipline and to
which is due Britain’s supermacy upon
the high seas. In 'short the battle of
Trafalgar, although in it Lord Nelson
shines above all others, was a triumph
of a nation—so gréat a triumph that
that nation will continue to' celebrate
its anniversary as it recurs down
through the ages to come.

Shortly after ‘the battle of Trafalgar
what was alleged to be the first bulle-
tin from the . grand naval army.. (the
combined forces*of iFrance and Spain)
date Headguarters Cadiz, October 25th,
was published in the Moniteur, a then
prominent French newspaper. In the
light of the facts as since disclosed it
is exceedingly amusing amnd, no doubt,
will prove of interest to readers of the
Times. It follows:

“The operations of the grand naval
army, second in the Atlantic, those of
the grand imperial army in Germany.
“The English fleet is annihilated! Nel-
son is no more!” 'Indignant at being
inactive in port, whilst our brave
brethern in arms were gaining laurels
in Germany, Admirals Villeneuve and
Gravina resolved to put to sea and
glve the English battle. They were
superior in number, forty-five to our
thirty-three; but what is superiority of
numbers to men determined to con-
quer? . Admiral Nelson did everything
to avoid a battle; he attempted to get
into the Mediterranean, but we pur-
sued, and came up with him off Tra-
falgar. The French and Spaniards
vied with each other who should first
get into action. Admirals Villeneuve
and Gravina were both anxious to lay
their ships alongside the Victory, the
BEnglish admiral’s ship. Fortune, so
constant always te the Emperor, did
not favor either of them—the Santis-
sima Trinidada was the fortunate ship.
In vain did the English admiral try to
evade an action, the Spanish admiral,
Oliva, prevented his escape, and lashed
his vessel to the British admiral. The
English ship was one of 136 guns; the
Santissima Trinidada was but a 74.

“Lord Nelson adopted a new system;

were so anxious to be the bearer of the
intelligence to their own ship, that they
jumped overboard; and the ' English
ship, by this unfortunate impetuosity
of our brave sailors and  their allies,
was able, by the assistance of two
more ships that came to their assis-
tance, to make her escape in a sinking
state.

“Meanwhile Nelson still resisted us.
It was now who should first board, and
have the honor of taking him, French
or Spaniard—two admirals ~on each
side disputed the honor—they boarded
his ship at the same moment—Villen-
euve flew to the quarter deck—with the
usual generosity of the French, he car-
ried a brace of pistols in his hands, for
he knew. the admiral had lost his arm,
and could not use his sword=he offered
one to Nelson: they fought, and at the
second -fire Nelson fell;: he was im-
mediately carried below, Oliva,
Gravina and’ Villeneuve, attended him
with the accustomed French thumanity.

“Meanwhile fifteen of the ' English
ships of the line had struck—four more
were obliged to follow their ‘example—
another blew up. Our victory was now
complete, and we prepared to take
possession of our prizes; but the ele-
ments were this time' unfavorable to
us; a dreadful gtorm came on. Gravina
made his escape to his own ship at the
beginning of it—the commander-in-
chief, Villeneuve, and a .Spanish ad-
miral, were unable, and remajned on
board the Victory. The storm was long
and dreadful; our ships being so much
more damaged, were driven ashore,
and many of them wrecked.

“At length, when the gale abated,
thirteen sail of the French and Spanish
line got safe to Cadiz, the other twenty
have, no doubt gone to.some other port,
and will soon be heard. of. - We shall
repair our damages as speedily as pos-
sible, go again in pursuit of the enemy,
and afford them another proof of our
determination ‘to wrest’ from them the
empire of the seas, and'to comply with
his Imperial Majesty’s demand-of ships,
colonies and commerce.

“Our loss was trifiing, that of the
English was immense. We have, how-
ever, to lament the absence of Admiral
Villeneuve, whose ardour carried him
beyond the strict bounds of prudence,
and, by compelling him to ‘board the
English admiral’s ship, prevented him
from returning to his own. After hav-
ing acquired so decisive a victory, we
wait with impatience the Emperor's
order to sail to the enemy’s shore, an-
nihilate the rest of his navy, and thus
complete the triumphant work we have
so Dbrilliantiy begun.”

In order that the anniversary of the
battle of Trafalgar may be suitably
marked in Victoria arrangements have
been made by the Victoria-Esquimalt
branch of the Navy League for a pub-
lic meeting on Tuesday evening at the
Y. M. C. ‘A. rooms, Broad street. His
Worship Mayor Morley will occupy-the
chair. An excellent and an appropriate
programme has been prepared. It will
include songs, recitations and ad-
dresses. All interested in thecareer of
Lord Nelson and in the naval achieve-
ments of the British nation, in fact aill
loyal subjects, are invited to attend'and
participate with enthusiasm in the pro-
ceedings.

—J. G. Frank, for some time chief
clerk of the Hotel Victoria, has taken
charge of that house, succeeding W. A.
