Nexi week there wih
be a bicyele parade here in which 4,000
wheelmen are cxpected to participate.

Miss Charlotte Smith, president of the
league, has achieved considerable notor-
iety on aecount of her efforts in ‘the
lobby of congress t> secure legislation
to. protect fallen women.: ‘She has been
in. the city about two months, and in
that period has -devoted herself exclu-
sively to bettering ‘their condition.

There must have been a
hard struggle to secure him, tne cell
floor being covered with bloody marks.
The prisoners in the adjoining cells say
that he -strongly protested his innocénce
and begged for his life. The mob gave
no:heéed to these pleadings, but gagged
him. then dragged him to a vebicle in
waiting and drove out of tewn with as
hangman’s noose tied around the negro’s
neck. Soon afterwards his lifeless
body vas swinging from a tree.

The Un-
derwood dredger, at a cost of $26,000,
is a well built machine. 1t has been
tried for a few days, but the manage-

CATUSED BY THE FLOOD.

Freight Train Plunges Into the Fraser
—Brakeman Drowned.

Vancouver, July 5.—The first fatality
as the result of the high water in the
Fraser river this season occurred on
Friday, when a freight train laden with
tea came to grief owing to the under-
mining of the bank. The accident: oc-
curred at about 11 o’clock on Friday
night, half.a mile east of the first tun-
nel, generally known as Farr’s tunnel,
the spot being four miles east of Harri-
son and six west 6f Agassiz. :

The train left Vancouver with Engin-
eer Carey and Fireman Coughlin in the
cabin of Engine 354, Conductor Risteen
being in charge. At Mission Teddy
Dearden, the victim of the fdtality; ex-

fore, the train reached the unlucky spot
at about 11 o’clock. At this point the
track runs alongside the river, and the
bank, it appears, had been undermined,
though the rails and ties remained in
place.. Not suspecting and danger, the
train ran on, and with a crash the lo-
comotive and eight freight cars went
down into the river. The engineer and
fireman jumped and escaped with a few
minor injuries, but Dearden was never
seen again, and is probably buried be-
neath the wreck.

Part of the contents of the cars will
he recovered without loss, but about one
half of the eight carloads is water-soak-
ed and will be condemned.

The place was made temporarily pass-
able” yesterday in time for the Atlantic
express, which did not leave here until
about four o'clock. There is no other
trouble along either the Fraser or
Thompson rivers, and it is expected that
Saturday’s train will reach here at 1
o’clock to-day. 6

New Westminster, July 5.—The water
rose one inch here on Friday night and
it was noticed yesterday that much less
driftwood was passing down than for
several days. previously. - The oldest of
the old timers do not remember any sea-
son when the annual freshet reached its
extreme height after July 6th, so as
that date is very close at hand, there ap-
pears to be good reason for thinking
that about the high mark of the year
has now been reached.

The steamer Erie took twenty tons
of coal to the Coquitlam dyke pump
house yesterday. The dykes are holding
splendidly and the land inside is perfect-
ly dry, while outside the dykes the wa-
ters cover the prairie to a depth of near-
ly six feet. No break is anticipated
and the settlers feel quite secure.

By the steamer Gladys, which arrived
last evening from Chilliwack and way
points the following additional items
were received. At Chilliwack the water
is up to the top of the bank. Sumas,

Dewdney are flooded. Some of the
Dewdney settlers are removing - their
stock to Sumas mountain, whilst others
located on  Nicomen Slough and Nico-
men island have already removed theirs
to either Sumas Island or New West-
minster. West's Landing and Barn-
ston’s Landing are flooded. At Langley
the water is level with the landing.
Numerous other points within réach of
flood are also under water.

The'  following sketch -of Harriet
Beecher Stowe is from the pen of her
son, Rev. Charles Edward Stowe:

Harriet Beecher Stowe was born in
Litchfield,  Conn., June 14, 1812, and
was the third daughter and sixth child
of Rev. Dr. Lyman Beecher. When
Harriet was a mere child of four years,
‘Mrs. Beecher died, yet she never ceas-
ed to influence the lives of her children.
Mrs. Stowe wrote: ‘“Although my moth-
er's bodily presence disappeared from
our circle, I think that her memory and
example had more influence in molding
her family than the living presence of
many mothers.” After her mother’s
death, Harriet 'was placed under the
care of her grandmother at Guilford,
‘Conn. Here she listended with untiring
interest to the ballads of Sir Walter
Scott and the poems of Robert Burns.
The “Arabian Nights,” zlso, was to her
a dream of delight—an enchanted pal-
ace through which her imagination vanp
wild. After her fathe;’s second mar-
riage ber education was continued at
the Litchfield academy, under the
charge of Sarah Pierce and John Brace.
Of Mr. Brace and his methods of in-
structions Mrs, Stowe ever spoke with
the greatest enthusiasm. “Mr. Brace ex.
ceeded all teachers that I ever knew in,
the faculty of teaching composition,”
she wrote. “Much of the inspiration
and training of my early days consisted
not in the things I was supposed to be
studying, but in hearing, while seated
unroticed at my desk, the conversation
of Mr. Brace with the older classes.”’
Nor, indeed, were the influences in her
home less stimulating to the intellect.
Dr. Beecher, like the majority of the
Calvinistic divines of his day, had his
system of theology, vast and .compre-
hensive enough to embrace the fate of
men and angels and to fathom the coun-
sels of the Infinite. His mind was kept
in a state of intense and joyous.intellec-
tual activity by constantly elaborating,,|
expounding and defending his system.
Consequently his children grew up in
an atmosphere surcharged with mental
and moral enthusiasm. There was no
trace of morbid melancholy or ascetic |
gloom in Dr. Beecher. He was sound
in body, sound in mind, and the reli-
gious influence which he exerted on the
minds of his children was healthy and
cheerful. Under such circumstances it
was not surprisinz to find a bright and
thoughtful child of twelve years writing
a school composition on the profound
theme, “Can the Immortality of the
Soul Be Proven From the Light of Na-
ture?’ The writer took the negative
side of the question, and argued with
such power and originality that Dr.
Beecher, when it was read in his pres-
ence, net knowing the author, asked
with emphasis: “Who wrote that™”’
“Your daughter, sir,” quickly answered
Mr. Brace. Said Mrs. Stowe, speaking
of the event: “It was the produest mo-
ment of my life. There \was no mistak-
ing father’s face when he was pleased,
and to Lave interested him was past ail
juvenile ‘riumphs.” Dr. Beecher read
with enthusiasm, and encouraged his
children to read, both Byron and Scott.
When nine or ten years of age Harriet
was dceply impressed by reading
Byron’s “Corsair.” “I shall never for-l
g2t how it electrified and thrilled me,” |
she wrote. ‘I went absorbed and won- |
dering about Byron, and afterwards
listened to everything: that father ana
mcther said about him at table.” By-
ron’s death made an enduring but at
the same time solemn and painful im-
pression on her mind. She was eleven
years old at the time, and. usually did
not understand her father's sermons,
but the one he preached on this occasion
she remembered perfectly, and it had a
deep and lasting influence on her life.
At tbe time of the Missouri agitation
Dr. Beecher’'s sermons and prayers
were burdened with the anguish of his
soul for the cause of the slave. His
passionate appeals drew tears from the
hardest faces of the farmers who listen-
ed to him. Night and morning, .in fam-
ily devotion, he appealed to heaven for
“poor, oppressed, bleeding Africa, that
the time of deliverance might come.”’
The effect of such sermons and prayers
on the mind of an imaginative child can
be casily conceived. They - téhded to
make her what she was from earliest
childhood, the enemy of all slavery. In
1824, when thirteen years of age, Mrs.
Stowe  went to Hartford to .attend a
school that had been established there
by her eldest sister, Catharine. Here
she studied Latin, read Ovid and Vir-
gil, and wrote megrical translations of
the former, which displayed a very re-
spectful knowledge of Latin, a .good
command of English, and considerable
skill - in  versification. At the age of
faurteen she taught with success a
class in “Butler’s Analogy,” and gain-
ed a good reading knowledge of. Krench
and Italian. As pupil and teacher she
remained with her sister in Hartford
till the autumn of 1832, when both re-
moved with their father to Cincinnati,
where' Dr.” Beecher assumed the presi-
dency of Lane theological seminary and
the pastorate of the Socond Presbyter-
ian church.

In 1819
Mrs.: Stowe published “The Maytlowsr,
or Short Sketches of the Decendants
of the Pilgrims,” being a ecellection of
papers which she had from time to time
centributed to various periodicals. ‘In
1850 she removed with her husband and
family to Brunswick, Me., where the
fcrmer had jfst been ealled to a pro-
fessorship in Bowdoin. 1t was ot the
height of the excitement caused by tbe
passage ‘of the fugitive slave bill. it
scemed to her as if slavery was about to
extend itself over the free states. She
conversed with many benevolent, ten-
der-hearted Christian men and women.
who were blind and deaf to all argu-
ments against it, and .she concluded that
they did not realize what slavery realiy
meant. She dctermined, if possible, to
make them realize it, and, as a resuit
of this determination, wrote *Unecle
Tcem’s Cabin, or Life Among the Low-
Iy.” In the meantime Professor Stowe
was appointed to the chair of biblical
literature in the. theological seminary
at Andover, Mass., and removed thither
with his family about the time that
this remarkable book was published.
Neither Mrs. Stewe nor any of her
friends had the least couception of the
future that awaited her book. She was
berself very despondent. It does not
seem to have been very widely read
when it appeared in the “National Kra,”
at Washington City, from June, 1851,
til! April, 1852, before it was issued 1n
book form. Mrs Stowe said:  *it
secmed to me that there was no hope;
that nobody would hear; that nobody
would read, nobody would pity; *‘that
this frightful sysiem, which had pur-
sued -its victims into the free states,
might threiten them even in Canada.”
Neveriheless, mearly 500,000 copies of
this work were sold in the United
States alone in the five years following
its publication. It has been translated
into . Armenian, Bohemian, Danish,
Dutch, Finnish, I'rench, German, Hun-
garian, Illyrian, Polish, Portuguese,
modern Greek, Russian, Servian, Span-
ish, Swedish, Wallachian, Welsh and
other languages. These versions are to
be found in the British museum in Lon-
don, together with an extensive collec-
tion of the bock. In replying to the
abuse and recrimination that its publi-
cation called forth, Mrs. Stowe publish-
ed, in 1853, “A Key to Uncle 'l'om’s
Cabin, presenting the original facts and
do¢uments upon which the story s
foinded; together with ecorroborative
statements verifying the truth of the-
work.” She also wrote “A Peep Into
Uncle Tom’s Cabin, for Children.” 'T’he
story has been dramatized into various
forms; once by the author as ‘*'I'he
Ckristian Slave.” The character of
Uncle Tom was suggested by the life of
Josiah Henson. So reduced was Mrs,
Stcwe’s health by her severe and pro-
tracted labors that .complete rest and
change of scenery became necessary.
Consequently, in the spring of 18533, ac-
companied by her husband and brother,
Rev. Charles Beecher, she sailed tor
England. In the following year appear-
ed “Sunny Memoirs of Ioreign Lands,”
a collection of letters of Mrs. Stowe and
her brother ddring their travels in Kur-
ope. In 1856 she published “Dred, a
Tale of the Great Dismal Swamp. "I'he
same book ‘was._reissued, in 1866, under
the title of “Nina Gordon,”gbut has now
again been reissued under the original
title. About this time Mrs. Stowe made
& second visit to England and an ex-
tended tour of the continent. In the
judgment of some critics, by far the
ablest work that has come from Mrs.
Stowes’ pen in a purely literary point or
view, is “The Minister’s Wooing.” It
was firs: given to the public as a serial
in the Atlantic Monthly, and James
Russell Lowell said of it: ‘“We do not
believe that there is any one who, by
birth and aatural capacity, has had the
orportunity to know New KEngland so
well as she, or who has had the pecul-
iar genius so as to profit by the know-
ledge. Already there has been scenes in
the ‘Minister’s Wooing' that, in their
lowness of tone and qidet iruth, con-
trast as charmingly with the timid
vagueness of the modern school of nov-
el-writers as thke ‘Vicar of Waketioid’
itself; and we are greatly mistaken if
it does not prove to be the most har-
actedistic of Mrs. Stewe’s work, and ¢n
which bher fame will chicfly rest with
posteriiy.”

up operations have had an arduous time
of it for the last fortnight, listing and
disposing of the large stock of goods of
all kinds in the store, many of the ar-
ticles having been stowed away unsold
for many years. The sales made at re-
duced prices have been large, consider-
ing the crisis through which the farm-
ers are passing, owing to the low rates
and slow sales of their produce, and the
losses to many of them consequent on
the disastrous flood in the Fraser of
1894—the Hudson’s Bay Company hav-
ing suffered by injury to much of its
warehoused goods by the unprecedented
rise of the water. Mr. J. D. Scott, the
well known, courteous,. and experienced
manager of the dry goods department
in the Vancouver branch of the com-
pany’s business, with the able assist-
ance of Mr. F. G. Evans, from the
same establishment, and of Mr. W. D.
Jardine, who has been the local asist-
ant in the store here for some years
past (all under the direction of Mr. Jas.
Thompson, district manager for the
company) have been working hard from
early morning until late at night and
they have now the unsold stock, which
is consideable, both in bulk and commer-
cial value, ready for transfer to the
company’s premises at Vancouver.
This ends an -episode in the life of
the Hudson’s Bay Company, which, in
times past, held a fort here, stockaded
and guarded by their men, but not long
since dismantled and disposed of, as
well as its large farm, now known as
Langley Prairie, and peopled by pros-
perous settlers. In by-gone years the
company gave.employment in this place
to a numerous staff of tradesmen, car-
penters, shipwrights, smiths, coopers,
and other skilled artisans, who were re-
quired for their extensive
and agricultural operations. It will be
of use to tourists to know that, from the
site of the cld redoubt on Langley Hill,
the vikitor will obtain a charming view
of thie valley of the Fraser, the pictur-
esque isiand which forms the Indian re-
servation, and a long and lofty range
of mountains which form a background,
gracefully outlined against the blue
horizon, completing a beautiful picture,
one of the many to be seen in this fav-
ored scenic neighborhood.—Columbidn. .

SIMILKAMEEN ROAD.

Midway ‘Advance: When a year or
more ago, Capfain Scott, manager of
one of the Granite creek hydraulic min-
ing companies, br(mght'hoavy machin-
ery over the Hope mountain into (ran-
ite creek at a heavy cost to the com-
pany, everyone aplauded his energy in
selecting such a route and overcoming
irs- obstacles, and rightly so. At the
same time nothing was said or done in
the matter of furnishing road communi-
cation to the camp although the great
amount of work and capital being ex-
pended there was sufficient to warrant
any outlay the government might be
called upon to make, to furnish reason-
able communication by wagon road with
that important mining centre. "T'hat the
government have not in the past taken
some steps to relieve the isolation under
which the residents of the Similkameen
near Granite creek live is a matter of
surprise to many, as no part of the
prevince is more liable to show greater
strides of advancement in the near fu-
ture, than is this same section of coun-
try, Iring between Keremeos on the east
and Hope on the west, contained with-
in which are known to exist many val-
uable quartz and placer claims.

Princeton, at the junction of the Sim-
ilkanmreen and Tulameen rivers, may be
considered to be the cenire of mining
operations in that section, and should
therefore be the point of convergence of
any roads being built info the district.

The amount of money to be expended
to furnish such road acecommodation
need not be great, and its expenditure
would ceriainly be justified as it would
tot only bring the miners in touch with®
the farmers of the surrounding country.
at Keremeos, White lake and upper
Nicola and those upon the Simiikameen.
but would also furnish an alternative
route for the shipment of heavy mach-
inery should the same be brought from:
the States, either by way of soyoos,
Keremeos and on up the Similkameen,
or by way of Varcouver, Kamloops and
Nicola. A very few miles of read would
have to ‘be.:built to .connect Frinceton
with the Nicola valley road, and not a
great deal of work would be necessary
to open up ecommunication between
Keremeos and Penticton.

The cpening up of roads is the surest
way of advancing the interests of the
mining camps of the provinece, and of
those who at present enjoy what might
be termed a monopoly of isolation.

' Mr. Davis as'a Pure,
‘Great Man.

stone of the monument to be erected in
Monroe park to the memory of Jeffer-
son Davis was laid  with ceremonies
whigh were impressive and pathetic. Un.
der‘a bright sun and sky, throngh defise-
Iy packcd sireets, with the applause of
countless thousands to cieer -them “on.
the followers of the lost cause marched
through the city which is dearer to tha
old confederate than any other in the
land. It was a sight to stir the enthus-
iam of the most sluggish nature, as with
bands playing, companies moving and
colors flying, the parade passed in re
view. Two hundred children, boys and
girls, wearing white and red sashes, fol-
lowed: the police who cleared the way
and led the procession. The-chief mar-
shal, Gen, Gordon, in civilian dress,
looked a royal commander, as did Gov.
O’Ferrall, who rode with bared heail.
Mrs. Jefferson Davis was in an open
carriage and bowed and smiled as the
cheers greeted her on every side.

The sponsers ‘and maids of
chosen for their beauty from all the
southern states, rode in carriages fol-
lowing that of Mrs. Davis. The mili-
tary under command of Brigadier-Gen-
eral Phillips, represented the pick of
southern seoldiers. North Carolina was
the first state to exhibit a tattered bat-
tle flag, and as it fluttered in the
breeze, it was greeted with great cheer-
ing. The veterans made the pathetic
feature of the parade. Nearly all are
old and for the most weak and feeble,
but summoning  their remaining
strength, they marched with pride and
pleéasure. A large number of them car-
ried sticks for support and many were
compelled to use umbrellas in order to
withstand the rays of the rsun.

On the backs of the miarchers were
bullet-torn confederate coats, old can-
teens' and knapsacks. Several darkies,
true to their old masters, marched with
them ‘in the parade, while two old con-
federates who probably had relieved the
motony of camp life with music in war
times, carried their fiddles and bows.

General Stephen D. Lee was intro-
duced as the orator of the ocecasion and
made an address in which he spoke in
part as follows:

“We are here to-day to honor the
memory of Jefferson Davis and to lay
the corner stone of a monument to one
who needs no monument in our genera-
tion bevond that in the hearts of his
countrymen. But we think it due to
erect one, that posterity may known the
reverence felt for the leader of & eause
tnat failed. Tt is fitting that he shosuld
rest here in Virginia—that greatest of
all states, the battle-scarred producer of
warriors and statesmen: fitting that he.
should rest here among ‘her immortals.
Many presidents, statesmen and sol-
diers lie in Virginia soil—from Wash-
ington to the present time, none greater
than Davis, but most more fortunate.

“Fame has no trumpet for failure.
The world hears not the voice of the
vanquished. Yet history might teach
us strange things of men who failed
and causes that are lost.”

He gave a review of Davig’ career
ard the issues which brought about se-
cession and eccntinued:

“I cannot hold him wise whko would
willingly wound the patriotism of any
citizen of any republic. "o brand such
men as Albert Sydney Johnston, Stone-
wall Jackson, Robert K. Lee and- Jef-
ferson Davis as traitors is not to stain
the whiteness of their lives but rather
to.spoil the word for any useful pur-
pose; to make of traitor a title which
Hampden or Washington might have
horne as well had the fortunes of war
gone against them.”

“Jefferson Davis,” he added, *stood
the test of true greatness; he was the
greatest to those who knew him best.

“He was opposed to disunion and did
his utmost to prevent the step. At the
conference called by “Gov. Pettus, ot
Mississippi, of the representatives 1n
congress of the state in 1860, Mr. Da-
vis declared himself opposed to secession
as long as the hope of a peacefu] rem-
edy remained.

“As president, Mr. Davis may hiave
made mistakes, He was a c(‘)ns;iiu-
tional ruler, not a revolutionary chiet.
He could not work miracles.”

In closing the orstor said:

“In the calmer course of vears when
the last ember of sectional feelins hes
burned out and the last word of love
has gently bound the hearts of ail Am-
ericans together, fathers will bring their
litile children to this spot and tell thers
the story of a pure, great man, who suf-
fered for his people, and for the rigat as
they understood it, and how for th:s
they loved him as they loved -o rTher.

One of the stockholders, R. T. Dan-
iels of Spokane, who is at present in the
province,. - has begun aection in our
courts "to have the sale set aside, and
we have sufficient confidence in the rec-
titude of our judges to be sure that no
legal quibbles will induce them to permit
such a swindle simply because it ecan
lawfully be done under the laws of the
State of Washington. It is a bad state
of affairs, however, when a citizen of
the State of Washington owning stock
in a compamy incorporated under the
laws of his own staté has to appeal to
the courts of British Columbia to pre-
vent his partners swindling him out of
his property.

THE TRADE IN BICYCLES.

;

The Philadelphia Press reports that
at a recent meeting of the national
board of trade of cycle manufacturers
it was decided to maintain the standard
price of high grade bicycles at $100
each. This seems to indicate that the
expecied reduction in price of hicycles
will not occur this year. With the im-
mense business now done Ly
manufacturers, adds the J’ress, a small
profit on each wheel ought to insure a
good return. ILast year’s business was
considered a booming one, but it was
much smaller than the business done
this year. Much is said  about the
great increase in the number of bicycles
built, but it is doubtful if there is an
adequate idea of tbe size to which the
business has grown, the amount: of
money paid for wheels and the capital
invested. in building them. The Chica-

go Tribupéd made an effort! recently to |

summarize the business, with the fol-
lowing result:

These are estimates, it is true, but
they are not far away from the real
facts. They show to what an enormous
aggregate the business has grown, and
what a feature bicycling has become in
the life of the American people. Tak-
ing Chicago as an illustration, it is be-
iieved that the sum paid for the wheels
m that city alone amounts to $15,000.-
000, and if the bicycle club houses and
property connected with wheeling. are
taken into account, the total would
reach- $33.000,000. Thera are twenty-
five bieycle factories in Chicago, the out-
put of which this year, it is estimated,
will be 250,000 wheels. The capital in-
vested is placed at $5,000,000, the num-
ber of men employed in the factories is
about 8000, and the number of bicycle
riders is numbered at 200,000. These
figures. ‘from omne city alone will give
some idea of the immensity of a business
which has grown up in a few years.
But perhaps the most remarkable
thing about bicycling is the change it is
likely to make in the health of the Am-
ericah people. liding a wheel has its
dangers and perils. The penalty for
overdoing has been pointed out by the
physicians. But nothwithstanding this
a well known and eminent practitioner
is quoted as saying that ‘“not within
200 years has there been any one thing
which hus so benefitted mankind as the
invention of the bieycle.” If this opin-
ion is well founded it becomes a matter
of public interest that he bicycle be sold
as cheaply as possible, in order that the
largest number of people may reap the
benefit derived from ridins.

But for a shower bath proper the
best tempting design depicted in mod-
ern’ specifications is a cylindrical frame
of pipes covered with a curtain of some
waterproof material. The user steps m
the cenire of the frame, draws the cur-
tain, tures - a  faueet, and Treceives

against his body the delightful spray of
Q- thofﬁéand littte water jets ‘protruding
from“every pipe in the frame—up, down,
diagonally and on all sides. T'he effect
is really a cold vapor bath.

If you are a chronic sufferer from
the heat, besides supplying yourselt
with some of the ingenious devices men-
tioned you should purchase a mattrass
end pillows, as recently patented—made
of light waterproof material—to be ftili-
ed with ice water. This might be com-
fortably combined with a device patent-
ed by a Jacksonville inventor; who
would enclose your bedstead in a coni-
cal sack of mosquito netting, +his en-
closure terminating in a metallic cylin-
der at the top. Inside the cylinder re-
volves an eleciric fan arranged to suck
the air directly up, sending it out at the
top. You are thus left to sweet repose
in a coolness without either a draught
against he body or the stifling atmos-
phere usually produced by mosquito net-
ting. Should this not suffice, you might
employ the unique confrivance designed
by a patentee who calls his invention a
“fanning ecover.” An ordinary sheet 1s
placéd over the usual bed clothes and
is mounted npon a wire frame, one end
of which is hinged to the footboard and
the other to a light motor. By simply
touching a switch at your side you may
cause the cover to shake up and down

' at a lively pace, causing a refreshing

breeze and terrifying all denizens of the
night which seek to disturb your slum-
bers.

While siiting upon your lawn in the
evening you may enjoy the invention of
a Minneapolis citizen who utilises the
water power in an ordinary garden hose
to turn a rotary fan at a high speed.
The fan is mouted upon a metalhe
pedestal, and may be turned to create a
current in any desired direction.

While riding upon your wheel yon
may further enjoy the breeze from a
small fan revolving in a guard of net-
work between the handle bars. A fric-
tion wheel beneaths rubs against the tire
of your front wheel. While driving n
your carriage you may enjoy a similar
adaptation to your wheels,

In fact, you cannot get outside the
realm of automatiec fans. 1f you are in
the country, where no electricity is to be
had, you may enjoy the comforts of a
combination rocking chair and rotary
fan, or ycu may wear a new-fangled hat
recently patented, Laving in the top a
fan wheel to be actuated by clockwork.

CAKE MAKING. .

It is interesting to trace back to the

" earliest records the history of cake and
cake-making. The ancients made cake,
and flavored confection which we in-
dulge in nowadays.

Wedding cakes was an institution
among them as with us, but' the cake
was a plain one, and was broken above
the head of the.bride as she went into
ber new home. This was a special fea-
ture of the Roman marriage 2,000 years
ago. The breaking of the eake was
part of a solemn ceremony, and was
said to be very impressive.

A similar custom prevails in some por-
tions of Scotland, wher* a bannock is
(broken above the head of the young
wife as for the first time she enters her
new home. All of the ancient cakes of
history are plain and simple. It is caly
as we come down to more. modern times
that we hear of spices and fruits and
all of the rich and luxurious ingredients
in which present-day cakemakers de-
light.

In Queen Elizabeth’s time spicecakes
and buns were eaten at weddings. From
these the fashion and fancy grew for all
sorts of elaborate :‘and deliciously un-
wholeseme combinations, untili' there
seems’ to' be a perpetual struggle for
something new and more unusual to
stir into the cake of the period.

Very many persons think ¢cake is
very unwholesome. Some sorts' of cake
may be, but why & simple cake with a
little good fruit in . it should be speec-
ially injurious is a puzzling question.
Cake made with fresh, sweet butter and
fresh eggs can searcely be a tax on the
digestive powers, and no other’ shorten-
ing save good butter should ever be put
into cake, many: housewives and high-
reputationed cooks to the contrary not-
‘withstanding. It is.a greasy, oily short-
ening that makes -cake¢ dangerous, and
when much of-this fat is used the com-
pound is wholly unfit for a delicate
stomach.

Light. thoroughly-baked ecake, made
of good materials, may be digested by
all persons in ordinary health, and even
children “of all ages may eat it with
safety.—New York Ledger.

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STRIKER SHOT DEAD

A Non-Union Workman is Instantly
Killed in a Cléveland
Street.

| The Frenzied Mob Make a Desper-

ate Attempt to Lynch the
Shooter.

Cleveland, July 4.—The strike at the
Brown Hoisting Company’s works has
reached a point where the authorities
as well as the strikers are in ne mood
for trifling.. - When the non-union men
ieft the works at 5 o’clogk yesterday
a..>rnoon there was rioting. Two hun-
dred and fifty police emerged from the
gates, guarding 500 workmen. An im-
ense crowd.had gathered a block away
but the police took a new route and
eluded them for a moment. The strik-
ers set up a yell and ran, overtaking the
marching column, hooting and yelling.
A huge moving van was in the rear,
filled with strikers and with it a small
wagon, laden with empty beer bottles.
The police suspeeted that the  bottles
were intended as ‘missiles, and com-
pelled the driver of the wagon to turn
back. At Wilson and Euclid avenues
a train blocked the way, and an effort
was made to drive the van of the strik-
ers through the guard of the police. The
officers dragged to the ground the driv-
er, 'red W. Hearne, a meving contrac-
tor, and the man on the seat beside him,
W. J. O'Neill, a paviag . contractor.
These men resisted and the police used
their elubs on them with such effect
that their heads were soon swollen
masses of cuts. One man’s ankle was
broken. The strikers in the van jumped
out and the police charged the crowd.
I'rank Coopenhecker, a machinist, re-
turning from work and not a striker,
was caught in the crowd and severely
clubbed in the head. Hearne was ar-
rested and locked up. The strikers dis-
persed before the onslaught of the pol-
ice, -and the neon-union men were -sent
home.

Meanwhile a tragedy he&d takeén place
at the Brown works. - Saunders, a
voung student at Case’s school of ap-
plied science, whose father lives at 331
Prospect, street, has been worsing for

non-union men under police guard, but
mounted his bicycle and sought to reach
home alone. As he turned up Hamil-
ton street a knot of strikers saw him
and shouted to him to stop. He did not
obey and they began to throw stones
and bricks at him. . A brick struck him
on the head and knocked him off the
wheel, and he claims that after he was
down they continued to stone him. Ris-
ing to his knees he drew a revolver and
tired. The ball missed his assailan*s,
sped across a vacant lot and burried it-
self in the breast of William Rettger,
one of the strikers, who was walking
through an alley with several .compan-
ions. Rettger was sent to a hospital,
where he died in a few minutes. He
was a single man, 25 years old, board-
ing on Hoadley street, and was a broth-
er of.Pitcher Rettger, of the Milwau-
kee baseball club.

Patrolman Gibbons heard the shot
fired. and, rushing up, seized young
Saunders and hurried him into the of-
fice of the Bishop-Babcock Company
1n a very short space of time a furi-
ous mob packed the street as far as the
eye could reach and surged against the
front of the office, demanding that
Saunders be given up to it. Some one
brought a rope and the cry to lynch
him was raised. A few began to pry
at the windows of the office, when Pat-
rolman Gibbons, who was once a union
man. addressed the mob and partly
quieted it. Two patrpl wagon loads of
police arrived, and a guard was posted
in front of the building. “Long before
this Mayor McKisson, Police Director
Abbott, Lieut.-Col. Whitney, of the 5th
regiment, and others were gathm:ed for
consultation in the city hall. Word of
the critical condition of affairs was tele-
phoned to them from the Bishop-Bab-
cock building, and a request made for
the militin. The mayer responded by
ordering the Oleveland City Guards and
Company F to the scene of the riot. The
guards arrived first, just as the mob
was preparing for another effort to cap-
ture Saunders.

As the soldiers came down the street
the mob howled and the guards were
compelled to open a way £or themselves
with levelled bayonets. Several men and
boys were wounded slightly by the sol
diers. The guards formed' in front of
the office, and just then Company ¥ was
seen -alighting from the street ‘cars a
DPlock away.

Indians,
Chinese ‘and ‘white ‘men have made as
higch as $5.and $10 a day with rockers,
and greater sums have been realized by
the process of’sluicing generally at in-
tervals along the river and yet no
quartz ledges have yet been discovered
among the mountains that hem it in on
each side. Now, taking it for granted
that all gold found in rivers -and ben-
ches amongst the gravel originally came
from quartz that ‘had been washed and
ground to nothing by the wear and tear
of ages the destroying power of the
elements, we must come to the conclu-
sion that in the mountains surrounding
Bridge river are secreted some of the
richest quartz ledges in British Colum-
bia.. “Coarse gold does not travel far,”
that is an old saying among the miners,
and it is moreover a true one. Why
then, if we find @ nugget. valued at $50
in a certain spot of the'river, is there
not a qurtz ledge within five or ten
minutes walk of that very spot? and
the fact that gold only being found ot
intervals would justify one in believing
that at every one of these shots a
quartz ledge had been cut through and
ground to pieces by the eontinual wasi
of the river for hundreds and hundreds
of years.

NECROES INDIGNANT

Troable Narrowly Averted at Rock
ville Because of Friday’s
Lynching.

Friends of the Vietim Organize
a Party to Revenge
His Death.

Washington, July  6.—A special from
Rockville, Md., dated July 5, says:

The excitement caused by the lynch-
ing of the negro, Sidney Randolph, on
Friday, which had almost died out, was
stirred to a high pitch last night when
it became rumored that the colored peo-
ple in the vicinity of Gaithersburg had
organized a party and .were coming to
Rockville to lynch R, T. Buxton, fath-
er of the Buxton family, which was
assaulted, and for which Randolph was
lynched.

As soon as the authorities here were
appraised of this rumor, steps were at
once taken *to prevent a recurrence of
the events of Friday night. The deputy
sheriff quietly informed a number of
citizens that their services might be
needed and then told Buxton of his dan-
ger, advising him to leave on the next
train for Washington. Buxton seemed
quite nervous, but protested against go-
ing to Washington. Arrivals from
Gaithersburg stated that a rumor of
the intended outbreak among the mne-
groes had reached them and a party of
200 men had been armed and put on
guard.. They informed Buston that if
he would accompany them . back to
Gaithersburg they would guarantee to
protect him. Buxton went to Gaithers-
burg, where he will spend the night with
his friends, guarded by several able-
bodied men.

These claim§ are at present com-
pletely isolated, yet' will not remain so
if ,the conviction ndow strongly held by
residents of the cowntry is fulfilled, viz.,
the extension of the Columbia & West-
ern railway to Hope. The building of
this line to the point specified would
bring railway transportation within
easy distance of the mines, and would
thereby cause them tq become very val-
uable property. Asdays of the ore taken
from some of these' claims have run as
high as thirty-seven per cent. in copper
and $27 per ton in'gold.

NEW WESTMINSTER.

Westminster, July 3.—Yesterday after-
noon W. H. Burr, one of  Westminster's
well known citizens, committed suicide
by shooting himself in his room in the
Burr block. Shortly before 4 o'clock |
Mrs. Gordon, wife of the janitor, heard
the report of a firearm, and rushing into
the room, found Burr stretched out on
the floor, with a bullet hole through his
head, and a revolver lying beside him.
Three letters signed by the suicide were
found on a .chair in the room. -~ From
ofre of ‘these it was learned that about
May 21 Burr made up his mind to die,
and also ‘that his young son should mnot
be left behind to grow up a wicked man,
In a letter written on the same date,
Burr makes mention that he sent his
wife to Vancouver, and tried to poison
his little son. by a dose of laudanum,
but the attempt failed. He also ex-
pressed a hope that the Sun Life Insur-
ance company, which held a mortgage
on his bloek,  would undertake the edu-
cation of his-child. Burr was in finan-
cial difficulties, which prompted him to
commit the act.
