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OTTAWA UNIVERSITY
BESTROYED BY FIRE

NARROW ESCAPES OF
NUMBER OF STUDENTS

Forced to Leap From the Burning
Building —Several People Were
Seriously Injured.

Ottawa, Dec. 2—The Ottawa univer-
sity in this city was totally destroyed by
fire early to-day. All that remains of
the magnificent stone building, which
was one of the sights of the eastern part
of the city, are portions of the walls.
The loss is from $250,000 to $300,000;
msurance, $200,000. It will be two
vears before the building can be rebuilt,
and meanwhile it will be impossible to
get a place suitable to carry on the work
of the institution.
students at the university, a Roman
Catholic Jdnstitution. Many of the stu-
dents were from the United States, prin-
cipally from the New England states.

The fire started at 7 o’'clock, while
some of the students were at breakfast.
These escaped easily. A number who
were still in bed had to take to the fire
escapes in their nightclothes, or jump in-
to blankets held out by the firemen. The
fire escapes were all on one side of the
structure, and those who slept on the
other side could not reach them, They
had to jump, some of them from the
fourth and fifth stories. Several stu-
dents were injured, but no one was seri-
ously hurt. Two priests, however, were
seriously injured, and Father Boyon is
not expected to live.

Father Folham, who wasg on the fourth
floor, leaped into a blanket and sustain-
ed injuries to his side, but. will recover.
Father McCusky was burned on the
head, but not seriously injured, An old
woman, a servant, jumped from the fifth
story and was badly hurt. Harvey, a
student from Brunswick, Maine, awoke
only when his bed was on fire, He
sprang to the window and climbing out-
side swung to the side for fifteen min-
utes, when he was taken down safely by
the ﬁrmm

their effects.

ALL QUIET AT ZION CITY.

Bank Is Closed, Bui Other Institutions
Continue Business as Usual.

Zion City, Ill., Deec. 2.—Except at the
bank here, no sign of .disturbance over
the bankruptcy proceedings against John
Alexander Dowie was visible in this
place to-day. The bank was closed and
guarded by United States deputy mar-
shals and by Zion ° guards, the local
police. Otherwise the Dowieite institu-
tions were being conducted as if nothing
unusual had happened.

Behind closed doors in Dowie’s private
office to-day, Dowie and his attorney
met Custodiun Redieski and attorneys re-
presenting tae creditors. The prineipal
ohject was to plan for the continuation
of the various industries. This secret
conference is said to have been stormy
at times when Dowie became angered at
what he called “presumption” on the
part of his opponents,

In passing the bank and seeing the
custodians -on guard, the Dowieites
shrugged their shoulders and smiled.
“Dr. Dowie will make fools of them all,”
declared one of the Dowieites. “He is
laughing up his sleeve at them now.”

The policy that might be pursued by
the receivers was discussed by Attorney
Levison, for the receivers, amd Barnes,
Dowie’s attorney. “We do not intend to
lay paralytic hands upon Zion,” said the
former. Attorney Barmes declared that
Zion City would pay dollar for dollar. A
proposition to make Dowie manager under
the receivers appeared to meet favor on
the part of the court officers.

In Zion-City all tiile to real estate is
vested in Dowie. The tract of land on
whieh Zion City is built was bought on
a five year payment plan. Several pay-
ments are due, the last one falling due
on September 1st, when Dowie paid up
the interest and asked for more time on
the principal. Mortgages on the land are
held by the original owners, and fore-
closures would mean the forfeiture of the
lots and houses of the followers of
Dowie.

CHINESE IN MINES.

The Fines Imposed at Cumberland Ag-
gregate Nearly Two Thousand
Dollars.

Nanaimo, Dec. 2.—In Cumberland
court to-day the cases were heard against
the manager of the Wellington Colliery
Company on seveniy-two separate

REASSURING NEWS.
Basis of Agreement Reached Between
Russia and Japan Which is Satis-
factory to Both.

London, Dec. 2.—The Japanese minis-
ter, Baronr Hayashi, received the mews
of a basis of agreement  being reached
between Russia and Japan through the
exciusive dispatch ~of the Associated
Press on the subject from Paris last
night. He said: ‘“That is splendid news.

have waited a long time in the hope
With the basis reached
t will be only a short time before the
reaty is signed. The whole difficulty
so far has been to arrive at a basis sat-
isfactory to both nations.”

Regarding the suggested arbitration of
the difficulties between Japan and Rus-
sia, Baron Hayashi remarked: “No such
proposition has been mentioned to me,
and-I doubt if the Manchurian question
could be settled by that method. The
Hague court appears to me to exist more
for the purpose of imterpreting knotty
points of existing treaties, than for deal-
ing with such a territorial question as
Manchuria,”

The other embassies here are inclined
to take a similar view of the arbitration
suggestion. Baron Hayashi denies that
Japan has purchased or is negotiating
for the Chilean or Argentina warship
built in Europe ‘for those repubiics.

Discussing Korea.

St. Petersburg, Dee. 2.—Inquiry has
been made at the foreign oftice respect-
ing the announcement from Paris that a
basis for an agreement between Russia
and Japan had been reached. It was
impossible to secure any confirmation
beyoud the statement that a mutwal
desire for peace exists, to which both
mations have expressed adherence. With

this end in view they have both decided
temporarily to put aside questions, the ,
decisionr of which, on account of the posi-
tion of each, is found to be impractic-
able.

The negotiations, so far as Russia is
concerned, are confined to delimiting the
rights of railroad, telegraphs, ete., of
each in Korea. Japan holds in abey-
ance the Manchurian questions concern-
ing which Russia declares to treat, on the
grounds that they are matters between
her and China, until she ascertains
whether a satisfactory arrangement is
reached regarding Korea.

Russia contends that Japan’s treaty
rights in Manchuria were secured from'
‘China, and stand on the same footing
as those of the United States and the
other powers.

REDUCING WAGES.

Thirty-Two Thousand Additional Cotton
Operatives Affected by the Ten
Per Cent. Cut.

Boston, Nov. 30.—The wages of about 32,-
000 cotton textile operatives were reduced
to-day. To-day’s addition brings the total
number in New England whose pay has
been cut this fall to about 64,000, and the
cut that takes effect in New Bedford next
Monday will swell the number to about 75,-
000 and complete a general reduction in
southern New England cotton mills. The
cut averages ten per cent. To-day practi-
cally every cotton mill in Rhode Island,
where there are about 2,400,000 spindles,
adopted the schedule. In that state nearly
20,000 operatives are affected, and the new
order of things will mean a loss of “fully
$2,00 weekly in wages. The reports re-
ceived to-day indicate that the new sche-
dules were receivd without any serious
outburst.

MANY FIGHTS REPORTED.
Transfer of Armenian Church Property
Leads to Numerous Conflicts—
Trouble Brewing at Keiff.
London, Nov. 30.—The Times Russian
correspondent says disturbances are re-
ported in all the Russian provinces of
Armenia. Conflicts are occurring every-
where between the people and the troops
or police. The chief cause of the outbreaks
is the decree by which the property of the
Armenian church was handed over to the

government.

The Moscow correspondent of the Times
reports alarming disaffection among the
working classes in Keiff. The police force
has been largely increased. The governor-
general threatens summary punishment
for persons circulating rumors Jikely to ac-
centuate apprehension among the inhabi-
tants.

Approves of the Action Taken by Com-
mittee of Victoria Board
of Trade.

Shortly after the meeting of the board
of trade, at which a committee was ap-
pointed to take steps to promote the
building of an all-Canadian line to the
Yukon, with an extension by car ferry
dnd rail to Vietoria, €. H. Lugrin, who
brought the matter up and was made
chairman of the committee, wrote to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier on the subject, enclosing
himv the report of the proceedings of the
board and giving lim an outline of the
course which the commwittee proposed to
follow.

Tuesday Mr. Lugrin received the fol-
lowing reply from toe Premier:

Ottawa, Nov. 24th, 1903.

Dear Mr. Lugrin:—In answer to your fa-
vor of the 17th instant, I have only to say
that I approve altogether of your action. |
The construction, of a railway to connect|
our existing system of railways with the |
waters of the-Yukon is a matter of neces-
sity. I have always regretted the action
of the senate in rejecting our project of
1898. If this project had carried through
the railway over the White Pass, at the
end of Lynn canal, would not have buen
built, and we would now have a line ex-
tending from Port Simpson to White
Horse.

of the coaches became crossed, starting
a fire in the crowded car. A panic fol-
lowéd. Windows were smashed and a !
rush was made for the doors. Charles
Freman, one of the passengers, seized a
fire extinguisher and broke the bottle
over the fire. His example was quickly
followed by others and the flames were
extinguished before any serious damage
had been done.

DOWIE IN DIFFICULTIES.
Receiver Takes Possession of Zion City—
Appeal for Aid to Followers,

Chicago, Dec. 1. —-Fm(\nclnl difficultles,
which began during the ‘erusade of John
Alexander Dowie, the self-styled ‘‘Elijah
I111.,” and his restoration host to New York
a month ago, and which k}n\'e,been rapidly
lnc;‘ensing since Dowie's return, culminated
to-night in the federal courts taking pos-
session of all the property controlied by
Dowie in Zion City, 11l. This town, which
was founded two years ago by Dowie, and

‘has a population of over 10,000, is the gen-

eral headquaggers for Dowlie’s church, and
is said to represent an eéxpenditure - of
$20,000,000. Two receivers were appointed
on the petition of several creditors.

The bankruptey - proceedings against
Dowie were lmsed’ on the allegation that
he is insolvent, and that while in this
financial condition he committed an act of
bankruptey by making a preferential pay-
ment in November to the E. Streeter Lum-
ber Company for $3,770.

Dowle has been hard 'pressed by his
creditors, especially since it was announced
that his recent mission to New York had
proved unsuccessful financially.

Dowie is known to have accumulated a
large sum as the head of the Christian
Catholic church, the assets of the organiza-
tion being estimated at between $20,000,000
and $30,000,000. There was a large outlay
of money, however, when Zion City was
started.

Attorney Ettelson, representing the peti-
tioning creditors, in his arguments before
Judge Kohlsaat said: ‘Judgments have
been accumulating against Dr. Dowie for
several weeks past, and there was every
indication that the overseer of Zion con-
gregation could not pay his debts. It is
impossible to estimate the liabilities or as-
sets of Dowie. Zion’s affairs are compli-
cated, and, it will take several weeks, I be-
lieve, before any idea of Dewle’s finances
can be had.”

Last Wednesday Dowié made what has
been regarded as a confession of weakness
at a rally in the Tabernécle at Zion Oity.
“A lot of you people have cash in your
pockets,” Dowie said sto his followers,
‘‘dig down and get it out. It is God’s and
we need it in His work. You're cowards
if you don’t give it up. Depesit it.”” In-
stead of frightening many into depositing,
this appeal sent a long line of people to the
bank on Friday to draw out their money.

Less than $3,000 was ;deposited in the
bank on Friday, while the amount with-
drawn was twice as much.

To-day Dowie asked the members of Zion
more urgently than ever for money. He
declared that he must have $500,000 with-
out delay. This sum, he‘said., he was will-
ing to take in short loans,. .but that they
must be forthcoming imufediately.

In the efforts to remedy ‘the conditions

of affairs at Zion City, hundreds of letters;

were sent out daily to Dowie’s followers
in other parts of the country. In these all
Dowieites were urged, almost commanded,

! to sell their farms, stores and everything

else and come at once to Zion City and
take up the work of the church. All of
those who have money in banks near where
they now live were asked to draw that
money out and send it for deposit in Zion
It is declared to be a fact that the
employees of the manufacturing industries
have not been paid in from fopr to six
weeks, ,Early in the week before last,
Dowle made a personal trip through the
various shops, and told his followers and
others that they must either wait for their
salaries or must endure a substantial cut in
wages. This was agreed to.

CONTROVERSY ON
SEALING INDUSTRY

TREND OF ARGUMENT
HEARD ON SUBJECT

A Strenuous Opposition Raised to Any
Scheme Involving Surrender of
Canadian Interests.

Next to the discussion on the Alagkan
boundary award the eontroversy which
has arisen over the reported proposal of
an American company to buy out the
sealing interests of this city is the most
burning question of the day.

The controversy now heard ow all
sides first took definite form at a meet-
ing of the Board of Trade last week,
when strenuous opposition ‘to the suggest-
ed sale was raised and the merits and
demerits of the scheme were heatedly
discussed. Certain members of the board
contend that the Victoria Sealing Com-
pany have an offer from parties closely
allied to the Alaska Commercial Com-
pany and also with the American gov-
ernment. Something like $40 a ton, it
is said, has been offered for Victoria ton-
nage, conditional om influence being
brought to bear on the Dominion and
Imperial governments to bring about a
close season for a period of ten or twelve
years. This accomplished, it is argued,
the right to seal would at once pass into
the hands of the Americans, for interests
once surrendered would never be re-
gained. Of course the absolute control
of the sealing industry would be depend-
ent on similar negotiations with Japan
and Russia, for the former has now a
big fleet engaged, and unlike that of
Canadian sealers it is not hampered by
réstrictions forbidding, among other
things, the privilege to kill seals in
Behring sea with shotguns. Victorians
in pursuit of the little fur-bearing ani-
mal must use the spear, and the disad-

vantages in consequence of this, first, in_

approaching a seal herd, and secondly,
in the number of animals likely to be
killed before the whole herd becomes
frightened, are patent.

Opposition is raised to the - proposed
deal for the reason, apart from senti-
mental ones advaneed, that liere n Vie-
toria thousands of dollars are annually
expended in the fitting up of.every ves-
sel sent on a cruise. This money in the
aggregate represents a very large sum,
and should there be any discontinuance
of the industry; the trade to the retail-
ers and wholesalers would at once be
lost, possibly for ever. The ‘pulk of this
trade, since the recent ‘combine was ef-
fected, is now in the hands of the Vie-
toria Sealing Company, but if the com-
pany, in consequence of the industry be-
coming unprofitable, was to pass out of
existence at ane time, it is argued that
private vessels would be equipped at
once, and the fleet would remain in the
field as active as ‘ever. Furthermore
those who oppose a transfer of the busi-
ness contend that no American company
would consent to pay Canadians a large
sum of money anless it was with the ob-
ject of securing complete control of the
industry. Then the sealskin market of
the world could be regulated in any way
desired. Prices could be sent up to an
unprecedented figure and the monopoly
would be complete.

Against all these contentions, and
more which have been raised, the sealing
company and its supporters nuturally
have an array of arguments. The mem-
bers of the company have shown a deep
interest in' the controversy, but so far
have not admitted receiving any offer,
allowing their adversaries to work pure-
ly on information which they eclaim to
have obtained from outside  sources.
Supporters.of the company maintain that
the industry, at present, is a losing pro-
position; that the company are under
restrictions which prevent large catches
being made; that they have a very large
plant on hand depreciating in value, and
that it would be better for the ecity at
large if the company should sell out at
a reasonable price for a number of years
thant in course of time to “snuff” out.
Members of the company are all Vie-
toriang, who have their homes and, as
a rule, their vested interests here. The
Dominion government, through its ex-
perts who have been sent out to the Pa-
cific to study seal life, have a perfect
knowledge of all the intricacies of the
industry and therefore the company be-
lieve no steps will be taken harmful to
Canadian interests at large.

Both sides to the controversy will be
further brought out at a special meeting
of the Board of Trade called for Friday
evening, when the following motion in-
troduced by A. J. Morley will again be
brought up:

Whereas the Victoria, B. C., Board of
Trade has reason to believe that powerful
influence, alien in sympathy and character,
is being brought to bear upon the Imperial
and Dominion governments to secure the
abolishment of pelagic sealing under the
British flag;

And whereas the sealing industry being
of great importance as a source of revenue
to the city of Victoria, its abolishment
would prove a serious blow to the business
interests of this community;

Be It therefore resolved, That the Vie-
toria, B. C., Board of Trade does hereby

The grand total
of fur seal and other furs taken in Al-
aska since its purchase by the United
States government to the present time is
about $52.000,000. This shows that
when Alaska was purchased from Rus-
sia  for $7,200,000 the United States

made an excellent bargain—for the fur | s

NO INTRUDERS ALLOWED
IN DOWIEITE TOWN

Custodian Says the Leader is Better Off
Financially Than Any Banokrupt
He Ever Knew.

Chicago, Ill., Dec. 3.—“All who have
not Zion in their hearts cannot come
into Zion,” was the order prommlgated
to-day by John Alexander Dowie through
his chief of police. The order to the
Zion guards, the police force in the
Dowieite town of Zion City, tontinued
as follows: %

“Trom now on arrest or escort to the
city limits every person who is not of the
faith or United States officers. We will
bow to the government alone.”

I'ollowing this order the usual force of
“Zion gunards” was doubled, many of
them patrolling the outskirts of Zion
City with ponies.

The lace factories, lumber mills and
other industries continued on operation
to-day, aud contrary to expectations
Dowia trade cheques were taken instead
of money at the general store, a Dowie
institution in the hands of the Federal
receivers. There was a rush for the gen-
eral store. Many who had exhausted
their ready supply of money and were
unable to purchase provisions with trade
cheques yesterday were in extreme need
of food.

Federal Custodian Redieski said to-
day that_lLis inspection of Dowie’s books
led him to believe that Dowie is better
off financially than any bankrupt he had
ever known. The custodian added, how-
ever, that the receivership would un-
doubtedly last several months.

Receivers Blount and Curry arrived a’
Zion City to-day, and took up the work
of examining into the condition -of
Dowie's finances.. The receivers are at a
loss to understand where they can get
the money to pay the workmen employed
in the factories. Dowie, however, de-
clares his people will work for nothing,
provided they are furnished with food.

While there are enough provisions in
the city to feed the people for a week,
now that serip is being accepted, it is
feared by the receivers that hard times
may come when these are gone. A prom-
inert canning and provision company has
refused credits to the agent, and an-
nounced that cash would be required for
all provisions furnished in the future.
This is said to be the attitude of other
supply houses with reference to Zion
City.

REBELLIOUS TRIBESMEN

Lost Heavlly in Fight With Germans in
Southwest Africa—Now in British
Territory.

3erlin, Dec. 3.—The Bondelswartz tribes-
men, of German Southwest Africa, after
thelir defeat on November 21st by the Ger-
man expeditionary column, retreated into
British territory and occupied some islands
in the Orange River.

HOPPER V. DUNSMUIR
ACTION OPENED TO-DAY

- Reading of Doctor’s Evidence Piincipal

Feature of This Morning’s Sitting
~ — History of Suit.

(From Thursday’s Daily).

The many delays which have postpon-
ed ghe heariug of Hopper vs. Dunsmuir
came to an end this morning when the
trial opened before Mr. Justice Drake.
As 1s well known aiready the action is
brought by Misses Edna Wailace Hop-
per, the actress, to have the will of the
late Alexander Dunsmuir set aside, The
statement of claim sets forth that the
late Alexander Dunsmuir married Mrs.
Josepline Wallace, the mother of the
plaintiff on December 21st, 1899, in Cali-
fornia. On the same day, ‘Alexander
Dunsmuir made a wili leaving all his
property to his brother, James Duns-
muir, the estate comprising interests in
R. Dunsmuir & Soas, San Francisco,
and shares 1 ithe railway and coal lands
of the immense business on Vancouver
Island, aggregating in the neighberhobd
of a million deliars. Mrs. Alexander
Dunsmuir was given the magnificent pro-
perty at San Leandro, San Mateo
county, California, by her husband, buc
it is urged knew nothing of the will leay-
ing the rest of the estate to her hus-
band’s brother. Krom San Francisco
Mr. and Mrs. Dunsmuir left for New
York almost at once after the marriage,
and Alexander Dunsmuir died there on
January 31st, 1900. Mrs. Dunsmuir
tocok Ler husband's body to San Fran-
cisco for burial, and in December, 1900,
she made an agreement through her own
solicitors with James Dunsmuir giving
up all claim to her late husband's pro-
perty for a consideration of $25,000 a
year for life, and retaining the San
Leandro propepy. Mrs. Alexander
Dunsmuir died in June, 1901, and now
her daugiter 1dna Wallace Hopper
asks that the will of Alexander Duns-
muir made in December be set aside
owing to the tastator’s mental incapa-
city. She also asks that the agreement
made by her mother with James Duns-
muir be set aside owing to undue in-
fluence being exercised by her mother's
lawyers, also acting for James Duns-
muir. She asks that James Dunsmuir
be restrained from disposing of the pro-
perty, and that a receiver be appeinted.

Miss Hopper and her New York eoun-
sel, Judge Coyne, were in court when the
case was called, the fair plaintiff’s coun-
sel being H. Dallas Helmcken, K. C.,
and E. V. Bodwell, K. C., while the de-
fendant’s counsel is E, P. Davis, K. C.,
and A. P. Luxton.

Mr. Helmcken applied for a further
adjournment until Monday, as Mr. Duff,
who was engaged with him, had net yet
recovered from lis illness sufficiently to
attend court.

Mr. Davis declined to consent as there
was enough evidence taken on commis-
sion. to keep them going for two days,
and that reading this would not embar-
rass the other side through Mr. Duff's
absence.

Mr, "Justice Drake accordingly direect-
ed that this arrangement be carried out.

Mr. Bodwell, reviewing the case brief-
ly, said that the late Alexander Duns-
muir was so addicted to drink that his
mind was affected, and his death was
caused by alcoholic dementia, and at the
time the will was executed, in Decem-
ber, 1899, he was unable to carry on
business or effect the disposition of his
property. The will takes away from his
widow and family all the property . of
which they should be in possession and
handed it over to James Dunsmuir, al-
ready a rich man. The will was the Iast
act of a business natupe that Alex.
Dunsmuir ever took. The man never
acted rationally from the time of the
execution of the will till his death, a
month later. He went to New York im-
mediately after making the will and
was attended by his wife, who knew
nothing abont the will, although she was
actnally in the house in San Francisco
when this helpless man was signing the
doeument. She was in poor health, and
went to New York to be operated upon
soon after her marriage. On account of
her husband dying she was unable to
receive the medical attention she needed,
a4s she returned to San Francisco with
the body. The defendant then began to
bring the widow under influences to sign
a document to relinquish her rights, Her
solicitors, who should have advised her
to view such a course with suspicion,
were actuaily engaged by the defend-
ant to secure a document that would cut
her off from the property forever., They
were paid for that service by the de-
fendant. The widow was in such poor
health at the time she signed the agree-
ment that she was unable to resist undue
influences brought to bear. She was in-
duced to sign on December
the agreement which should, like the will,
be set aside. Mrs. Dunsmuir died in
June, 1901,

R: V. Plerce, Buffalo, N. Y,

FLORA IS ASHORE
ON DENMAN ISLAND

—_———

WARSHIP STRUCK IN

FOG THIS MORNING

Grave Fears That She Will Be a Total
Wreck—Admiral Leaves for
Scene.

(From Thursday’s Daily).

In the cold grey miste-of early morn-
ing to-day H. M. 8. Flora crashed on
the rocks of Village point, Denman
island, with tremendous foree. She is
ashore in the same spot off Union where
the collier Willamette struck several
years ago. She is lying with her bow
high out of water, and her stern sub-
merged, and there are grave fears that
the ship, a second class cruiser of the
most modern type, will prove a total
wreck.

Rear-Admiral Bickferd and H. F. Bul-
len, one of proprietors of the B. C.
Salvage Company, are hurrying to the
seene of disaster by train this afternoon.
The Egeria will proceed from Esqui-
malt as soon as possible this evening,
and the flagship, H. M. 8. Grafton,
which, in ordinary course of events,
would not come out of dry dock until
Monday, will be floated to-day and will
at once leave for Denman island.
The rear-admiral and Mr. Bullen left
BEsquimalt at 2.30 o’clock this aftermnoon,
and from Nanaimo will take special
steamer for the remaining distance, some
40 or 50 miles up the coast.

Aecording to special dispatches to the
Times from Nanaimo, the Flora struck
during a dense fog at T o’clock. The
weather was still and calm, She soon
half filled with water, and her stern dis-
appeared with the rising tide. Six hun-
dred tons of coal shipped yesterday, to-
gether with a lot of stores, are being
removed, but the work is made difficult
owing to the sharp angle at which the
vessel lies. When the ship struck her
scuttles were open, and it is said that
through these the water rushed at a rate
wholly uncontrollable. The officers’
quarters, being all situated in the sterm,
the gold-braided men of the ship were
at once flooded out, and it is likely will
be forced to take refuge on board the
Admiral’'s steamer to-night. The loca-
tion of the wreck is between three and
four miles from Union. Here a point
projects out into Baymes Sound for a
distance of about four cables, and con-
sists of a number of low lying rocks,
which, to the stranger, are very deceiv-
ing. Off the point are a couple of
beacons, and it is reported that the
navigating officer mistook one of these
for the other in the thick fog prevailing.

As stated, it is on the very same point
that the Willamette struck amd hung for
upwards of nine months, It is interest-
ing te note that the collier’s accident was
attributed to the fact that there was no
pilot abeard, and the captain in charge
was ignerant of the ﬁﬁnnﬁ! described
by one pilot this morning as one of the
most deceptive on this coast.

Information to the Times from Na-
naimo at noon states that the Flora’s
stern was ten feet under water, and as
the tide continues to rise till about the
middle of the afternoon, it will at once
bs seen how serious is the position of
the big cruiser. What plan will be
taken to raise the vessel will be deter-
mined when Admiral Bickford and Mr.
Bullen arrive at Village point to-night.
In the meanwhile excitement is intense
at Esquimalt.

An interesting trial is that of Raser vs.

Now that the mill of the
Rossland Power Company assures an
outlet for these ores withi a few
months, their contents will soon be
available. It is impossible - to present
any reliable estimate of their quantity or
precise value, because their limits have
not been defined, and until milling be-
gins they cannot be exposed and sampled
aceurately without excessive charges.
They oceur in extensjve bodies 15 to 30
feet in width, and exposed very imper-
fectly by the mme workings, since these

exposure of smelting ore bodies only.

The necessity for milling has long been
foreseen, but although every effort has
been made towards the desired end,
there has been unexpected delay, owing
to unusmal difficulties and obstacles. The
technical problem presented by the na-
ture of the ore has been a serious one,
and the business arrangements mecessary
for success have also taken  time. A
satisfactory method of treatment was
devised some time ago, while the ques-
tions cf location, water supply, land,
freight rates, market for product, and
the financing of the milling enterprise
wera finally settled last August.

The serious obstacle presented to large
scale milling by the British Columbia
government upon: the gross product of
mines has not yet been removed. This
tax has the peculiar effect of exacting an
incroasing preoportion of the net profits
as the grade of ore lowers. For in-
stance, on the milling grades of the
Centre Star and other Rossland mines it
will take anywhere from 10 to 20 per
cent. of the net profits, which greatly in-
creases the difficulty of securing capital
for milling operations, The disastrous
effect of this tax in repressing the mining
and milling of low grade ores throughout
the province has forced the mining com-
munities to join in active measures for
its repeal, and the matter is being stead-
ily pressed by the Provincial Mining As-
sociation. It is believed that the new
legislature will not longer delay the re-
lief so urgently demanded by popular
sentiment.

It is proper to call speeial attention to
the reduction effected during the past
vear in/ the costs of miuning, which have
lowered all previous records. The figures
are as follows: Winzes, $38.77 per foot;
raises, $29.97 per foot; drifts, $17.09 per
foot: mining ore from stopes, $2.07 per
ton.

The entire cost of mining and' deliver-
ing ore, inclnding pro rata of general ex-
penses, was $2.07 per ton of ore from
the stopes, and during several months
ranged between $1.93 and $1.96.

Including the additional ore broken by
development headings, the average Tor
the year was $1.97. These figures would
be satisfactory in most mining districts
of the West, but in view of the extreme
toughness of this ore and rock, the
moderate rate of output and the severe
conditions of mining here, they are very
exceptional.

WELL ADVISED.

We are pleased to see that the provin-
cial government is careful to pay close
attention to the good advice it receives in
our columns. It was pointed out by this
paper that it was a great mistake to at-
tempt to collect from settlers 25 cents
on every cord of firewood brought to
market. The revenue was not increased
to any material extent under that law;
a great deal of timber that could have
been: applied to the conveniences and
comferts of the people was bunt up on
the ground because the 25 eents covered
the small gap between profit and loss.
The government proposes, we under-
stand, to do away with that foolish pro-
vision.

It is also satisfactory to note that the
Premier and his wise advisers do not in-
tend to let temptation beset their thorny
path.

CALLS FOR STATESMANSHIP.

If the opposition continues to pour
such*broadsides into the McBride gov-
ernment as were thrown across the floor
of the chamber Tuesday we fear for'
the consequences.

Why should the taxpayers be
called upon to bear unnecessary burdens
because the present weak ministry has
been terrified by parties interested in
squeezing theé province to the limit? The
government is evidently doomed. No in-
depemdent member who values his pol-
tical future dare support its proposals.
But we hope for the sake of the prevince
the blow will be judiciously timed.

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SURVIVORS FROM
A TYPHOON WRECK

TWO0' OF THE VICTIMS
ARRIVED WEDNESDAY

Capt. Holstead Tells of Terrible Fate
Which Befell Number of Bénjamin
Sewell’s Crew.

Capt. H. J. Holstead, of the Américan
ship Benjamen Sewail. who arrived here
from the Far East on the steamer Iyo
Maru Wednesday, tell a. thrilling story
of adventure, seldom paralleled by those
who go down to the sea in ships. The
captain lost his ship, all his belongings
aboard, g number of his crew who fell
prey to-head hunters on a desolate coast,
and he and his brave wife came within
an ace of losing their own lives. The
story of the captain’s misadventure has
previously been related in Oriental
columns. He and Mrs. Holstead are
now going to Port Townsend to make an
official report of his experieuces to the
owners of the Benjamen Sewall.

It was while on a voyage from Singa-
pore to Shanghai with a cargo of lumber
that disaster overtook the ship. Storms
were encountered, with occasional calms,
giving' the officers ‘apd crew time for a
rest. On Oectdber 4th the storm, which
proved - serious to the good ship, came:
up blewing a ‘typhoon gale. The ship

1 was hove to under bare poles and the

seas washed over the decks.
juncture the captain realized that the
centre of the typhoon was advancing
toward him, and he decided to run to
get out of the storm centre. The ship
ploughed her way at the rate of twelve
knots an hour under bare poles. On the
evening of the fourth, the three lower
masts went over the side. The rigging
being wire, refused to part, and the masts
kept pounding the side of the vessel fear-
fully.

During the morning of the fifth Capt.
Holstead noticed the ship settling. He
got the mate and tried to get at the
pumps, but he great waves which were
continually washing over the vessel hurl-
ed them back. At this time all the sea-
men were huddled around the chart
house, the sides of which were caving
in. It was still dark. As soon as day-
light came it was discovered that the
mainmast had torn a great hole in the
deck and the vessel was filling from
above, Investigation proved that the
water was up to the ’'tween decks.

The captain then ordered the lifeboats
made ready, as it was realized that the
ship could only keep afloat a few hours.
Through an error the chief officer placed
all the water casks in one boat, and this
was capsized and the casks lost. The
captain’s boat was jammed on being
launched and leaked badly as a result.
The mate’s boat contained the first mate,
Joseph Morris; third mate, Thos. Pickle,
and wife, a Japanese woman, a Chinese
carpenter, the Chinese cook, Henry
Adams, an American negro, Wm, Rein-
wald, Russian; Peter Johnson, Chilian;
Julian Salio, Philippino, and three Jap-
anese able seamen. The captain’s boat
contained Capt. Holstead and wife, Miss
Piper, Stenke, second mate; Chinese
cabin boy, 8. Hanoy, Japanese steward;
Bartholmew Pinas, Philippino; Clovis
Vignol, Mauritious negro, and three
Japanese seamen,

The boats kept close together until
dark, the captain having cautioned the

At this

mate not to go far away as the captain’s
boat was leaking and was besides the
slowest of the two, as only two pair of
oars could be used as against five in the
mate's boat. At dark the boats were
connected with a line, the wind having
gone down,*

At daylight, the 6th, the boats were
parted, and the captain again admonish-
ed the mate not to go too fast. He said
“all right,” but pulled away, and was
not seen again by the captain. The cap-
tain. shaped his course for Formosa, and
arrived there at the Garambi lighthouse
October 8th. The Japanese authorities
were communicated, and that afternoon
the Suma Maru arrived and took the
captain and his peop.e aboard.

A search was made by this vessel for
the mate’s boat and crew. The course
was shaped for Botel Tobago, and there
a search party found Wm. Reinwald and
Julian Sako, who had been with the
mate’s boat. When -found these men
were doing menial duty for the natives,
had been stripped of all their clothing
and their bodies were blistered from ex-
posure. A. thorough search was made
for the balance of the men, the steamer
going around to the other side of the
island. A searching party was landed
again. All that could be found was
some clothing, which was identified® as
belonging to the crew.

Capt. Holstead says that he learned
that the lost boat had been attacked by
the natives when it approached ashore,
Its occupants were stripped of all their
clothing; everything of value was stolen
from the boat and then the eraft itself
was upset, the two found on the island
being the only ones who were able to
swim ashore. The steamer then went to
the Pescadorse, and from there to Ke-
lung, which port was reached on Oectober

The eader of
the opposition, Jas. A. Macdonald, :aade
his maiden effort in the legislature, im-
pressing both sides with his fairness. He
took the government to task for advocat-
ing the readjustment of the two per
cent. mineral tax before election, and
piedsing themselves to a change in that
connection, and then leaving it as it
stood. He dealt with the Fernie baliot
box ¢candal in a judicial and practical
manner, also seoring the government
severely for the position taken.
Premier MeBride followed. His speech
was among the best that he has ever
lelivered. After depicting the financial
situation in the most deplorable light;
he called upon the opposition to: assist
the government in getting the loan bill
teroagh, as the only measure of redress
possible, and an absolute necessity in or-
der to save the province from a lament-
able position on December 15th, when
they were obliged to meet liabilities in
London. Drifting then from provincial
politics he attempted an attack upon the
Federal government in connection with
the Grand Trunk Pacific, devoting con-
siderable time to it.
Johm Oliver showed the utter weakness
of the position takn by the Premier in
his attack upon the Federal government,
1 and exposed the attempts made by the
| leader of the government to glorify him-
| self for election purposes. He removed

all the glamor with which Premier Me-
Bride endeavored to surround himself
and exposed him to ecriticism from a
practical standpoint. Finally he dealt
with the Houston episode, proving that
the member for Nelson was correct in
describing the Premier as “tricky and
treacherous.”

J. A. Macdonald.

Mr. Maecdonald congratulated the
mover and seconder of the address upon
the way in which they had acquitted
themselves. He only hoped that his own
maiden effort would be delivered as well.
The seconder, the member for Fernie,
spoke under peculiar cirenmstrnces, but
he (Mr. Macdonald) wo..d {a.e oceasion
to state that in any severe ecriticism
which he might make regarding the Fer-
nie election he was not alluding in any
personal way to the member for that
riding, :

He referred to the marked difference
which characterized the introduction of
party lines. He hoped that stability
would be given to the governments in
the province in consequédhce of this,

The speech itself was summed up in
the two words—taxation and borrow. He
did not wish to speak of it disparagingly
on that account., It was perhaps neeces-
| sary that money should be borrowed and

that taxes should be increased.

The plan of-borrowing was somewhat
different to that in other years, The
government in the speech admitted that
it was a bad time to borrow money. If
this were true, would it not have been
better to have effected a temporary loan
of $1,000,000, if necessary, for three
years? At the expiration -of that time
the stringency in the money markets
might then have passed away and a loan
might then be floated in the regular way
at a rate of perhaps 314 per cent,, when
this temporary loan might be satisfied,

] and not the rate of 5 per cent. paid as
proposed.

Coming to the mineral taxation he
said that it was a plank of the Conser-
vative platform that the 2 per cent. tax
upon the output of the mines as now
in existence should be repealed and a
tax should be levied upon the profits of
the mines.

Members of the government in the last
parliament described the tax as work-
ing infamously, and the Premier had
stated that it should be adjusted. Yet
these men came and re-enacted it in
their new measure.

Apart from the justness of this tax, it
was surely reasonable to expect that
public men should live up to the pledges
which they gave when seeking election.
Surely they might expect these men to
live up to their pledges.

He alluded to the part which the
mining industry had played in the de-
velopment of the country. He showed
that the prospector was the forerunmer
of the future success of the mining
camps, From time to time the pioneer
in this work had vexatious conditions

f thrown in his way. It was true that
§ some of the promoters of mining compa-

{ them were dishonest, These companies
|| had faith in their prospects, and in many
|| instances had done the work which had

r companies. Legislation had been in-
troduced from time to time which en-
cumbered these companies.

The injustice of this 2 per cent. tax
1s that the miners which engaged in the
dustry and developed their property
‘ere made to pay the tax, while those
vhich held back and-did not work their
mine were left free from taxation. This
x was therefore one on industry. Many
roperties which were struggling along
ithout. paying dividends at all were
1d» to pay this tax, while large wait-

¢ companies escaped altogether.
[t was not urged that mines should not
taxed.

that it would not be to the benefit of
British Columbia if mines were exempt-
ed from taxation until they were on a
paying basis. The present tax worked
out so that mines which would not be
sold under half a million dollars paid
no more to the revenues than mines
which were not worth more than $500.

He did not know just what the
framer of that speech meant when he
made an appeal to the patriotism and
loyalty to the members of the House.
That appeal was not justifiable, as the
patriotism of every member must be ac-
cepted -until it was proved 'otherwise.
Apparently the framer of the speech
meant to call upon the members of the
oppositiont to support any - legislation
which was introduesd by the govern-
ment, whether satisfied with it or mnot.
The opposition was not there to play
the mere game of polities, but it was
there to see that the best legislation was
put through the House.

He had no confidence in the govern-
ment, not because it was a Conservative |

government, because he was not so strong
a party man as to take that stand, but
be did so because the government had
too weak a majority., He did not blame
tne present government for the present

condition of affairs in any great measure. |

But he laid it to the blame of weak
governments in the past, The present
ministry was likewise weak.

The government required to be in a
position to define its policy and carry it
through, not being at the mercy of any
one or two members.

Another reason was seen for this ap-
peal to patriotism in events which hap-
pened between Uctober 3rd and the pres-
ent time.

After the events in connection - with

the Fernie election an appeal might well |

be made to patriotism. He conceived it
to be wrong for the government, having
the instruments of government in its
hands, to appoint the partner of one of
the eandidates as returning officer.. He
also -conceived it to be wrong for that
returning officer, having .the, knowledge
through the papers dnd otherwise ' that
a recount was to_ be: demanded;. to:re-
turn those ballots “to Victoria. He
could not approve of the attitude taken
by the government,

It was found that a loop hole existed
by which the Attorney-General and the
Provincial Secretary were excused from
returning these ballot boxes. /Even if
such a loop hole existed he could not
approve of the members of the govern-
ment crawling through this loop hole.
The spirit of the law was clearly mani-
fest’in reeognizing that the election was
not over until the time for the recount
had expired. Therefore the members
of the government would in no wise
have been violating the statutes in re-
turning these ballot boxes. The Attor-
ney-(eneral had he given the act a rea-
sonable and fair interpretation, these
boxes would have been returned.
It was therefore no wonder
His Honor appealed-to the patriotism of
the members when this was in mind.

He trusted that the wrong done to the
Fernie riding  would yet be rectified.
They had the opportunity yet to do so,
and he trusted they would avail them-
selves of that opportumity, and he there-
fore appealed to the patriotism and
loyalty of the members to see that jus-
tice was done to the Fernie electorate.

Premier McBride.

Hon, Premier McBride also con-
gratulated -the mover and seconder of
the address. He congratulated the
Speaker upon his selection. He con-
gratulated the legislature and the prov-
ince upon the fitness of the leader of the
opposition for the duties which devolved
upon him. The position of leader of the
opposition was one which called for
ability of more than an ordinary quality.
He thought the members opposite had
made a very wise selection,

The criticism of the leader of the op-
position was well thought out. He had
had time to think it out. It was there-
fore reasonable to suppose that this was
the hardest criticism which - could be
urged against his government. That
criticism consisted of an attack upon the
2 per cent. tax. That tax was put 'on
while he was Minister of Mines in the
Dunsmuir government. At the time it
was impossible to find- g single mine
which was a dividend payer. Therefore
it would be impossible to put a tax up-
on the dividend payers and hope.to get
any return. If the principle were put
in force it would work out disastrously
in otner industries. Timber men could
come during a period of depression om
the same prineiple and ask to be re-
lieved of taxation. The mining men had
offered no solution of the means of taxa-
tion in place of the 2 per cent, tax.

The country at the present time was :

in a most peculiar position. At the

time of the election he was not aware

that the finances were in such a critieal
position as\he realized a little later.
They had to do something to meet; the
liabilities. It was out of the question at
the present time to propose to do away
with taxing the mining industry. If the
opposition. could evolve a scheme which
was better than this he would only be
too glad to accept of it.

This tax had been in cases severely
criticised without justification by some
mining men. He wished to life the load
off the prospector and miner as far as
possible. He would be glad were it
possible to lift the taxation upon these
pioneers of the mining industry. But it
was impossible to do this now. Imme-
diately the taxation was levied upon any

industry in the province they found those |

affected pressing against it.

If the opposition did not support the
government in this loan bill he would
begin to lose faith in the patriotic in-
tentions of the opposition. The coun-
try was passing through a financial
crisis.

Among the causes which had brought
about this crisis was the building of the
Westminster bridge at a cost of about
$1,000,000. That was a needed work,
however, giving the commercial metropo-
lis of the province access to the various
other parts. Within a few years he be-

 lieved that that bridge would be giving

a revenue which would pay the interest
and sinking funds necessary for paying
it off. He did not attribute the financial
conditions to the weak majorities which
past governments had had. As an in-
stance of this he referred to Premier
Dunsmuir being returned with a major-
ity of 16 in 1900. Financial depression
was not confined to this province alone.

The Premier said that he did not
khow at the time of the election that
the financial conditions were so strained
as they were. During the election the
Premier had urged that that was the
reason why they were being called to-
gether.

‘L'ne Premier now asked the opposition
to deal leniently with. him on account
of the condition of affairs. This was a
most peculiar position to take.

The Premier said that tue money was
necessary in order to provide for the
Westminster bridge. Yet three million
and a half was borrow® for the pur-

i pose of meeting the overdraft and pay-

ing for this bridge. What had become
of that money?

The policy of past governments had
been to give away the resources as
quickly as possible. Thousands of acres
of land were set aside for railways in
the province. Were they devoted to that
purpose? No. Tracts were set aside
for the coustruction of the British Co-
lumoua Southern, yet the land bonus did
not accomplish that. The much abused
Liberal government at Ottawa secured
the building of it. That government at
Ottawa, which the Premier sought to
discredit, had also forced the hand eof
the C.P.R. and brought on the comstruc-
tion of the Columbia & Western.

Referring to the weakness of past gov-
ernments he said that the return of the
DPunsmuir government by 16 of a major-
ity was not a sign of strength. A gov-
ernment was strong not only by the num-
bers of its supporters but by the’ co-
hesion of the party and the ability of the
leaders, and that was lacking in the
Dunsmuir government.

The new conditions introduced in the
proposed taxation scheme would upset
conditions in the province. The taxation
of 50 cents a thousand on shingle bolts
would close all the shingle mills in the
province, =

Aluding to the coal taxation he ridi-
culed the disposing of coal lands at $10
an acre, These lands were worth mil-
lions of dollars. He instanced three
claims in Southeast Kootenay being held
at $110,000. Was it worth while to save
those lands in Southeast Kootenay to be
disposed of for the paltry sum of $10
an acre? It was just as reasonable to
give these lands away.

Taking up the statement of the Prem-
ier that this loan bill was the best.finan-
cial arrangement which it was possible
tot make, Mr, Oliver said it struck him
as appearing that the government had
arranged with some one to take the
whole of this loan at the fixed rate of
b per cent. He denied that the provinece
of Omntario had within recent years bor-
rowed money at a rate of 5 pér cent,
It looked as though some corporation was
exploiting the province in this matter,

If absolutely necessary that the loan !

bill should be put through before De-
cember 15th he would agree to pass it,
obnoxious as® it was, rather than re-
pudiate the debts of the province.

Alluding to the Alaska award, he be-
lieved it would not disturb the. spirit of
patriotism in the province. That was
laid in deeper sentiment than this.

In the Fernie ballot matter the law
had been overlooked. The law provides
that a recount within tenr days shall be
allowed, yet that was not given to a
canuidate in Fernie. The Premier said
the . Vancouver electorate gave the Con-
servative party support and thus en-
dorsed this matter. But he would re-
mind the government side that Vancou-
ver was not the whole of British Co-
Jumbia, and that if the Fernie ballot
box matter appealed to Vancouver as
just it did not so strike the fair-minded
electorate of the rest of the prevince.

This subject of secking terms ffom the
Dominion was becoming a yearly affair.
It meant in short the getting of a great-
er subsidy from the Federal funds.
There was another side to the question,
and the Dominion gevernment had, by
withholding, safeguarded the interests of
the province.

Only a short time ago the province
was willing to give $3,000,000 and 12,-
000,000 acres of land for a.raiiway
through the northern portion. of the
province. That was frustrated by mem-
bers of the opposition. The Dominion
government, without one cent of expen-
diture from the province, had arranged
for a transcontinental road through prac-
tically the same portion of the province.
Yet the Premier attacked the Federal

goverament for that policy. The Premigr, |

had ' "he been a practical man, would
know that it was impossible for any, such
line to_be built in five years, unless the
work of construction was undertaken not
only at the east end, but the west end,

and from every other available starting !

point along the route. Knowing this the
Federal government did not burden
the agreement with useless verbiage. He
was not so sure that the Premier did not
know this, but he (Mr. McBride) spoke
from the standpoint of what he would
liks it to be. Referring to the question
of labor on the line, the speaker said
that the fair-wage clause in all agree-
ments in Dominion contracts would set-
tle this question of the employment of
Oriental labor.

The Premier had had considerable to
say of a road through northern British
Columbia to the Yukon. After all his
talk a member of the Federal House
had come back from Ottawa and an-
nounced that the road would be built,
aided by the Dominion' government.
When that northern road to the Yukon
was built it would, he felt sure, be not
by the assertions of Premier McBride,
but by the common every day business
ability of the Ottawa government.

They had the name of His Honor used
from-+end to end of the province in a
connection in which it should not have
been used by the Premier, who violated
the confidential relations between His
Honor and himself by revealing what
took place.

The Premier had during the investiga-
tion inte the Columbia & Western mat-
ter admitted that he bhad information re-
lating: to that iniquitous +transaction.
He took advantage of the oath of office
to refusa to give this. Yet the Premier
did not-refuse to violate the confidential
relations supposed to exist between His
Honor and himself. The Premier’s con-
ception of these matters differed ac-
cording to the circumstances.

The Premier was well open to the
charge of trickery .and treachery. Mem-
bers of the iate oppositiomwiwieell kvew
that the Premier had violated his prom-
ise to the members of that party. That
Joan. was pledged. fo give members wha
now hiid seats in. the House positions in
his cabinet: whem he was éalled uporn to
form a government. The present Min-
ister of Finance had also made these
promises, but he was not in a position
to carry the pledges out. The Premier
was however, and had violated the prom-
ises given,

The Conservatives understood that po-
sition when they comvened in' convention
at Revelstoke. It was agreed then that
the adoption of party lines should not be
introduced in the old parliament, but
should follow dissolution. Yet Premier
MeBride violated this understanding and
the pledges given to the then oppesition.

It was important that the province
should have as its Premier a man who
valued his pledges differently to this.

The Premier had been guilty of
treachery and trickery to the old opposi-
tion, to the Conservative party of which
he was now the leader by usurpation,
and to the Lieut.-Governor, who called
upon him as the leader of the then oppo-
sition, and not as a Conservative.

He also wanted to know if the Attor-
ney-General had been true to his party
which selected him as leader? He
thought not. That man had been select-
ed by his party in convention as its |
leader.

His Honor was perfectly within
his right in refusing to accept of him.
He had given his grounds and it could
not be said that they were not sufficient.
The subsequent action of the member for
Nelson further tended to prove that His
Honor was right in refaising him.

No one would pretend to say that t
presence of the. miember for Nelson
in the government constituted some-
thing essential to the welfare of the
provinee,

The province could well get along
without the member for Nelson occupy-
ing a seat in the government.

The member for Nelson controlled a
paper which had seep fit to attack him-
self (Mr. Wilson) personally. He cared
little for the personal views of the mem~
ber for Nelson, The member for Nelson
attecked Irini because' he wasnot' seleet-
ed as Minister of Lands and Works.

Mr. Oliver took exception on a point of
order to the Attorney-General imputing
motives to a member of the House. The
Attorney-General was incorrect in his
facts.

The Speaker warned the Attorney-
General, who apologized for any breach
he might have made.

Taking up the Grand Trunk Pacific
matter, the Attorney-General held that
there was a sub stratum of truth in the
statement that the company could mot
complete the work in five years unless
they began work in the West. But there
was not a doubt that if construction was
begun that an extension of time wonld
assuredly be given. He thought British
Columbia was entitled to recognition in
that.

The fair wage clause advanced as an
argument against the clause of Oriental
labor being employed was the greatest
gold brick ever exploited on a suffering
population. The railway passed through
a distriet which only siwashes occupied.
The fair wage proposition applied te the
wages in effect at the time the work
was commenced, and legal advisers
look to it that the company’s
rights were regarded in this.

He was delighted to know of a pros-
pector going in and making $110,000 on
the sale of coal lands, which were ob-
tained at a rate of $10 a claim. The
fortunes won by the hardy prespector
were so few that he was glad to hear of
it occasionally.

He held that the speech referred to
matters which would call for wmuch
thought and would occupy considerable
time to settle. The government in seek-
ing better terms from the Dominion gov-
ernment were grappling with a great
question. It was pot a party question,
but should occupy the attention of both
sides.

Subsection 3 reads: “Lands held under
lease from the crown for the purpose of
placer dredging or hydraulic mining,
upon which a royalty is payable, and the
personal property and plant wheih are as-

Mr, . Houston preposes to substitute for
section 15 the method for assessing the
two per cent, tax. The value of ore i8
assessed after deducting the actual cost
of extracting the ore and the cost of re-
ductiorr and transportation to the mill
or reduction works. This deduction also
includes the money paid for labor,
i machinery and supplies needed, improve-
ments necessary for working the mine,
for reducing the ores, the construction of
mills or reduction works operated in con-
| nection with the mine, for transporting
ore and for extracting the metals from
the ore. All this is to be sent out in a
return, but money invested in the mines
or improvements during any quarter or
period, except the quarter or period for
which such return is made, must not be
included therein.

J. R. Brown; in continuing the debate
on the address, congratulated the mover
and seconder« of the " address, and
took oecasion to say that he lamented
that the membher for Fernie had been
used as a temporary prop for a totter-
irg government. He attacked the prin-
ciple of borrowing money at a rate of 5
per cent., as proposed by the:loan bill.
To do so for a,period of ten years would
hurt the credit. of the province, British
Columbia had been going behind to the
tune of from:half a million to three-
quarters of a million a year.. To meet
this it would bé necessary to leyy higher
‘taxes and yearly provide also’ for: the
$100,000 necessary to pay off this loan.

He agreed with the member for Al-

berni that the province was approaching

were put through for a short period .he
believed that the returned prosperity
which might soon be expected would en-
able the government to get a loan on
favorable conditions.

The taxes on
these should be increased,

He objected more to the retention of
' the 2 per cent. tax on mines. It was
objoctionable because it was paid by a
few companies; it was odious to inves-
tors in the money centres and it worked
an injustice to low grade properties. In
support of this he cited the case of the
| Mother Lode mine in his district. It
| was a low grade property and could
ionly be worked on a large scale. In
that mine the ore ran about $5 a ton.
The cost of transportation and treatment
came to $3 a ton. The company paid
4 cents a ton therefore on its ore. The
cost of mining would amcunt to $1.75
a ton, leaving a profit of 25 cents a ton,
so that the tax became really 16 per
cent. on the profits, ‘Near at hand was
the Pronderra mine, whose ore was
worth $150 a ton. Tha cost of trans-
portation and treatment amounts to $40
a ton, leaving the tax $2.80 a ton, or de-
ducting cost of labor only about 4 per
cent. on the profits. The tax worked
unjustly. ;

He also referred to the Conservative
party breaking its own pledges with re-
spect to this tax.

The Fernie ballot box matter was
gone into by Mr. Brown, and he cor-
rected the Attorney-General with re-
spect to the ballot boxes from Crambrook
and Fernie having been returned at the
game time. Cranbrook ballots reached
Vietoria on October 17th, so that they
must have left about the 14th. If it
left on the 5th, as the Attorney-General
gave as the date of the Fernie boxes
leaving, they must have come as slow
freight, as slow as the party which had
retarded the progress of legislation in
this country.

Referring to the Houston episode he
held that the Premier had when he
recommended Mr. Houston for, office
virtually held the member for Nelson a
iit. person for that high position. After
the Lieut.-Governor’s refusal he took
the position that Mr, Houston was not
a fit person. The Attorney-General's re-
marks yesterday were that Mr. Hous-
ton was vndeniably an unfit person for
that place.-

In New South Wales an instance bear-
ing on this case arose. A premier recom-
mended twelve cabinet members, who
were objected to by the governor. A
compromise was affected after communi-
edtion -with the authorities in Bmgland,
by which eight of these were taken in.
In the present instance no compromise
was possible. The Premier was there-
fore called upon to give way and should
then have resigned.

J. H, Hawthonthwaite.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite was proud that
he was a Socialist. The Socialist mem-
bers vepresented 7,000 voters. In order
to cut out individual congratulations he
congratulated every one present for. be-
ing returned as a member at all,

He objected that there was no refer-
ence in the speech to laber. There were
no - labor trowbles from a ‘capitalistic
standpoint, but there were labor troub-
les. The labor party had found that
there was no redress for them in strikes
and had found that it was necessary to
take political ~action, = The  Socialists
were not there to hamper capitalistic
enterprise in the coumntry. Capital might
be taxed too much. ‘In Australia labor
Teaders had got control and taxed eapi-
taliout of the country. That should not
be repeated here.

The financial position demanded some-
thing to be done. The government had
kept its promises in one réspect. "It had
not further taxed labor. The fight seem-
ed to be upon whom should the burdeén
of taxation fall, the great or the small
capitalist. A

In. reply to the member for Alberni
as to the government being so degraded
as to be held in support by the Socialist
vote, Mr. - Hawthornthwaite said that
the Socialist party would never be so
degraded as to support a government of
which the member for Alberni was a
member, (Government applause.) He
hoped that the Liberal party would not
follow the member for Alberni in this
respect. ¥

The Socialist party took an independ-
ent stand. Ewery bill introduced in the
House would be considered on its own
merits. He would see that the inter-
ests of the country and the labor im-
terests were protected.

If the Liberal party defeated the gov-
ernment it would have to seek the aid
of the degraded Socialist vote. If the
Liberal party could defeat the Conser-
vative party they could go ahead and the
Socialists would stand by and see fair
play.

W. Davidson,

Mr. Davidson said that he was an In-
dependent labor representative in the
House. He stood a lone labor represen-
tative pledged to meither party. He
would judge every bill on its merits ir-
respective of what party brought the bill
in. He had witnessed with much amuse-
ment what he called a boxing match be-
tween the two great political parties in
the House,

Taking wp the speech from the throre,
there were possibly some points he did
not agree with, but he would take ‘thé
position of considering the questions for
the general good of the coumtry. The
old system of over expenditure was
bound to come to an_end, and in all
fairness the present Conservative party
had nothing more to do ‘with it than did
the Liberal party.

He was willing to' do his best to de-
vise means for adjusting the financial
difficulties.

If ever a day existed for c¢ash or land
subsidies to aid railways in the province
that day had now passed away.

He thought the speech was not open-
to the criticism of containing very little.
He thought it contained enough to keep
the legislature employed for six ‘months.
He could not agree With the member for
Alberni that the ‘country was ‘80 pros-
perous as what he outlined.” Legislation

latter was a lone representative of a
party. Judging from the remarks of the
Attorney-General he (Houston) was also
a lone member.

Some of the young members
had shown an improvement since they
came to Victoria and came in contact
with the government. Some of them
were previously described as mnot being
able to meet their opponents and unable
to express themselves clearly during the
election. The only danger mow seemed
to be that they might become great
speakers as some who sat in the last
House—and went down to defeat.

He said the member for Fernie had re-
ceived as much notoricty as himself, The
difference was that the Liberals were
trying to kick him (Ross) cut of the
house, while the Attorney-General tried
to kick him (Houston) out of the party.

Had the member for Fernie not been
sick during the campaign he believed he
would have had credentials without any
blot upon them. The electorate of Fer-
nie would have given him a good ma-
Jjority. =Y

The Liberal-Conservative party, of
which he was a supporter, was elected
on a platform prepiared by that party.
The government seemed to have forgot-
ten that. No party whieh forget its
pledges to the people could demand sup-
port.

The financial position as described by
the governmént was intended to, show
that the province was in the hands of
pawnbrokers. It could not be denied
that that was a bad position. He had
been in the hands of the pawnbrokers
himself ~ and it was not an enviable
place.

The country was not in such a bad po-
sition as represented. All that was re-

quired was a government broad-minded

enough to take advantage of the sources
of revenue and provide a way out of
the trouble.

One of the greatest financial authori-
ties in the province was the News-Ad-
vertiser, which had repeatedly pointed
out how finances should be conducted.
Apparently no one but the editor of that
paper could follow the reasoning and
carry it out, That authority did not al-
ways state facts. It charged that the
financial troubles were due to the three
governments led by Martin, Dunsmuir
and Prior. The Martin government was
never in shape to formulate a financial
policy. It might perhaps have been a
good thing that it was not. The .state-
ments regarding it could only be re-
garded as the vaporings of a man gone
mad on, financial subjects. The Duns-
muir government might be held respon-
sible. It had brought down estimates
for three years. Some of the most ar-
dent supporters were those who were
now members of the government. One
of the greatest love feasts was seen one
vear when excessive txpenditure was
made for roads and trails. Only one
member he believed was not satisfied.
The expenditure in that branch was
$534,000, yet if the members had got all
they asked for it would have been three
times that.

How many members would come pre-
pared to advise reduced expenditures in
his own riding? Until members were
educated to that they would never have
the expenditure within the revenue.
He was opposed to a cheese-paring gov-
ernment. He wanted a government ca-
pable of providing revenue sufficient o
meet the necessary expenditure.

It was bad policy to dismiss agents at
Wells, Bennett and Creston in order to
save a few dollars when men were kept
in office in Victoria at salaries involying
thousands of dollars, who had = never
given a cent towards increasing the rev-
enues of the province,

He did not believe in the horizontal
method of raising revenue. The govern-
ment should carry out its party pledges.
One of these was to tax the output of
metalliferous mines on the basis of the
net profits of those mines. That was a
plank of the platform adopted at the
Revelstoke convention in 1902. It was
received with cheers at that convention
equalled only by the cheers which greet-
ed the leader chosen, who shed tears in
describing the treachery of the men who
knifed him with respect to that office,
and who resigned in consequence, but
again accepted the office.

A change had come over the party, and
the leaders of it had allowed others to
usurp their places. It could not be ex-
pected that a party leaderless could
carry out its policy.

The government admitted the 2 per
cent, tax was mot what it should be, but
wanted men engaged in mining to
evolve a better system. The govern-
ment should provide the remedy, and if
not able should get out and let some one
else try.

The finances would not be in such bad
shape had the land laws been allowed
to have been carried out. If coal and oil
applications, which had been properly
made, had been allowed, they would not
have been in such shape as when the
government telegraphed to Ottawa for a
few dollars from the Chinese taxation in
order to overcome the difficulties.
‘Would the government explain why it
had not taken advantage of this way of
getting revenue?

Individual members of it had attempt-
ed it by using the name of that great
power whom the Attorney-General held
should not be mentioned in the House.
The reasons given must be regarded as
insufficient, and especially to those giant
intellects controlling the government.
It was urged that the financial con-
ditions were due to expenditure on roads
and trails. He had heard that Kootenay

Victoria Meteorological Office,
25th November to 1st December, 1903.

hotel to be erected on the James Bay re-
claimed area by the C. P. R. Company
would be started. Mr. Rattenbury re-
turned Monday from Montreal, where
he has been conferring with Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy, president of the company,
relative to the plans of the proposed
structure. The matter was thoroughly
| considered, the advice of the most ex-
i perienced hotel men in the service of the
E company being sought, so that when Mr.
i Rattenbury left the eastern metropolis
for the coast he knew exactly what was
wanted.

“The question of foundations is the
;ditﬁcult feature of the proposition, and
' T have been authorized to engage a con-
sulting engineer to assist me in dealing
with it,” the architest further said. When
this was satisfactorily settled the rest
would be plain sailing.

The. hotel which is to be erected on the
 James Bay flats will be one of the finest
of its kind on the continent. It will be
230 by 200 feet, and will stand about a
hundred and fifty feet back from the sea
wall. It will front on the harbor. The
structure on which operations are to be
cominenced as soon as Mr. Rattenbury
has made the necessary arrangements
will contain all the public rooms re-
quired for the building, when additions,
which will double its number of bed-
rooms, are made, In the meantime the
hotel will have 175 bedrooms, with a
bathroom attached to every apartment.
It will be constructed of stone, and will
be seven Stories high. The public rooms,
to which reference has already been
made, will include a spacious entrance
hall, about 80 by 40 feet, a palm garden
80 by 50, a grand dining-room 120 by 42,
a library and reading-room 60 by 22 feet
and a ladies’ parlor 42 by 22 feet—all on
the ground floor. On the lower ground
floor, which cannot be called a base-
ment, because it will be above the ground
surface, there will be a Turkish loung-
ing room with small private rooms ac-
cessory to it.

In addition to
these this lower section will have bil-
liard, and grill rooms and Turkish baths.

As stated above, the heighth of the
hotel will be seven stories, and it will
be of stone, with slate ard ecopper roof.
Its style will be French renaissance, and
after the Chateau Frontemac, the com-
pany’s tourist hotel in Quebee, which is
one of the most admired hostelries on the
continent. Its interier finish will be a
special feature. Each moof will have a
distinctive character in its fittings, this
important department being under the
general supervision of Mrs. Hayter
Reed, wife of the manager of the
Chateau Frontenae, who not long ago
undertook the interior redecoration of

success. The finest woods will be used
in' the finish, the intention of the com-
pany being to spare no expense to effect
perfect harmony and taste in the ine
terior arrangement,

The C. P. R. hotels are noted for their
efficient service just as much as for their
imposing appearance, and it is intended
that the new caravansary .0 grace the
James Bay area will be a conspicuous
advertisement of this feature for the
company’s hotel system. To eLsure this,
special attention has been given to the
arrangement of the kitchen department
and other branches essential to a service
equal to the standard established in
their various chateaux gnd chalets. Al-
though the building will occupy a con-
siderable part of the area to be granted
the company by the city, it will leave a
spacious expanse which will be laid out
by experienced gardeners in a manner
harmonizing with the beauty of the edi-
fice that will grace it. On the sheltered
side—facing Douglas street—there will
be temmis courts, bowling alleys and
other places for recreation, while the
grounds generally will be ornamented
with parterres and shrubbery.

It should be borne in mind that the
structure to be erected as soon as the
essential preliminaries are completed is
to be so constructed that when the trade
justifies, another large wing can be added
to it. The building which Mr. Ratten-
bury is planning will cost approximately
$350.000, exclusive of the foundations,
which will mount up considerably, and
the special interior fittings. In fact the
architect told the Times representative
Tuesday that cost would be somewhere
in the neighborhood of $500,000, possibly
more. The additional wing, for which
provision is to be made, would cost half
as much again, so that when the tourist
trade necessitates an increase in the size
of the hotel the cost will total at least
$750,000.

At first blush this easy reeling off of
estimates running into the hundreds of
thousands may appear reckless, but re-
ference to the Chateau Frontenac will
furnish the required proof. The Chateau,
which in the first place was supposed
to cost $300,000 or thereabouts, has
totalled between two and three times
that amount to date, and to-day the
Times was informed by Mr. Rattenbury
that %o great has been the trade there
that the company intends doubling its ac-
commodation.

to the members,~contains the following
account of the consideration and rejec-
tionr of the proposal by the directors:

“What came near being a reality in
the shape of a summer home for the
young men of the association was turn-
ed down by the directors. The president
and secretary succeeded in winning a
practical friend for the association. This
friend was Mr. Brackman, who offered
the association the beautiful resort com-
prising three or four acres situate in one
of the most charming spots in British
Columbia two miles from Sidney, the
association to pay a very nominal sum,
about a quarter its value, at the end of
two years without interest.

TYPHOON ON CHINA: COAST.

Thousands of* Lives Reported to Have
Been Lost—Many Vessels
2 Wrecked.

‘Advices were treceived from South
China by the Athenian of the loss of
many lives as a result of the destruction
of several hundred fishing junks in a
typhoon off Swatow.

The havoc was awful when the gale
swept down on the Chinese vessels.
Masts were broken, rudders carried
away, sails ripped and general destruc-
tion was rife. For days numbers of dis-
abled junks drifted ‘helplessly about,
their occupants suffering greatly from ex-
treme thirts and hunger. The Hongkong
govermment tender Stanley rescued a
number and picked up eight juntas, tak-
ing 122 men off vessels that were aban-
doned.

The Stanley then returned to the
rescue, for the saved fishermen reported
that there were 400 junks fishing off
Swatow when the typhoon came on Nov-
ember 8th. From the Stanley 57 dis-
abled junks were seen flying distress !/
signals, Several junks were towed to
Hongkong and then a third relief cruise !
was made.

Meanwhile three torpedo boat de-
stroyers, fhe naval water boat Cherub
and a Chinese cruiser were sent out and
rescued many. Several hundred men
were taken from wrecked craft suffering
greatly, some having been without food
or water from two to five days. Of the
400 fishing junks, at least 300 are Te-
ported disabled or sunk, and thousands
of lves were lost.

RECOORDER FROM BENNETT.

Stages Will Have All Passengers They
Can Carry For Next Two
Months.
