ANDAND- In July and August a French com­
mission is to explore the ocean botttom 
along the coasts of Spain, Portugal and 
Morocco.

According to Ralph Abercrombie, F. 
R. S., an English meteorologist, more 
wind occurs by day than at night in 
places having the same barometric 
pressure.

The Aeronautical Society of Great 
Britain proposes holding an exhibition 
next year to show what progress has 
been made toward a solution of the 
problem of aerial navigation.

Fossil remains lately found in France 
prove that a group of mammals which 
existed in the late Eocene period 
united many of the characteristics of 
pigs with those of monkeys—an associa­
tion of characters of peculiar interest to 
students of evolution.

The London Society of Telegraph En­
gineers and of Electricians have decided 
to offer annually three prizes for the 
best original papers on telegraphic or 
electric subjects, sent in by any persons 
not members of the council of the So­
ciety. The prizes will consist of scien­
tific books or apparatus, the first prize 
having a value of £10 and the other 
two of £6 each. The first awards will 
be made for papers sent in before the 
end of May past.

Gas and electricity have combined to 
produce light in a new system. A strip 
of platinum foil is so arranged in con­
nection with a burner as to be heated 
when the gas is ignited, the platinum 
then offering so much resistance to an 
electric current passed through it as to 
be raised to incandescence and in turn, 
giving to the gas a very high tempera­
ture and causing it to be entirély con­
sumed. By the aid of a small current 
a very brilliant light is said to be pro­
duced with a great economy of gas.

Experimenting to determiuie the 
order in which the action of the various 
organs of the body ceases in asphyxia, 
M. Piot has concluded' that the exact 
instant of death is very difficult to 
determine. The movements of respira­
tion first cease to be apparent, then the 
beating of the heart becomes less fre­
quent, the pupils of the eyes dilate 
excessively, and the cornea becomes in­
sensible; but these are only apparent 
signe of death, for after they have ap­
peared in dogs the animals have been 
restored to life by artificial respiration.

A very curious phenomenon is in 
progress on the eastern coast of the 
Caspian Sea. The Khara Boghaz is an 
estuary separated from the main body 
of the sea by a bank through which 
there is an inlet. The evaporation from 
this gulf is so great that a current con­
tinually sets in from the main body of 
the Caspian ; and as there is no return 
current the water of the gulf becomes 
more and more saliferous, and a deposit 
of salt is in course of formation. In 
time this gulf will be cut off from the 
Caspian and become an extensive salt 
bed.

A few of those Renewed confirmation of the infec 
tious character of consumption has 
been obtained by M. Giboux. In the 
experiments made, air which had been 
expired by consumptive animals was 
introduced twice a day for 105 days 
into a wooden case containing young 
rabbits, the case being closed each time 
for two hours to prevent access of other- 
air. The result was the formation оГ 
tubercles in the lungs of the rabbits. 
Other rabbits, similarly treated except 
that the infected air was passed through 
carbolized wadding, remained entirely 
unaffected.

Vessels in the Atlantic near the 
Cape Verde archipelago occasionally 
encounter showers of tine dust, which 
so often have a reddish appearance that 
they are known to sailors as “red fogs.” 
In Lyone, Genoa, Sicily and other parts 
of southern Europe similar phenomena 
give rise to “blood rains,” of which 
Flammarion has collected a record of 
twenty cases occurring in Europe be­
tween 1803 and 1870. By microscopical 
examination Prof. Ehrenberg has found 
the Atlantic dust to be rich in infusorial 
forms belonging to the* equatorial re­
gions of South America.

Under a common lens a fly is seen 
enlarged to several times its ordinary 
size, and it is often inferred that a 
microscope having a magnifying power 
of a thousand diameters must transform 
the insect into a winged mastodon of 
huge proportions. This is not so. how­
ever, for the reason that under a strong 
magnifying power the range of vision 
becomes very limited, and it is impossi­
ble to view more than a very small por­
tion at a time of so large an object as a 
fly. The diameter of the so-called field 
of view of various microscope objectives 
has been measured by Phin, with the 
following results : With a magnifying 
power of twenty-five diameters, the 
field is about a quarter of an inch ; with 
fifty diameters, it is one-eighth of an 
inch; with one hundred diameters, one- 
sixteenth of an inch; with five hundred 
diameters, one eightieth of an inch; and 
with one thousand diameters, the 
hundred-and-fiftieth of a inch—a space 
which is ordinarily invisible to the 
naked eye. With the most powerful 
microscopes, therefore, it is useless to 
expect to examine all at once any 
object visible to the unaided eye.

The financial insufficiency 
of Mr. Brown or Capt. Cuthbert is urged 
in this connection for the first time by 
Mr. Robertson, whose letter reads more 
like the effusion of a semi-intoxicated 
rough than a gentleman in his sober 
senses.

GUITEAU BREAKS DOWN.

Shortly before 12 o’clock Guitean seem­
ed to break down completely and burst 
into tears and sobbed hysterically. Dr. 
Hicks sat by bis side fanning him and 
vainly trying to calm him. The belief is 
gaining ground that he w ill be unable to 
rally sufficiently to pass the ordeal with 
the heroic courage which it had been as­
serted he would exhibit. At half past 11 
preparations began to be made for the ex­
ecution. At 11.50 a detachment of artil­
lery was formed on the east side of the 
rotundap and brought their muskets to 
parade rest. At that time about 250 
people were in the rotunda. Dr. Hicks 
was with the prisoner engaged in prayer. 
Guiteau showed great nervousness and 
appeared greatly startled when he heard 
the rattle of muskets on the rotunda floor. 
From that moment Guiteau appeared to 
be thoroughly overcome with emotion. 
He wept freely and seemed to be in great 
anguish.

London, July 1.
The Times, commenting on the execu­

tion of Guiteau, considers that his behavi­
our until the last shred of hope had disap­
peared, was consistent. It says “He was 
not so overcome at the prospect of certain 
death as to forget his theatrical airs. He 
was not ashamed to declare that he died a 
Christian and a patriot.

NEAR THE END,

The autopsy will be performed at two 
o’clock in the chapel of the jail. The 
scene in the rotunda while waiting for 
the prisoner was one long to be remember­
ed. The soldiers were drawn up on one 
side and a long line of spectators was 
drawn up facing them on the other. It 
was understood that Guiteau was very 
depressed and it was expected that his 
passage to the gallows would present a 
very distressing sight. .

The movement of the officers about the 
jail door was watched with eager atten­
tion. After the death warrant was read 
to the prisoner by the warden, the prison­
er became much composed and turning 
away began to brush his hair with his old 
apparent swaggering sang froid.

At 12.25 a loud steam whistle was 
blown at the work house near the jail; 
this whisjje usually blows at 12, and by it 
Guiteau was in the habit of guaging time. 
The delay to-day was by special arrange­
ment, so that its startling sound might 
not come before the officers were ready. 
Two minutes later the iron gates at the 
end of the corridor clicked, then Warden 
Crocker made his appearance, and a mo. 
ment later the figure of Guiteau was seen, 
his face was pallid and the muscles about 
his month moved nervously ; other than 
this there were no signs of faltering.

The order of the procession to the 
scaffold was as follows : Warden Crocker 
and one of his officers first, followed by 
Rev. Dr. Hicks, then the prisoner in 
charge of two guards, Messrs. Coleman 
and Woodward behind ; then two by two, 
Messrs. Jones, Hudson, Johnson and 
Crocker, four jail officers, the latter being 
a brother of the Warden.

GUITEAU COOL AND COLLECTED.

Guitean was perfectly cool and collect, 
ed, a white handkerchief lying spread ont 
upon his shoulders. The crowd of specta­
tors closed in behind the prisoner who 
walked slowly, looking about into the 
faces of the spectators with perfect com­
plaisance. The procession moved quickly 
to the scaffold and Guiteau ascended the 
twelve somewhat steep steps with as much 
steadiness as could be expected from a 
man whose arms were tightly pinioned 
behind him. At the last step he faltered 
for a moment but was assisted by the two 
officers who walked up with him, one on 
either side.

Upon reaching the platform Guiteau 
was placed immediately behind the drop 
facing the front of the scaffold. Capt. 
Coleman stood upon his right. Robert 
Strong upon his left and Mr. Woodward 
directly behind him. - Mr. Jones took a 
position on the north side, near the up­
right of the beam, Gen. Crocker, the 
warden, took his position at the south­
east corner of the structure.

There was a slight delay, while 250 or 
more spectators pushed through the door 
leading from the rotunda to the corridor 
at the lower eud of which the gallows was 
placed. Dr. Hicks read from the Scrip­
tures. He read but for two or three 
minutes and then stopped. After a mo­
ment’s delay, Guiteau in a loud, clear, 
firm voice said, “ I will read from Mat­
thew x., 28 to 41 : * Fear not them which 
kill the body but are not able to kill the 
soul,” etc. Then having shut his Bible, 
he read his last dying prayer which is as 
follows :

Salmon and the Batching House-
All accounts from the Miramichi agree 

in saying that the salmon catch is the best 
for many years. The fishermen are get­
ting good hauls in their nets, the freezers 
are tilling up, the shipments are large, 
and the anglers are beginning to have 
good sport. The salmon exodus, like the 
other exodus, appears to be at an end, 
and there will doubtless be a cessation of 
grumbling at the fish breeding houses. 
The salmon industry is an important one, 
and a good catch means a great many 
thousands of dollars divided among the 
fishermen and the dealers.

Why should the Times endeavor to 
make it appear that the breeding estab­
lishment is a benefit to our salmon 
fishery,, when all unprejudiced evidence 
in that connection tends to establish the 
contrary conviction. There never was a 
a better year for Salmon on the Mirami­
chi than 1874, yet there was no possi­
bility of the breeding establishment 
affecting the run of that year, because 
it was, then, just started. All that can 
be said now is that there has been a fair 
run of fish thus far in the season, but 
not, by any means, so good a run as 
that of ’74. The Times will, therefore, 
have to look to some other quarter for 
evidence that the Hatching House is 
not an injury rather than a benefit to 
our salmon fishery.

Guiteau’s Execution.

THE ASSASSIN MEETS DEATH CALMLY—HOW 
HE SPENT HIS LAST HOURS.

Washington press despatches of June 
30th give the following account of the 
last hours of Guiteau, who assassinated 
President Garfield. —

At 10 o’clock this morning Guiteau 
desired to take a bath and a large tub 
was taken into his cell. At this hour no 
one but the “death watch ” was with 
him. Guiteau nervously disrobed and 
plunged into the bath; it was quite 
apparent to the guard that his object in 
asking for the batli was simply to obtain 
some employment which might attract 
his thoughts from the contemplation of 
his approaching death. He evinced in­
creased nervousness, and his constrained 
movements,distraught manner, and marked 
tremor in his tone, when he attempted to 
speak impressed the guards with the 
belief that he was rapidly weakening. The 
opinion was expressed by some of the jail 
officials that he would be unable to control 
his emotion when the dread moment 
arrived, and even if he did not completely 
break down and make a scene, that he 
would be unable from nervous excitement 
to carry out the programme upon the 
scaffold which he had announced.

A SCANDALOUS PROPOSITION.

Many telegrams and other messages 
have arrived at the jail this morning from 
different parties. A telegram from New 
York, signed by J. B. Bunnell was re­
ceived about 10, by Dr. Hicks and asked 
if the sender could obtain possession of 
Guiteau’s body to exhibit for the benefit 
of the Young Men’s Christian Association. 
Dr. Hicks paid no attention to the 
message.

The Business Outlook .
We take the following seasonable article 

from the Monetary Times : —
The reports of our banking institutions 

so far, are favorable in tone, yet tinged 
with a sort of apprehension that unless 
care is exercised from this time forward, 
there may be a speedy reversal of the 
pleasant prospects. This was especially 
the case with the speech of the President 
of the Bank of Montreal. It is unfortu­
nate that an election contest somewhat 
warped men’s judgments in considering 
the true bearing of the remarks that were 
made by the very able anil judicious head 
of our greatest bank, 
were well-timed on the whole, though ex­
ception might be taken to some points, 
which we have already noticed, and to a 
few expressions as being perhaps pitched 
rather strongly. But of the soundness of 
their general drift there can be no doubt.

The country generally has had two 
really good years. Even apart from ex­
ceptional circumstances, either of fiscal 
policy or otherwise, the country could not 
fail to have made considerable strides in 
the way of improvement. We have had 
two good harvests. Our cattle, butter 
and cheese products have been large and 
profitable. And our forests for the last 
two years have yielded us probably double 
the value they did for two years previous­
ly. And this is the most important ex­
port we have.

But, in addition to this, we have had a 
new development altogether for Canada, 
viz., the rapid opening up and settlement 
of a great prairie oountry. The enormous 
influence of the opening up of the North- 
West can only be appreciated by those 
who are carrying on business with Mani­
toba and its adjacent provinces. Besides, 
there has been a heavy railway expendi­
ture in various parts of the Dominion. 
The Pacific Railway and its tributaries, 
involve an outlay of money in Ontario, 
Manitoba, British Columbia and the 
North-West generally, which exceeds, 
probably, that which took place during 
the construction of the Grand Trunk.

Bathurst after the late Election.
Last week we gave place to a com­

munication on the subject of the Glou­
cester contest, which, we have reason to 
believe, was not conceived in that spirit 
of candor and justice by which we 
alway wish our correspondents to be 
guided. While earnestly desiring the 
élection of Mr. Anglin, not only on 
party grounds, but also because of his 
high character and statesmanlike qual­
ities, we had no wish to continue the 
tight over the issues which were so con­
clusively decided by the people of Glou­
cester. Whatever may have been our 
private advice to our political friends at 
Bathurst, we did not wish, iu these 
columns, to disarm them in any future 
action they proposed to take, especially 
as we had confidence in the truthfulness
of their representations. From infor­
mation received from gentlemen who 
were in Bathurst at the time and since, 
we are, however, justified in reproduc­
ing the following for the purpose of ex­
planation,—

The successful candidate was met by a 
number of his friends on his return home 
from the lower end of the County, and a 
procession somewhat similer to a Circus 
Parade, or a City Polymorphian Show was 
the result. Doubtless the newly-elected 
was elated. It reminded one of the 
classical lines—
“The elephant now goes ’round,
The band (two fiddles and a drum) begins to play, 
The boys around the monkey’s cage,
Had better keep away.

“ A howling mob,” as a St Sohn gen­
tleman termed it, grossly insulted Mr. 
Anglin several times, thereby keeping up 
the character which they have of late 
earned for themselves.

Hhd we known that the successful 
candidate did not return to Bathurst 
until the day after polling and under­
stood that the “procession” referred to 
and the drunkenness, rioting, dancing, 
etc., and alleged insults to Mr. Anglin 
were separate both as to time and cir­
cumstance, the letter would not have 
appeared as it did. The successful can­
didate was, we have reason to believe, 
met by a number of gentlemen of Bath­
urst and other electors, as he was re­
turning from the lower part of the 
County the day after the election. Our 
knowledge of several of these gentle­
men justifies us in saying that they are 
not of the class who make up Circus or 
Polymorphian Shows and had we 
known that they were of the party the 
allusion to them as quoted above would 
not have been admitted to these columns.

There was, no doubt, too free a dis­
pensation ot intoxicating liquors, and a 
jubilation over the result that was ex­
cessive and silly,but such things are not 
confined to Gloucester County or the 
town of Bathurst, nor can successful 
candidates or such gentlemen as those 
who drove ont to meet Mr. Burns, be 
held responsible for them. It is not al­
ways easy for leaders to restrain their 
real or pretended friends in the time of 
victory. We have no desire to justify 
or condone the intemperate acts—the 
sidewalk dancing during the whole 
night, terminating in-fights, the general 
molestation of public decorum, the 
taunting conduct of the lower classes 
towards their vanquished opponents— 
which, we have no doubt, marred the 
pleasure of the most intelligent friends 
of the successful candidate, but the 
stigma of these should not be attached 
to leading citizens of Bathurst,—simply 
because many of them were Mr. Hums’ 
friends, for they are, we believe, as 
careful in their observance of the pro­
prieties of life as onr political corres­
pondent can possibly be.

After the above was in type the 
Advocate of yesterday came to hand, 
containing a number of anonymous 
letters abusing the Advance and its 
editor after the usual fashion of that 
paper and its contributors. One letter, 
to which the writer has the commend­
able courage to append his name, gives 
a statement respecting the scenes after 
the election, and is, partially, as fol­
lows:—

When the polls closed, an immense 
crowd gathered around tlie Telegraph 
Office to hear the result. As majority 
after majority rolled up for Bums the 
air became one vast cheer. Are m.n 
who have worked hard to attain a legi­
timate end and who being successful 
give vent to their feelings in cheers to 
be designated a “howling mob” even 
“by a St. John gentlemen ?”

While 
iu the Village it halted opposite the 
residence of Hon. J. Ferguson and 
office of Dr. Duncan and gave these 
gentlemen three hearty cheers as it 
had to others on the route. While 
doing so stones were thrown from the

No provo­
cation whatever was given for this 
attack on the procession, as I can vouch 
for. Naturally the men on being thus 
attacked jumped from the waggon and 
made for the yard whence the stones had 
come but finding no one there the pro­
cession reformed and passed over to 
Town again, drawing up in front of 
Wilbur’s Hotel. A travelling Agent— 
a St. John man by the way—here pro­
posed three groans for Anglin, but was 
at once put down by the party, who had 
no desire to insult the vanquished. In­
stead, three cheers were called for him 
who, though now defeated, had been 
their Representative for 15 years and 
had served them to the best of his 
ability during that time. Three cheers 
were given. Mr. Anglin, I am certain, 
does not countenance any such theory 
as corruption, to account for his defeat.

The Egyptian Ferment Salesmen Wanted.;caved in at different points, while the 
surface of the )atre^ is becoming very [Toronto Globe.)

The long threatening Egyptian question 
is pressing for settlement. The comprom­
ise which has endured so long and which 
has, on the whole, been so successful, is 
seemingly at an eml. It is difficult to 
imagine a future for Egypt. Whatever 
else may happen, it is almost certain that 
the joint and illogical Anglo-French super­
vision uf Egyptian affairs will never pre­
vail again. Neither is it probable that 
the authority of the Porte over Egypt— 
confined as it has been for many years 
past to the drawing of a stated annual 
tribute—will be suffered in the least to 
grow, while it is not at all improbable 
that the Turkish suzerainty will he one of 
the first things to disappear should the 
present insurrection assume the proportions 
of a war.

If it were not for the overwhelming im­
portance of the Suez Canal to the West­
ern nations, the issue of the Alexandria 
emeute might be confidently predicted.— 
Xhe dynasty of Mehcmet Ali would be 
overturned by the soldier of fortune, 
some call him, swashbuckler, Arabi Bey. 
The Khedive’s impotence has been already 
proved, aud the European concert having 
fostered the national aspirations of others 
of the Sultan’s feudatory countries could 
not permit the use of Turkish weapons 
against Egypt, unless Turkey went in not 
as suzerain but as the mandatory of Eur­
ope. The insurrection having gone so far, 
the probability is that left to itself Egypt 
would become an independent country, no 
doubt under a harsher sovereign than Ma- 
hommed Tewfik. The existence, however, 
of the Canal renders it certain that Egypt 
must for many years to соте be_subjected 
to some kind of outside control. The 
Canal cannot be left liable to seizure and 
destruction at any moment by any success­
ful insurgent, as it is now at the hands of 
Arabi. At the present moment one well 
placed cartridge of dynamite might con* 
vulse the commerce of half the world.— 
To suppose that the Western nations, par­
ticularly Britain, are going to incur a per­
petual liability to such a risk is to suppose 
that human nature has suddenly under­
gone a radical change.

Some European nation must step in to 
flffitect^the canal. It does not matter 
If England and France were séiîl ifef 
on the Egyptian question, there is no 
doubt that the European Conference would 
authorize them to act jointly. The 
diplomats would feel quite sure that 
neither of the two nations would permit 
the other to gain auy advantage, and would 
chuckle gleefully at having thus efficient­
ly sown the seeds of a quarrel between 
the two mandatories. But the trouble is, 
France has had in Tunis enough of African 
exploiting to last her for a decade, and she 
is not ready. Neither is any other nation 
in a position to intervene swiftly and cer­
tainly. The least unprepared of all of 
them is England. She has a powerful 
fleet already in Egyptian waters, strong 
garrisons at Cyprus within a day’s call, at 
Malta, and Gibraltar. Within ten days, 
she has her Indian army ready for service. 
If any nation can save the Canal it is 
England. Nor is there any reason why 
Europe should be jealous of British inter­
vention. Holding, as Britain does, not 
only the tactical points in the Mediter­
ranean and Levant, but also, by virtue of 
her possession of Aden, and the Island of 
Регіт, the control of the Red Sea, it is 
not worth while for anybody to dispute 
her power at this moment. The Canal is 
virtually a British ditch,and with or with­
out the consent of Europe it must be kept 
open for traffic.

Perhaps this will be the solution of the 
problem. Arabi Bey may inflict some 
damage upon the Canal before the Confer­
ence can agree as to who is to prevent 
him- England will then be forced to in­
terfere, Europe willing or not willing. 
Then, the internal troubles of Egypt hav­
ing first been arranged, an attempt will 
probably be made to constitute Egybt an 
independent country with a joint guaran­
tee of neutrality, some security being 
taken for the safety of the Canal. Brit­
ain would naturally wish to retire from 
Egypt as soon as possible ; first, beesuse 
her presence there would be a source of 
irritation to the other Powers ; and sec­
ondly, because as long as she is supreme 
at sea Eg} pt and the Canal cah be hers 
any day when she chooses to seize them.

ït seems extremely improbable that the 
Egyptian trouble can be arranged without 
armed intervention, The beat that can 
be expected is that the power of Arabi 
will collapse at the tiring of the first gun, 
but he appears to be a man who will not 
strike his colours until lie is compelled to

It is really time 
that a better street system was inaugura­
ted. It will require, of course, more 
money and a more earnest effort to secure 
needed improvements, but the question 
should be taken hold of earnestly and 
with the single object of benefiting the 
public, regardless of individuals who may 
wish to stand in the way.
